Factory will be Enlarged and Work Be­
gun About July xst.

A few weeks ago C. J. Hamiltoo dis 
posed of his stock In the Daisr Mfg. Co. 
and seTered his conoection with that in­
stitution. It was not generally known at 
the time what Mr. Hsmllton bad in riew 
or what he proposed doing. The people 
of Plymouth will receive with pleasure 
the newK that he has entered Jnto partner­
ship with his son, Coello« under thel firm 
name of C. J. Hamilton A Son, for the 
manufacture of a cartridge* rifle, patents 
for which are now pending The rifle is 
a product of Mr. Hamilbm's brain and 
was designed with a view to simplicity, 
durabili^, accuracy and cheapness. Per­
sons who are well acquainted with the 
trade in this line of goods have seen it 
and hare assured the new firm that there 
is a great demand for joat such an article. i 

This Is an all metal rifle, finely nickel 
plated, is 32 inches long and weighs two 
pounds.

The rifle shoots accurately at )0 rods 
and at 40 feet will pierce three inches of 
pine.

As soon aa the weather permits work 
will be begun on an addition to their 
shop which was built last spnng and is 
located on Depot street. When finished 
they will have a factory 24 feet wide and 
100 feet long. In addition to this they 
will build a small brass foundry. The 
machine room is already equipped with 
the latest improved machinery and tools, 
and as soon as the building is enlarged a 
10 horse power gas engine will be added' 

C. J. Hamilton A  Bon haye the science 
of machinery down to a fine point and it 
wi 11 not be long before they have the cost 
of the manufacture of their rifle reduced 
to a minimum. This will enable them to 
compete successfully with other firms 
who manufacture a similar line of goods- 

The entire gun from start to finish will 
be made here in their own factory. All 
they intend to buy outside Is the crude 
material and their machines will do the 
rest. They expect to have their stwp is 
running order by July 1st.

Before the night of the day in which 
you say enc'mraging words to that 
merchant there will be some crank, | 
male or female, who will come Into 
the store and depreciate everything, 
and haul down enough goods from the 
shelves to fit out a family for-or whole 
winter without buying a cent's worth. 
If the merchant be a grocer, there 
he some one before night who will 
come into his c-stablUbment. and taste 
of this and taste of that and taste of 
everything else. In that way stealing 
all the profits of atij thing tl;at ho may 
purchase—baying three appler> while 
he is eating _cr»e orange. Before the 
night of the (lay when you approve 
that merchant he will have a bad debt 
which he will have to erase, a bad 
debt made by seme one who has moved 
away from tbo nei.ghborhocd without 
giving him any hint of the place of 
destination. Before the night of the 
day when you have uttered encour­
aging words to the ni-^rchant, there’ 
win be seme woman who will return 
to his store a::d say she has lost her 
purse, she left it there in the store, 
she brought It there, she did not take 
it away, she knows it is there, leav­
ing you to make any delicate and com­
plimentary inference that you wish to

If you 
knew how many annoyances they have, 
if you understood that their most elab­
orate article is sometimes flung oat 
because there is such great pressure 
on the columns, and that an accurate 
report of a speech is expected, al­
though the utterance be so indistinct 
tbe disepurso is one long stenographic 
guess, and that the midnight which 
finds you asleep demands that they be 
awake, and tbay arc someUmos ground 
between the wheels of our great brain 
manufactories; slckene'd at the often 
approach of men who ‘want compli­
mentary newspaper notices, or who 
want r.ewspftper\r€tract’on; one day 
sent to report a burial, the next day 
to report a pugilistic eacouiter; shift­
ed from place to place by 
sudden revolution which la li­
able to take place any day 
In our ^reat journalistic establish­
ments; precarious life becoming more 
and xhore precarious—if you under­
stood It, you would be more sympa­
thetic. Be affable when you have not 
an axe to be sharpened on their grind­
stone. Discuss In your mind what the

nineteenth century would be without 
the newspaper, and give encouraging 
words to all who are engaged In̂  this 
interest, from the chief of editorial de­
partment down to the boy that throws 
the morning or evening uewspap(5r in­
to your basement window.

