Th'e state health board will ask for 

legislation to  prevent the spread of 
consumption, which they figure out 
caased a t lease onc-tenth of the deaths 
in tbe state during 189S. The board 
thinks there should be a  state sanitar­
ium for consumptives, to cost about 
$60,000. I t  is claimed th a t the money 
loss cau.sed by the disease is a t least 
$3,000,000 a year. The board also be­
lieves in the adoption of some system 
for selecting ca.ses most endangering 
public health, by req-uiring inspections 
and actk>DS by local health  officers. A 
portion of the expense, the board says, 
should be borne by counties and a  part 
by the patients where financially able.

The bill to recognize and increase 
the standing army of about 100,000 
znen, but giving the president author­
ity to reduce the size (A infantry eom- 
panies and cavalry troops to 60 men 
each, thus fixing a  minimum of about 
50,000 enlisted men, passed ihc house 
by a  vote of 163 to 125. Among the 
im portant amendments adopictl before 
the vote was t»-,ken was one to exclude 
the  appointment of civilians to posi- 
tiotw in  the engineer corps, one to 
abolish canteens and the sale of liquor 
in camps and one to strike out tbe 
provision for additional pay for com- 
ma®ds serving in the West Indies, the  
Philippines and Alaska.

A Powerfoi Merohaat Marine Needed-
Senator Hanna has now before the Sen' 

ate a bill, duplicated by Itepresentative 
Payne in the House, that proposes to for­
tify the United States, for peace and for 
war, with a merchant shipping adequate 
to the nation’s needs, and as a consequence 
in part at the nation’s expense. It is 
shown that European nations alone puy 
out to their merchant shipping over twen­
ty millluDS of dollars annually in subsi­
dies to swift and {Miwerful steamships and 
10 bounties on the construction and navi­
gation of merchant ships. American cap- 
iu l IS not asking for this, but. unless this 
country does as much lor its shipping up­
on the sea as other nations do for theirs, 
.capital will not venture into merchant 
shfpe. It Is for the nation to decide 
whether the strength anti'support assured 
in a great merchant shipping and mer­
chant seamen are worth the expenditure 
that is considered necessary. That we 
are constantly exposed upon the sea and 
the seaboard-it) manifest by this time, to 
all the world, as our condition and peril 
have been emphasized in our war with 
Spain.

Capt A. T. Mahan, whose writings on 
Sea Power have given him such emiu 
eibce, and entitle his opinions to such care­
ful consideration, in his great work says:

'The question is eminently one in 
which the inflaence of the Government 
should make itself felt, to build op for 
the nation a navy which, if not capable of 
reaching distant countries, should at least 
be able to keep clear the chief approaches 
to our own. The eyes uf the country 
have for a quarter of a century been 
tamed from the sea; the result of such 
a policy and of Its opposite will be shown 
in the instance of France and of England. 
Without asserting a narrow parallelism 
between the case uf the.United States and 
either of these, it may safely be said that 
It is esaential to the welfare of the whole 
country that the conditions of trade and 
commerce should remain, as far aa possi­
ble. unaffected by an external war. In 
order to do this the enemy must be kept 
not only out of our jKirttL but far away 
f|pm our coasts."

*'£^0 this navy be had without restoring 
the merchant shipping? It is doubtful. 
History has proved that such a purely 
military sea power can be built up by a 
despot, as was done by Louis XIV'.; hut 
jthough so fair seeming, experience show­
ed that his navy was like a growth, which, 
having no root soon withers away. But 
in a representative governmeu* any mili­
tary expenditure must have a strongly 
represented interest behind it,, convinced 
jof its necessity. Such an interest in sea 
power does not exist, cannot e.tist here 
without action by the Government.”

