The Michigan crop report for Jan-
uary, issued by the secretary of state,
states that during the month wheat
has generally suffered in “lichighan.

W ar Note*.

Gen. Miller’s forces have taken lloilo,
the capital of Panay. The insurgents
were given until the evening of the
"lith to surrender, but their hostile
Actions brought on an engagement in
t"e morning. The insurgents fired the
dative portion of the to%wn, but with-
c#ut much loss to property of foreign
inhabitants. It is believed the enemy's
loss during the bombardment was
heavy, but no American casualties are
reported.

The average rate of sicknessin some
of the U. S. regiments has been as high
as 17 per cent, but the average seldom
exceeds" 10 per cent, according to a
statement from the surgeon-general.
The death rate for July, August, Sep-
tember and October was 9.36 per thou-
sand. More than half of the deaths
were caused by typhoid.

The Filipinos have been again de-
feated. The attack was made upon
Caloocan, but only lasted a little while
when the insurgents were driven from
the place and the rebel flag hauled
down. The American loss was very
light while the insurgents were mown
down like grass.

It isnow known that the' Filipino
loss is fully 2,500 killed with wounded
vastly in ‘excess of that number and
thousands are held prisoners. All this
has heen achieved at the cost of 65
Americans killed and 257 wounded.
There are still two Americans missing
and unaccounted for.

Dewey ordered the insurgents to vaj
cate San Roque by 9o'lock the follow-
ing day. They evidently considered
his order the law, as they vacated the
place during the night.

A dispatch from Washington says:
Gen. Otis has been ordered to use hiS
best efforts to capture Aguinaldo and
hold him prisoner until further in-
structions.

Aguinaldo has already got discour-
aged and has appealed for truce, but
Gen. Otis has declined to talk with
him at present.

The number of American casualt,ies,

are still increasing. The latest re-
port says that 59 were Killed, 207
wounded and 3 missing.

STATE LEGISLATURE.

Three local bills have been passed by
the house, under suspended rules: One
authorizing Houghton to hjorrow not
more than $50,000 to build, a union
school; to vacate the township of
Wheatfield in Montmorency county and
attach the territory to Vienna town-
ship; to vacate the townships of-Blaine,
Grove; Ball and Center PJains, in Craw-
ford coUnty, and to attach the terri-
tory to the townships ofiMnple Forest,
South Branch, Beaver Cifeek and Gray-
ling. The reason for the last tfwo bills
is that since the pine timber has been
cut off it costs t<w-much to maintain
so many townships. They were all
given immediate effect.

In the senate house bill No. 40, pro-
viding for the protection of fish in
Eagle lake, Pugsiey's lake and Four
Mile lake, Van Buren county, for a
period of 10 years, was passed, and
given immediate effect. Also the bill
for the relief of sick, disabled, and
needy soldiers apd.marines of the late
Spanish-Americah war. It had been
amended once b'efore, but Sen. Ward
amended it again to the effect that any
balances left over in each county for
this purpose, if not used, should be re-
turned to the general fund. The bill
was passed and given immediate effect
by a vote of 2L to 4.

Rep. Eikhoff offered a resolution di-
recting the state board of arbitration
to offer its services to settle the F. &
P. M. lockout at Ludington. It was
adopted. Eikhoff’s idea, is to find out
which side, if either, will refuse to
submit to arbitration.

In the house the judiciary committee
reported favorably the bill for an ad-
ditional circuit judge in Wayne countv.
which looks as though there is going
to be an effort made to get this through
in time for the spring election.

The senate incommaUccof the whole
approved the bill fejt making an ap-
propriation for the s«ate library and a
traveling library. The former carries
82,500 for the library and 54,000 for a
traveling library.

The opinion that the Atkinson bill
may prvss is growing. A few amend-
ments may be attached, but the pro-
gram of those favoring the bill is to
stick to it until it is passed or beaten.

DOINGS OP CONGRESS.

The agricultural appropriation bill
was called up in tbe senate, considered
and passed with only a few unimport-
ant changes. .Also a bill removing the
disabilities of certain persons engaged
in the civil war was passed. Mr. Hale,
chairman of the naval affairs commit-
tee. favorably reported, and tbe bill
creating an admiral of the navy, it be-
ing intended that Rear-Admiral Dewey
should get the office, was passed.

the civil war of 1861 and 1865.”

It is announced that carbolile can
be manufactured from blast furnace
slag. Carbollte is necessary to the pro-
duction of ethylene gas. which, it Is
said, is better than acetylene gas.

To make this new sub-
stance. slag, while molten, is poured
into converters such as are used for
the manufacture of Bessemer steel, and
E)_ulv_erized coke is blown through the
iquid mass by means of the air blast.
Next the melted slag, thoroughly per-
meated by the pulverized coke, is sub-
jected to electric treatment, by means
of which the slag is fused with the
coke. Then the mass is poured off
into molds and allowed to cool, after
which it is boxed with tin and wood
and becomes carbollte in a commercial
form.

cost—an announcement of unusual im-
portance if it is well founded.

BUT DSD HE SWEAR AT BATTLE
OF MONMOUTH?

Tradition Afllrua* That Ho Cited an O ath

—He Certalal/ Bad SufDcloiit Prnvo-

catloD for Stroug Laaguage—Ueucr.il

Lee the Vletluo.

