San Francisco, Cal.. Feb, 28—The

custom house figures, at Honolulu for
the year 1898 have just been compiled.

I Failures In Germany.

' Washington, Feb. 28—Interesting
statistics concerning the number of
failure's in during the years
1895. 189G an'u'1837 have ju=t been
published by the state department. The
figures show a decrease in the u-.imbor
of bankruptcies during a perlcd of inr
crease in population; in 1895 there
were 5,782 failures; in 139G tIxrc were
5429, and in 1837. 5662 The fi,gurcE
show that no particular class has suf-
fered severely, but the agricultural en-
terprises do present a rather marked
increase in failures, 523 being reported
in 1897, as against 472 in 1805.

SALVATION ARMY FARMS.

Commantler llaoth-Tuckor Tells of the
Gouit Work Uuuv.

New York, Fob. 14.—Coiair.ander
Booth-Tucker of the Salvation Army
reports that the past [year on the col-
ony farms of the army hag been a

prosperoius one, and ‘.that[the results .

thus fur of tlie project of making poor
people &elf—supﬁjigrling by transplant-
ing them to the country have been all
that was hoped for. The beneficiaries
of the plan take kindly to It, and the
work is to be extended. To date the
army has colony farms in Ohio, Colo-
rado and California, covering 1428
acres, and valued now at $111,000. They
are tenanted by 200 colonists, and it
is hoped to increase this number to
500 during this year. The largest and
most ambitious of the colonies is lo-
cated- at Fort Amity, Colo. There set-
tlers' from the slum districts of east-
-ern cities have G4 acres of rich land,
which they are endeavoring to turn
into ten-acre farms. Chica.go and New
Ycur furnished the emigrants, -major-
ity of whom had had experience in
.some sort of farming, while a num-
ber were carpenters and mechanics.
The ground was divided into ten-acre
lots, of which each alternate lob was

mcultivated, but left unoccupichd, with a '

;iew to the extension of each holding
should ten 'dcres be InsufficieVit, or a
relative of a colonist desire to setlif?
.on the next farpi.” The plan adopted
to make tho colony self-supporting
differs'Trcem that of mo.st seiriements
in that it involves less of the coopera-
tive plan. Each colonist is master of
his own domain of ten acre?. fa’x which
ho pays a v;ocUly rcvntal of from $1 to
w2 for ten years, when be will own
the land arfi house. Truck farming
will be the main .-eupport of the colony.”

In Boston pewa
have always been cDasidered to be
personal estate, and pews in churches
of liubllc 'worship throughout Massa-
chusetts are made personal property
by statute. ' “There U a close analogy
between a pew-right and the right of
burial in a public birying ground or
cemetery.” says Acting Commisslone’
Wilson of the interna, revenue bureau,
“and the interest which a pew-holder
has In his pev/ B* held by English
courts to be of an tiicorporeal nature
only. It Is in the nature of an ease-
ment; and the holder of the pew or
seat is not deemed “he owner of so
much of the site of [the church as is
comprised within the area of such pew
or seat. It has -been belh'that'a pew-
holdei”s ri™t is only! a right to occu-
py his pew during jpublic worship."

THE NEXT CENSUS.

Congress will probably pass a bill at
this session to provide for taking the
next census. The primary purpose of
the government in thus counting tho
people, which the constitution requires
to be done once in ten years, is tof
ascertain how many rcpre.sentatives in
congress shall be apportioned to each
state. Until a first census could bo
taken the constitution itself specified
the number of representatives allowed
to each of the thirteen states. ViP-
ginia was assigned ten members, Mas-
sachusetts and Pennsylvania were al-
lowed eight each. New York and Mary-
land sir each, and the other states
were granted representation in the
same arbitrary manner. Tho total
membership of the first house of rep-
resentatives was sIxly-flve.

The apportionment based on the first
census, that of 1790, allowed one rep-
resentative for every 33.000 people, as
near as the divisions could be made.
On that basis the membership of the
house became 105. By the next cen-
sus. ten years later, using the same
“unit of population.” tho number of
representatives was increased to 141

Since that time it has been neces-
sary with every new census to allbw
a larger population to eafb district,
and also, with tho exccj™Ibh of one
decade, to enlarge the membersl}ip of
the house. A part of the increase has
been caused by the admission of new
states. There are now 357 men In the
house, and each congressional district
is made to.tontain as near 173901 souls
by tbe census of 1890 as Is possible.

The forthcoming census in 1900 will,
as usual, make a new apportionment
necessary. The populatlou of the
United States, which was 02.622.250 In
1890. will bo. it is estimated, from
74.000.000 to 76.000.000, not including
our new possessions.

It is not desirable to have the house
of representatives made much larger
if its efflcioncy as a legislative body
is to be maintained. Hence, that in-
crease of population will probably
make necessary an enlargement of the
congressional district—perhaps an in-
crease to 20.000—which Would be six
times the population of_the original
unit of apportionment.

THE NEXT CENSUS.
Congress will probably pass a bill at
this session to provide for taking the
next census. The primary purpose of |
the government In thus counting the ;
people, which the constitution requires
to be done once in ten years, is to
ascertain how many representatives in
congress shall be apportioned to each
state. Vntil a first census could be
taken the constitution itself specified
the number of representatives allowed
to each of the thirteen states. Vir-
ginia was assigned ten members. Mas-
sachusetts and Pennsylvania were al-
lowed eight each, New York and Mary-

land six each, land the other states
were granted ijcprcsentation in the
same arbitrary manner. The total

membership of the first house of rep-
resentatives was sixty-five.

The apportionment based on the first
census, that of 1790, allowed one rep-
rcFentative fqr every 33.000 people, as
near as the divisions could be made.
On that basis the membership of the
house became 103. By the next cen-
sus, ten years later, using the same
‘unit of population.” the number of
representatives was increased to 141

Since that time it has been neces-
sary with every, new census to allow
a larger population to each district,
and also, with the exception of one
decade, to enlarge the membership of
the house. A part of the increase has
been caused by the admission of new
States, There are now 357 men in the
house, and each congressional district
is made to contain as near 173.901 souls
by the census of 1890 as is possible.

The forthcoming census in 1900 ‘will,
as usual, make a new apportionment
necessary. The population of the
United States, which was 02.622,250 in
1590. will be, it is estimated, from
74,000,000 to 76,000.000, not including '
our new possessions.

It is not desirable to have the house
of representatives made much larger
if its efficiency as a legislative body
Is to be maintained. Hence, that in-
crease of population will probably
make necessary an enlargement of the
congressional district—perhaps an in-
crease to 20,000—which would be six
times the population of the original
unit of apportionment.
