Oonstitational Amendments.

F our am endments to the constitution of 
the state will be subm itted lo  the voters at 
the annual election on April 3rd:

1. Pro}K>sed am endm ent to section 40 
of article 4, relative to the laying out,con-  ̂
.structioD, im prorem ent and maiDtenance | 
of highways, bridges and culverts by 
counties and townships. As proposed to ' 
(>e amended, the legislature may provide I 
for such work by counties and towns, and |
may authori/.e counties tp take charge of 
any highways within their limits, and may 
tnndify, change or abolish the powers and 
duties of township commissioners and 
overseers of highways; but the tax raised 
in any one year shall not exceed $2  od 
each Ihouaantl valuation. No county shall, 
incur any indebtedness for any purpose in 
excess of three per cent on last assessed 
valuation, and no aneb Indebtedness be­
yond one-half of one per cent shall be in­
curred untees authorized by the majori^ 
vote of the pec^le therein. Provided that 
any country roid sjratem provided by law 
shall go into opfmtion only on a majority 
vote therefor of the people la the coun^.

2. Proposed smeodmeot to section 22 
of ar'.icie 4, relative to furnishing supplies 
and to the establishment of a state print­
ing otBce.

-H. Proposed amendment to section of 
article 6. relative to the dividing of the 
state into judicial circuita and the election 
of one eircuit judge for a term of six 
years |n each, except where more than 
one judge may be tu^ovided. In addition 
to the salary provided by the constitution 
each circuit judge sbati receive snch sal 
ary as the board of supervisors may fr<m 
time to lime determine.

4. Propoeed amendment to section 1.5,
10.13,14.15,19 and 20 of article 6, rel­

ative to the judicial department This 
amendment provides for the establish* 
meot of an intermediate court between 
the circuit and supreme courts and pow­
ers relgtive thereto.

THE ENEMY LOSES 100 KILLED

Boston is tak ing  sufficient in teres t 
In  the w ar w ith Spain to  rise  and re­
m ark  th a t nobody has yet dared to say 
the  beans were embalmed.

They are having a h o t tim e In old 
H avana every n ight, and do you ex­
pect a change until the annexationists 
c a rry  out the s c h e ^  they arc nu rs­
ing? V

No one questions the existence of 
m any varieties of Democrats, but h is­
to ry  falls to record, under any circum ­
stances. the actual m aterialization  of 
A con-partisan  Democrat.

One of tbo cu rren t m agazines has an  
Article en titled : “O ur D aughters: 
W h a t Shall We Do W ith  Them ?" 
T here is nc use w orrying this
question. Our sons will see -^h a t the 
g irls  a re  taken care of.

Mr. Choate, the new American am ­
bassador to  the court of St. Jam es, is 
being highly praised by the  London 
papers. Mr. Choate is undoubtedly 
An able man. but it m ust be rem em ber­
ed th a t as England is afraid  of a  war 
w ith  R ussia it would be hard to  find 
any  respectable A m erican who would 
n o t m ake an instantaneous h it over 
there.

T he naval appropriation  bill was 
paseed by the United S tates senate 
M arch 1st, a fte r  ^  debate of less than  
five hours. In  th a t tim e, howeypr. It 
was am ended radically  in one respect. 
T h e  price to  be paid by the  govern­
m en t for arm or p la te was fixed in the 
bill a t  $300 a  ton. a  reduction of the 
Amount fixed by the  bouse of $145 a 
ton. In  addition  the  secretary  o f  the 
ca v y  was authorized in the event of 
th e  refusal of the arm or-p late  compa­
n ies to  supply arm or a t  $300 a  ton, to 
p rx e e d  to  the  constructioB of an  ar- 
m itr factory to  cost $1,500,000, and 
pLicing in the secretary 's  control $2.- 
fWO.OOO w ith  which to  operate the  gov­
ernm en t plant.

A gentlem an , of s ix ty  is frank 
enough to  tell th e  readers of Popular 
Science tha t in h is  youth he w*as so 
com pletely under the dom inion of the 
passion  of anger th a t he waa brought 
to  the  brink  of crime and delirium . At 
tw en ty  he became discreetly  aw are of 
th e  danger and asham ed of the w eak­
ness. Then he set about the  ta sk  of 
self-conquest, and w ith such success 
th a t for the  last tw enty years- he has 
n o t once given rein  to anger. In  all 
ages men have com m itted acts of 
violence aga inst each o ther in hot 
blood; b u t the doctor would probably 
say  th a t a  much greater num ber have 
shortened life, besides im pairing  its 
quality , by the  nervous expenditure 
w asted upon an  irritab le  temper.

