P h ilip  made no reply; he felt a  re­

spect even for Capt. B arcnlz’ m is­
placed regard  fo r the  vessel. They 
made b a t little  way, for the  sw'ell was 
ra th e r  aga in st them, and the ra f t was 
deep In the w ater. The day dawned,
r.nd the appearance of the  w eather was 
no t favorable; it  prom ised a  re tu rn  of 
th e  gaie. A lready a  breeze ruffled the 
surface of the w ater, and the swell 
appeared  to  increase ra th e r than  go 
down. The sky was overcast, and the 
horizon thick. Philip  looked ou t for 
the  laad^ but could not pe.~ceive it, for 
the re  was a  haze on the  horizon, so 
th a t be could not see m ore than  five 
miles. lie  felt th a t to  gain the shore 
before the  com ing n igh t was necessary 
fo r the preservation qf so m any indi­
viduals. of whdra more than six ty  were 
vremon and children, who. w ithout any 
nourishm ent, were s itting  on a  frail 
la f t. immersed in the w ater. N o.land 
In sigh t—a  gale coming on, and in afl 
probability  a  heavy sea and dark  
r.ight. The chance was indeed de.sper- 
ate. and Philip  was m iserable—m ost 
taiserable—when he reflected th a t so 
m any Innocent beings m ight, before 
the  next morning, be consigned to a 
w atery  tom b—and w h^?—yes, there 
v.as the feeling—th a t although Philip 
cculd reason against, he never could 
conquer; for bis ow a life he cared 
no th ing ; even the idea o t  h is  beloved 
Amine was noth ing  in the balance of 
these moments. The only  poin t which 
sustained  him was the  knowledge th a t 
lie bad h is  duty to perform , and, in 
the  full exercise of his duty, he re­
covered himself.

*"Land ahead?” was novr cried out 
l>y K rantz. who was in the headm ost 
boat, and the news was received w ith 
a  shout of joy from the ra f t and the 
boats. The anticipation  and the hope 
the  news gave was like m anna in  the  
v.ildernoss; and the poor women on 
the  raft, drenched som etim es above 
the  w aist by the swell of the sea, 
clasped the children In the ir arm s still 
closer and cried, “My darling, you 
shall he saved."

P hilip  stood upon the stern-sheets 
to  survey tb s  land, and he had the 
.*-atisfattioa of flnding th a t it was not 
five miles .distant, and a ray  of hope 
w arm ed hjs heart. The breeze now 
had graduhlly increased and rippled 
the water. The quarte r from which 
the  wind came was neither favorably 
nor adverse, being on the beam. H a’d 
they had sails for the boat. It would 
have been otherw ise; but they had 
been stowed aw ay and could not be 
procured. The sigh t of land naturally  
rejoiced them  all. and the  seam en In 

1 the boat cheered and double-banked 
the  oars to Increase th e ir  way. b u t the 
tow ing of a  large ra ft sunk under 
w ate r was uo easy task, and they  did 
not. wUh all th e ir  exertions, advance 
m ore than  half a mile an  hour.

U ntil noon they continued the ir ex- 

crtloa.H not w ithout success; they were 
i:or th ree  miles from the land, b u t as 
the  sun passed the  m eridian a  change 
took place; the breeze blew strong, the 
swell of the sea rose rppidly. and the 
la f t  wa> often so deeply im m ersed in 
the waves as  to a larm  them for the
s.tfety of those upon her. T heir way 
v.as proportionately  retarded, and by 
3 o’clock they had not gained ha lt a 
laile from  where they had been at 
noon. The men, n o t having had re- 
irt-shm ent of any kind during  the la- 
l or and excitem ent of so many hours. 

Sicgan to  flag In the ir exertions. The 
wich for w ater was e.\pressed by a ll— 
from  th a  child who appealed to  its
I. o ther to  the seam an who strained  a t 
iho oar. P hilip  did all he could to 
encourage the men. b u t flnding them ­
selves so nea r to the land, and so 
overcom e w ltl\ fatigue, and th a t the 
ra f t in tow would no t allow thorn to 
approached tb e lr  haven, they mur- 
rinired. and  talked  of the  necessity of 
casting  loose the ra ft and look ing 'ou t 
for them selves. A feeling of self pre­
vailed. and they were m utinous; but 
P hilip  expostulated w ith them . and. 
ou t of respect for him , they continued 
th e ir  exertions for another hour, when 
a  circum stance occurred which decided 
the question, upon which they had re­
commenced a debate.

