have also heard of several cases
where people died who called.a regular
pbysioian at the first signs of Hlness.

There are things about Christian Science
that we cunnot understand; bat so there
are about Christianity of the orthodox
kind. We have never seen a preacher
who could satislactorily explain the vicar-
ious afonement nor tbe theory of the im-
maculate conception, nor one single mir-
acle, which it is heresy to doubt.

Good gracious! If we believed only
what we, with our insigolflcant, little, fin-
ite minds can understand, we would very
soon be through.

Not a single one of these self-appointed
cntics could beheve that be is alive, for
who nnderstaiidB life? who knows about
existence? what Is death? Who under-
stands how a peach and a crab apple can
grow side by Iside, and one is sweet while
the other issour? How can a beautiful
and fragrant flower grow out of a manure
heap, and right by its side an ill-smelling
smart weed? V'et, we say we believe
these things, because we see them daily;
but how much >better do you unde~tand
them than yon do Christian Science?

We can see nothing about Christian
Science that ban interfere with anybody
else except its votaries, and if.they make
their own bed, they must expect to lie
upon it That is to say, it is nobody’s
business what they believe, and we do
not believe it is incumbent upon any one
to attempt to pointoutto them the error
of their wayh.

CHAPTER XVIII.

The C~t under Admiral Rymelandt’s
commaRd v/as ordered to proceed to
the East Indies by the western route,
through the Staits of Magellan Into
the Pacific ocean—it being still im-
agined. notwithstanding previous fail-
ures, that this route offered facilities
which might shorten the paisage to
the Spice Tsiands.

The vessels comprising the fleet
were the Lion, of forty-four guns,
bearing the admiral’s flag; the Dort, of
thirty-sl.x guns, with the coramortore’s
pennant—to which Philip was appoint-
ed; the Zuyder Zee. of twenty; the
Young Frau, of twelve, and a ketch of
four guns, called the Schevellins.

The crew of the Vrow Katerina wore
divided between the two larger ves-
sels; the others, being smaller, were
easier worked with fewer hands. Every
.«rrangemf-nt iiaviug been made, the
.boats were hoi.sted up, and the ships
made sail. F'cr ten days they were taf-
Ced by Usiii winds, and the viclims
to the scurvy increased considerably on
board of Philip’s vessel. Many did
and were thrown overboard; others
were carried down to their hammocks.

The newly appointed commodore,
whose name was Aveahorn, went on
board of the admiral’s vessel, to report
the state of the vessel and to suggest,
as Philip had proposed to him. that
they should make the coast of South
America, and endeavor by bribery or
by force to obtain supplies from the
Spanish Inhabitants or the natives. But
to this the admiral would not listen.
He was an imperious, bold and obsti-
nate man. not to be persuaded or con-
vinced. and with little feeling for the
sufferings of others. Tenacious of be-
ing adviser!, he immediately rejected
a proporltlon which, had it originated
with himself, v.-ould probably have
teen immediately acted upon, and the
conamodore returned on board his ves-
sel, not only disappointed, but irritat-
ed by the language used toward him.

A week passed away and the fleet
had made little progress. lifeach ship
the ravages of the fatal disease be-
came mére serious, and the commodore
had but twenty men able to do duty.
Nor had the adnlrars ship and the
other vessels suffered less. The com-
modore again went on board to reit-
erate his proposition.

Admiral Rymelandt was not only a
stem, but a vindictive man. He was
aware of the propriety of the sugges-
tion made by his second In command;
but. having refused it. he would not
acquiesce; and ha felt revengeful
against the commodore, whose counsel
he must now either adfpt. or. by re-

- fusing it. be prevented from taking the
steps 80 necessary for the preservation
of his crew and the success of his -voy-
age. Too proud to acknowledge him-
self in error, again did he decidedly re-
fuse. and the commodore went back to
his own ship.  The fleet was then
swithin thr»-r days of the coast, stporing
to the southward for the Straits of Ma-
gellan, and that night, after Philip had
returned to his cot, the commodore
went on deck and ordered the course
of the vessel to be altered some points
more to the westward. The r.iglit wn-.
very dark, and the Lion waa the only
ship which carried a ptfop-lantern. so
That the parting compup”L-of the Dorf
was not perceived by the admiral and
lhe other ships of the fleet. ~When
Philip went on deck the next morning
he found that their consorts were not
in sight. He looked at the conlpass.
and,‘perceiving that the course wes? al-
tered. Inquired at what hour and by
swhose directions. Finding that U was
by his superior officer, he. of course,
said ~nothing. When the commodore
came on deck he stated to Philip th-vt
he felt himself swarranted in not com-
plj-ing with the admiral’s orders," as it
would have been sacrificing the whole
ship’s company. This was, indeed,
true.

