CHAPTER XIX.—(Continued.)
It was about a fortnight after they

A BALLOON UNDER FIRE.
Im itieill 4 CoM»pse N ot Follow ,

K veii W beii ( lie  M urk In lilt .
With regard to Ihe effects of gun­

shots upon a balloon, the following ex­
periments were made, says the Pall 
Mall Magazine. A shot was fired from 
a Lebel rifle at a balloon at an alti- 
tuclc of 500 feet. It only penetrated the 
falwic belnw the cquatm-, .and no ap- 
prociable result ensued. After this 
many shots were fired, several pene­
trating the balloon and passing out 
near the upper valve. After a lapse 
of six hours the balloon descended 
quietly to the ground, by reason of the 
loss of gas through the bullet boles. 
But It appeared that, whatever the 
number of shots, dhe loss of gas was 
never suffic-ient to cause the balloon to 
fall rapidly. On another occasion a 
shrapnel sltell was fired from a seven- 
pounder Armstrong giin at a balloon 
haring an altitude of 1.500 feet, but 
this being above the limit of"cl^atlon 
of the gun. it was impossible to hit It. 
In any case, had it been possible to 
do so. the shell would have penetrated 
the balloon below the equator and 
passed out again so low* down as to. 
cause no serious loss cf gas. Indeed, 
a balloon loses but little of its lifting 
power—that Is. little of its gas—if the 
hole is made below the equator. Once 
a goro was split up to within a few 
feet of the upper valve; at first the 
balloon fell rapidly, then the wind 
filled out the fiappihg fabric, and it 
scJled quietly to earth.

The serious side of her nature is not 
so well known. How many readers are 
aware, for Instance, that among the 
Frenchwomen of the better, class there 
is an order numbering eighty thousand 
members, whose aim is the alleviation 
of suffering and the general uplifting 
of their unfortunate neighbors?

Jephthah was a freebooter. Early 
turned out from a home where he 
ought to have been cared for, he con­
sorted with rough men and went forth 
to earn his living as best he could. In 
those times it was considered right 
for a man to go out on independent 
military expeditions. Jephtbah was a 
good man according to the light of 
his dark age, but through a wandering 
and predatory life he became reckless 
and precipitate. The grace of God 
changes a man's heart, but never re­
verses bis natural temperament. Tl^ 
Israelites wanted the Ammonites 
driven out of their country, so they 
sent a delegation to JepUthab. asking 
him to become commander-in-chief of 
all' the _furces. He might have said. 
"You drove me out when you had no 
use for me, and now you are In trouble 
you want me back;" but be did not 
say that. He takes command of- the 
army, sends messengers to the Am­
monites to teil them to vacate the 
country, and, getting no favorable re- 

I spouse, marshals his troops for bat- 
I tie.

Before going to the war JeplUhah 
makes a very solemn vow, that if the 
Lord, wiir give him victory, then, on 
his return home! whatsoever first 
comes out of his doorway he will of­
fer in sacrifice as a burnt offering. 
The battle opens. It was no skir­
mishing on the edges of danger, no 
unlimliering of batteries two miles 
away, but -the hurling Of men on the 
point of sr/ord^ and spears until the 
ground could no more drink the 
blood, and the horses reared to leap 
over the pile of bodies of Che slaia. 
In those old times opposing forces 
would fight until their swords were 
broken; .then each one would throt­
tle his man until they both fell, teeth 
to teeth, grip to grip, death-stare to 
death-stare, until the plain was one 
tumbled mass of corpses from which 
the last trace of manhood had been 
dashed out,

Jephthah wins the day. Twenty 
cities layicaptured at his feet. Sound 
the victory all through the mountains 
of Gilead. Let the trumpeters call up! 
the survivors. Homeward to your 
wives and children. Homeward with 
your glittering treasures. Homeward 
to have the applause of an admiring 
nation. Build triumphal arches. 
Swing out fla^  all over Mizpeb. Open 
all your doors to receive the; captured 
treasures. 'Through every hall spread 
the banquet. Pile up the viands. Fill 
high the tankards. 'The nation is re­
deemed. the invaders are routed, and 
the national honor is vindicated..

