In ­
stead of telling th^ children to ‘keep quiet’ 
at the diniug table, both parents, with wise 
kindneas^ promote the natural talkative* 
ness of youth into fruitful channels* 
The father brings home the news of the 
day. and each boy is e n c o u ra g e  to express 
him self OD these current topics when 
they dine at nigb^, provided he is willing 
to think aboQt what he is saying, not de* 
liver.eiome careless, ignorant opinion, tb» n 
obstinately stick to it. A rgum ent is en­
couraged, and frequently started by the 
father. Each boy may give free rein to 
his opinion as long as he keeps his tempi r  
and argues his l>esr. No sFovenly habits 
of thought or expression are permitted in 
th is  family. The topic in band may be 
anything from football to the latest scien­
tific discovery.

Crop Report.
The w eather during  April was unfavor­

able for w heat in many parts of the Htate- 
The tem perature was above and the pre­
cipitation below the normal. The resul 
of this was tha t many acres of wheat, the 
vitality of which had been reduced to a 
ve/y low degree by the cold weather, and 
which, under more favorable conditions, 
would have produced a partial crop, has 
been entirly  destroyed.

Tlie systerol of fagging exists a t 
Eton, as in , nearly  all large public 
schools, but If is practiced now in a 
much modified form. As shortly  de­
scribed in the Chautaiiquan, it  may be 
said to be the acknowledged -right of 
elder boys. ta*exact from  the  younger 
boys (the ir '"fags) certain  services— 
m enial ahd otherw ise. Its  origin is 
obscure; it may have arisen as an econ­
omy, when schools were poor, as it 
m ust save expense and labor for the 
younger boys to black boots, make 
tea and boil ,eggs for the older ones. -

But E ton , is cow  exceedingly 
w ealthy, its endow m ents being nearly
21,000 pounds a year, and there can be 
no reason why, because a lad is young, 
he should h a v e . to w ait upon his' 
scboi^m ate a s 'I lls  servan t and be ex ­
p o se /, to the cW nce of very g reat ty r­
anny. In  the la t te r ’ end of the last 
century the fagging af E ton was 'so. 
cruel and excessive th a t it l§ reported 
tha t often a young fag would be kept 
up w aiting  on his m aster till 1 o'clock 
In the morning, and being from lack o f  
tim e prevented from getting  his own 
lessons for the  nex t day, would re­
ceive a  th rash ing  from  the m aster for 
the omission. Many instances of 
heartrend ing  bullying and cruelty 
practiced by the  big boys on the ir fags 
were reported, but fagging a t  E ton has 
been greatly  reformed.

T^ls aad  m any o th e r im provem ents 
were m ainly due to  the exertions of 
Dr. H aw trey. who w'as head m aster 
from 1834 to 1853, and who, In conjunc­
tion w ith P rovost Hodgson, wrought 
m ost of the changes which have given 
the college its p resent standing. Be­
fore Dr. H aw trey’s appoin tm ent the 
number-, of the pupils had fallen to 
som ething  under 2(X>, the m orals and 
tone of the school were exceedingly 
low ajid te rrib le  abuses had crep t In. 
Dr. H aw trey a t once commenced the 
work of reform s, sweeping innovations 
were made and new -regula tions insti­
tu ted; the tone of the  school improved 
and the num bers rose to  777, the h igh­
est y e t a ttained.

Every ag e .h as  its own style of face 

and features, due possibly to the fash­
ions of the day. which im press them ­
selves even in the expression of the hu ­
man countenance. No one'w ho studies 
modern po rtra itu re  can fail to note the 
resem blance th a t runs  th rough the 
works of the  fashionable pain ters. I t 
is no t merely th e ir  characte ristic  style, 
but the type which tliey have tra n s­
ferred to canvas am i'w hich  alm ost bor­
ders on sam eness. These well-born, 
carefully  trained  beauties of today are 
as much alike as peas in one pod. They 
only vary in degree. Of course, the, 
a r t is t ‘‘idealizes!” he Vi'ould not be an 
a rtis t did he not find m ore In the face, 
before his easel than  the  s itte r  sees 
whe-n she gazes in the m irror, or her 
family o r friends may detect In dally 
fam iliarity . All the sum ptuous detail 
of costum e also adds to the variety  of 
a picture, but in pose, In expression, 
there is traceable only th is one woman 
of the end of the "century, a crea ture 
of superb  physique, cliathed or un- 
crothed like a royal pricess.’* Compare 
her w ith the pictured women of 1 0 0  or 
200 years ago. and see how altogether 
changed is th is  "e ternal fem inine." :In

