A Chance for Farmers to the Philippines.
A rep o rt on the  p la n t products of the  

P h ilipp ine  islands, ju s t issued by the  
ag ric u ltu ra l departm en t, is a u th o rity  
for th e  s ta tem e n t th a t th e  P hilippines, 
a lth o u g h  an a g ricu ltu ra l coun try , do 
no t produce enough food fo r th e  con­
sum ption  of its  in h ab itan ts . In  o rder 
to  supp ly  th e  deficiency it, Ls I ’ne cus­
tom  to  d raw  upon o th e r rice producing  
countries, no tab ly  the  F rench colony 
of Cochin-China. No exp lanation  of 
th is  condition is offered, th e  rep o rt 
d ea ling  exclusively w ith  th a  agricuV- 
tu ra l resorces of th e  is lands as they' 
now e.xist. T he rep o rt shovvs th a t  th e ' 
a rea  of th e  P h ilipp ine islands, one- 
n in th  o r abou t 8.000,000 acres, is  de­
voted to  ag ricu ltu re . T a k in g  in to  ac­
coun t th e  n a tu ra l fe r tili ty  of th e  soil 
and  the  vast portion  of these rich  lauds 
not y e t under cu ltiva tion  i t  can safely 
be assum ed, it  add.s, th a t  w ith  b e tte r  
m ethods of exp lo ita tion  th e  to ta l ag r i­
c u ltu ra l p roduction  of th e  is lands could 
be increased to  10 or 15 tim es its  pres­
en t am ount..

Jewish National Urgani^atioo.'
A provisional o rgan iza tion  of the  

n a tio n a l associa tion  of Jew ish  cha rities  
was made a t  C incinnati on the  2 Is t by 
rep resen ta tives from  a dozen, s ta tes  
and m ost of th e  la rg e  cities.

The presiden t ea rn estly  desires 
th a t  bloodshed cease and  th e  people of 
th e  Philippines, a t  an  ea rly  date , en ­
joy th e  la rg es t m easure of self-govern­

M A K IN G  S T E E L  P E N S .

A Short DescrIpttoD ot an loteraatla^ 
Proceta

Briefly dt'scrlbed, steel pens are 
made as follows: First, the steel Is 
roiled into big sheets and then cut into 
strips about three Inches in width. 
The strips are heated to a bright red 
and are then allowed to cool gradually, 
which anneals them, They are next 
rolled to the necessary tlilnneSa, and 
are cut into' Wtthk flat pens, and tha 
pens, while flit, are usually stamped 
with the brand or the name of Ihe 
manufacturer. To snape the pens la 
the next process. The rounding makea 
them hold the ink and distribute It 
more gradually and evenly than could 
he done If they were fiat. To harden 
them they are heated to a cherry red, 
and then suddenly cooled. TliiB no t 
only hardens them, but makes them 
clastic. The polishing, slitting, point­
ing and finishing come next, and then 
they are ready for use?

The Cleveland Plain 'Dealer asks if 
It doesn't look if the magazines bad 
really frayed out the Spanish war sub­
ject; It certainly is time they were 
afraid of it.

There Is a great difference between 
a combination for the purpose of de­
veloping an industry or'lessening the 
cost of production of some article of 
merchandise and a combination for 
the purpose of floating stock amount­
ing to two or three times the value of 
the plants and products involved, and 
many of the recently organized trusts 
.seem to come perilously near the stock 
spec^ation schemes represented by 
the latter method of procedure.

The demand for rapid transit tlong 
the canals of Venice bids fair to run 
the picturesque gondolier out of busi­
ness. The present tariffs are fairly 
low. but the service is slow, and to 
make speed one must pay double farv 
for an additional boatman. The ques­
tion of Tunning electric launches is be­
ing strongly agitated, the swift, clean, 
noiseless service seen at the World's 
Fair at Chicago being cited in evidence 
of what can be done, and it is likely 
that a syndicate will be formed to de­
velop the idea.

An officer of the United Slates life 
flaying service declares that its effi­
ciency is chiefly due to the fact that 
fitness and merit have always governed 
the selection of its agents. On the 
other hand. It is dear that place seek­
ers shrink .from entering a department 
where achievement and heroism are 
the rule. Even the thought of pay day 
is not alluring enough to bring assent 
to the enduraace of hardship and peril. 
Thus the merit system has . an easier 
oppdrtunlty to exercise its benefleial 
influence among the life-savers than 
In some safer spheres of the public 
service. It is none the less creditable 
to the government that spoilsmen are 
■not allowed to use the life saving bu­
reau for political jlurposes.

