GREAT FIRE AT CONET ISLAND.

SevoD B lo c k s  o f  F ram e B n lld ln g s  D e­
stroyed —L oss $3S0,eO0.

New York. May 27.—Fire started in 
Buschman's pavillcn. Cĉ ney Island, and 
spread rapidly until seven blocks of 
frame buildings had destroyed. A
conservative estimatd’̂ f  the loss is 
placed at $350,000. Policeman Thomas 
L^nch and Flremag George Taggart 
and William Aldrich were painfully but 
not,seriously burned whl'.e. rousing the 
sleeping occupants of several threat­
ened buildings. Richard Downs and 
William Durkin. 18 and 15 years re­
spectively. who were asleep In the 
Zaza hotel, were severely burned ab;ut 
the b o d y .  '

The police believe the Are was o f  in­
cendiary origin. Deputy Battalion Chief 
Kirkpatrick o f  th e  Are department says 
he discovered traces of kerosene along 
the board walk in front of one of 'the 
burned buildings. When th e  Are de­
partment reached the beach fr o n t they 
found a dozen bat’h houses burning. 
T h e y  t#ere dry as tinder and it was im­
possible to save them Th'e flames com­
municated quickly to the B o w e r y  and 
d estr o y ed  tw o  blocks'o f  It b e fo r e  th e y  
were g o tte n  u n d er  co n tro l.

Detroit, May 29.—The legislative com­
mittee that is investigating the charge 
of cruel treatment of girls In the .state 
industrial school at Adrian. MU-h., be­
gan its Detroit sessions. Mrs. Lucy M. - 
Sickles, superintendent of the school, 
was present. The first witness caH^' 
was Miss Edith Oaks'of Hartford, who 
was a relief and regular offleer at the 
school from November, 1̂ 96. to last falL 
Miss Oaks was one of the two persona 
who $aw the girl Annabella Schtinaw 
taking the enforced bath, from the ef­
fects of which, ii is said, she died. Mlsa 
Oaks tesiiried that on instructions from 
Mrs. Sickles she assisted in giving the ' 
girl, who. was afflicted with something 
like St. yjtus dance, a hot bath. Tho 
water was heated from u steam coil in 
the bottom of the tub. The girl crletJ 
out: “Are you going t,o scald me?” 
She was held in twenty' minutes and 
on coming out Ijecume unconscious and 
died within twenty minutes. Miss Oaks 
said hot Jjuihs were a method of punish­
ment. .

Mrs. ' ‘Helen M. BalK'tick. a former 
housekek^per a\ the Bch«>ol. lesiifled that 
the beĵ j,lngs the girls got were sk-keii- 
irg. One Instance she spoke of w.ia 
that ô -BeRBle Force, who nad been im­
pertinent. Mrs Sickles lore off her 
clothes and gave her thirty blows, after 
she had heeri in a solitary celt. Mrs. 
Babcock, continued:

‘•'Why don’t you cry?' said Mrs. 
Sickles, when she had finished. Bessie 
was as white as a sheet and trembling.
