- two curved. strokedRibw so familiar, 
was proposed. At tbat time tbe people 
of the country ware jnst emerging from 
tbe nse of pounds, shillings and pence, 
Mch separated in writing by a space 
from the next denomination.

I t seemed necessary to Mr. Lee to 
Aave an arbitrary mark for each of the 
dmominations of oar monetary system.

' Bat be soon found that one character, 
with the aid of a decimal point, was 
all that was necessary, and in the lat­
ter part of his own b<wk all of tbe elab- 

* orate system of symbols except the one 
intended to mark the dollar was found 
to.have beep dropped.

Dr. Baker (^rfaihiy finds tbe dollar 
sign in this old arithmetic and does not 
find it  in use at any earlier date. By 
tbe ,time Adams’ arithmetic waa p a ^  
liahed in 1805 the symbol had be<^me 
well established. Dr. B ^ e r therefore 

ards Mr. Lee as the inventor, and 
the Mgn to have been absolute- 

■•.nteary in its origin. ’
Since tbe publication of his paper in 

one of the magazines Dr. Baker baa re- 
crived many letters on tbe subject, but 
none in which bis conclusions are chal­
lenged. He intends, for further verifica­
tion, to make a study of the depart­
mental records to see when the dollar 
sign first appeared in tbe treasury ac- 
counta He also hopes to make a more 
thorough search of the old textbook^ to 
tee if by chance any nse of this sign 
prior to that of tbe Rev. Channcey Lee 
can be discovered. Perhaps some of the 
desc^dants of Mr. Lee will be able to 
find the author’s manuscript, in. which 
case additional light might be thrown 
upon the subject.

It is certainly interesting to know 
the origin of a thing in so constant use 
as the dollar sign. Dr. Baker's discov­
eries seem likely to take all the senti-. 
ment out of tbe matter, but this is the 
common result of modern historical re­
search.—Washington Letter.
