STACK SILAGE.

DANGEROUS NEST ROBBING.
How Tw o CallforianM  >'earl)'

K illed  by Condors.
Frank Ruiz an^ frv*d Furhush nearly 

lost ilicir hvfs recontly in trying to rob a 
condor m-st in San Royal canyon, near 
irantu Bai-liara, in California. The nest 
was in a cove far up a rocky ledge, and It 
took con.ridiTable time and hard climbing 
to reach It. Frank proceeded to Invostl 
gate the cave while Fred et-ood on guard 
outside. In tlie nest Frank saw a bcaiiti 
ful egg, which ho picked up with carr 
and put In - his hundkcmhlef. Swinging 
it around his neck so os to  keep both liaud.<i 
free, he started on tbe perilous trip  back 
along the ledge.

He had made about tbree-quarterA of 
the distance, says tt^e San Francisco Call, 
when an ominous ra ttle  of w iugstold him 
that dunger was near.

A P n ie t le a l  M ethod o f P rea e re la is  
Foraize ! •  A rid  R e v l o u .

The grazing  problems .of tbe soatfa- 
west sod  bow to them  is (be m b- 
jec t of a  Dew report (bnlletiD 16) in 
tbe  grass and forage inveatigatioDS of 
the  Dational departm ent of agri(?rfltnre. 
In  addition  to tbe  m ethods of im prov­
ing the range by cu ltiv a tin g  the surface 
of tbe ground, raising  native  grasses, 
etc., tb e  cn ltiva tion  of tbe ranker and 
bolkier^forage crqps is advised. B u t the 
p ractice of m aking good bay from  al­
falfa, cowpeas, Johnson grass, tbe ' sor­
ghum s and other coarse or sncculept 
plants is often attended w ith  much 
difficulty, and the  product varies in  
quality  and value according to tre a t­
m ent. Successful baym aking requires 
considerable experience, besides tak ing  
tim e and a large force of laborers, so 
th a t tbe expense cf prep:iring a cured- 
crop often am ounts to v ^ y  nearly its ' 
feeding value. - The fact th a t it  requires 
a num berrof men w ill sometimes pre­
vent ca ttle  owners from try in g  to put 
up any bay. The cost of building a silo 
precludes its use by the m ajority  of 
farm ers aud stock owners, especially in 
the more sparsely settled d istric ts  and 
in tbe arid  and sem iarid {lortions' of 
tbe  southw est, where lum ber and labor 
are high priced. Fodder and bay are 
very desirable, b u t they m ust be cheap 
and easily prepared, else they w ill not 
be used.

These facts  lead A ssistant Agrostol- 
ogist -J. p .  Sm ith, au thor of the  report 
mentioned, to  tbe consideration of stack 
or open ffir silage, which finds a  very 
wideiuso in hut countries am ru ^  stock 
farm ers and men whose m eans do not 
perm it them  to purchase silage cu tters  
and build silos. The theory of m aking 
silage is to pack tbe  green ^jrage in to  a 
compact mass, thu.s p reventing  tbe en ­
trance of a ir in to  the  m aterial. . The 
green mass undergoes a s'ufficieqi’ fe r­
m entation  to  partia lly  cook and pre­
serve,it. In  bu ild ing  a silo tbe w alls 
are made as nearly  a ir tig h t a i i s  possi­
ble. for. where ferm entation  is carried  
too far. silage becomes moldy and in ­
digestible.

W here a ir  has free access during  fen* 
m entation  the  process w ill be carried 
too far. blit where tbe  am ount of a ir is 
lim ited the ferm entation  is only carried 
to  a certain  pnint and the  palatah ility  
of the food is improved. I t has lieen 
found th a t a silo land  fodder cu ttin g  
m achine to chaff the stem s in to  small 
pieces is en tirely  unnecessary in dry 
climates. In.-«!end the green grass or 
green fodder is raked aud stacked as 
soon as cut. T ' •••I’en tlte pile has 
bec*n carried np a.i as convenient,
w eights are  pu t on' the  t<ip and the s^des 
are trim m ed down perpendicular w ith 
a hay knife. This method produces a 
sw’eet silage, which has very nearly tbe 
same feeding value as silage prepared 
a t g reater cost in  bu ilt silOs.

I t  has lieen funnd th a t by applying 
the pressure at the  r ig h t tim e one may 
readily  control the ferm entation  and 
produce either sour or sweet silage, as 
desired. Tims, if the ferm entation  is 
not allowed to  proceed above 180 de­
grees F . . , i f  tbe Bracks are w eighted 
when th is  tem perature is reached, sour 
silage is produced. If  tbe ferm entation 
is allowed to go on- u n til the tem pera­
tu re  rises to  lietween 150 degrees and 
165 degrees F. before th e  stacks are 
weighted, the mass w ill often become 
highly carbonized, appearing dark 
brown or almost as black as cbarcoal. 
but the  silage is sweet and relished by 
cattle. Sour silage is considered more 
satisfactory for dairy purposes than  
sweet silage.

Th^ possibility of preserving la rg ^  
quan tities of tbe  coarser forage plants 
by tbia method w ill undoubtedly prove 
valuable for extensive d is tric ts  in  the 
arid  grazing  regions. ' I t  w ill not. how­
ever, be adaptable to  hum id climates.
