C arefully exam ine m other biddy, 
and, if  not en tirely  free from  lice, sub­
jec t her to  tbe  cleansing fum es of some 
good lice killer. If  yon bave none, sat­
u ra te  an M  rag  w i ^  kerosene, m b  her 
legs w e ir  and  bnisb^ over tb e  feathers 
lightly , ta k in g  especial pains to  m b  tbe 
breast f e a re r s ,  w jngs and under part 
of the  body feathers, b u t do not have 
w et enough to. drip. Place heir in  the 
coop w ith  her babies. Hens, tteat.ed in 
th is  w ay once a w*eek or once in  tw o 
weeks w ill rarely  bave any lice to tra n s­
m it to  th e ir  chicks.

A hurdle, bu ilt of woven w ire or 
la th , abou t th e  coop to  pro tect tbe 
chicks from  o ther bens or from som e 
ca t in ten t on a ju icy  morsel for herself 
or ber 'k itten s , is a wise precautio_^ a 
uecessary one if you desire to  raise a 
large per cen t of the  chicks batched, 
especially necessary if you are raising  
pure  bred birds. The w ire can be taken 
down, rolled up  and p u t aw ay afte r  tbe 
chickens are grow n, and w ill la st for* 
years.

A fter nsing  a varie ty  of foods I  have 
for the past tw o years fed rolled oats 
and m illet seed alm ost exclusively. One 
m igh t th in k  i t  expensive food, b u t i t  is 
not.

THE SUGAR BOUNTY. _

“% t ‘ -

A tto ra ey  G eneral O ren has advised 
th e  S ta te  au d ito r n o t to  pay the beet 
su g a r  bounty, and  the  D etro it Jo u rn a l 
w rites ed itorially  as follows:

A tto rney  G eneral O ren’s objections 
to  th e  beet sugar bounty law  are based 
upo n  th a t  p rov is io tto f the  constitu tion  
wfaieh forb ids the  use o f s ta te  money 
to  a id  p riva te  enterprises. T h e  pro- 
Tision is  a  p la in  one, it w as in  th e  coix- 
g titu tion  long b e fo re . the  legislature 
passed  the  bounty  bill, and  can  be ta k ­
en  o u t only by o rder o f the  people. B ut 
i t  is  understood  th a t the re  are  o th e r ob 
je c tien s  to  the  law, all o f w hich are pfer 
tin e n t and  w ill be b rought forw ard  in 
case th e  law  is tested  in courk

T h e  beneficiaries of t;he law  m ust 
now  go in to  cou rt to  g e t it  sustained  or 
else suffer the  loss of the  bounty  they 
have  been receiving, fo r the  aud ito r 
genera l will pay no m ore bounty  until 
be  is ordered to  do so by the  suprem e 
eou rt. T h e  sittia tion  as  now  presented, 
looks like a  hard  one fo r the  m en who 
in  good fa ith  p u t th e ir  m oney in to  the 
bee t sugar factories.'

T h e  theory th a t the  boun.ty g ran t was 
a  con tract, th e  s ta te  being one party  
an d  the  sugar facto ry  ow ners the  o ther 
party , will doubtless be advanced. It 
w ill be argued th a t the  s ta te  held out 
inducem ents fo r them  to  invest the ir 
m oney in the  sugar business; th a t rely­
ing  upon those inducem ents they did 
inv est th e ir  money^ and  th a t now th a t 
they find them selves deceived and u n ­
done, the  s ta te  ough t to be compelled 
to  pay dam ages fo r breach o f contract 
— if n o t an  express con tract, then  an 
im plied one.

T h e  answ er to  th is  plea will be th a t 
th e  s ta te  m ade no con trac t w ith priva te 
Individuals; th a t th e  s ta te  mferely 
prom ised to  pay a  ce rta in  stipu lated  
am oun t of m oney as a  g ra tu ity  or 
bounty  to  stim u la te  beet sugar produc­
tion. B ut inasm uch as the s ta te  had  
no au tho rity  to  pay the  money as a 
g ra tu ity , or bounty, it follows th a t the 
s ta te  could not legally obligate itself, a 
f a c t of which expectan t beneficiaries 
had dye notice in the  constituti«jn. It 
w ill be argued th a t the  sugar factory* 
m en can collect i^o dam age for breach 
o f  con tract, or fotKvithholdiug of boun- 
because th^y sim ply took the ir chances.

I t  will be well to  have the question 
decided by the  court as quickly as [m»s- 
stble. in order tha t an industry*"which 
prom ises to be an  extrem ely valuable 
one to M ichigan, shall be placed a 
s tab le  foundation . ’ .

