which they belong. Directors in banks 
and railroad and Insurance coo>paiile8 
sometimes shirk personal responsibili­
ty underneath tbe action of the cor­
poration. And bow often, when some 
banking h o u ^  or financial InatltutloD 
explodes through fraud, respectable 
men In tbe board of directors say, 
“Why, 1 thought all was going on In an 
honest way, and I am utterly con­
founded with this demeanorT’ The 
banks and tbe fire and life and marine 
insurance companies and tbe railroad 
companies will dot stand up for Judg­
ment In tbe last day. but those who 
in them acted righteously will receive, 
each for himself, a reward, and those 
who acted the 'part of neglect or trick­
ery will, each for himself, receive a 
condemnation.

Unlawful dividends are not clean be-' 
fore God. because there are those as­
sociated with you who grab Just as big 
a pile as you do. He who countenances 
the dishonesty of the Arm or of the 
corporatlou or associntiou takes upon 
himself all' the moral liabilities. If 
tbe financial Institutions steal, be 
steals. If  they go into wild specula­
tions. be himself Is a gambler. If they 
needlessly embarrass a creditor, be 
himself is guilty of cruelty, if  they 
swindle the uninitiated, be himself is a 
defrauder. -No financial Institution 
ever had a money vault strong enough, 
or credit stanch enough,'or dividends 
large enough, or policy acute enough to 
hide the individual sius of Its mem­
bers. Tbe old adage that corporations 
have DO souls is misleading. Every 
corporation has as many souls as it 
has members.
