ila r to  the orig inal, foundation  stock, 
w hich possess^  few, if any, of those 
points which bad been cnltivated .

Should be boiled and mixed w ith  cu t 
bay, roots, etc., and in  th is  shape is 
fa r  less dangerous and well adapted 
for fitting  a horse quickly for sale 
or shobv, b u t for farm  horses or those 
w orking a t  common labor there is, 
DO necessity of g iv ing  such boiled 
feed m ore than  once a week, s a y o n  
S aturday n ight, to  move the bowels 
freely and cool th e  horse o u t over S un­
day. If  fed dry, the barley should be 
ground and m ixed w ith  oats and  bran 
and sbonld not form  over one-quafter 
of the  muss a t  any one m eal and should 
not be fed m ore than  once daily . W e 
are  insisting  upon th is  beoanse barley 
is  dangerous food ,for horses, not so n u ­
tr itio u s  or digestifcle 4s oats, can u su a l­
ly be sold for a good price to  l^ y  oats 
and bran  and finally for the  reason th a t 
barley is splendidly adapted  jfor th e  
feeding of hogs along w ith  boiled po ta­
toes. A nother danger in  feeding barley 
is  due to  the  “ aw ns" <̂ r beards icanahig 
in tes tina l ir r i ta tie n , even en te ritis  and  
death, and th is  ia the  m ore liable to  
h a p p ^  w here th e  barley has n o t been 
properly cleaned, as is a p t to  be the  
case on the  farm . -In  the  m alted state, 
or as b rew en ’ grain, barley is often fed 
to  brew ers’ horses and keeps them  fat, 
soft and  sleek, b u t such horses have  to 
be gradually  accustom ed to  th e  food 
and any burse p u t sudi^enly qpon it 
would be liable to colic and death. In  
Ind ia tbey«parcb the barley, and  we 
understand th a t in  th is form i t  is much 
less-dangerous ‘and . proves valuable as 
food for horses.-^D r. A. S. A lexander

Now. the average rail­
roader Is used to putting three to fonr 
spoonfuls of sugar In his coffee, and he 
never looks to see whether they are 
heaping ones or not. Therefore the 
brown sugar Is the more expensive. I 
tried both ways, ^nd 1 found that using 
granulated sugar saved me over gl5 
a month over what It cost to serve 
brown sugar., There’s even more dif­
ference DOW and then too. ' The big 
sugar coDcerns have weaten down the 
price of granutoted sugar until it costs 
but a  penny a[pound more than brovm 
sugar. T haf si why you see granulated 
sugar in all ttie cheap boarding bouses 
to ^ y .”—New York Sun.