Encourage mechanics. They , will 
plumb the pipes, or they wiil kalso- 
mine the ceilings, or they will put 
down the carpets,-or they will grain 
the doors, or they will fashion' the 
wardrobe. Be not among those •who 
never say anything .to a mechanic ex­
cept to find fault. If ho has done ,a 
job well, tell him it Is splendidly done. 
The tool: is well bound, the door is 
well groined, the chandelier Is well 
•swung, the work Is grandly accem- 
pllshed. Be not among those employ­
ers who never say anything to their 
employes except to swc:;r at them 
Do not bo afraid you will make that 
mechanic so. puffed up end arrogant 
he win never again want to be seen 
■with working aprea or in shin sleeves, 
for before the night comes of that day 
when you praise him there will be a 
lawsuit brought against him because 
he did not finish his work as soon as 
he promised it. forgetful of the fact 
that his wife has been sick and two 
of bis children have died of scarlet 
fever and he has bad a felon on 
finger of the right hand. Denohneed 
perhaps because the paint Is so very 
faint in color, not recognizing the fact 
that the mechanic himself has been 
cheated out of the right ingredients 
and that ne did not find out^ the 
trouble in time; or scolded at because 
be seems to have lamed a horse by 
unskilful shoeing, when the horse has 
for months had spavin or flngbone or 
stringhalL You feel you have the 
right to find fault with a mechan:^ 
when-he does III. Do you H*er praise 
a mechanic when he docs well?

Encourage the farmers. They come 
Into your stores, you meet them In the 
city markets, you often associate with 
them in the summer months. Olfica- 
eeekers go through the land andrthey 
stand on political platforms, and they 
tell the farmers the story about the in- 
d(?pendeat life of a farmer, giving flat­
tery where they ought to-give sym­
pathy. Independent of ■ '̂hat? I was 
brought up on a farm, I worked on a 
farm, I know all about ifcl I hardly 
saw ^  city until I was grown, and I 
tell you that there are no class of peo­
ple in this country who have It harder 
and who more need your s.vTnpatby 
than farmers. Independent of 'What? 
Of the curculio that stings the peach 
trees? of the rust in the wheat? of the 
long r.Tln with the rye down. Inde­
pendent of the grasshopper? of the 
locu.st? of the army worm? of the po­
tato bug? Independent of the drought 
that burns up the harvest? Independ­
ent of the cow with the hollow horn? 
or the sheep with the foot rot? or the 
pot horse 'wUh a nail In his hoof? In­
dependent of the cold that freezes cut 
tbe winter grain? Independent of the 
snowbank out of which he rau:-iL shovel 
himself? Independent of the ' cold 
weather when ho st.ands threshing his 
numbed fingers around his tody to 
keep thorn from bel:ig frosted? Inde­
pendent of the frozen ears and' the 
frozen feet? Independent of what? > 
Fancy farmers who have made-their 
fortunes in the city and go cut In the 
country to build houses with all the 
modern improvem(?nts. and m.nke 
farming a luxury, may not need any 
rolace; but the yeomanry who get 
their living cut of the soil, anti who 
(hat way have to clothe their families 
and educate th tlr children, and pay 
their taxes and meet tbe interopt on 
mortg.Tgcd farms—Euch men find a ter­
rific struggle. I demand that ofilcc- 
sedkers and politicians fold up their 
fa.-'eous .nnd Imbecllo speeches about 
the indepcnd'.nl life of a farmer, and 
Eub<;titutc some word of comfort drawn 
from the fact that tlicy are f;-oe troni 
cUy conventionalities and city c;)l;lcm- 
ics and city temptations. My mc.-.t viv­
id remembrance of boyhood is of ti:y 
fathqr coming in on a very liet rl.rv 
from the harvest fields and. saating 
himsdf on the docnrill ke.'a'usp he wa 
too faint to get into the lio:;sq. ihu 
perspiration streaming frcm.i fcrcuc.i'i 
and chin, and my mother trying to rc- 
suscitate.him with rr cup (if rohl ware.-, 
which he was too faint to hold to his 
own lips, while saying to u.-?: “Don't be 
frigh:eued; there’s notliing t.he matt r; 
a UUle lirech. that's all; a little tired." 
Ever since that day, when I hear peo­
ple talking about the independent life 
of a farmer I see 'through the sham. 
Farmers ■want not your liattcries! -uU 
your sympathies.