:^oator Hanna and Repies.ntHiive 
Payne’s shipping revival measure propo­
ses that the Government shall bike thv 
action which Uahan deems so needed, iu 
«rder that we may fortify ,,and replenish 
our navy with trained men, and auxiliary 
ships, whenever ne^ed. There Is need. 
• m industrial and commercial grounds— 
but of minor Importance to natiooHl de- 
fencer—for “  American merchant marine. 
We spend, annually, two or three bun-

Many 
industries can be carried on more 
cheaply than in the East and 
manufacturers are alert to ail 
such advantages, Ono industry 
which hac emigrated from the 
5ast to the West is the manufacture of 
pearl buttons. The largest button fac­
tories la the United States are at 
Newark, N. J., but several have re­
cently been established In Iowa, The 
Eastern factories formerly used shells 
imported from India.and Australia, but 
latterly these have' given way to the 
clam shells found in the Missi.asippi 
river. In the Rock river, Illinois and in 
the Cedar river, la. From these shells, 
which were never before utilized, a big 
Industry has arisen. The sheila are 
gathered in large quantities by wad­
ers, who receive from 1 to 3 cents a 
pound for them. Some of the speci­
mens are four inches across, and for 
all practical purposes they are as good 
as the imported article, save in depth 
of coloring. The price paid for the 
domestic shell la remarkably low as 
compared with the cost of the im­
ported shell, which sells in New York 
for 40 or 50 cents a pound. Fifteen 
pounds of buttons can be obtained 
from 100 pounds of shells, and this 
fact has led some of the Eastern manu­
facturers to establish button-blank 
factories in the West. The machinery 
■in these punches out the disk which 
makes up the button, and the manu­
facturer escapes the payment of 
freight charges on 85 per cent of dead 
material.

Havana dispatches announce that 
appointments of Cubans to lmi>ortant 
offices in Havana will soon be made. 
By piaffing Cabans in prominent posi­
tions, i t  is  thought some of the re- 
sponsIbUity for m inor positions will 
be shifted to them. The insurgents 
have been complaining th a t appolnt- 
m eoU already made in the custom 
bouse and other places have gone to 
Cubans who stayed a t  home during the 
Bghtiwg. W hen the leading insurgents 
a re  in  the chief poeiUoas complaints 
wfll have to  be directed against them 

than  the American anthoriUes.

The two most skillful architects In 
the world are the bee and the spider. 
The one puts up a sugar manufactory 
and the other builds a slaughter houss 
for files. On a bright tummer morn­
ing when the sun comes out and 
shines upon the spider's web, bedeck­
ed with dew, the gossamer structure 
seems bright enough, for a suspensio.i 
bridge for aerial beings to cross on. 
But, alas for the poor fly, which in the 
latter part of that very day, venturer 
on it, and is caught and dungeoned 
and destroyed! Tbs fly was Informed 
that it was a free bridge, a^d would 
cost nothing, but at the other end of 
the bridge the toll paid was its own 
life. The next day there comes down 
a strong wind, and away goes the web, 
and the marauding spider and the vic­
timized fly. So delicate are the silken 
threads of the spider's web that many 
thousands of them are put together 
before they become visible to the hu­
man eye, and it takes four million of 
them to make a thread as large as the 
human hair. Most cruel as well as 
most Ingenious Is the spider. A pris­
oner in the Bastile, France, had one 
60 trained that at the sound of the vio­
lin it every day came for its meal of 
files. The author of my text, who was 
a leading scientist of his day, bad no 
doubt watched the voracious process of 
this one Insect with another, and saw 
epider and fly swept down with the 
same broom, or scattered by the same 
wind. Alas, that the world has so 
many designing spiders and victim­
ized flies! There has not been a 
time when the utter aod black Irre­
sponsibility of mauy.men having the 
financial Interests of others in charge, 
has been more evident than in these 
last few years. The bankruptcy of 
banks and disappearance of adminis­
trators with the funds of large estates, 
and the disordered accounts of United 
States officials, have sometimes made 
a pestilence of crime that solemnizes 
every thoughtful man, and woman, and 
leads every philacthro'pist and Chris­
tian to aski What shall be done to stay 
the plague? There is ever and anon 
a monsoon of swindle abroad, a ty­
phoon, a sirocco. I sometimes ask 
myself If it would not be better for 
men making wills to bequeath their 
property directly to the executors and 
officers of the court, and appoint the 
widows and orphans a committee to 
see that the former got all that did not 
belong to them. Tho simple fact is 
that there are a largo number of men 
sailing yachts and driving fast horses, 
and members, of cxpenslvo clubhouses, 
and controlling country seats, who are 
not worth a dollar if they return to 
others their just rights. Under some 
sudden reverse they fall, - and. with 
afflicted air, seem to retire from the 
world, and seem almost ready for mon­
astic life, when'in two or three years 
they blossom out again, having com­
promised with their creditors, that is. 
paid them nothing but regret; and the 
only difference between the second 
chapter of prosperity and the first, is 
that their pictures are Murillos Instead 
of Kensetts, and their horses go a mile 
In twenty seconds less than their pre­
decessors, and instead of ono country- 
seat, they have three. I have watched 
and have noticed that nine out of ton 
of those who fail, la'-what is called 
high life, have more means after than 
before the failure, and in many of the 
cases, failure Is only a stratagem to 
escape the payment of honest debts, 
and put tho world off the track while 
they practice a large swindle. There 
Is something woefully wrong In the 
fact that these things are possible.
, First of all. I charge the blame on 