It was at the battle of Monmouth

where Washington Is supposed to have .

GEN. LEE.

lost his temper and swore at Gen.
Charles Lee for disobeying orders and
retreating, thus endangering the whole
American army. If ever man was
tried. It was Washington at Monmouth,
and If ever profanity was excusable It
was on that occasion. Lee, according
to some historians, was a designing
traitor, who. envious of Washington’s
popularity, schemed to defeat his
argiy. It Is quite certain that he hes-
itated when the oath of!allegiance, re-
quired by the continefftal congress,
was administered at Valley Forge.
Washington was himself administering
the oath to Lee. Greene, Stirling and
others, the officers placing their baiJs
on a Bible. When Washington began
to repeal the prescribed oath, Lee sud-
denly removed his hand from the Bi-
ble, and the commaudcr-In-chief asked
why he did so. His answer was:

"As to King George, | am.willing

enough to absolve myself from all al-
legiance to him, but 1 have some scru-
ples about the prince of Wales.*'

Even the grave Washington joined
in the laugh that followed this ex-
planation. But Lee eventully took the
oath with the others, and subscribed
his name to one of the blanks now on
file In the archives at Washington.

When the British under Clinton sud-
denly evacuated Philadelphia in June.
177S, and' began their retreat across
New Jersey. Washington, with his
whole army, poshed on as rapidly as
possible to Intercept them before they
reached New York. Late on headed
off the British, vtent into camp near
the enemy on the plains of*Monmouth.
Lee was next to Washington in com-
mand. end there can be no doubt at
thi# time that envy and hatred were
strong factors in the breast of the su-
bordinate. Lm’s Instructions were to
advance early and attack the enemy
as soon as they began to move, unless
there was some powerful reason for

says’

not doing so. It seems that this very
slight discretionary power given him
furnished the pretext for his conduct.
Lee had unde* him such men as“La-
fs.yetto, Wayne and Morgan's famous
rlfiemen.

The conduct of Le® on this occasion
is a pus;zlo to the student of human
motive® At one moment he seemed in
earnest and determined, at the next be
was weak, hesitating and uncertain.
In the council of w-ar held at Hopewell
Lee advised against the attack, and
showed a very faint heart throughout
the fight. Vhen the British began to
move he made a feeble attack, which
was followed up by half a dozen blun-
ders in rapid succession. He held La-
fayette in check until it was too late
for him to cut .off some of the British
army, and weakened Wayne's forces
by withdrawing from him some of his
best soldiers, and finally ordered a gen-
eral retreat all along the line. Along a
narrow pass, with a morass on either
side, the Americans fied on that hot
June day, pursued by the yelling Brit-
ons. The weather, was so excessively
warm that many of the soldiers per-
ished from sunstroke. Washington,
who was bringing up the main army
to attack the British in such a Way as
to cut off their retreat to New York,
after the cannonading early In the
morning, 'was astonished and perplexed
to bear no more firing. Anon the
shouts of the victorious Britons and
the occasional musket shot fell on his
ears, and, with a feeling of distrust, he
galloped forward, accompanied by bis
entire staff. They met theTiead of the
retreating army under Gen. Lee. Just
at this point, according to tradition,
Washington did his “cussing.” His-
tory records the first words uttered by
W'ashIngton as:

"Sir, 1 desire to kno”y what Is the
reason, and whence arises this disorder
and confusion?" Tradition says that

v v In

the sentence began with “By God. sir.”

AcoorUing to tradilicn, Washington,
after meeting Lee, ordered  Oswald's
battery t» imlimber and open on the
enemy; that he then galloped down
toward the advancing enemy, and fired
his holsie: s at them, wheeled hl.s horse
aho«. rode back and formed the re-
trcADg hosts Into'a line of battle to
meet-sthe foe. Without doubt the
father of his country was greatly pro-
voked at Lee. and the evideppe at Lee’s
trial shows that ”hot apld angry"”
words passed between them.” But It is
still a matter of doubt whether Gen.
Washington swore.

Such terms and colloquialisms as
"Egad,” By gad" and “Zounds.” a
genteel sort of profanity, were in com-
mon use in those days, but Washing-
ton has never been accused of using
them. In the midst of the excitement
and confusion attending a battle, and
the rallying of routed hosts under the
heavy fire of a victorious enemy, it is
doubtful,if spoken words can be suc-

than that he should, on meeting Lee,
cry out; "My God, sir, 1 desire to
know what Is the reason, and whence
arises this disorder and confusion?"

The man who gave rise to the rumor
of the use of profanity may havge been
Lee himself, who was anxious to
malign the man who had rebuked him
on the battlefield. It was an easy mat-
ter to report his "my” as "byl," and
thus change the whole tenor of Wash-
ington’s remarks. This theory is cer-
tainly the most reasonable as well as
the. most charitable, and, after an in-
vestigation of almost 12b years, it
ought to be adopted.

From the traditions of Alexandria,
and from other sources, | have tried to
make up in my mind’s eye a picture of
George Washington as he really was.

In one of bis
letters hoipe he urges that thie greatest
economy be used in feeding tjhe hay at
the mansion house.