A breach of prom ise su it for two 
weeks occupied public a tten tion  in one 
o f o u r large cities. The defendant, 
w ho w as recently  m ajric4 , was sued 
by  a  young w oman who asserted tha t 
b e  was betro thed  to her. T he Jury 
hav ing  aw arded the  plaintiff h  large 
sum , the  case is said to be closed. 1:- 
A. closed? The affairs of not only the 
principals in the  suit, b ub those  of the 
Innocent young wife and the  other 
m em bers of th ree  fam ilies have been 
dragged th rough  the  courts and  have 
become th e  sub jec t of public je st and 
com m ent. A ll th e ir  lives the  ta in t ol 
th is  su it w ill follow, the  ac tors in  i t  
I t  is n o t a  p leasant them e, but the fre­
quency of these legal tr ia ls  calls for 
p la in  speaking. Engagem ents formed 
hastily , w ithou t m utual respect and es­
teem , and  w hich a re  n o t intended tc 
be  fulfilled, a re  b u t th e  first step in a 
series of degradations from  which 
cha racte r can never wholly wipe the 
stain .

M anila, M arch 28.—A thousand F il­
ipinos. com posing the  rear guard of 
th e  rebel arm y, which is re trea ting  on 
Malolos, Aguinaldo's headquarters, 
m ade a  stand today in  some strong  in- 
trenchm ents about Marilao. across the 
M arllao river. In the engagem ent six 
A m ericans were killed, including three 
officers, and forty were wounded.

Gen. M acA rthur’s division spent th® 
n igh t and m orning a t M aykawayan. the 
next sta tio n  beyond Polo. A fter recon- 
noitering  his fron t he pushed along 
the railroad th is afternoon towar<> Ma­
lolos.

If  the  statem ent of* the  thirty-five 
prisoners captured is truft, th e  main 
body of the enemy has retreated  to  Ma­
lolos. B ut the re  are no trenches to 
encounter, although over th irty  v il­
lages. including the  la rger settlem ents 
of Bulacan and Gudguinto. intervene.

At every railroad  s ta tion  circulars 
have been posted, signed b y  the  F ili­
pino com m ander In chief, Antonio Lu­
na, ordering all spies and bearers of 
news to  the enemy to  be shxst w itho 'it 
tria l, and instruc ting  th a t all looters 
and  ravU hers be treated  In the  same 
m anner. . F u rther, all tow ns abandon­
ed by the  F ilip ino  troops are  first to  be 
burned.

W hile deploring the  existence of w ar 
the  c ircu lar m ain ta ins the  undeniable 
r ig h t o f th e  F ilipinos to  defend th e ir  
homes, lives and lands aga inst “would- 
be dom inators who would kill them , 
th e ir  wives and children ,“ adding th a t 
th is  motive ought to  impel a ll F ili­
pinos to sacrifice everything.

The shelling  of P aranaque was not 
prem editated. The tu rre t ship Monad- 
nock anchored off th e  tow n and the in ­
surgents, em boldened by th e  long s i­
lence of the  w ar ships on guard duty, 
opened fire on her w ith m uskets, w ith 
the resu lt th a t one m an w as killed and 
three were wounded. The M onadnock 
th^n destroyed half the town, includ­
ing the church.

The W ashington regim ent had an ex­
citing  experience and displayed much 
gallan try . The soldiers found a  band 
of insurgents concealed in a  stone 
house over which the  F rench  flag was 
flying. A private volunteered to  set 
fire to  the building. He d id  so, and 
the  .droops approached w hile it w sls 
burning  and tbe F ilipinos bad appar­
ently  fl^d, B ut Ih^y were greeted w ith 
a  sudden volley from the balcony of 
the  house, resu lting  in the  building be­
ing cleared of the enemy In short or­
der.

W ashington, M arch 28.—The follow­
ing dispatch from Gen. Otis reached 
W 'asblhgton a t 8:55 th is m orning:

“M anila, M arch 27.—A djutant-G en­
eral, 'W ashington; M acA rthur holds 
Mallloa. Severe fighting today, and 
our casualties are  abou t forty.

“The insurgents have destroyed 
bridges which impeded progress of 
tra in  and artillery .