T he In c re a se  swell and* the  fresh 
breeze had so beat abou t and tossed 
the  ra f t th a t It was w ith dlfflculty, for 
some t in e ,  th a t its  occupants could 
hold them selves on It. A loud shout, 
m ingled w ith  scream s, a ttrac ted  the 

.a tten tio n  of those In the  boat, and 
Philip , looking back, perceived th a t the 
lashings of the ra f t  had yielded to the 
force of the  waves, and  th a t It had 
separated  am idships. The scene was 
agonizing; husbands were separated 
from  th e ir  wives and children—each 
floating aw ay from  each o ther—for the 
p a r t of the ra f t  which was s till towed 
by the boats had already le ft the o ther 
fa r  astern . The w omen rose up and 
scream ed; some, m ore fran tic , dashed 
Into th e  w ate r between them , and a t ­
tem pted to  gain  the  floating wreck 
upon w hich th e ir  husbands stood, and 
sank  before they could be assisted. B ut 
th e  ho rro r Increased—one lashing 
hav ing  given way, a ll th e  re s t soon 
followed; and, before th e  boats could 
tu rn  .and(|^ve ass is tance ,.the  sea was 
strew n  w ith  the  K>ars w hich composed 
th e  ra f t , w ith  men,- women and ch il­
d re n  fiiug ing  to  there. Loud w ere the

yells of despair and  the shrieks of the 
women as  tfiey em braced th e ir  off- 
epring and In attem pting  to  save them  
were le st them selves. The spars of 
the raft,, s till close together, were 
hurled one upon the o ther by the  
.swell, and m any found death-by being 
jam m ed between them  A lthough all 
the boats hastened to  tb e lr  assistance, 
there was so much difficulty and dan ­
ger in forcing them  between the bpars 
th a t but few were saved, and even 
those few were more than  the boats 
could well take in. The seam en and 
a  few soldiers •were picked up. but all 
the females and the children  had sunk 
beneath the waves.

The effect of th is  ca tastrophe may 
be Imagined, but hardly described. The 
seam en who had debated as  to  casting 
them ad rift to  perish w ept a s  they 
l-ulled tow ard the shore. P hilip  was 
overcome. He covered his face and re­
mained for some tim e w ithou t giving 
directions, heedless of w hat passed.

I t  was now five o’clock in  the even­
ing; the  boats had cast off the  tow- 
Hnes, and vied w ith  each other- In 
the ir exertions. Before the. Aun had 
set they had arrived  a t the  be*u.c. and 
‘were safely landed in the little  sand 
bay into which they had steered; for 
the  wind was off the shore and there 
was no surf. T he boats were hauled 
up and  the exhausted men lay down 
on the  sands s till w arm  w ith the  heat 
of the sun, and forgetting  th a t they 
had neither eat^n nor drunk fo r . so 
long a  tim e, they werd soon fast a s t^ p .  
Captain Barentz, Philip  and Kra' 
soon as they had seen the boat 
cured, heid a  sh o rt consultation 
were then glad to  follow the  exa; 
of the harassed and worn| o'
w ith the  fatigue of the  la st twent; 
four hours, th e ir  senses were 
(Irow'ned In oblivion.

F or m any hours they all slep t sound­
ly,. dream ed of w ater and awoke to 
the sad reality  th a t th e y  were to r­
m ented with! th i r s t ,  and were on a 
pandy beach w ith the  sfilt waves 
mocking them ; bu t they reflected how 
many of th e ir  lato ccfaipanions had 
been swallowed up, and felt thankful 
th a t they had been spared.

They were n o t more than  fifty miles 
from Table Bay; and although they 
had no sails, the wind was In tb e lr  fa­
vor. Philip  pointed out to them  how 
useless it  was to  rem ain, when be­
fore m orning they would, in alt prob­
ability. a rrive a t where they would ob­
ta in  all they required. The advice was 
approved of and acted upon; the boats 
were shoved off and the  oars resumed. 
So tired and exhausted were the men 
th a t the ir oars dipped m echanically 
in to  the  w ater, for there was no 
s treng th  left, to  he applied; It was not 
un til the nex t m orning a t  daylight 
:ha t they bad arrived opposite False 
Bay and they had still m any m iles to 
pull. The Tyind in th e ir  favor had done 
alm ost all—the men could do litLlo or 
nothing.

Encouraged, however, by the sight 
of land w hich they kner;, they ra l­
lied; and about noon they pulled, ex­
hausted to the  beach a t  the bottom  of 
Table P.*y, near to which were the 
Iiouses and the  fort protecting the set- 
tl-ers. who hart for some years resided 
there. They landed close to  w here a 
broad rivulet a t  th a t season (but a 
to rren t In the w inter) poured its 
-tream  Into tho l.‘.ay. A t the  sigh t of 
Tresh w ater some of the men dropped 
rhcTr oars, threw  them selves into the 
sea when out of th e ir  depth—others 
■.vhen the w ater was above th e ir  w aists 
yet they did not arrive so soon as the 
«.>nes who waited till th e  boat struck  
tho beach and jumi>e<l out upon dry 
land. And then they threw  them selves 

. in to  the rivulet, which coursed over 
the shingle, about five oi'" six inches in 
depth, allow ing tho refreshing stream  
to pour Into th e ir  'm ouths till they 
could- hold no more. Imm ersing the ir 
hot hands and rolling in it w ith  de­
light.