In O days they made the land,
and. .jnnIng Into" the shore, perceived
a large town and Spaniards on the
beach. They anchored at the mouth

~ of the river, and hoisted English col-
ors, when a boat came on board to ask
them who they were and what they
required. The commodore replied
that the vessel was English, fcy he
knew that the hatred of the Spanish
for the Dutch was so great that. If
known to belong to that nation, he
would have no chance of procuring
any supplies except by force. He
ctated that he had fallen In with a
BranietL- vessel, a complete wreck, the
whole of the crew being afflicted with
the scurvy; that he had taken- thie men
out, who were now in their hammocks
below, as he considered It crujel to
leave so many of his felloiy-creatures
to perish, and that be had con out'
of his course to land them at thie first
Spanish port he could reach. He re-
quested that they would Immediately
‘eend on board vegetables and, fresh
provisions for tbe sick men, whom it
would be death to remove until after
A few days, when they wenld be a lit-
tle restored: and added that In return
for their assisting the Spsjilards he
trusted the governor would also send
gnppliea for his own people.

This well-made-up story was con-
flrmtd by the officer sent on board by
the toyeh eoTonwr. Seine rMuest-

ed to go down below and see the pa-
tients, the sight of so many poor fel*
lows in the last sUge of that horrid
disease—their teeth having fallen out,
gums ulcerated, bpdies full of tumors
and sores—was quite sufficient, and,
hurrying up from the lower deck, the
officer hlstened on shore and made his
report, !

In two hours a large boat was sent
off with fresh beef and vegetables suf-
ficient for three days' supply for the
ship's company, and t'ac'e v?ere imme-
diately distributed among the men. A
letter of thanks was returned by the
commaodore, stating that his health was
so Indifferent as to prevent his com-
ing on shore In person to thank the
governor, and forwarding a pretended
list of the Spaniards on board, in which
he mentioned some officers and people
of distinction, whom he imagined
might be connected with the family of
the governor, whose name and titles he
had received from messenger sent on
board: for the Dutch knew full well
the majority of the noble Spanish fam-
Illes—Indeed, alliances had continually
taken place between them previous to
their assertion of their independence.
The commodore concluded his letter
by expressing a hope that in a day or
two he should be able to pay his re-
spects and make arrangements for the
landing of the sick, as he was anxious
to proceed on his voyage of discovery.

On the third d*y a fresh supply of
provision was sent on board, and so
soon as they <‘ere received the com-
modore. in an English uniform, went
on shore and call*upcn the governor,
gave a long detalil of the sufferings of
the people he had rescued, and agreed
that they shoivld|be sent on shore in
two days, as they would by that time
be welF enough to be moved. After
many coraplimenis he went on board,
the governor having stated his Inten-
tion to return his visit on the follow-
ing day. if the weather were not too
rough. Fortunately the weather was
rough for the next two days, and It
was not until the third day that the
governor made his appearance. This
«ns precisely what the commodore
wished.

There is no disease, perhaps, eo
"dreadful or so rapid in Its effects up-
on the human frame, and at the same
time so Instantaneously checked, as
the scurvy, if the remedy can be pro-
cured. A few days were sufficient to
resto”™ those who were not ‘able to
turn lis-their hammocks, to their for-
mer vigor. In tne course of the six
days nearly all the crew of the Dort
were convalescent, and able to go on
deck, but still they wore not cured.
The commodore Raited for the arrival
of the governor, received him with all
due honors, and then, so soon as he
was ia the cabin, told him very po-
litely that he and all his officers with
him were prisoners. That the vessel
was a Dutch mgn-of-war. ami that It
was kI9 own pec-ple, and not Fpaniards,
who had been dying of the-scurvy. Hi
consoiqd him, ho-.vever, by pointing oat
that he had thought it preferable to
sacrifice lives on both sides by taking
them by force, and that his excellen-
cy’s captivity would endure no longer
than until he hml received on board a
tufficient number of live bullocks and
fresh vegetables to inaiire the recovery
of tbe ship’s company: and la the
moantime not the loa;;t insult would b?
offered to him. Wheroupou the Span-.
Ish gi)vernor first looked at the com-
modore. and thein at the file of armed
men at tbe cabia door, and then to his
distance from lie town; .inj thee call-
ed to mind the ipossibility of his be-
ing taken out to sea. Weighingall
these points in his mind, and the very
moderate ransom domanried. he re-
solved, as he could not help himself, to
comply wifli th$ commodore's terms.
He called fori pen, and Ink, and
wrote an order™to send on board im-
mediately ail that was demanded. Be-
fore”sunset the! bullocks and vegeta-
bles were brought off, and'so soon as
they were alongside, the commodore,
with many bowa and many thanks, es-
corted the governor to the gangway,
complimenting lhim with a salvo of
great guns, aa he had done be-
fore on arrival.  The peo-
ple on shore thought that fais
excellency had paid a long visit,
but as be ddd not' like to ac-
knowledge that he bad been deceived,
nothing was said about it, at least in
his hearing, although the facts were
soon well known. ~As soon as thb
[b<Aits were cTear”, the commodore
weighed anchor and made sail, well
satisfied with having preserved his
ship’s company”®; and as the'Falkland
Islands, in case of parting company,
had been named as tbe rendetvous, he
steered for them. In a fortnight he
arrived, and found that the admiral
was hot yet there. His crew were
now all recovered, and his fresh beef
was not yet expended, when he per-
ceived the admiral and the three other
vessels In the offing.