Huzza for Jephthah, the conqueror! 
Jepbtbab. seated on a prancing steed, 
advances amid the acclaiming multi­
tudes, but bis eye is not on the excit­
ed populace. Remembering that he 
had made a solemn vow that, return­
ing from victorious battle, whatsoever 
first came out of the doorway of his 
home, that should be sacrificed as a 
burnt offering, he has bis anxious look 
upon the door. I wonder wbat spot­
less Iamb, what brace of doves will 

i be thrown upon the fires of the burnt 
1 offering.

Oh. horrors! Paleness of death 
! blanches his cheek. Despair seizes his 
! heart. His' daughter, his only child, 
t rushes»,out to throw herself in her 
I father's arms and shower upon him 
\ more kisses than there were wounds 
I on his breast or dents in his shield.
' All the triumphal splendors vanish, 
j Holding back this child from his heav- 
j ing breast, and p'ushtng the locks back 
- from the fair brow, and looking into 
I the eyes of inextinguishable affection.
! with choked utterance he says. "Would 
I God I lay stark on the bloody plain!
, My daughter, my only child, joy of ray 
j home, life of my life, thou art the 
I Bacriflqe!"

The whole matter was explalucd to 
her. This was ho whining, hollow- 
hearted girl into whose eyes the father 
looked. All the glory of sword and 
shield vanished In the presence of the 
valor of that girl. There may hav^ 
been a tremor on the lip, as a rose leaf 
trembles in the sough of the south 
wind; there may have been the start­
ing of a tear like a drop of rain shaken 
from the anther of a water lily; but 
with a self-sacrifice that man may 
not reach, and only woman's heart can 
compass, she surrenders herself to fire 
and. to death. She cries out in thT 
words of nty text: "My father, if 
thou bast opened thy mouth unto the 
Lord, do unto me whatsoever hath 
proceeded from thy mouth."

She bows to the knife, and the blood, 
which so often at the father's voice 
had rushed to the crimson cheek, 
smokes in the fires of the burnt of­
fering. No one can tell^us her name. 
There Is no need that we know her 
name. The garlands that Mizpeb twist­
ed for Jephthah the warrior have gone 
into the dust; but all ages are twisting 
this girl’s chaplet. It Is well that her 
name came not to us. for no one can 
wear It. They may take the name of 
Deborah, or Abigail, or Miriam, but 
no one In all the ages shall have 'the 
title of this daughter of sacrifice.

Of course this offering was not 
pleasing to the Lord, especially as a 
provision was* made In the law for 
such a contingency, and Jephthah 
might have redeemed his daughter by 
the payment of thirty shekels of sil­
ver. 'But before you hurl your de­
nunciations at Jephthab’s cruelty, te- 
member that in olden times, when 
vows were made, men thought they 
must execute them, perform them, 
whether they were wicked or good. 
There were two wrong things about

Jephthah’s tow. First, he ought never 
to have made It. Next, having made 
it, It were betler broken than kept. 
Bat do not take on pretentious airs 
and say. ‘T could not have done as 
Jephthah did,” If In former days you 
had been standing on the hanks of the 
Ganges, and you had been born in 
India, you might have thrown your 
children to the crocodiles. It -is not 
because we are naturally any better, 
but because we have more gospel 
light.
■ Now, L'make very practical use of 
this question when I tell you that the 
sacrifice of Jephthah's daughter was 
a type of the physical, mental, and 
spiritual sacrifice of ton thousand 
children in this day. There ore par­
ents all unwittingly bringing to bear 
upon their children a class of influ­
ences which will as certainly ruin 
them as knife and torch destroyed 
Jephthah's daughter. While I speak, 
the whole nation, without emotion and 
wiihoui shame, looks upon the stu­
pendous sacrifice.

In the first place I remark that much 
Is a system o? sacrifice. When chil­
dren spend six or seven hours la 
schpol. and then mutt ispend two or 
three hours in preparation for school 
the next day. will you tell me how 
much time they will hJtTB for sunshine 
and fresh air, and the obtaining of 
that exuberance which is nece.ssary 
for the duties of ceming life? No one 
can feel more thankful than I do for 
the-advancement of common school ed­
ucation. The printing of- books ap­
propriate for schools, the multiplica­
tion of philosophical apparatus, the 
establishment of normal schools, 
■which provide for our children teach­
ers of largest calibre, are themes on 
which every philanthropist ought to 
be c'''ngraiulated. But this herding 
of great multitudes of children in ill- 
ventllated schoolrooms, and poorly 
equipped halls of instruction, is mak­
ing many of the places.of knowledge 
in this country a huge holocaust. Pol­
itics In many of the cities get into ed­
ucational affairs, and while the two 
politlcsl parties are scrabbling for the 
honors, Jephthah's daughter perishes. 
It is so much so that there are many 
schools in the country today which 
are preparing tens of thousands of in­
valid men and women for the future, 
so that. In many places, by the time 
the child’s education Is finished the 
child Is finished! In many large places, 
in many cities of the country, there 
are large appropriations for every­
thing else, and cheerful appropria­

tions; but as so<ta as the appropriation 
Is to be made for the educational or 
moral interests of the city, we are 
struck through with an economy that 
is well nigh the death.of .ua,.