York A gricultural College, says:

Cheap P rotein .—In feeding poul­
try, as in feeding o ther anim als 
tnd all p lan ts , the  nitrogenous 
compounds are th e  m ost expen­
sive. W e can economize ,= in  fe r­
tilizer-buying by selecting t h e ‘brand 
!>r aiiem icar whose com position proves 
It best and cheapest; in cattle-feeding 
Che .'Shifting prices of the  various by­
products allow us to  d iscrim inate to 
Our advantage In the pi.ychase of pro­
tein; and a s till w ider differemre sep- 
ira tes  the  cost of nitrogenous m ate­
rials In the  m any poultry  foods. Fowls 
Ind  ducks n atu ra lly  ea t considerable 
anim al m a tte r as well as vegetable 
food. Can we economize here? Is the 
cheap pro tein  of peaofeal, oatm eal, 
w heat bran  or linseed-^meal as  efficient 
as th a t In the m ore expansive anim al 
ineal, dried blood or ffesh” bone; pr 
m ust we Include some form of anim al 
nitrogen in our rations to  replace the 
grasshoppers and earthw orm s of n a t­
u ra l 'pou ltry  life?

A nim al N itrogen Best.—"E xperi­
m ents made a t  the sta tion  w ith 
chicks, pullets, cockerels and duck­
lings seem to Indicate conclusive­
ly th a t p a r t of . th e ' protein m hst he 
draw n from  anim al sources If we are 
to get the best resu lts; and. w ith  duck­
lings in particu lar, some io rm  of an i­
mal food in addition to  skim -m ilk or 
CLrd, seems essential for the m a in te­
nance of health  and vigor.

Tests w ith Chicks.—Two sets  ̂ of 
tria ls  w ere made w ith  chicks. One lo t 
In the  first tr ia l was carried from one- 
balf w eek of age until- twenty-five 
weeks old upon a  grain  m ixture of 
corn m eal (12), w heat flour (4).- ground 
oats (2), w heat b ran  (1), w heat m id­
dlings- (1), peameal (1) and old process 
linseed m eal (1), w ith  w heat, corn, a n ­
im al m eal and fresh bone. The corre­
sponding lot upon vegetable food re ­
ceived a  grain  m ixture of pea meal 
(6), old process linseed-m cal (4), w heat 
bran (2), ground oats (2), high grade 
gluten meal (2), w heat m iddlings (D 
and cornm eal (1). w ith  wheat, corn 
and skim -m ilk o r curd. These tyr*o 
rations were p ractica lly  equivalent, so 
fa r  as am ounts of protein are  con­
cerned, although the "anim al m eal" 
feed had a little  w ider nu tritive  ratio  
than  the grain feed. The distinctive 
difference was [that in the flfet ration  
about tw o-fifths of the  protdln came 
from anim al sources, while in the 
o ther ration  all came from  -grain ex­
cept a  little  from skim -m ilk. In  the 
second tr ia l the chicks w-ere sta rted  at 
six week^ea-nd carrjed for fourteen 
weeks, the 'corrirasied rations being as 
in  the  first tria l.

R esults w ith Chicks—In each tr ia l 
more food w as eaten by the lo t receiv­
ing anim al protein, the gain in  weight 
was m ore rapid and m a tu rity  was 
reached earlier, less food w as required 
for each pound of gain, and the cost 
of gain was less. D uring the  first 
twelve weeks of the  first . t r i a l  the 
chicks on anim al meal ^ fn e d  56 per 
cent m ore than  those on th e  vegetable 
diet, although they a te  only 36 per 
cent more; they required h a lf  a pound 
le® of dry m a tte r  to  gain one pound, 
and each pound of gain cost only 414 
cehts. as com pared with 51-5 cenifa for 
the  grain-fed birds. D uring the next 
eight weeks the cost of gain was 7V6 
cents and 11 1-5 cents, respcctivel;^. 
The anim al-m eal chicks reached two 
pounds in w eight more than  five weeks 
before the o thers; they  reached three 
pounds m ore than  eigh t weeks sooner; 
and three pullets of the lo t began lay­
ing four weeks ea rlie r than  any am ong 
the grain-fed birds. 'With the second 
lo t of chicks, s ta rtin g  a t six weeks of 
age, the differences were in the same 
direction, though n o t quite  so s tr ik ­
ing; thus showing th a t th e 'g re a t ad ­
vantage of the anim al nitrogen is in 
prom oting quick, healthy  grow th and 
early  m atu rity , ra th er than  Increasing 
the tendency to fatten.