Manila. May 23.—Prof. Schurman, 
head of the United States Philippine 
commission, has submitted the follow­
ing written propositions to the Fili­
pinos:

•'While the final decision as to the 
form of government Is In the hands of 
the congress, the preslcleai, under his 
military powers, pending the action 
of congress, stands ready to offer the 
following form of government:

"A governor general to be appointed 
by the president; a cabinet to be ap­
pointed by the governor genera!; all 
the judges to be appointed by the pres­
ident; the heads of departments and 
Judges to be eitner Americans or Fili­
pinos. or both; and also a general ad­
visory council, its members to be chos­
en by the people by a form of suffrage 

' to be l^ereatter carefully determined 
j upon.
I "The president earnestly desires that 
I bloodshed cease and that the people of 
 ̂the Philippines, at an early date enjoy 
, the largest measure of self-government 
compatible with peace and order.”

The United States commission pre­
pared the scheme and the president 
cabled bis approval of the form of the 
document S

The Filiplfos have made no definite 
'proposition, Texceptr for a cessation of
h.obtllitle4l until th ^  can present the 
question of peace w th e  people. Prof. 
Schurman told theWillplnos they had 
no m^ans of g a th e^ g  the people to­
gether. as the Americans control most 
of the ports. He also reminded them 
that a liberal form of government was 
offered them, and pointed out that It 
was better than the conditions exist­
ing under Spanish rule.

Gozaga, president of the Filipino 
commission, replied that nothing could 
be worse than Spanish rufe. and ad­
mitted that the form of government 
proposed was liberal.

The civilian members of the Filipino 
commission hav^ declined to co-oper­
ate with the other memoers of that 
commission, as the former consider 
Agulnaldb's latest demand to be pre- 
poffterous. after Maj.-Gen. Otis’ refusal 
of an armistice, referring to his wish 
for time  ̂in order’̂  consult the Fili­
pino congress.^Tj^^'

After- a confenRe- tomorrow with 
the United Stafevl^minissioners. the 
Filipino commi^oners will take 
luncheon with Prof. Schurman and aft­
erward VIll visit the vessels compos­
ing, the American fleet.

W o u l d  j o i n  A m e r i c a n s .

The land on which the bank of Eng­
land Stands has been regarded as the 
most valuable piece of ground on the 
planet, but a real estate transaction 
in New York probably represents the 
highest price ever actually paid. The 
C. P. Huntington and Waldort-Astor 
properties on Fifth avenue adjoin each 
other. To "piece out" his own lot.Mr. j 
Huntington bought of bis neighbor a | 
strip ten by one hundred and twenty- j 
five feet, paying therefor $54,000, or; 
four hundred and three dollars per j 
square foot, being at the rate of over i 
thirteen million five hundred thousand i 
dollars per acre. A smaller plat, of  ̂
three hundred and fifty square feet, at 
the corner of Broad and Wall streets, 
has also been sold for three hundred 
and twenty-three dollars per foot, or ai 
the rate of nearly eleven million dol­
lars per acre.

A letter just received by the bureau 
of statistics of the treasury depart­
ment states that American merchants 
and manufacturers apparently are not 
making the effort to extend their trade 
in South America that those of other 
countries are making. Imports into 
Argentine Republic from Germany in­
creased from 8,045,000 pesos in 188$ 
tp 18,895,000 in 1896; those from Italy 
Increased from 4,647.000 pesos la 1886 
to 11.395,000 In 1896; from the united 
kingdom from 33.433.000 in 1886 to 44.- 
730(000 In 1896, while those from the 
United States, which in 1886 were 7.-
673.000, were In 1896 11,310,OH. out of 
a  .total importation in 1896 of 112.164.- 
000 pesos in value. An examination of 
our own export figures by countries 
abows that our exports to Argentina, 
which in 1889 were 19,293,856, were in 
1893 $6,629,070.

Manila; May 23.—In spite of the pres­
ence of the Filipino commissioners in 
Manila, the military operations con­
tinue with unabated vigor.

Reports from persons who have ar­
rived from the Interior show that no 
Insurgent troops are left jn the north­
ern provinces. They were all drafted 
south after the outbreak of the war. 
The villages on the west coast are al­
most deserted, and the Ilocanos espe­
cially are desirous of Joining the Amer­
icans, if only for the purpose of crush­
ing the Tagals. Many natives of i&en- 
guot and Tlocos said that if the Ameri­
cans had not arrived civil war would 
necessarily have ensued, owing to the 
friction hfetween the Tagals and the 
inhabitants of other provinces.

It is added that the only Filipino 
troops now left are 7.000 men. under 
Gen. Luma, at Taltac, and about 4.000 
under Gien. Pio del Pilar, Even laese 
are demlQralized ami short of arms and 
supplier Many of their rifles are tlis- 
abled. and the Filipinos are unable to 
repair them, owing to the lack of me­
chanics'and materials for b o  doing.