C A N  T K I STS » E  .A BO Ll.'sH K I*?

T here has been m uch said about 
tru s ts  and  h»)W they should be taken 
care o f and  prohibited by law. T h is is 
a  m a tte r  th a t has been receiving seri­
ous a tten tion  a t the  hands of the  ih*o- 
pie, who are unanim ous alm ost in the  
opin ion  th a t the  big com bines should 
be abolished in som e way. Hut it ap ­
pears to be no easy m a tte r  to  do this. 
S ta rtin g  o u t w ith the  general projKJsi- 
tiou  th a t a  tru s t is a  com bination furm- 
«d  to  regu la te  prices and preven t com ­
petition , the  legislator finds th a t he is 
u p  aga inst the  trade  union, which is 
organized fo r th a t very purpose. L a ­
t e r  is a  com m odity, as m uch as w heat 

^or com  or oil o r iron. T h e  la te r  or­
gan ization  w as form ed fo r th e  avowed 
purpose of contro lling  the  pric*e of th is 
com m odity. I f  you m ake a  law  saying 
th a t all com binations in tended  to re- 
aC rain the freedom  o f trade  and busi­
ness an d  fo r the  purpose of regu lating  
prices are  to be prohibited, every tra4e 
un iondn  the  country  will be liable to 
prosecution. In  the s ta te  o f Ind iana  

- only last year it is said th a t the unions 
k illed  an  an ti- tru s t law' because they 
saw  th a t I f  it was' enforced it m ight 
kill the tru s ts , b u t it would do up the 
unions a t  the  sam e tim e.

I t  w as as m uch as a m an 's  life was 
w orth  to  be w here O klahom a C ity  Was 
to  be.

T he n ex t day tiiere was from 15.000 
to  20,000 population in Oklahoma City, 
for O klahom a C ity w as iKirn the  day 
th e  s tr ip  w as opened. Now there are 
n o t so many. The population of the 
place exceeds not 1 0 .0 0 0 , h u t i t  is as 
sound as a bank. Then i t  was decidedly 
floating. Except i ts  s tree ts are wider, 
i ts  build ings new er, its  im provem ents 
a ll up to date  and its  people vigorous, 
O klahom a C ity  looks fo r all the world as 
though i t  bad stood w here i t  is  fo r 50 
years, and th a t i t  bad  been grow ing 
m an by man from a lone pioneer u n til 
so w  i t  is of very considerable uombers.

I t  is a w ealthy  place, b u t then i t  has 
th e  m ak ing  of a  w ealthy  place abou t i t  
I t  may be unk ind  to say th a t if  the  
people of Oklahoma C ity are  well off-it 
is a good deal due to  the generous hand 
of na tu re  thereabouts. No' c ity  bas a 
richer farm ing  or stock te rrito ry  thab  
bas th is city.

Oklahom a C ity is a p re tty  c ity  as 
w ell as a w ealthy one. Founded in  th is  
day and age. i t  w as laid out righ t. Its  
stree ts are  100 feet wide, ^oine day i l  
w ill cost Bometbiug to pave these lUO 
foot streets, b u t betw een now and then 
th e  property  owners w ill have earned 
m ore th a n  enough to do it. Th#n. again; 
the  tow n is n o t la id  o n t all over crea­
tion. as some tow ns are. There is not 
one long ‘*Main”  stree t and no laterals. 
I t  is XK)t to  the  c red it of the pioneers 
th a t the  c ity  is com pact, b u t to  a ro le  
o f.tbe  in terio r departm en t fram ed for 
the  opening of tbe strip . T he conse­
quence is th a t the  city  is com pact and 
spread equally in all directions.

I t  is a p re tty ,c ity . In  the first place 
i t  is in a p retty  co n n trj. W hen i t  was 
“ tbe  Ind ian  co u n try .”  the  place was 
renowned. The com monplace w hite  then 
assumed proprie tary  righ ts and tbe  ro­
m ance left the place. In  ju s t  th a t meas­
u re  the coun try  lost its  place in  tbe 
tales of travelers. B ut as a m atter*of 
fac t the  beau ty  is all there, and  i t  is 
som ething to  th in k  about.

T be solidity  of the c ity  m ay be d e ­
term ined when i t  is known th a t i t  has 
three public school buildings, costing

or stone, p o t up w ith  excellent taste  
and judgm ent. The residence dfstric t 
con tains m any verj* beiiutiful' houses, 
for the  p a r t suiall and of fram e, 
bu t looking all the mure hom elike and 
in v itin g  for the shade trees w hich  in ­
variably  surround them and  the  gener­
ous law ns on whii-h they stand.