Encourage the doctors. To-j praise 
the doctor when he brings you up from 
an awful crisis of discaio, but do Vou 
praise the doctor when through skiliful 
treatment of the incipient stages of 
disease, he keeps you from' sicking 
down to the awful crisis? There Is 4 
great deal of cheap and heartless wit 
about doctors, but I notice that the 
people who get off that wit ara the 
first to send for a doctor when there 
l.s anything the matter. There are 
those 'n'ho undertake to say in our day 
that doctors are really usele??. One 
man has written a hook entitled “ Ev­
ery Man His Own Doctor.” That au­
thor ought to write, one moiV booik 
entitled “Every Man His Own Under­
taker.'’ "Ob,” says some one. "physi­
cians in constant presence of pain get 
hard-hearted!" Do they? The most 
celebrated surgeon of* the last genera­
tion stood in a clinical department ot- 
one of the New York moJical colleges, 
the students gathered in the amphi­
theater to see a very painful opeiStion 
on a living child. The old surgeon 
said; “Gentlemen, excuse me If I re­
tire; these surgeohs can do this a3 well 
as I can, and as I get older it gives 
me more and more distress to see 
pain.”

Encourage all starting In llf^ by 
TOtusell becozni;^ reminiscent. Es­
tablished merchants, by telling these 
young merchants when yob got i your

first customer, and how you sat be­
hind the counter catldg your luncheon 
with one eye on tbe door. Established 
lawyers, encourage young lawyers by 
telling of'the time when you broke 
down In your first speecHT EstabTishod 
ministers of the Gospel, encourage 
young ministers by merciful examina­
tion of theological candidates, not 
walking around with a profundity and 
overwhelmingness of manner as 
though you were one of the eternal de­
crees. Doctors established, by telling 
you yourself once mistook the measles- 
for scarlatina. And if you have noth­
ing ta  say that is encouraging. Oh,man 
put your teeth tightly together and 
covdr them with the curtain of your 
Up; compress your lips and put yciir 
hand over your mouth and keep still.

They  ̂
think 60 well of the country that in | 
addition to the privilege of obtaining 
a free homestead of 164 acres of land 
they have also purchased land. In a 
recent interview on the subject Messrs. 
C. B. and A. Hughes of Barnesville | 
Clay Co., say: [

“We are well pleased with Westerr j 
Canada. It is far ahead of .what we 
expected. NVe find the climate to bf : 
warmer than we expected. As for the 
crops we have never seen anything ' 
that can compete^wlth them. We have ; 
lived in Minnesota and have farmed , 
some of what they count the best lands 
in the Red River V all^ for ten years 
and have done very well in that part , 
of the country, and have farms there ; 
at present free of all encumberance, i 
but believe that this country (Western I 
Canada) is so much better that ws ; 
have bought from the Canadian Pa-.' 
eifle Railway Company one section of 
land northeast of Edmonton in the 
Beaver Hill district. We have trav­
eled through that part of the country 
and have seen the grain in the gran­
aries and the amount of land that It 
was taken off and find that they have 
grdwn as much as fifty bushels and 
over to the acre, and they say that this 
has not been a good year, and very 
little if any grain had been touched 
by the frost.

The Messrs. Hughes also stated that 
they would be very glad to afford any­
one desiring particulars about the 
country they had visited the .fullest 
infortnatlon, on receiving enquiries at 
Barneaville, Clay Co., before the 1st 
of June next, when it Is understood 
they propose to return to the Edmon­
ton district.

T h e y  O oce H eld  na Im p o rta n t P la c e  In 
th e  D ay ’ s Foatirltieiii

Among the festivities of old New 
York the. observance of New-Year’s 
Day held an Important place, says Mrs. 
Julia Ward Howe in the January At­
lantic. In every house of any preten­
sion the ladies of the family sat in. 
their drawing-room, arrayed in their 
best dresses, and the gentlemen of 
their acquaintance made short visits, 
during which wine and rich cakes were 
offered. It was allowable to call as 
early as 10 o’clock In the moving, but 
the visitor sometimes dlifi little mere 
than appear and disappear, hastily 
muttering something about the “com­
pliments of the season.” The gentle­
men prided themselves upon the num- 
'^ r  of visits paid, the ladies upon the 
numbei^ received. Girls at school vexed 
each other with emulative boasting.

Day.”