careless, indifferent bank directors an.l 
boards having In charge great flaan- 
cial Institutions. It ought not to be 
possible for a president or cashier or 
prominent officer of a banking Instl- 

i latlon to swindle It year after year 
) without detection. I will undertake 
i to say that If these frauds are carried 
j on tor t-wo or three years without de­

tection, either the directors arc part­
ners In the Infamy and pocket 
part of the theft, or they are guilty of 
a culpable neglect of duty, (or which 
God will hold them as responsible, as 
he holds the acknowledged defrauders. 
What right have prominent business 
men to allow their names to he pub­
lished as directors In a financial in­
stitution. so that unsophisticated peo­
ple are thereby Induced to deposit 
their money in, or buy the script there­
of, when they, the published directors, 
are nothing for the safety of
the institution? It is a case of de-' 
ceptlon and m9st reprehensible. Many 
people with a surplus of money, not 
needed for immediate use. although 
it may be a little further on indispen­
sable, are without friends competent 
to advise them, and they are guided 
solely by the character of the men 
whose names are -associated with the 
institution. When the crash came, 
and with the overthrow of the banks 
went the small earnings and limited 
fortunes of widows and orphans, and 
the helplessly aged, the directors stood 
with )diotic stare, and to the Inquiry 
of the frensied depositors and stock­
holders who had lost their all, and to 
the arraignment of an indignant pub­
lic. had nothing to say except "We 
thought It was all right We did 
not know there was anything wrong 
going on.” It was their duty to know. 
Tbey'stood In a poeition which delud­
ed the people with the idea that they 

.jWere carefully observant Calling 
themselves directors, they did not dl- 
geet They had opportunity of audit­

ing acccunts and inspecting the books. 
No time to do so? Then they had no 
business to accept the position. It 
seems to be the pride of some moneyed 
men to be directors in a great edany 
institutions, and all they know , Is 
whether or not they get their divi­
dend a regularly, and their names are 
used as decoy ducks to bring others 
near enough to be made game of. What 
first, of all is needed is that five hun­
dred bank'directors and Insurance 
company directors resign or attend.to 
their business as directors. The busi­
ness world will be full of fraud just 
as long as fraud is so easy. When; you 
arrest the president and secretary of 
a bank for an embezzlement carried on 
for many years, be sure to have plenty 
of sheriffs out the same day to arrest 
all the directors. They are guilty 
either of neglect or complicity. ,

"Oh,” some will say, "better preach 
the Gospel and let business matters 
alone.” I reply, if your Gospel does 
not inspire common honesty'In tho 
dealings of men, the sooner you close 
up your Gospel and pilch it into the 
depths of the Atlantic ocean the bet­
ter. An orthodox swindler Is worse 
than a heterodox swindler. The_repl- 
tatlon of all the catechisms and creeds 
ever written, and partaking of all the 
communion chalices that ever glitter­
ed in tho churches of Christendom, will 
never save your souf unless your busi­
ness character corresponds with your 
religious profession. Some of the 
worst scoundrels in America have been 
Jmembers of churches and they got fat 
on sermons about heaven when they 
most needed to have the pulpits preach 
that which would either bring them 
to repentance, or thunder them out Of 
the holy communions where their pres­
ence was a sacrilege and an infaimy.