“Our troops m et the concentrated in ­
surgent forces on northern  line, com­
manded by Aguinaldo in  person, and 
drove them  out w ith considerable 
slaughter.

“They left nearly  100 dead on the 
field and many prisoners and small 
arm s were captured.

"The column will press on In the 
morning. OTIS.’’

M anila, M arch 28.—Pelo. to capture 
which the American forces have done 
some of the fiercest fighting of tbe 
war, is now in tbe hands of the United 
S tates forces and the battle  around 
M anila still rages.

The rebels, finding the  place un ten ­
able; applied the torch and fled, burn­
ing in th e ir  flight a num ber of sm aller 
villages. ■>

The American troops, having 
reached the railroad, are  advancing 
and a t  alm ost every step a biUer fire Is 
encountered.

Malabon. M eicauayan, w here there 
w ere 3,000 rebels, and M alinto have 
also been captured, though the form er 
bad been reduced to ashes by the  na­
tives. who fled tow ard Malolos, where 
Aguinaldo him self is in com m and and 
w here the F ilipinos w ill probably 
m ake th e ir  la st stand.

W heaton captured th e  town of Malln- 
ta , beyond the  T u llahan river Sunday, 
afte r  a  sharp  fight. Col. H arry  C. E g ­
bert of the  Tw enty-second regula? In­
fan try  was killed. P rince Loewen- 
steln , form erly aid-dc-cam p on - the 
staff of Brig. Gen. Miller a t Iloilo, 
somehow got in  frout of the firing 
line and was shot in the side, dying 
alm ost Instantly . A G erm an w h^g li- 
com pacied him was wounded.

Tbe A m erican casualties Sunday 
w ere m uch ligh ter than  those of S a t­
urday, the  to ta l losses tlTus fa r  re­
ported since the  engagem ent com­
menced being forty-five killed and 
fewer than  200 wounded.

G.en. W heaton entered  M allnta. 
which is a sm all village of huts, a t  1 
o'clock Sunday afternoon.

The F ilipinos made a fierce reslst- 
ence to the  A merican advance up the 
railroad  to Mallnta. In  addition  to the 
fatal woundlug of Cal. E ghert. several 
men of the  Twenty-second in fan try  
and several m embers of the Oregon 
and Kan.«as regim ents were killed.

Gen. M acA rthur's advance guard,, the 
Third arflltery  and the  Tw entieth 
K ansas regim ent, joined Gen. W heat­
on’s brigade shortly  after Manila was 
taken, approaching along the  Nova- 
llches road westfTly. Tlie soldiers 
were ii^uch e x h a u s |^  and there were 
several prostrationgl from the  be.at 
which was Inteifsc^. The dead and 

, wounded were eclleciod in  the  .shade of 
i tb e  trees and carried on stretchers by 

Chinese across the river to the train . 
A fter lunch Gen. M ac.\rlhu r’s division 
advanced tow ard Polo.

Gen. W heaton’s brigade, w ith the 
rem ainder of Geo. M acArthu’s divis­
ion. marched along the railroad to 

' N ew caaayan. This pl.ice was fortified 
and for 300 yards from it there were 
trenches on each side of the  ^rack. 
These V ere taken possession of by the 
American troops.

The Filipinos, realizing th a t the  ra il­
road is the  crucial line, have con- 
striw ted row afte r  row of trenches, 
runn ing  diagonally on both sides of 
the  track  a t  a distance of a few bun- 
d r ^  yards apart. T his w ork was de­
signed m ost in telligently  aqd has evi­
dently  been done under tht} direction 
of experts. , I t represents an enorm ous 
am ount of labor. Most of th e  native 
positions are  protected by thick ea rth ­
works, a  m ajority  of them  topped with 
stone and provided w ith loopholes. 
Some have sheet iron roofs.
. In  the  fighting west of M allnta the 
Oregonians captured a  Spaniard, but 
he denied th a t he was tak ing  p a r t in 
th e  baUle.