As soon as they had satisfied tho 
moat pressing of all w ants they rose 
dripping from the stream  and walked 

! up to the houses of the factory, the 
.In h ab itan ts  of which, perceiving th a t 
boats had landed when there  w as no 
vessel In tl\e bay, n a tu ra lly  supposed 
th a t some disaster had happened, and 
were w alking down to  m eet them . 
T he ir trag ical history  was soon told. 
The th lrty -slx  men th a t stood before 
them  were all th a t were left of nearly  
three hundred souls em barked, and 
they had been m ore than  two days 
w ithout food. A t th is  In tim ation  no 
fu rther questions were asked by the 
considerate settlers  until th e  hunger 
of the  sufferers had been appeased, 
when the n arra tive  of th e ir  surferings 
was fully detailed by P hilip  and 
K rantz.

W e m ust pass over the  space of two 
m onths, during  which the wrecked 
seam en w ere trea ted  w ith kindness hy 
the  settlers, and a t  the  expiration  of 
w hich a  sm all brig  arrived  a t  the 
bay and took in refreshm ents; she was 
hom eward bound, w ith  a full cargo, 
and. being chartered  by the company* 
could not refuse to  receive on boarO 
tho crew b t the  Vrow K aterina. P hil­
ip. K ran tz  and the seam en em barked; 
bu t Captain Barentz rem ained behind 
to  se ttle  a t  the Cape.

They ahccl: hands and parted—P hil­

ip prom ising to execute B aren ts 's  com­
m ission, which was to  tu rn  hla money 
in to  artic les m ost useful to  a  settler, 
and  have them  sen t out by the first 
fleet which should ' sail from  th e  Zuy- 
der Zee. B ut th is  com mission i t  was 
n o t P h ilip ’s good fortune to  execute. 
The brig, nam ed the  -W llhelmlna.salled 
an.l soon arrived  a t  S t. H elena. A fter 
w atering, she proceeded on her voy­
age. They had made the W estern 
Isles, and P h ilip  w as consoling him ­
self w ith  the  anticipation  of soon 'jo in ­
ing his A mice, when to  the northw ard , 
of the  Islands they m et w ith  a 'fu rious 
gale, before which they were obliged 
to  scud for m any days, w ith  the  ves­
sel's head to  the  sou theast; and  as the 
wind abated and they were able to 
haul to It. they fell In w ith a  Dutch 
fleet of five vessels, com manded by aa 
adm lta l, which, had left A msterdam 
more thaiv two m onths, and bad been 
buffeted about by contrary  gales for 
the  m ajo r p a r t of th a t period. Cold, 
fatigue, and bad provisions had 
brought on the  scurvy, and the ships 
were so weakly m anned th a t they 
could hard ly  navigate them . W hen 
the captain  of the  W ilheim lna reported, 
to -the adm iral That he had p a r t of the! 
crev,- of the  Vrow K ate rina  cn  board, 
he was Virdered to  send them  immctli- 
atoly to  assist la  navigating  h is  crip ­
pled fleet. R em onstrance was useless. 
Philip  had but tim e to  w rite to Amine, 
acquain ting  her w ith  h is  m isfortunes 
and disappoin tm ent: and, confldln.g 
the  le tte r  to his wife, as well as his 
n arra tive  of the loss of tho Vrow 
K ate rina  for the  d irectors to  the 
charge of the fcaptain of the W ilhelm - 
ina. he hastened to pack up his effects, 
and repaired  bn board of the adm iral's  
ship w ith K ran tz  and the crew. To 
them, w ere added six of the  m en be­
longing to the W llhelm lna. whom tho 
adm iral Insisted on re ta in ing ; and the 
brig, having  received the  adm iral's  
dispatches, was then  perm itted  to  con­
tinue h e r  voyage.

The adm iral sen t for P h ilip  Into his 
cabin, and having  heard his narra tive  
of the  loss of the Vrow K ate rina , he 
w dered  him  to  go on board the com- 