It appeared that as soon as the Dort
bad -parted conmany, the adinlral had
immediately het"d upon the advice that
tht® commodor® had given him, and
had Bin for the coast. Not being so
fortunate in ajcuse a» his second in
command, he ~d landed an armed
force troai the[four tessela, and bad

succeeded In obtaining several head of
cattle, at the expense of an equal num-
ber of men killed and wounded. But
at tbe same time they had collected a
large quantity of vegetables of one sort
or another, which they had carried
on hoard and distributed with great
success to the sick, who were gradual-
ly recovering. -

Immediately that the admlial had
anchored, he made the signal for the
commodore to repair on boafd, and
taxed him with disobedience of orders
In having left the fleet. The commo-
dore did not deny that he"had so done,
but excused himself upon the. plea of
necessity, offering to lay the whole
matter before the court of directors
so soon as they returned; but the ad-
miral was vested with most extensive
power, not only of the trial, but ths
condemnation and punishment of any
person guilty of mutiny and Insubor-
dination in his fleet ~ reply, he told
the commodore that he was a prisoner,
and to prove it. ho confined, him in
irons under the half deck.

A signal was then made for all the
captains; they went on board, and of
course Philip was of the number. On
theft:' arrival the admiral held a sum-
maiT- court martial, proving to them
by his instructions that he was so war-
ranted to do. The result of tie court-
martial could be but one—ecmliemna-
tlon for a breach of discipline, to
which Philip -wes obliged'reluctantly
to sign his name. The admiral then
cave Philip tho appointment of second
in command and the commodore's pen-
nant, much to the annoyance of the
captains commanding the other ves-
sels; but in this the admiral provejl
his Judgment, as there was no one of
them so fit for the task as Philip. Hav-
ing so done, he dismissed them. Philip
would have spoken to the late commo-
dore, but the sentry opposed it. as
against his orders; and with a friendly
nod Philip was obliged to leave him
without the desired communication.

CHAPTER XIX.

The fleet remained three weeks at
the Falkland Islands, to recruit the
ships’ companies. Although there was
no fresh beef, there was plenty of
scur>'y grass and penguins.  These
birds were in myriads on some parts of
the island, which, from the propinquity
of their nests, built of mud, went by
the name of towns. There they sat,
close together (the whole area which
they covered being bare of grass),
hatching their eggs and rearing tfcolr
young. The men had but to select as
many eggs and birds as they pleasdd,
and so numerous were they that when
they had supplied themselves, there
was no apparent diminution of the
numbers.  This food, although in a
short time not very palatable to the
seamen, had—the effect of restoring
them to health, and before the fleet
sailed there was not a man fvho was
affl.Icted with the scurvy. In the mean-
time the commodore remained In Irons
and many were the conjectures con-
cerning -his ultimate fate. The power
of life and death was known to be in
the admiral’s hands, but no one
thought that such power would be ex-
erted upon a delinquent of so high a
grade. The other captains kept aloof
from Philip, and he knew, little of
what "wes the general idea. Occasion-
ally when on board 'of the admiral's
ship he ventured to bring up tbe ques-
tion, but was Immediately slleaccd;
and feeling that he might Injure tiie
late commodore, for swhom he had a
regard, he would risk nothing by im-
portunity; and the fleet sailed for the
straits of Magellan without anybody
bciug aware of what might be the re-
sult of the co*rt martial.