In connection with this I mention 
what I might call the cramming sys­
tem of the common schools and many 
of the academies; children of delicate 
brain compelled to tasks that misfit 
appal a mature intellect; children go­
ing down to school with a strap Of 
books halt as high as themselves. The 
fact Is. in some of the cities parents 
do not allow their children to gradu­
ate. for the simple rea.son, they say/ 
"We cannot afford to allow our chil­
dren's health to be deslroye<l in order 
that they may gather the honors of 
an institution." Tens of thousands of 
children educated into imbecility; so 
that connected with many such lit­
erary establishments there ought to 
be-asylums for the wrecked. It is push, 
and croft-d. and cram, and stuff, and 
jam. iintil the child’s intellect is be­
wildered. and the memory 'is ruined, 
and the health Is gone. There are 
children who once were full of romp­
ing and laughter, and had cheeks crim­
son wUh health, who are turned out 
in the afternoon pale-faced, irritat­
ed. asthmatic, old before their time. 
It is one of the saddest sights on earth 
to see an old-mannish boy or an old- 
womanish woman! Girls of ten years 
of age studying algebra. Boys of 
twelve >eai'3 of age racking their 
brain over trigonometry! Children 
unacquainted with their mother 
tongue crying over their Latin. French 
and German lessons! All the vivaciiy 
of their nature, beaten out of them by 
the heavy beetle of a Greek lexicon! 
And you doctor them for this, aud 
.you give them a little mcdiclno fo." 
that, and you •wonder what is the mat­
ter with them. I will tell you what 
is the matter’ with them. They arc 
finishing their education! s'

oar civil war, a lieu ten^t of the army 
stood on the floor beside the daughter 
of the ex-govemor of the state of 
South Carolina. They were taking the 
vows of marriage. A bombshell struck 
the roof, dropped Into the group, and 
nine were wounded-and slain; among 
the wounded to death the bride. While 
the bridegroom knelt on the carpet 
trying to stanch the wounds, the bride 
demanded that, the ceremony be com­
pleted, that she might take the vows 
before her departure; and when the 
minister said, "Will thou be faithful 
unto death?” with her dying lips she 
said, "I win," and in tv/o hours she 
had departed. That was the slaughter 
and the sacrifice of the body; but at 
thousands of marriage-altars there are 
daughters slain for time and slain for 
eternity. It is not a marriage: it is a 
massacre. Affianced to some one who 
Is only waiting'untll hts father dies, so 
he can get the property; then a little 
while-they swing around in the circles, 
brilliant circles; then the property is 
gone, and having no power to earn a 
livelihood, the twain sink into some 
corner of society, the husband an idler 
and a sot. the wife a drudge, a slave, 
and a sacrifice. Ah! spare your de­
nunciations from Jephthah’s head, and 
expend them all on this wholesale 
modern martyrdom.

I lift up my voice against the saerL 
fice of children. I look out of my win­
dow on a Sabbath aud I see a group of 
children, unwashed, uncombed, un- 
rhrlstianizod.' Who cares .for them? 
Who prays for them? Who utters to 
them one kind word? When the city 
missionary, passing along the park In 
New York, saw a ragged lad and heard 
him swearing, he 'said .to him, ".My 
son. Slop swearing! You ought to go 
to the house of God today. You ought 
lo be good; you ought to be a Chris­
tian.” The lad looked In his face and 
said, "Ah! it is easy for you to talk, 
well clothed as you are, and well fed; 
but v.e chaps haln't got no chance.” 
Who lifts them to the altar for bap­
tism? Who. goes forth to snatch them 
tip from crime and death and woe? 
M'ho today 'will go forth and bring 
them into schools and churches? No. 
Heap them up, great piles of rags and 
wretchedness'and filth. Put under­
neath them the fires of sacrifice, stir 
up the, blaze, put on more faggots, and 
while we sit in the churches with 
folded arms and indifference, crime 
and disease and death will go on with 
the agonizing sacrifice.