OatfT Notee.
m in o ls  has at, la st a  law  th a t  will 

give some protection t o ' the m akers 
Ind consum ers of dairy produce. Un­
fo rtuna te ly  the law  is so worded th a t 
the fines for violation of a ll trespassing  
can  n o t be collected p rio r to Ju ly  1. 
1900. Thus the manufactAirers are  to 
have more than  a  year to  w ork off 
th e ir  m anufactured stuff on the  jm b- 
lie. H owever, we w ill k o t grum ble 
very  m uch If we can have the  Taw en­
forced, according to  Its le tte r. Illinois 
Is charged w ith being the  s ta te  In 
w hich the  grea test num ber of adu lte r­
ated  artic les a re  m anufactured, and 
perhaps she w ill be able to  get rid  of 
th is  kind of fame. T he re  should now 
be no delay in appo in ting  com m ission­
ers th a t w ill Im partially  enforce the 
law.

V^Tien Is a  dairy clean? The sateat 

answ er to -th is  .question lies In describ­
ing when a  dairy Is dirty , and dan ­
gerously dlrty.Uoo. says the New York 
F arm er. ‘W hen woodwork In the dairy 
gives off a sm utty , ipusty, fusty, acid, 
rank , and spoiled bu ttery  smell. It is 
dirty . W hen tin  vessels—«uch as pails, 
cans, dippers, cups and skim m ers— ' 
a fter ^being "thoroughly  w ashed," give 
off a sourish smell, or show dark  lines 
of m a tte r  ln  the folds and seam s of the 
tin, th e y "a re  dirty , and the d irt of 
ju s t  such a .sort and in ju s t such places 
as to encourage the bacteria in the air 
to -d rop  down upon it, to  crawl Into 
it. to  feed upon It and to  m ultiply in 
it until they sw arm  in it  and are  ready 
to launch them selves in to  the  milk 
put in to  those vessels. .W hen the w in­
dows. walls, floors and fixtures In the 
dairy are unpleasant to  the smell when 
the room is warm ed up. the re  Is d irt 
present—enough d irt to have an effect 
upon the flavor and o ther qualities of 
the m ilk and of the bu tter made from 
it.. W hen g vessel, from w’hich m ilk 
is removed, shows a  layer of black 
sedim ent in the, bottom , sm elling with 
unp leasan t suggestiveness of the barn ­
yard, the re  Is d irt, plain, straigh t, un­
m istakable d irt there—d irt Ahat Is un ­
p leasant to th in k  of as a  com ponent 
p a r t  of m ilk th a t is to be used by, 
hum ans as food. No dairy showing, 
these things in any degree can really 
be called "clean,” or decently clean,, 
or healthfu lly  clean. H ardly any o ther 
occupation on ea rth  m akes such de­
m ands for cleanliness and offers such 
dlfflcnltles In the work of securing 
cleanliness, as the m ilk and b a tte r  and 
cheese Industry.

r rarentHgA In roo^frY Ilre<><tinir.
Long experience has ascertained th a t 

the  male bird, has m ost influence upon 
the-color of the progeny, and also upon' 
the comb, and w hat may be called the 
"fancy points" of any breed generally; 
w hilst the form, size and useful qual­
ities a re  principally derived from the 
hen. says W right's P ractical Poultry  
Keeper. Now it cannot 'be denied th a t 
i t  is desirable to  secure absolutely per­
fect birds in all respects of both sexes 
if possible; but. alas, every am ateur 
know s too well the scarcity of such 
and the above fket therefore becomes 
of g rea t im portance 1n* selecting a 
breeding pen. F or instance, a  cock 
may have been batched late in the 
year, and therefore be decidedly under 
the proper standard  In poin t gf size, 
and inferior for a show pen; but If his 
color, plumage, comb, and o ther points 
—w hatever they may be—Are perfect, 
and he be active and lively, he may 
m ake a firstrclass bird for breedin’g 
when mated with good hens. A hen, 
again, if of large size and good shape, 
is not to be hastily  condemned for a 
faulty  fea ther or two. or even for a 
defective qomb, if uot too g laringly  
apparen t—though *tho la st fau lt is a 
serious one in eiili^r sex; h u t a  very- 
bad colored or fau lty  combed cock, 
however (Excellent in point of size, or 
a very, sm all or ill-shaped hen. how­
ever exquisite in regard to  cOlor, will 
invariably produce chickens of very In­
different order. It is also to be ob­
served, w ith regard ,to  the crossing of 
a  breed th a t the . cockerels In the 
progeny will m ore or loss resemble the 
father, w hilst the pullets follow the 
m other. A knowledge of th is  fact w’ill 
save much lim e In "breeding  hack" to  
the  original s tra in , and much d isap­
poin tm ent in ths effect of the  cross.