A coasting steamer which has arriv­
ed here reports that the Spanish garri­
son at Zamboanga. Island of Mtnan- 
doa, is held by the rebels in much the 
same manner the Ainericans held them 
while they were u the vicinity of Ma­
nila. ' Every night the Spaniards are 
subjected to an ineffectual fusilade and 
If they are not soon relieved they will 
be reduced to the condltlMi of the 
Spanish garrison at Hollo Just previous 
to Its evacuation of that plate.

New York, May 23.—A dispatch to 
the Journal and Advertiser from Man­
ila says: In an interview with Gregario 
del Pilar, in the presence of Dr. Robair, 
a close frie>d of Agulnaldo, and an­
other peace commissioner. Zialcita.wbo 
approved the sentiments expressed, 
Gen. del Pilar said:

"The insurgents are anxious to sur­
render. but want the assurance first 
that there will 'oe no putting to death 
of the leaders in the rebellion, and 
some proof that the Americans will 
carry out the generous statements 
made in their proclamation. We have 
been acquainted with the Americans 
only a short lime. If they arc sin­
cere, we'^will agree to unconditionally 
surrender.”

"In negotiations entered into with 
I authorized Spanish officers in the pre- 
I vious rebellion similar promises were 
' made, but not carried out. Ruiz and 
[others were put to death, in .spile of 
these promised,

"If we give up our arms we are at. 
the complete mercy of the Americans. 
We realize the hopeles.sness of a Fili­
pino republic, for the people are now 
Impoverished and a continuance of hos­
tilities would only iucrca.-ie the suffer­
ing.”

Washington. May 23.—A Vast deter­
mined aggre.«slve movement is to b-,’ 
made against the fragments of the in­
surgent army by Gen. Otis to compel 
unconditional surrender.

A dispatch from the commander of 
the American forces told of the failure 
of peace negotiations, the refusal to 
grant an armistice and intimated 
movement was to be made against the 
Filipinos by Gen. I^wton at once.

To say the Otis cable was disappoint­
ing mildly describes the situation that 
has for the last few weeks been one £>f 
the successive disappointments to. the 
government. The war department con- 
dently expected to hear of the surren- 
def of the Filipino arujy. it  expects 
this consummation is still only a few 
days off, .but the dialtory tactics of the 
Filipinos are beyond the ken of the 
administration.

Gen, OUs’ plans for an aggressive 
movement'are highly commended. An 
approving message went to him from 
the war department.

Herald from Washington says: “Com­
mercial Jealousies between the cities 
on the *RIver Amazon ^re responsible 
for the insults offered the gunboat 
W’ilmington and the stoning of the 
American consulate at Manaos by a 
Brazilian mob. Reports received by 
the state and navy departments pre­
sent the facts which have been made 
the basis of proper representation to 
the Brazilian government.

"The Brazilian authorities sincerely 
regret that the incident should have 
arisen because of the undoubted friend­
ship of the Brazilian government for 
the United States, and -they are sat­
isfied that all proper amends will be 
made."

F ir e  Dextrojrfi G ran d  Stand  a t  H arlem .
Chicago. May 23.—Fire totally de­

stroyed the grand stand and the bulld- 
Uig on the paddock at the Harlem 
ra.ee track this morning, about 4 
q'clock. Nothing remains of the big 
ifructures but smoke and asbes. The 
fire at one time threatened the valu­
able horses and only the dying down 
of the wind that fanned the flames 
saved the stables. The loss is estimated 
at $100,000. with no insurance. The 
fire is believed to have been of incen­
diary origin.

Loss Estimated at Between One 
and Two Million Dollars,

DESTRUCTION IS COMPLETE.

Victoria, B. C.. May 23.—The great, 
fire, so long threatened, has over­
whelmed Dawson City, and nothing is 
left of the center of the Klondike me­
tropolis save a heap of ashes.

One hundred and eleven buildings, 
large and small, were consumed.

Fortunately for the inhabitants the 
big warehouses of the Alaska Commer­
cial company and the North .American 
Trading and Transpootation company 
escaped untouched with all their cou- 
tents.

Strangely enough, the fire was 
caused as had been its predecessor tha: 
all but obliterated the town, through 
tfie upsetting kjf a lamp.

The loss is estimated at between 
$1,000,000 and $2,000j000? There was 
no fatality. f

Th-e fire commenced in the iieart of 
the business section at 3 a- m., the 
point of the starting being a cabin 
close to the opera house and just above 
the water-front strip. An abortive at­
tempt was made to extinguish the 
blaze before an alarm was sounded, 
and in this way delay was caused that 
galve the fire headway. A strong nortii 
wind was blowing, and the fire, travel­
ing in sheets and clouds rather than 
in flames, soon swept up buildings in 
Its way along the main thoroughfare, 
the burned area taking in ail the 
water-front buildings abreast of the 
same blocks.