“Oh! but we had'sixty-five.”
This perfunctory performance grew 

very tedious by the time that the call­
ing hours were ended, but apart from 
this the day was one on which families 
were greeted by distant relatives rare-' 
ly seen, while old friends met and re­
vived their pleasant memories. In our 
house the rooms were all thrown open, 
and bright fires burned in the grates. 
I recall a New Year’s Day. early in the 
thirties, on which a yellow chariot 
stopped before our door. A stout, 
elderly gentleman descended from It, 
and came In to-pay his compliments to 
my father. This gentleman was John 
Jacob Astor, who was already known 
to be possessed of great wealth.

The pleasant custom Just described 
was said to have originated with the 
Dutch settlers of the olden time. As 
the city grew In size, it became difficult 
and well nigh Impossible for gentle­
men to make the necessary number of 
visits. Finally, a number of young 
men of the city took it upon them­
selves tp call In squads at houses 
whl^h 'they had no right to molest, 
consuming the refreshments provided 
for other guests, and making them­
selves disagreeable in various ways.

Domiciliary visits throughout Manila 
are exasperating the Filipino.s. Their 
suspicions are aroused by such actions. 
The dispatch of reinforcements is in­
compatible w ith peace anW the ap­
pointment of a  commission is only a 
pretext to gain time. The American 
secret police is acting ot*cnsively to­
wards the Filippinos a t llong Kong, 
who at*c British subjects. The Fili­
pino congress a t Malolos has unani­
mously vetoed annexation.”

From Manila: I t  i.s estimated that 
there are,fully  30,000 Filipinos under 
arms, and i t  is said th a t there are 
nearly 50 Maxim guns a t Malplos. some 
of them having been recently acquired.- 
The Filipino m ilitary authorities arc 
convinced they say, th a t the .Americans 
will be unable to work effectively out­
side of Manila in the event of hostili­
ties, hence they feel confidents of the 
future. Many o f the Filipino ■oflicers 
complain of alleged discourteous treat­
ment upon the part of Americans a t 
Manila.

A hospital has been 
established a t Twelve Mile camp, on 
the o ther side of the glacier and 15 
men are suffering there from th e  same 
cause. AU were -frozen try ing  to cross 
the glacier, but managed to get back 
to camp, > The freezing of the Evjens, 
father and son, is particularly  sad. 
They started for Valdez, bu t on get­
ting  well toward the summit of the 
glacier, found their feet freezing. 
Both started back. The son gave his 
father e.xtra w rapping for h is'feet and 
as a result'Doth of the son's legs were 
frozen in a few minutes and he was 
unable to’proceed. He bade his father 
good-bye and compelled him to go on 
w ithout him. Then the boy lay down 
in the snow to die.

1 1  S a i lo r s  D e y o a v e d  b y  C a n n ib a l s .
After es-:*aping death by drowning,

11 of the crew of the sh ip^ lanba 're  
were captured and caiert by cannibals 
of New Guinea. The ship was bound 
for Sydney, Australia, when it was 
caught in a terrib le gale and sunk near 
Cape Nelson. The crew, 18 in all, left 
the ves.sel iu Iv.-o hoat.s and soon be­
came separated. One boat containing
12 men was thrown nshdre 10 miJe.s 
from the cape, where they were seized 
by natives from the interior and hur­
ried off to tlie village of the chiyf. 
Here they were stripped, bound and 
killed, one each day. A wild orgy was 
participated in by a t least 100 savages, 
who had gathered for the feast. The 
only survivor of the crew was James 
Green, wlio was rescued by a steamer 
after tram ping w ithout food a day and 
a night to reach the coast. The scenes 
of horror he had witnessed turned his 
ha ir snowy white.

T h e  M e x ic a n  E x t r a d i t i o n  T r e a t y .

T'ne Mexican extradition treaty 
has died a natural death. I ts  lapse 
finds a rem arkably small number of 
fugitives ft;om justice in either 
country t o ' profit from the fact. 
So far as known a t the state depart­
ment, Santiago Morphy is the only 
Mexican fugitive now a t large in the 
United Slates. In  Mexico there is one 
American. Jam es Temple, who is tech­
nically a  fugitive from justice and 
against whom extradition proceedings 
are now-in progress, the charge being 
unlawful homicide, a id  in his case 
there is reason to believe Me.xico may 
gran t extradition.