We must especially deplore the mis­
fortunes of banks in various parts of 
this country In that they damage the 
banking Institution, which Is the 
great convenience of the centuries,, and 
Indispensable to commerce, and the ad­
vance of nations. Yv’ith one hand U 
blesses the lender, and with the other 
it blesses the borrower. On tbe'r 
shoulders are tho interests of private 
individuals and great corpoi^tions. 
In them are tbo great arteries through 
which run the currents of the nation's 
life. They have been the resources of 
the thousands of financiers in days of 
business exigency. They stand for ac­
commodation, for facility, for Individ­
ual, State, and national rellefl At their 
head, and in their management, there 
is as much interest and moral worth 
as in any class of men—perhaps mors. 
How nefarious, then, the behavior of 
those who bring disrepute upon this 
venerable, benignant, aud God-honored 
institution!

We also deplore abuse of trust funds, 
because tlie abusers fly In the face of 
divine goodness which seems deter­
mined to bless this land. We are hav­
ing a series of unexampled national 
harvests. The wheat gamblers get 
hold of the wheat, and the corn gambl­
ers get hold of the corn. The full 
tide of Go'd’s mercy toward this land is 
put back by those great dykes of dis­
honest resistance. When God provides 
enough food and clothing to fged and 
apparel this whole nation like pri-ncej  ̂
the scrabble cf dishonest mou to get 
more th^iu their share, and get it at 
all hazards, keeps everything shaking 
with uncertainty, andfverybody’asking 
"What ne:a?'* Every week makes 
new revelations. How many more 
bank presidents and b.ank c.ashiers 
have been speculating with other peo­
ple’s money, and how many more bank 
directors are In imbecile silGncc, let­
ting the’ perfidy go on, the great and 
patient»God only knows! My opinion 
is that wo have got near the bottom. 
Tho wind has been pricked from the 
great bubble of American speculation. 
Tho men who thought that the judg­
ment day w'a.s at least fve thausand 
years off. found it' in 1S3S or 1897 or 
1S36; and this nation has been taught 
that men must keep their hands out of 
ether people's pockets. Great bpsiuess- 
es built on borrowed capital have been 
obliterated, and men who had nothing 
have lost all they had. I bblievc wo 
are started on a higher career of pros­
perity than this laud has ever seen, if, 
and if, and If-

A missionary In one of the Islands 
of the Pacific preached on di,«honescy. 
and the next morning he looked out 
of bis window, and he saw his yard 
full of goods of all kinds. lie won­
dered. an<i asked the cause of 1̂1 this. 
"Well.” said the natives, "our gods 
that we have been worshiping permit 
us to steal, but, according to what you 
said yesterday, the God of heaven and 
earth will net allow this, so we bring 
back'all these goods, and we ask you 
to help xis in taking them to the places 
where they belong.” If next Sabbath 
all the ministers In America should 
preach sermons on the abuse oj trust 
funds, and on the evils of- purloining, 
and the sermons were 'all blessed cf 
God. and regulations wore made that 
all these things should be taken to the 
city halls, it would net be long be­
fore every city hall in America would 
be crowned from cellar to cupola.

Let me say la the mo^ emphatic 
manner to all young men. dishonesty 
will never pay.

I have now made my seventh payment 
on the land purchased by me, and am 
much pleased with my purchase, as the 
land has already much more than paid 
for Itself. School law here is decidedly 
ahead of where I came from, and.there 
are schools wherever there aro set- 
tleri.”