The surgeons from tbe fleet and the 
B ritish  cru ise r Powerful volunteered 
th e ir  assistance and were indefatigable 
in th e ir  services a t  the  front.

of the po rt holes am idships—rand the 
ra ft which bad been form ing a long­
side was obliged to  be drifted  astern , 
w here it was more exposed to  the 
swell. T his retarded  th e ir  labor, and, 
In the  m eantim e, the fire was m aking 
rapid progress; the  m ainm ast, which 
had long been burning, fell over tho 
side w ith  the  lurching  of the  vessel, 
and the  flames ou t of the m ain deck 
ports soon showed tb e lr  points above 
the  bulw arks, w hile volum es of smoke 
were poured in  upon the  upper deck, 
a lm ost suffocating the  num bers which 
were crowded there; Mr all cbmmun- 
Icatloo w ith the fore p a r t of the  ship 
had been for some tim e cut off by 
tho flames, and everyone had retreated  
aft. The women and children  were now 
carried on to  the i>oop, not only to re­
move them  fu rther from the suffocat­
ing  smoke, bu t th a t they m ight be 
lowered down to  the ra ft from  the 
stem .

I t  was about 4 o’clock In the  m om - 
Ing when all was ready, and by the 
exertions of Philip  and the seamen, 
notw ithstanding  the  swell, th e  women 
and children were safely placed on 
the raft, where it wa« considered tha t 
they would be less in the way. as  the 
men could rellevb each o ther in pull­
ing when they w ere tired.

A fter the women and children  had 
been lowered down, the troops were 
next ordered to  descend by the  lad­
ders; some few w ere lo s t In the  a t ­
tem pt. falling under the boat’s bottom 
and not reappearing; b u t tw o-th lrds of 
them  were safely p u t on th e  berths 
they were ordered to  tak o .b y  K rantz. 
who had gone down to superin tend this 
im portan t a rran g e m en t Such had been 
the vigilance of Philip , who had re­
quested C a p t B arents to  stand over 
the  sp irit room hatch, with* pistols, un­
til the smoke on the  m ain deck render­
ed the  precaution unnecessary, th a t 
n o t a  single person was Intoxicated, 
and to  th is  m ight be ascribed the  order 
and regu larity  which had  prevailed 
during  th is  try ing  scene. B ut before 
one-th lrd  of the  soldiers had descend­
ed by the s te m  ladder, t l ^  fire bu rst 
out of the  s te m  windows w ith a  vio­
lence th a t no th ing  could w ithstand; 
si>outs of vivid flame ezt<Aided several 
feet from the  vessel, roaring  w ith  the

^  * v - _____force of a blowpipe; a t the same time 
the flames burst through all the after 
ports of the main deck, and those re­
maining on hoard found themselves en­
circled with fire and suffocated with 
smoke and heat. The stem  ladders 
were consumed In a  minute and drop­
ped Into the sea; the boats which had 
been receiving the men were oblige4 
also to back astern from the Intense 
heat of the flames; even those on the 
raft shrieked as they found themselves 
scorched by the Ignited fragments 
which fell on them as they were en­
veloped in an opaque doqd of smoke, 
which bid from them those who still- 
remained on the deck of the vessel 
Philip attempted to speak to those’̂ on 
board, but be was not heard. A scene 
of confusion place which ended dn 
great Iom of life., The only object ap>

peared to  be who should first escape, 
though, except by Jum ping overboard, 
the re  was no escape. H ad they w aited, 
and (as P hilip  would have pointed out 
to  them ) have one by one th row n 
them selves Into the sea, th e 'm e n  In 
the  boats were fully prepared  to .p ick  
them  up; o r bad "they climbed out to  
.the end of th e - la teen  o lzzen-yard . 
which wa& lowered down, they m ight 
have descended safely by a  rope, but 
the  scorching of the  flames which 
surrounded them  and the suffocation 
from the smoke was overpow ering.and 
m ost of the  soldiers sprang over the 
taffra il a t once, or as nearly  so as pos­
sible. The consequence was, th a t there 
were th irty  o r forty  in  the w ater a t  the 
sam e time, and the scene was as h ea rt­
rending as it w as appalling; the  sa il­
ors la  the  bea ts  dragging them  In as 
fas t as they could—the women on the 
raft, th row ing to  them  loose garm ents 
to haul th e n  in ; a t  one tim e a  wife 
shrieking  as she saw her husband 
struggling  and s inking  in to  e tern ity ; 
a t another, curses and execrations 
from the sw im m er who was grappled 
with by the drow ning man, and d rag­
ged w ith bin i under the surface. Of 
eighty  men who w ere left of the. troops 
on board a t the tim e of the  bursting  
out of the flames from  the  s tem  w in­
dows, b u t tw enty-five were saved. 
There were but few seam en left on 
board w ith Philip , tho m ajor p a r t hav ­
ing been employed in m aking tho ra ft 
or m anning the three boats; t h ^ e  
who w'ere on board f-emalned by hls 
side, regu lating  thd.-- m otions by his. 
A fter allow ing full tim e for the sol­
diers to  be picked up. Philip  ordered 
the  men to climb o u t to  tho eod of 
the lateen yard which hung on the 
taffra il, and e ither to  lower them selves 
down on the ra f t  i f i t 'w a s  under, or 
to  give notice t o  the boats to  receive 
them . The ra f t had been dropped- fu r­
th e r  aste rn  by the seam en, th a t these 
on board of It ^jnlght n o t suffer from 
the  smoke end hea t; and the  salvors, 
one a fte r  ano ther, lowered them selves 
down and w ere received by the  boats. 
Philip  desired- Capt. B arentz to  go 
before him . b u t the  captain  refused. 
He was too much choked w ith smoke 
to  say why, b u t no doubt th a t It would 
have been som ething in praise of the 
Vrow K aterina. P hilip  then  climbed 
ou t; be w as followed by the  captain, 
and  they w ere both  received in to  one 
of the  boats.