odore's sh*p as captain, giving the 
coci.'^odore to  the  captain  at

llroujSUt to F h lla d o ip k is , b a t Ik llao  

SInoo liooD Lost.
''W here is the poet M ilton 's s ta ir ­

case?” asks the  P h iladelphia • Record. 
“This s taircase was brought from  Lon­
don by R ichard Rush and bu ilt in to  
his country home, namiid Sydenham , 
which was located a t  v^hat Is now* Co­
lum bia avenue and S ixteenth stree t. A 
sm all s tree t of the same nam e, Syden­
ham , m a rk s 'th e  place. Mr. Rush was 
United S tates mlnlsVer to  England 
when M ilton's lipuse was torn  down to 
m ake room for modern Im provements. 
Being an  adm irer of the  au th o r of 
'P a rad ise  Lost,' Mr. Rush bought the 
old-tim e staircase and had i t  erected 
in his home and 'in sc rib ed  w ith  a  s il­
ve r p la te  se tting  fo rth  th e  dates and 
facts. Upon the  death o f Mr. Rush his 
es ta te  was divided am ong h is  children 
and th e  real es ta te  soon came Into the 
m arket fo r building lots. Sydenham  
house w as to rn  down and the  antique 
Milton stairca|se doubtless fell to  some 
one of the  heirs. I t  would be Intef- 
estlng  to  learn  w here th is  relic found 
its  final shrine. Sydenham  w as a 
quain t old place, ju s t opposite the  
country sea t of Judge Stroud. I t  has 
a  variety  of odd room s en tered  by In­
visible doors, and m uch an tique  fu rn i­
ture . m assive silver and m any qU  por­
tra its .” \ ^

D a tr y la ?  la  K ew  E n c in a d .
T he annual m eeting of Connecticut 

dairym en held a t  H artfo rd  recently 
shewed th a t New Englanders are  by no 
m eans disco^iraged with the  outlook 
for the dairy  and live stock In terests  
of th e ir , state,. From  the  R ural Kew 
Y orker v.e clip the following notes of 
the meeting:

Some dalrym cu find an  excellent 
m arket for ice cream —the purd cream 
flavored and frozen. Mr. M anchester 
of W. W'Insted, says th a t th is  Ice cream 
trade  pays much b etter than  butter- 
m aking. Every package or ticket th a t 
leaves the M anchester farm  bears the 
w'ord “ inspe-cted.” which m eans th a t 
the  herd and prem ises have licen pro­
nounced free from  disease. • • •

A Curious Change.—Thus wo And a 
curious change going on. Twenty 
years ago, it  was though t th a t tho live 
stock business in New England would 
be of small im portance. TiiS silo has 
provided cheap w in te r roughage, and 
has so increased the am ount of hay in 
local m arkets  th a t it is better to feed 
It a t  home. T he New England h ill­
sides still give the best pa&turago on 
the ccn iicen t. Thus. In spite of all 
the wise prophets, New England is 
sw inging back to live stock again. 
Some w estern sheep and steers are  fed, 
but th'e trouble is to  sell them  to good 
advantage. There is hardly a largo 
slaughterhouse' left In New England, 
for the w estern dressed beef has mo­
nopolized the m arket. One man w’ho 
is running  a  m ilk dairy of H olstein 
cows near New H aven, said th a t m ost 
of his old cows were sold to the Jews. 
But. for th is  demand for cheap beef, he 
said It would be hard  to find custom ers 
for the cows.

How Fed.—The silo Is very popular 
■in Connecticut. The lower part of the 
Connecticut K lver 'V’alley was always 
noted for its crops of corn. The In ­
dians who lived there always bad a 
surplus to sell. Ensilage is* the s ta n ­
dard roughage on m ost of the paying 
dairy  farm s. Oho thing -.bout ensil­
age is th a t it is “ healthfu l."  You can 
safely, feed w ith it  alm ost any grain 
th a t the cow likes." This cannot a l­
ways be''’done w ith dry fodder, which 
Is usually  constipating. 'Very little  
corn m eal is bought. Mr. Clemence, 
who owns a  very profitable dairy  farm  
in M assachusetts, feed.s bran  and oil 
m eal for grain. M ost of the  ensilage 
men feed m ore or less cotton-seed 
meal. Mr. E. M anchester told me ho 
had found th a t cows “clean” better 
a fte r  calving when cetton-seed meal 
Is fed. Too much cotlon-secd meal 
m ight cause abortion. Mr. M anches­
te r  saj’s tha t he has had experience 
w ith  cows th a t wore bloated or 
''d ru n k ’’ .from eating  apples. He cures 
'Hfls by .feeding a t  once about three 
pounds of corn meal, which seems to 
p reven t or stop tho ferm entation. 
These Connecticut Y'ankces were a l­
ways shrew d buyers and feeders. Some 
of the best of them  now figure the 
value of grain by the am ount of pro- 