I congratulate all those who are 
loiling for the outcast and the wander­
ing. Your work will soon be over, but 
the influence you are setting In mo­
tion will never stop. Long after you 
have been garnered for the skies, your 
prayers, your teachings, aud your 
Christian influence will go on, and 
help to people- heaven -wiih bright in­
habitants. Which would you rather 
see?—which scene would you rather 
mingle in, in the last great day—being 
able to say. "I added house to house, 
«'ind land to land, and manufactory to 
manufactory; I owned half the city; 
whatever my eye saw I bad, •whatever 
r wanted I got:" or on that day tojiave 
Christ look you full in the face and 
say. "I was hungry, and ye fed me; I 
was naked, and ye clothed me; I ■was 
sick in prisdn, and ye visited me; in­
asmuch as ye did it to the least of 
these my brethren, ye did it to me?"

Raleigh, which fired the first shot ;u 
the battle of Manila bay on the mern- 
Ing of May 1, paradedjiup the North 
river Sunday and fired a salute at 
Grant’s tomb.

The captured Spanish prizes Sarvdo- 
val and .Alvarado escorted the Raleigh 
and likewise fired saldtes.

Thirty thousand people -wero gath­
ered In Riverside park and awaited the 
arrival of the cruiser in a driving rain, 
while the water front from the Bat­
tery to the’ tomb was fined with enthu­
siastic thousands, who wildly gieetel 
the returning hero ship of Admiral 
Dewey’s fleet.

'The official reception committee and 
their guests were the first to offi.-ially 
greet the warship. Mayor jVan WyoJtJ 
and his party came on the steamer j 
Glen IsKand. The steamer Glen carried ; 
the rest of the reception committee.

Mayor Van Wyek delivered . the 1 
greeting to the captain and crew of I 
the Raleigh. Capt. Coghlan’s reply : 
was short and modest, as became a j 
warrior, but no less charged with feal-.j 
Ing, I

The Raleigh's punch-bowl was filled 
to the brim, and the officers of the 
ship toasted the city of New York, 
while Mayor Van Wyck offered one to 
Admiral Dewey, and his comrades who 
took part in the battle of Manila bay. 
A toast to the crow was als^drunk.

Then Mayor Van Wyck Jnd his com­
mittee went aboarc^ the patrol, and 
soon the fleet of tugs, with the Spanish 
prizes Sandoval and Alvar?Jio, were 
headed up-stream. '

The voyage to Grant’s tomb, with an 
escort o f  screaming boats, and the peo­
ple cheering on the banks, is the aim 
of every ship in the navy. The -San­
tiago fleet had the glory divided among 
half a dozen battleships and flagsdiips. 
The Raleigh had it all alone, for all 
that it Is only a little thing for a war­
ship, and would be called a second- 
class cruiser if the nomenclature in 
our navy ^as that of most nations.

The Raleigh steamed the course 
proudly, and dipped Us fiag. while the 
ships all about poured forth their adu­
lation, while forts on shore puffed out 

• salutes that were lost td the ear in the 
chaos of sound.

J Opposite Grant’s tomb the Raleigh' 
thunderfed Its salute to the nation,

I twenty-one guns, and the sound rolled 
I across the Hudson, and was thrown 
i back by the Jersey bluffs, and rever- 
' berated through the valley, 'mingling 

with the cheers of the people-
After passing Grant’s tomb the Ral­

eigh turned and proceeded slowly, 
down the river and dropped anchor off 
Thirty-Seventh street. The officers 
and crew of the Raleigh then gave as 
royal welcome to the public as the 
public had given to the Raleigh. Be­
tween 4.000 and 5,000 enthusiastic citi­
zens boarded the ship; and the, men 
who had met the enemy with shot and 
shell n e t these friends with open 
arms., •

With no disparagement to Gen. Oils; 
■war department officials, without ex- 
■ceptlon, believe In Gen. Lawton’s judg-i 
ment. and the statement is staftling.l 
He is an experienced Indian fighter. 
And Is meeting the same kind of svar- 
fare in the Philippines.