Too Much Oleo.—Recently the  w riter 
made a sh ipm ent of b u tter to Tampa, 
Fla., to  a Reliable com mission m er­
chant. ' “̂ Tiile the bu tter netted  a  fair 
price, the raerchknt w rote as follows: 
"T here is so much oleo here, and it Is so 
low, th a t It’s a  hard  m a tte r  to sell good 
bu tte r.” W hat Is tru e  of Tam pa is 
true  o f alm ost every large tow n In .the 
South. There are  no effective laws to  
keep the stuff out of our m arkets, or 
to compel the  sellers -to dispose of It 
under Us tru e  name. Thus" It is th a t 
the  S outhern dairym an , is operatldff 
all th e  tim e under disadvantages, com­
peting  In price w ith  a  coun terfeit a r ­
ticle.

The rem ain ing  people on board the 
r a f t  am ounted to  abou t forty-five; 
P h ilip , K rantz, Schrlften. Amine, the 
tw o  m ates, six teen  eeam en and tw en- 
<7 - to n r soldiers, w ho had  been em­
b arked  e t  AmsterdaoL Of provisions 

.th e y  had  sufficient to r  th ree  o r  tou r 
-w eeki ;  b u t of w ater they  w ere very 
eborty already  not having suffleient to r

m ore than  th ree  days a t  the  usual a l­
lowance. A s soon as the  m ast had 
been stepped and rigged, and the sails 
set (although there was hard ly  a  
b reath  of w ind). Philip  explained to 
th e  men the necessity of reducing the 
quan tity  of w ater, and it was agreed 
th a t i t  should be served out so as to ex­
tend the supply to  twelve days, the 
allow ance being reduced to half a  p in t 
per day.

REM A RKA BLE S T O R M S .

DlMAtterg •«  Land aad  S«a Aroaod New 
EngSaod.

An in teresting  review of g reat storm s 
in New England has ju s t been com­
pleted by A. E. Sw eetland of the Blue 
H ill observatory  and issued as a  bul­
le tin  upon th e  g rea t storm  of last N o­
vem ber and upon the cold w ave of 
la st Februarj'- The November storm  
was found to  be the  m ost disastrous In 
the records,, in  point of lives lost ami 
property.destroyed, a t  sea. Among the 
rem arkable ' storm s recorded may be 
m entioned' the following; Nov. 17, 
1798, a  heavy snow storm  began, la st­
ing th ree  days; Sept. 23, 1815, a  gale 
caused im mense destruction  on l^nd 
and sea, th e  dam age In Providence, R.. 
I., alone having been estim ated  a f  
$5,000,000. In  December, 1839, three 
storm s wrecked over 300 vessels on the 
New England coast. On Oct. 2. 1841, 
a  storm  did much harm  to the  fishing 
fleet, 57 persons being lost from  the 
town of T ruro, and m any o thers along 
the Cape ?!oil co a st On Oct. 7. 1849, a 
bark  w ent ashore on M inot’s ledge and 
143' persons were drowned. A pril 16, 
1851. M inot's ledge ligh t was carried 
away, and g rea t dam age w as done 
along the. coast. Jan . 17, 1867, a  g reat 
snow storm  caused large loss of life 
around Boston, from people getting  
lost in  the  drifts. A depth of five feet 
was reported from Dorchester. There 
was a  brief, but violent, storm  Sept. 8, 
lS€9r th a t damaged trees and houses 
around Boston. The “blizzard” of 
March 12. 1888. effectually tied up the 
railroads of New E ngland,for five days, 
causing , much suffering and depriva­
tion from people caught aw ay from 
home In depots and stalled tra in s , th a t 
w ere all b u t inaccessible to  help from 
the o>ttside for th ree  days. The storm  
of JaiK 31, 1898; shu t out Boston from 
com m unication w ith the outside world 
for two days and Impeded travel for 
five days, but caused no g rea t loss of 
life. The storm  of Nov. 27. 1898,
wrecked 141; vessels along the  New 
England coast, and 455 persons lost 
the ir lives, including 175 persons (esti­
m ated) from  the  Portland , which was 
lost w ith -all on board. There was 
g reat destruction of property along 
the shore from the high tide acting  
w ith tbe gale, and a rem arkable feat­
ure was the g rea t fall of snow so early 
In the  year. The graphical records of 
the  storm  elem ents, which form  a 
large and tbe m ost valuable p a r t of 
Mr. S w eetlasd 's paper, show, aside 
from data on the  direction, which af­
fects speculation on the  site  of the 
P o rtland 's  destruction , a  record of un­
usually long-sustained high velocities 
of wind. Prom  soon afte r  m idnight 
on the m orning of the 27th till 3 p. m. 
the wind was never, below 43 miles an 
hour, and from 4 a. m. to  1 p. m. it 
was over 5 0 .m iles an  hour. I t blew 
55 miles an  hour and over from  5 a. m. 
to 9 p. m.—Boston Journal.