Within half an hour from the time 
Tt started the fire had crossed the street 
twice, burned-through and spread to 
Second street, every important build­
ing in what was broadly kno.wn as the 
business section-heing consumed.

The firemen in their first half hour's 
work accepted the inevitable—aban­
doning the effort to stay the flames, 
and devoting themselves to the sal­
vation of property in buildings some­
what removed from the sweep of *lhe 
fire.

Not a single building was left as a 
landmark, from Timmins’ Royal cafe 
down to and opposite the Fairview ..o- 
tel. In this district were all the struc­
tures erected in 1897 and 1S98; Indeed, 
not a pioneer building is left to the 
town.

When the obliteration of the city ap­
peared certain the citizens became 
panic-stricken, and even when they 
could have been of service, rushed to­
ward the hills back of the town.

Of course there was no insurance on 
any property and the stocks of the 
commercial companies will be severely 
taxed in meeting the demand for ne­
cessities, all private stores of food and 
clothing-having been destroyed within 
the radius of the fire.

Manager Godfrey of the Bank of 
British North America estimates the 
Dawson loss at $1,000,000, and his 
bank’s loss“at $500,000. Other estimates 
place the loss considerably higher.

It will be impossible for any preten­
tious effort at rebuilding to be made 
until navigation opens, for at present 
there are not itOOO feet of rough lum­
ber In the entire district. Materials of 
all sorts are equally scarce.

Provisions have not been advanced 
in price, nor clothing, the companies 
being determined, apparently, to do all 
In their power to relieve the general 
distress.

A rough.estimate places the loss in 
gold and paper money alone at $500.- 
000, chiefly -in the destruction of the 
Bank of Buitish North America, the 
fireproof vault in this institution hav­
ing belied its name.

A letter which was brought by .the 
messengers with the news of tne fire 
notes that before the ashes of the 
bank had time'to cool men were work­
ing on the spot with rockers, there 
being a probability that much of the 
lost gold .will be recovered in this 
manner.-

THE BILL OPENIIG SilLOONS OH THE 
FOUSTH OF JULY.

The Law Cannot apply to the Opening on 
the Ooming Independence Day*

Oq Tuesday Itepresentative Burch 
Buccfeeded in briugiof about favorable 
action on his bill giving saloon-keepers 
the right to open their saloons on the 
Fourth of July.

Burch has made several attempts to 
get similar legislation, but was defeated 
at every turo. He has hually won out 
In Che house, aud the bill goes to the sen­
ate for action.

The section that is changed is'as fol­
lows;

Sec. n . AU saloons, restauraou. bars, 
in taverns or elsewhere, and all other 
places except drug stores, where any of 
the liquore mentioued in this act are 
sold, or kept for sale, either at wholesale 
or retail, shall be closed OD the first day, 
of the week, commonly called Sunday, 
on all election days, on Thanksgiving 
Day, Decoration Day, Washinj^n's Birth 
day. New Years Day,Labor Day and on 
Christmas Day, and unti» seven o’clock 
on the following morning, aud on each 
week day night from and after t,he hours 
of nine o’ciocfe until seven o’clock of the 
morning of the succeeding day. And it 
shall be the duty of sheriffs, marshals, 
constables aud police officers to report 
forthwith all such violations to the prose­
cuting attorney, whose duty it shall be to 
immediately prosecute for such violation. 
The word “closed” in this section shall 
be construed to apply to the hack door 
or other entrance as well as the front 
door. And in prosecutions under this 
section it shall not be necessary to prove 
that any liquor was»sold: Profid€d, 
That in all cities and incorporated villages 
the common council (township boards or) 
boards of trustees, or council, may b>' 
ordinance allow the saloons and other 
places where said liiiuor shall be sold to 
open at six o’clock in the forenoon, aud 
to remain open not later than eleven o’­
clock in the afternoon, and DO longer of 
any week day night except on election 
days. Thanksgiving Day, Decoration Day, 
Washington’s Birthday, New Year's Day, 
l.,abor Day and Christmas Day. Any 
person found in the act of violating any 
of the provisions of this section shall be 
deemed guilty of a breach of the peace 
and punished accordingly, and the arrest 
therefor may be without process: and 
this punishment shall be taken to be in 
excess of all manner of punishment in 
this act provided for a violation of the 
provisions of this section. All officers 
authorised to make arrests for a hrearh 
of the peace shall have like power to 
make arrests under the provisions of this 
section as in other cases of a breach of 
the peace.

The above bill came up for action in 
the senate on Wednesday. After a heated 
debate the bill was referred to the com­
mittee on religious and benevolent socî -, 
ties. While the bill is promised fair 
treatment by the committee, there is no 
doubt that it has gone to its death bed.