The 
fighting was desperate and the advan­
tage remained fi'qally with the govern­
ment's army. The losscs.on both sides 
were licavy. lilorc tlian 400 men were 
killed and 300 were wounded. I’our 
hundred insurgents were taken pri.son- 
ers. The rest of tho defeated rebels 
fled- toward the province of Bolivar, 
hoHy pursued by the victorious troops 
of Alfaro.

Very little  progress.w as made with; 
the army bill, the ofily amendmenti 
adopted being th a t offered by the  com­
mittee to  give veterinaries in cavalry 
regiments the rank, pay and allow­
ances of second lieutenants. The time 
before thq eulogies on the  death of 
Rep. Simpkins, of Massachusetts, be­
gan, was chiefly devoted to a  continu­
ation of the debate on the advisability 
of re taining the  Philippines. A join t 
resolution was adopted granting  to the 
republic of V'enezucla the privilege of ’’ 
sending a cadet to the West Point mili-'*- 
tary  academy. A senate bill was 
passed authorizing the construction 
of a bridge across the Missouri river 
a t Lexington, Mo.

The President has approved the bill 
originally introduced' by Congressman 
Bruokcr granting  to the' city of Sagi­
naw, Mich., the privilege of beautify­
ing aad using for a public park such 
part of tlie U. S. postoffice property in 
th a tc ity  ashem aydeem  unnecessary to 
hold f6r the purpose of which i t  was 
purchased, and the measure introduced 
by Congressman Wm. A. Smith author­
izing the aiyoin lm cnt in the fifth and 
sixth judicial circuits of an additional 
cireffil judge.

The shipping bill, providing a system 
of bounties for American sh ip s,’,has * 
been favorably acted on by the house 
commitfte on m erchant marine and 
fisheries. The vote was on party lines, 
the Democratic members opposing a 
report! Amendments were made em­
bodying In suggestions by c.\-Scnator 
Edmunds in behalf of the shipping in­
terests.

After spending 43 minutes in execu­
tive session the senate decided to vote 
on the peace treaty  with Spain Feb. 6.
A porti<in of each day's session previ­
ous to th a t dale will be spent in cxecu- 
tfve .session discussing the treaty.

The ^cnatc• committee on cojumcrce 
has agreed to report favorably Senator 
Hanna's steamship subsidy bill. A 
few ammeiidroents have been made to 
the bill but not such as to change the 
character of the measure.

I t  now looks as though the one 
dollar lumbclrmon would be winners, 
but would have to accept a compromise 
of 81.60, and this tho Canadians say 
would not be of any advantage to them 
whatever.

Senator Mason vows he will defeat 
the peace treaty  if ho can 't have his 
resolution “declaring that it is not the 
intention of the U. S. to rule any peo­
ple permanently against their w ill”, 
voted on. *

The American Newspapers Pnblish- 
ers' association have appealed to con­
gress for a revocation of the present 
duty on paper and pulp. .

During Ĉi>cse four or five years It 
could hardly he said that Kipling was 
a prodigy. He w:.a always extremely 
near-sighted., whic'n wav perhaps the 
•reason for L'iz not taking any very 
keen interest in either field sports or 
athletics. On the other hand, he was 
not always to bo seen poring over his 
books. He was seldom at the top of 
his class, although when ho left the 
college in liS2 he carried- with him 
the well-earned first prize in English 
.literature.' He was chiefly noticeable 
in his schcolfcllowe’ eyes for a keen 
wit and a flow of language that could 
only be suppressed by depriving him 
of his spectacles.

For two years Kipling was editor of 
the College Chronicle, during which 
period many bright verses and clever 
articles from bis pen appeared In that 
little Jcurnai. The position tqd to his 
first newspaper engagement under 
novel and amusing circumstances. The 
head master of the college was chair­
man of the local board, and he was 
being attacked by tho local paper. The 
local editor, probably seeing some of 
Kipling’s work, entered Into an ar­
rangement with him to goad the Ijead 
master Into the Indiscretion of a reply. 
The next issue contained a series of 
articles written In such poignant, sar­
castic terms that everybody began to 
.talk about the matter. The head mas­
ter was compelled to take up his pen 
In self-defense, and eventually he re- 

.^gned bis chair.