The rope, which had h ith e rto  held 
the  rat,t to the  ship, was now ca st off, 
and it  wasi taken  in  by the  boats; and 
In a  sh o rt tim e the  V ro w , K ate rina  
w as borne to  leew ard of them , and 
P hilip  and K ran tz  now made arran g e­
m ents for the  b e tte r  disposal of the  
people. The sailors w ere alm ost all 
p u t In to  boats, th a t they m igh t relieve 
one ano ther In pulling; the  rem ainder 
were placed on the  ra ft, a long w itk  
the  609dl,er8, the  w’om en and the chil­
dren. N otw ithstanding  th a t the  boats 
wore all as much loaded as they could 
well bear, the num bers on tho ra f t  
w ere so g rea t th a t It sunk nearly  a 
foot under th e  w ater w hen the  swell 
of the sea poured upon It; b u t s tanch­
ions and ro p e s .to  support thos^  on 
boar^ had b%en fixed, and the  men re­
m ained a t  th e  sides, w hile the women 
and children  were crowded toge ther In 

• the  middle.
As soon as these arrangem ents were 

made the  boats took the  ra f t In tow, 
and, ju s t as the  dawn of day appeared, 
pulled-in  the  direction of the land.

The Vrow K ate rina  was by th is  tim e 
one volu'me of flame; she had drifted 
abou t half a mile lo leew ard, and 
C a p t B arentz, who w as w atching  as 
he sa t In the  boat w ith  Philip , ex­
claim ed: “W ell, th e re  goes a  lovely 
shlp-r^a sh ip  th a t could do everyth ing  
but speak. I'm  sure th a t  n o t a  ship 
in the fleet would have made such a 
bonfire as she has. Does she not burn 
beautifully—nobly? My poor Vrow 
K aterina! perfect to  the  la s t; we never 
shall see such a  ship as  you again. 
W’ell, I ’m glad my fa th er did no t live 
to  see th is  sight, for It would have 
broken hls heart, poor m an.”

G raham  Bell Is reported to  have ex­
plained how he came to  Invent the  te l­
ephone as follows: "My fa th er,In v en t­
ed a symbol by which dea f mutee could 
converse, and finally I Invented an  ap ­
paratus by which th e  v ib ra tions of 
speech could be seen, and It tu rned  out 
to be a  telephone. I t occurred to me 
to  m ake a  m achine th a t would enable 
one to  hear vibrations. I w ent to  an 
au rlst, apd he advised me to  ta k e .th e  
hum an ear as my model. He supplied 
me w ith  a  dead m an’s ear, and w ith  
th is  ear I experim ented and upon ap­
plying the appara tus 1 found the  dead 
m an 's  ea r w rote down the  v ib ra tio n s  
I arrived  a t  the  conclusion th a t If 1 
could m ake Iron v ib ra te  on a  dead 
m an’s ea r I  could m ake an  Instrum ent 
more delicate, w hich would cause those 
v ib ra tions to  be heard  and understood. 
I  though t If I placed a  delicafb apiece 
of steel over an electric m agnet I could 
get a  v ibra tion , and  thus  the  telephone 
was completed. The telephone arose 
from  my a ttem p ts  to  teach the  .deaf to 
speak. I t  arose from  m y knowledge, 
n o t of electricity , b u t aa a  teacher of 
the  deaf. H a d 'I  been an  electrician  I 
would np t have attem pted  i t