I te ln  it  contain?. T heir argum ent Is 
j th a t ensilage and o ther home fodders 
I w ill supply all the fats and fat-forra- 
I ers th a t the- cow needs. The chief 
I th ing  to buy is the m uscle-raakiug 
j food. So, w ith due allow ance for the 
I effect of various foods on the cow's 
1 system , they buy the g ra ins th a t give 
j them  m ost m uscle-m akers for a dollar. 
I • ' A nother w rinkle is to feed two ra- 
j tions. One is a  general well-balanced 
j ration  for all the cows. The o ther Is 
I a  s tronger m ixture of such foods as 
’ bran, cotton-seed meal and linseed. All 
I the cows get a fa ir mess of the  first, 

and the heaviest m ilkers get, in addi­
tion, m ore or less of the last in pro­
portion to the am ount of m ilk they 
give. The argOment for- th is Is th a t 
tho ex tra  m ilk requires ex trh  protein. 
I t is cheaper to  give it only to those 
cow.s th a t need it. and the re  is no use 
in giving them  too much of the other 
elements. The w estern m an may say 
th a t th is  would n t t  pay him, but It 
pays in Connecticut. New England 
farm ers are  saving  them selves by sav­
ing wastes.

A m ost Im portant point In the 

selection of a hatching  house or room 
Is th a t it  shall be dry. by which I do 
n o t mean th a t the re  shall be any a r t i­
ficial dryness, b u t th a t the w alls and 
fl.oor shall n o t be damp and cold, as 
th is  would be m ost Injurious to  the 
birds, m aking them  uncom fortable, and 
frequently  explains ■ijjhy hens desert 
tb e lr  nesta, w rites Stephen Beale In 
Country Gentleman. A dam p house can 
■ever be warm. 'V\’hile It is always 
w ise to select a ra th er dark  place, it  
Is all the better If facing the south, 
because there the  sun has m ore power 
to  keep It both w arm  and dry. One 
w ith  a  n o rth  aspect is not nearly  so 
good, and should not be selected. The 
a ir  should be tw eet and pure and suf­
ficient In quan tity , for the  oxygen 
would be speedily absorbed unless 
properly ventilated, If a  num ber of 
s itte rs  w ere kept in  one building a t  the 
sam e tim e. Only w ith in  the  la s t few 
years has the Im portance of the a t­
m osphere in  hatching  been fully real­
ized; but It Is a  question which caaao t 
be Ignored. Some- tim e ago a  gentle­
m an who has made very careful ob­
servation# w ith regard to  artificial In- 
cnbatlon sU ted th a t he believed the 
g rea t mrOority ‘of addled eggs and 
deaths In shell,w ere directly-caused by 
i n j u r e  air,, o r an  insufficient supply, 
knd the  sam e is equally true  w ith re ­
gard to  sittin g  hens, although of 
,^ r r s e . from  the  fact th a t there Is no 
tfxnp burning  in  the  room, the danger 
of contam ination  Is less than  where 
flutlficlal m ethods 'a re  employed, Pop 
tLls reason I t is n o t desiyable to  make

the  upper part of a  ca ttle  sited Into u 
hatching  room, as the em anations a ris ­
ing from  the  ^animals beneath  would 
certain ly  n o t be favorable 4to success.' 
I have found the loft above a  stab le  
excellent for th is  purpose when prop­
erly  ventila ted, the  h ea t ris ing  from 
the horses a t  n igh t m ain ta in ing  an 
equable tem perature In w inter. Steps 
m ust alw ays be taken  to  k ee p 'th e  aJr 
in the  hatching  room sweet by a  proper 
system  of ventila tion, and  during  fine 
w eatber, especially in  the  middle of 
the  day, It is an  excellent plan to leave 
doors and windows open for an  hour 
or two. The chief difficulty Is always 
th a t by a condensation of th e  air- it 
becomes 'damp, and also th a t the  em­
bryos are affected by the Im pure a ir 
which surrounds them . W hen th is  fact 
Is fully realized, i t  Is not a t  all d if­
ficult for any poultry  keeper to avoid 
the dltflculty meutloncd. But ven tila ­
tion should be overhead, as the  fow ls 
m u it not be subjected to d ra f t

chicks w ith sm all loss, a t  leas t a  lib- 
craj education in the direction of 
know ing all about poultry. 'W'ho has 
uot experienced the disappointm ent 
th a t a  50-pcr cent less of the chicks 
brings? A thousand dangers th reaten  
the little  ones. We th ink  we are do­
ing the r ig h t th ing  when we tu rn  the 
chicks out onto a  nice piece cf bare 
ground where they  can scratch. If 
they cannot get enough angle worms 
we dig some for them . Who cculd im ­
agine th a t we were thus w orking for 
the ir destruction? Along comes the 
repoi-t 'of the departm ent of agricifl* 
ture and shows us th a t gapes in 
chicks are caused by the angle worms 
th a t we have been feeding or th a i 
they have scratched up from  the 
ground. We thus  reverse our method 
for one of grea ter safety. This is but 
one Illustration  of the price wo pay 
for not knowing. The subject i s  a 
g rea t one. Doubtless m ost of the 
chicks th a t die are  born healthy  and 
would live d id. we bu t give them  
proper care. B ut to give proper,,care 
requirks a  wide and long and. deep 
study of the questions involved.