Gen. Lawton says not only are 100.- 
• 000 men needed to put down the rebel­
lion in the Philippines, but that a.\l] 
the cities captured must be garrisoned' 
and held. He criticises Gen. Otis’ plan 
of having him evacuate Santa Cruz and 
other places which he had taken, say­
ing that Santa Cruz is an important 
strategic point and should have ^ecn 
held.

It has been known that the presi­
dent was most anxious to avoid using 
the authority given him by the army 
reorganization law of the last congress 
to call 35.000 additional men to 
until July 1, 1901.

Mr. McKinley has been led to bcileve 
that the 65.000 men of the regular army 
.would be sufficient to control the sit­
uation In Cuba, Porto Rico and the 
(Philippines. Under this belief the vol­
unteers have been mustered out as rap­
idly as possible and by the end of the 
month none will remain in the service 
except those under Gen. Otis.

The demands by governors of wes> 
em: states for the mustering out of t£o 
volunteers serving in the Philippines 
and the assertions of officers in Cuba 
that conditions in that Island make It 
dangerous to attempt to preserve or­
der with only the garrisons of the T^g- 
ul^r army retained are causing many 
of the officials here In-Washington to 
think very seriously whether at least 
a portion of the number of volunteers 
authorized by law should not be caliej|; 
Into service.

It is argued that if such action be 
taken at once the government will be 
able to re-enlist all that may be 
needed from regiments which have 
been mustered out or which are now 
severing their connection with the vol- 
unteer army. Most of these men have 
had the discipline of from nine months 
to nearly a year in the service and 
would be immediately available for 
duty.

The president would also be able to 
select offlcer.s who have had training 
and executive responsibility and to 
choose from those of the staff mus­
tered out men familiar with the duties 
•of their positions,

Adjt.-Gen. C-orbln says the question 
has not been considered and is not now 
under consideration, but that should 
the necessity arise the president will 
not hesitate to use the authority givefi 
him and call into service such num­
ber of. volunteers as the emergency 
may require.

I  g o t in to  tb e  ooach, m y sa tche ls 
an d  g u n  cases and coat b e in g  packed in 
th e  rear, and  a c rack  o f th e  bony liaabed 
w h ip  and  a  y e ll  from  th e  cow boys on 
e ith e r  side of th e  v eh ic le  and-w e s ta rted  
o u t on a  gallop . U pon first g lance  a t the  
r ig  I  o ccup ied  I  bad  w ondered  w ho could 
have m ade th e  th in g  and  w hy It was ever 
b u ilt  so fea rfu lly  heavy and  strong . I 
baagbed to  m y se lf as I  th o u g h t o f this 
coach  as com pared  w ith  an y th in g  th a t  
Chas. B rbm s h a d  ever tu rn e d  ou t, as to 
w e ig h t o r  beau ty . B u t m y lau g h  was 
sh o rt livw l fo r as w e fo rded  a lit tle  s tream  
Some h a lf  m ile  w est o f th e  sta tion , w e h it 
th e  m ain  road  lea d in g  up w ard  an d  a ro u n d  
a  ru g g ed  o ld  moQDtaiu tow ard  M r. P e r 
ez*9. I  say we b it  th is  road , w ell I  d o  not 
in ten d  to  c h an g e  .th e  phraseology o r to 
ta k e  i t  back , tor we c e rta in ly  d id  h it it.
I  ca lled  to  m ind  m any  tim es d u r in g  the  
th re e  h o u rs  jo u rn e y  from  d ep o t to  th is  
hac ienda  th a t  old saw  w hich  ssy s; vthe 
r o a d to .h a d ^  Is paved w ith  good inten- 
tio n s '' and  I  w ondered  how  th a t  p avem ent 
com pared  w ith  th e  one I was th en  tra v e l­
ing. 1 closed  m y  eyes and hoped  for tbe  
best, b u t  I  co u ld  do  n o th in g  m ore as  my 
tim e  an d  m in d  w ere  p re tty  w ell occupied , 
th e  one w ith  try in g  to  k eep  th e  su it 1 had 
on from  ja r r in g  off, th e  o th e r  in wonder- 
io g  how  lo n g  th is  th in g  m ust con tin ije  ere  
I  reach ed  m y destin a tio n . A t las t a fte r  
be ing  lassoed tw ice w hen upon th e  po in t 
o f b o u n d in g  off m y seat and  b e in g  dashed  
upon th e  rocks below, I  reach ed  th e  
b u ild in g  ow ned a n d  o ccup ied  by  tb e  
P e rez ’s  aa h e a d q u arte rs  fo r  th e ir  e x te n ­
sive hac iendas, m an u fac to ry  an d  stock 
producUoQ.