The hea t 
and rains a re  causing m any casualties 
in the American arm y. All the hos­
p itals are crowded w ith  sick and 
w ounded.' F o u r hundred of the  Cin­
cinnati regim ent have been Imprisoned 
by Gen. Otis fo r insubordination in re­
fusing to  fight.

I t is evident to  the officials from th is 
.d ispatch  th a t Gen. Otis has found It 
necessary to  change his plans. He has 
been m akiug p repara tions to a ttack  
Bacolor, w here 9,000 insurgents are  be­
lieved to  be encamped, and  it is pre­
sumed th a t the m ovem ents reported 
today still have th a t point as t&e ob-., 
jective. Gen. Lawton is m aking ex­
cellent progress in  hJs northw ard 
m arch, and the  dispatch of M ajor 
K obbe w ith 1,500 men up the Rio 
Grande, supported by . gunboats and 
cascoes, is for the  purpose of enabling 
Gen'. Lawton tio cross the  Rio G rande 
w ithout m olestation by tbe enemy.

S. C on ven ­
tion.

In my communjcatlon of last week I 

referred to the little ja r  in tlie Conven­
tion over tbe negro question- We, of 
Michigan, can hafdly understand it, but 
tbe awful crime of tbe negro. Hale, and 
the unparallelled barbarism of tbe white 
mob which bad tortured him aud his 
alleged partner to death, occurring only 
a short distance- from Atlanta, and but a 
day or two previous, bad produced such 
an undercurrent of feeling that the whole 
atmosphere was charged with it., I be 
delegates were tilled with hono r over it. 
y e t our position as guests made any ref­
erence to the subject a very ilelio.ate mab 
ter, and so we spoke least upon that sub. 
ject upperm ost In our minds. »Vl>ile 
your correspondent voted with the major­
ity, there were many who thought that 
the convention should have saicl to the 
delegation from South Carolina, we w ilt 
not even recognize the fact that there is 
any color line, but subsequent events 
proveil that the course prepared was a 
wise one. It seemed a fine sarcasm upon 
the whole truu>actu>n. that very shortly 
after its occurrence four young men, stu­
dents at the N egro Vijiversity. should 
come upon ihe stage aud give ua a song.

I t was a plantation melody in the minor 
key, perfectly rendered w ithout accom 
panimeot, aud at its clos«.- they refused to 
respond to a most enthusiastic encore 
e,VBn by a bow. During the sam e’̂ ss ion  
a negro clergyman gave the report of hist 
work among his own race for the pasti 
three years, f t tbld in well chosen words 
of the successes and failures, the encour­
aging and disheartening conditions.

It was hke the other reports in these 
respects but when at the end he indulged 
in a few retleclions, his words took on a 
tone of the greatest solemnity, as he as­
serted that the leaders of his race did not 
condone crime, that they did not conceal 
vice, that they e.xecraled crime tyith the 
same vehemence with which they pro­
tested against tbe fiendish law le^ness of 
the insane mob which had brought such 
a foul blot upon the fair south land. He 
seemed, not tbe colored preacher, Mu.\- 
well, but tbe very genius of his race in­
voking before Deity and the nations jus­
tice for the African.