They all have voices, ' When 
the clouds speak, they thunder; when 
the whirlwinds speak, they scream; 
when tbe cataracts speak, they roar; 
but when the Cowers speak, they al- 
n'ays whisper. 1 stand here to later- 
pret, their message. What hare yeu to 
say to us. 0 ye angels of the grass? 
This morning I mean to discuss what 
flowers are good for: That is nay sub­
ject—What are flowers good for?

I remark. In the first place, they are 
good Cor lessons of God’s providential 
care. That was Christ's first thought. 
AU these flowers seem to address us 
today, saying. "God will give you ap­
parel and food. We have no wheel 
with which to spin, no loom ' with 
which to weave, no sickle with which 
to harvest.no well-sweep with which to 
draw water; but God slakes our thirst 
with tbe dew% and God feeds us with 
tbe bread of the sunshine, and God 
has appareled us with more thai Sol­
omonic regality. We are propbetessoa 
of adequate wardrobe. "If God so 
clothed us. the grass of the field, will 
he cot much more clothe you, O ye of 
little faith?" Men and woroea of 
worldly anxieties, take this mes-aago 
home with you. How long has God 
taken care of you? Quarter of the 
Journey of life? Half the journey ot 
life? Three-quarters of the Journey 
cf life? Can you not trust him the 
rest of the way? Cod does not yrem- 
lio you anything like that which the 
Roman emperor -had on bis table at 
vast expense—five hundred nightin­
gales' longue.s—but he has promised 
to take csrc of you. Pie has promised 
you the necessities, not the luxuries— 
bread, not cake. If God so luxuriantly 
clothes the grass of the field, will he 
not provide for you, bis living and 
Immortal children? Ho will.

No wonder Martin Luther always 
'had a flower on his writing desk for 
inspiration! Through the cracks of 
the prison door a liow'er grew up to 
cheer Picciola. Mungo Park, tbe 
great traveler and explorer, had his 
life saved by a flower. He sank down 
Id the desert to die, but. seeing a 
flower near by, it suggested God's mer­
ciful care, and ho got up with new 
courage and traveled on to safety. 1 
said the flowers are'the angels of the 
grass. I add now they are the evan­
gels of the sky.

It you ask me tbe question. What 
are flowers good for? I respond, they 
are good for .the bridal day. The bride 
must have them on her brow, and she 
must have them in her hand. The 
marriage altar must be covered with 
them. A wedding without flowers 
would be as Inappropriate as a wed*, 
ding without music. At such a time 
they are for congratulations and 
prophecies of good. So much of the 
pathway of life is covered, up with 
thorns we ought to ..cover the begin­
ning with orange blossoms.
' Flowers are appropriate on such oc­
casions, for-In ninety-nine out of a 
hundred cases it is the v^ry best thing 
that could have happen^. The world 
may criticise and p^bnouflee it an in­
aptitude. and may liPt Its eyebrows In 
surprise and think It might suggest 
something better; but tbe God who 
sees tbe twenty, forty, fifty years of 
wedded life before they have begun 
arranges for the beet. So that flow­
ers, In almost all cases, are appropri­
ate for the marriage day. The d i­

vergences cf disposition will become 
correspondence^ reckl'essntss will be­
come prudeuce, frivolity will be 
turned into practicality. ' ■-

There has been many an aged wid­
owed soul ■e-bo had a carefully l^ked 
bureau, and in the bureau a box. knd. 
in the box a folded paper, and in the 
folded paper a half-blown rose, slight­
ly fragrant, discolored, carefullj^ 
pressed. She put it there forty or fifty 
years ago. On the anniversary of,her 
wedding she will go to the bureau, 
she will lift the box, she 'will unfold 
the paper, and to her eyes will be ex­
posed the half-blowa bud, and the 
rutmories of tbe past will rush upon 
her. and a tear will drop upon the 
flower, and suddenly it is iranafig- 
ured, and there js jy'stir in the dust 
of the anther, and it,^ounds out, and It 
Is full of life, and it begins to trem­
ble la the procession of the church 
aisle, and the dead music of a half 
century ago comes throbbing through 
the air, and vanished faces reappear, 
and right hands are Joined, and a man­
ly voice promises.' "f will, for better 
or worse," and the wedding march 
thunders a salvo of joy at the jlapart- 
Ing crowd; but a sigh on thqt anniver­
sary day scatters the scene. Under the 
deej^fetched breath, the flowers, the 
congratulating groups are sdirttered. 
and there is nothing left but a trem­
bling hand holding a faded rosebud, 
which is put into the paper, and then 
Into the box. and the box carefully 
placed in the bureau, and with a 
sharp, sudden click of the lock the 
scene is ever.