A brief description of tbe hacienda #1U' 

give you an  idee o f a ll eqdh estates in  
Meaico and o f tbe other s ix  in particular, 
owned by th e  ho sts  o f this occasion. Tbe 
exact number of acres In ^ i s  vast ranch 
is  n<̂  know n, it never having been sur­
veyed. It Is os nearly as'can be gotten at 
In crude Mexican fashion, some twenty- 
five to thir^-five miles in width, and in 
length IS over a hundred and twenty 
miles and comprising about three million 
two hundred thousand acres of ground. 
Within this vast tract of land are great 
lakes and grand 'mountains, these latter 
being some niue hundred thousand acres 
in extent and being densely covered with 
a growth of oak timber, and wood is wood 
dowu here. Railroads pay seven dollars 
per cord for wood to burn in their en- 
g'.oes. There is one lake far up tbe 
side of one of these mountains and some 
twelve miles southeast from here, which 
is seventeen miles long  ̂sud six wide. 
Prom this body of water so high above 
the entire surface of tbe hacienda are 
great irrigating ditches or canals which 
reach every part of the estate and are also 
extended across neighboring estates 
which have no lakes, and thus this water 
is a source of handsome revenue each 
year as received in cash bonuses for its 
use from outside parties. In addition to 
this frrigatiog snap I will give you some 
of the other uses to which this lake is 
put to by the Perez’s right here on tbe 
place and run by and entirely for them. 
First a flouring mill with four run of 
stone, the wheat ̂ for which is raised en- 
tirsly upon this' hacienda and which 
amounts to seventy thousands bushels per 
year and in other grains they raise thirty 
thousand bushels of oats and one hundred 
and forty thousand bushels of corn.

When it comes to stock they are still in 
the swim for at present writing they have 
sixty thousand bead of fine cattle, forty 
thousand head of horses, forty -thousand 
head of sheep, nineteen thousand in a 
herd of goats and five thousand head of 
mules. For'tjbis vast herd of animals 
there are employed over two thousand 
Mexicans and Indians at an average wage 
of twenty-five cents Mexican money per 
day. For the use of these, employees and 
their families Mr. Perez has a large store 
(general merchandise) adjoining the C^tle 
and a large building where 'tbe office 
work, bookkeeping, etc. is done for this 
one hacienda.

Again he raises nearly enough cotton 
and sheep to keep In .'operation a woolen 
mill of large size and filled with tbe lat­
est English machinery, which is run also 
by this water power, and where he em­
ployes some three hundred operatives, 
turning out a Rdr qualiQr of cloth of 
which I have some samples to show you 
upon my return. .<

Last but not least I came to the thing 
that most interested me, the growth of 
the Maguey, or century, plant as we call 
it  From this Is extracl^d tbe most fiery 
and fighting intoxicant known anywhere 
on earth. This drink in its fermented 
state is called Pulque and is UfO favorite 
drink of tbe native Mexican. Hr. Perez 
has at present 'nine million uf these 
plants, which grow to an immense size 
and when ripe give out the juice or rath­
er, is extracted in a very peculiar manner, 
which in connection with the fermenting 
and shipping would form a letter of some 
length by itself, bnt which 1 have not 
time to write, but will keep In mind if 
you ever want a line on it later. These 
plants produce their liquid eight mohlhs 
of the year and the average daily ship, 
ment of Pulque from this >hacienda is 
sixty barrels, which in the City of Mexico 
brings a price of three and a half dol­
lars per barrel. Add to all this six other 
haciendas owoed by .these hosts of mine 
and perhaps you can tell something of 
how much they are worth, I cannot. 
But what 1 do know is that they have 
treated me royally and I shall be loth to 
part from them tomorrow, to resume my 
journey toward home.

If this is not quite up to my standard 
u handwriting allow me (o say that in 

taking a borseliacK ride with Mr. Perez 
this morning, my horse became frightened 
and threw me clear over bis head. 1 
alighted upon a pile of rocks and it is a 
wonder I was not more severely hurt, but 
I received only slight punctures ahd a 
ii^ie iOjch u/ oefVoUdoess, otherwise j 
1% all O. K.