The committee upon nominations made 
a partial report in the afternoon session 
naming as the next president of tbe asso­
ciation, Hon. Hoke Smith, of Georgia. I t 
is needless to say, that none of the dele­
gates, who were G. A. li. men, were at all 
elated over tbe choice. He however, 
made a most excellent presiding officer, 
and when some one .in my hearing ex­
pressed surprise tha t President Cleve­
land's Secretary of the Interior should bb 
identified with S. S. interests, it was re­
plied, tha t while a member of tbe Caih^et, 
Mr. Smith regularly rode from VV'ashlng- 
ton to  Atlanta, Saturday night, conducteiS 
a  mission 8. S. which be had organized, 
Sunday forenoons and started back to  bis. 
work at the National Capitol on Sunday 
afternooQ. 1 will pass over the various 
reports to note the last number upon the 
afternoon session.

A UDitariaa clergyman, of Boston, Rev, 
A. D. Conrad, D. D-, delivered an oration 
entitled ''M aasaebusett’s Tribute to  H W; 
Grady." Mr. Grady was a Georgian, edi^ 
to r of tbe Atlanta Constitution, ardently 
devoted to the New South, a profound pob 
iticlan but never an office holder. A mag< 
nifleent m onum ett surmcMinted by a life 
size figure of H r. Grady, stands in the 
center of one of Atlanta's streets. His 
last work was done in Boston as a lecturer 
froiQ whence he returned to his home to 
die, and the incident of the oration was 
em inently fitting. Mr. Conrad’s effort 
was worthy of his them e, yet three fea­
tures m a r r ^  its general high character. 
I t  was very lengthy, tbe orator seemed 
so self-conscious that I foumt myself won­
dering whether be was not uneonsciously 
glorifyina himself as well as eulogizing

the departed statesman, and the very 
ardency of his eulogy worked an injustice, 
in tha t it seemed to imply tha t the re­
habilitation of the South was almost en 
t i r e ly d u e to  Mr. Grady's efforts. W ith­
out in aiiy manner belittleing his work 1 
could but remember the labors of Lamar 
and I risp and Vance, of Beauregard and 
Longstreet and Gordon who had certainly 
had a full share, in that work.

“America” the 
audience dispersed. Thursday evening's 
session. I did not attend.

The session of Friday forenoon was en- 
tirely  devoted to reports, but the after- 
noon was the crowning glory of the whole 
Convention in interest and profit.

As an illustration she de­
scribed in graphic language a, visit to>a 
poultry house, where she found a careful 
study and record kept not only of the 
different varieties of fowls, but of each 
sei>atate chicken. She found all varieties 
of fo<K| which experience has proven ben­
eficial to the growth of those qualities 
found desirable. She found those foods 
mixed, prepared and fed to the undevel­
oped chick in such ways as would most 
surely compass the ends sought and she 
implored us in the name of tbe Divine 
Master, to bring the same trained thoaghb 
tbe same systematic effort to the teaching 
of the children, for they were surely of 
intensely more value.

Miss Harlowe, of Philadelphia, showed 
the efficiency of the cradle roll as a great 
help in drawing indifferent parents to S.

In  his rem arks he humorously 
suggested that the teacher who did not 
put her whole life and energy into her 
work ought to be banished to Nebraska. 
Some Nebraskan, failing, to appreciate 
the honor, sent to the platform a note of 
remonstrance against the suggestion and 
that Nebraska had no more use for such 
teachers than any other state. Of course, 
the presiding officer banded the note to 
M r.'L aw rence, and equally of course 
Mr. Lawrence w d  to make an apology to 
Nebraska. W hether actuated by honest 
indignation at a fancied slight, or by en 
vious malice, the Nebraskan certaihly put 
Mr. L. in an aw lward attitude

The public sessions at the opera house 
on Saturday evening, closed the business 
of the Convention, but the pulpits of tbe 
city were mostly filled by clergymen 
from abroad and several special meetings 
were held in the interest of S. S. work, 
but as 1 only ^ tended  the little church 
with which my hostess was connected I 
cannot speak of the others at,al]. Monday 
afternoon about sixteen Michigan people, 
all who had not already gone, started 
honteward.

As this was my first acquaintance with 
the South Land, as they lovingly call it, I 
received many very vivid impressions and 
had some experiences delightful and 
otherwise which will abide with me. but 
1 have no right to  inflict them upon your 
readers.