Ah, my friends, let not the prophe­
cies ©f the flowers, on your wedding 
day, be false prophecies. Ue blind to 
each ether’s faults. Make tho mc-zt of 
each otHcr’s c.xcellences. Remember 
the vo-rs, the ring on ths third finger 
of the left hand, and tbe benediction 
of the calla lilies.

If you ask ne the question. What 
are flowers good for? 1 answer. They 
are good to honor and comfort the 
ob.’sequJee. The worst gash ever mad« 
into Ike Bids of our poor earth. Is the 
gash of the grave. It Is so deep. It is 
so cruel, it Is so incurable, that It needs 
somethlag to cover It up. Flowers for' 
the casket, flowers- for the hearse, flow­
ers f#c the cemetery. 'What a con­
trast betn-een a grave In a country 
churchyard, with tho fence broken 
down, and the toraUslono aslant, and 
the neighboring cattle browsing amid 
the mullein stalks and the Canada this­
tles. and a June morning' ip Green­
wood, the wavs of roseate bloom roll­
ing t* the top of the mounds, and then 
breaklig Into foaralig crests of whits. 
Howl's all around tho pillows of dust! 
It is the difference between sleeping 
under rags and sleeping under an em­
broidered blanket. We want Old Mor-» 
tallty with chisel to go throu.gh 
all the grave-j'ards in Christendom.and 
while he carries' a chisel In ono hand, 
we want Old Mortality to have some 
flower seed la the r?lw of other

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Mexican Letter*
Zacatecas, Mex., March 7, 1899.

P l y h o o t h  M a i l ,
Plymouth. Mich.

I promisetl you a letter from DurougO 
but my lime was so taken up while there 
that I had to postpone it until my arrival 
here to-night. The trip from Torreon to 
Durango was without special interest, al­
though everything is of interest to a mao 
with his eyes and ears open in a strange 
land and so the stations along the south and 
the nations who tohabit them were a con 
ftsQt source of surprise and also of mer­
riment to me. Durango, with its popula 
tlon of forty thousand came into view to 
the left of the train and as we neared the 
etatiou I caught my fus-t view of vvh.il !s 
to-day, the largest and most wonderful 
Iron mountain of the age, this mounUiio 
•taods to the right of the city at a dis 
tance of perhaps one mile and is estim­
ated to contain from eighty to ninty per 
cent of pure iron and experts here say* it 
contains enough ore to supply the world 
for a century. Durango has been a city 
/o r more than three hundred and fifty 
years yet it nevpr had a railroad until 
1690, vvliou the Mvxicun and iutenuiliO.nl 
finished a Hue into that city and oiade *t 
the tei'uiiuus of the road. It was a 
mountain of metal that first attracted the 
attentio'i of the old Spaniards to this sp«it, 
It was reported to be a baser metal 
but Cortez thought this but a blind 
to keep him from finding a raouutain of 
gold, so he sent an expedition to the spot), 
under command of Senor Mercado, it 
was not long before they all return«‘d. 
with the exception of one mao, who 
prospected in the neighboring bills and 
etruck silver, this find was so rich that in 
M. few years this party sent a messenger to 
Spain w ^  the request to the kin.gthat 
he be a l l i e d  to build the portals of bis 
house of silver. This request was denied 
as a perquisite pertaining exclusively to 
royalty, so this silver king of Durango 
contented himself with paving the street 
from his house to the church with silver 
bricks on the occasion of the christening 
of his first male heir. His descendents 
•till live in the city-but I looked in vain 
for this pavement Qf his, although I 
found cobble stones in great abundance. 
In  Durango as in all cities of Mexico, 
there are little parks called hen plazas 
where the people all gather two or three 
times per week, usually Thursday nights 
And Sunday afternoons and evenings, to 
•wap lies, promenade, smoke and listen to 
the strains of some military band, of 
which every city down here has its quota, 
large garrisons of soldiers being quartered 
in most of the towns and In all of the citt 
les of the Repabllc. The first altar in 
this city and the first maas was said under 
a tree on the nreaent corner of Principal 
and Theretaa streets. Later a cathedral was 
erected here by the contributions of the 
silver mine owners and this building is 
still in a good state of preservation and is 
used daily by these catholics. Its comer 
stone was laid in the year 1006 and it was 
finiahd in 1715. The oldestcathedral here 
is known as the church of San Francisco 
and was erected in 1566, by the Hpaniards 
under F n y  Diego-de-ia-C^ns. I talked 
of calling on Fray, but to my grief I ' 
Informed that he had been gathered to his 
forefathers sometime since. I was sorry 
for 1  wanted to ask him what in thunder 
he mixed with that plaster to make it 
stick as it has, that secret wonld have been 
a snap for Hr. Peterhans and I.

On a very high hiU west of the city 
stnods the church of Lors Remediort. I t 
can be seen from all parts of the c i^  and 
from the crest of this bill there is a grand 
▼lew of the city itself and the surround­
ing country. I am awfully s o i^  1 coold 
not have made my pilgrim a^ to this 
church of Lors Remedious^ on the 
9th of September, for I am told î f (he vis­
it is made on that date, seven years ai« 
knocked ofi the visitors stay in purgatory, 
and 1 feel I could use this all right, how­
ever there are others.

Having finished o y  business in Duran 
go, I  came on to Zacatecaa, having another 
long and dusty ride nntU within some fif­
ty miles of this city when the face of nat­
ure sssrnsd suddenly to smile once more 
and the valley from niountain to moun 
tain some ten miles in width 
bora svideocea of eultlvatioo and of 
mighty fine cropa, sspeeially o f com.

very swift one at ^ t  I t  has been t^e 
most op bill journey I have evertakeai 
bo t ita all over now, for from this point 
the run is down hill clear into the city of 
Mexico. The view of Zacatecaa from the 
ears aa the train eoten the atation Is ooe 
never to be forgotten, tookiog (fewn upon 
(he low, fist lopped houses sW  domed 
chniches, its great aoqoeduet-snd droves 
of boTToa, iyiag sosne two hoadred feet 
below the railway station, it reminds one 
for aU the world of pietmea ctf ancient 
biblicnl dtlea naea in the old bibtes and 
doobllam ia moeh tha same m the andent 
Jawith dtlsa. Ianigm% if yon can, this 
e t^  of forty thonsand Inhabitants w^b 
no wagonacr carts for traasportarton of 
jh b a r  goods e r pniMUfsii nywlMin.

This hsoling IS all done upon the backs 
of tittle burros, who are so small that when 
seated astride them the owner's feet just 
clear the ground. I  have watched the 
building of a new church here today and 
I saw drojves of these little mules coming 
In trom-^he quarries laden with brick for 
the building in question. These brick 
are. made by band and are about two feet 
long, a foot wide and about four inches 
thick. Some forty of these are placed in 
pockets or panniers and slung over a 
mule’s back and the little fellow with doc. 
ile look and flopping oars, bravely toddles 
off under this load of some four hundred 
pounds. The water with which to mix 
the mortaLls also brought to the building 
from the main watering trough of the city, 
l>y these »ame burros, burro having
a sort of saddle strapped upon bis back 
and these saddles contain from four to 
eight pockets. Into these pockets ore 
placed stone jars holding some flve gal­
lons of water each. This is also the man­
lier. and the only manner. In which milk 
is delivered in Mexico. A rich milkman 
is one who can drive a drove of some 
twelve or fourteeu” of these diminutive 
miller UP u'icier your wintlow eaily in tlie 
oinrning and make life a burden for a fel­
low until sqme one inside shows up with a 
Jug. -r- -

The railroad track from Zacatecaa to 
Guadalupe, a suburban town some six 
miles away, is a curve arouhd the side of 
a great mountain and during the eutire 
distance the streets and scenes of the two 
cities can be distinctly seen, the track lies 
over some of the richest silver and copper 
taines in the country and the trip from 
this city to Guadalupe is a facinatlng one 
for every inch of the way. In making 
this trip by street car from Guadalupe to 
Zacatecas it requires the service ■of four 
mules to draw the one small car up the 
incline, but the return trip is a hair curler. 
The mules are unharpessed, the harnesses 
are placed aboard the c.ar, and as the 
mules leisurely strollback to Guadalupe, 
the passengers on the car breathe a short 
prayer, the car starts down the terrific; 
grade with both front and back brakes set 
tight and for six long miles you certainly 
can have no kick coming as to a run for 
your money. 1  have tobogganed down 
Mt. Royal a few times, but while it may 
be as swift, it is smoother.

At the head of the main street there 
rises a mountain that in ita size and grand­
eur dwarfs all the rest, and upon ita crest, 
at the very summit a church of. great size 
has been erected. I t is of white stone and 
covers an immense area. From its small 
tower can he seen seven different cities, 
together with numerous valleys and small 
streams. This eburrh is also a Lors 
Remediors and the native pilgrims climb 
to it ic A manner in keeping with their 
digression from the path of rectitude. If 
one has been very naughty, It is proper to 
crawl. This mode of doing penance is a 
trifle rough, particularly on this ronte, but 
it really is indulged in by the native of 
sensitivlkcoaeclence.

One thing more for which this great 
mountain is noted, near its crest, cut out 
of solid stone by Sculptor Nature, atanda 
an immense buffalo. I t is far larger and 
more novel than the natural bridge of Vir 
ginia, and as it Stands so grand and silent 
far up in the very clouds, it seems to be 
standing guard over this wonderful city 
of sllve:.
