Rennes, Aug. 8.-—The police arrange­

ments In the vicinity of the Lycee 
Tuesday were exactly the same as those 
of Monday but 091 more than 100 per-
son^had gathered at the early hour— 
6:30 o'clock—fixed for the opening of 
the day’s proceedings in the trial of 
Captain Dreyfus. The prisoner was 
conducted to the Lycee a t 6:15, and ex­
actly the same precautions were ob­
served as on Monday. As soon as 
Dreyfus was inside the Lycee. however, 
the police cordons were removed and 
the tew spectators were allowed to cir­
culate freely in the streets -around the 
building.

No demonstration was made upon 
the arrival on foot of Maitre Libori or 
Maltre Demange, counsel for Dreyfus, 
or the members of the court-martial 
or of General CJhanoine. formerly min­
ister of war. who attends the court to 
give necessary explanations as to the 
secret dossier, funeral Chanoine ap­
peared in uniform. His presence it is 
expected will be needed. Then M. 
Paleologue, one of the prominent offi­
cials of the foreign office, will take up 
the task of enlightening the Judges re­
garding the dossier.

GuArded by ad  Oflioer.
General Chanoine was accompanied 

by an officer carrying a l e ^ e r  wallet 
In which were M. Chanoine’sn o tes  and 
other papers referring to the dossier, 
which Itself remains in a strong' box 
in a room contiguous to the court room. 
This strong box is guarded night and 
day by an officer specially detailed for 
this duty. •

The secret sitting lasted until 11:45, 
when the court adjourned until 
Wednesday morning. The day, thus 
far, passed quietly. There was a  nHich 
bigger crowd than Monday assembled 
in the Aope of obtaining a glimpse of 
l^eyihiB during the few seconds occu­
pied by him in crossing the Avenue de 
la Oare on bis way back from the Ly­
cee to his prison. At the concliulcm 
of the sitting the crowd, numbering 
about two thousand persons and com­
posed purely of slght-seers, was a l­
lowed to pass freely before the Lycee 
until a few moments before Dreyfus 
emerged. Then the chief of gendarm­
erie made a  sign to his assistant, who 
blew a whistle. ^

^MoDatAd OABdarmAA ArrlVA.
Before the shrill sound bad finished 

the clatter of hoofs was heard and a 
moment later a strong detachment of 
moonted gendarmes, followed by gend­
armes on foot, galloped into the av­
enue from a side street, wheeled round 
and dividec^ ‘ into two detachments, 
stretching ^across*the avenue and 
cleared a space of 300 yards in front of 
the Lycee. The horsemen rode on the 
sidewalks, clearing everybody out. 
Even the newspaper men were driven 
away. Then a detachment of infantry, 
headed by a bugler, dashed up at the 
dbuble and formed across the avenue 
from the door of the Lycee to the 
postern-gate of the Manutentlon. The 
soldiers were stationed shoulder to 
shoulder, facing outwards and towards 
the spectators, who were cringed be­
hind the mounted gendarmes, a hun­
dred yards off. Soon afterwards some­
body shouted, “Here he is.’’ and the 
spectators, many of whom had come 
from neighboring towns, expressly to 
see Dreyfus, craned tbelr necks and 
stood on tip-toe, hoping to catch a 
view of the famous prisoner.

Preceded and followed by gendarmes 

and with a captain of gendarmes be­
side him, he passed through the lane 
oLsoldlers, with a quick military step, 
eyes front, and with soldierly bearing, 
but with the slight, jerky movement 
of the left arm ^nd shoulder of the 
continental officer accustomed always 
to resting his hnnd on the hilt of his 
sword. Dreyfus, however, beiag under 
arrest, Is deprived of his sword.

And yet 
all the ages have been filled with delu­
sions. I t seems as If the world loves 
to be hoodwinked, the delusion of the 
text only a  specimen of a  vast number 
of deceits practiced upon the human 
race. In  the latter part of tbe last 
century Johanna Sonthcote came forth 
pretending to b|ive divine power, made 
prophecies, had chapels built In her 
honor, and lOO.QOO disciples came for­
ward to foUow her. About five years 
before tbe birth of Christ Apolloplus 
was born, and lie cam e forth, and a f t­
er five y ean  being speechless, aiccord- 
ing to the tradition, he healed tbe sick, 
s pd raised tbe dead, and preached .vlr- 
tne. and, according to the myth, having 
deceased, was brought to resurrection.

Tbe Delphic oracle deceived vast 
multitudes of people; tbe Pythoness 
seated In ^ e .  tetnplp of Apollo uttering 
a  crazy Jargon from which tfie people 
guessed their Individual or national 
fortunes or misfortunes. The utter­
ances were of such a nature that you 
ccmld re ^ -tb em  any way you wanted 
to read t£em.

So the ancienk augurier deceived tbe 

people. Tbe ‘prjests of those auguries 
by the flight of birds or by tbe intona­
tion of slain animals told tbe fortunes 
or misfortunes of indlriduals of na- 
boos..

The sibyls were supposed to be inspir­
ed women who lived In cares and who 
wrote tbe sibylline books afterw ard 
purchased by Tarquin the Proud.

Gather the critics, secular and reU- 
glous. of this century together and put 
a vote to them as to which is the 
greatest book ever written, and by 
large m ajority they will say “Paradise 
L ost” Who wrote “P a rad l^  Lost?” 
One of the fools who bellevM in this 
Bible, John Milton. Benjamin Frank­
lin surrendered to this delusion. If you 
may Judge froth the letter that be 
wrote Thomas Paine begging him 
to d e s ^ y  “The Age of Reason” In 
manuscript and never let It go Into 
t 3i>e. and writfog afterward, in bis old 
days. “Of this Jesus of Nazareth I 
bave to say that the system of morals 
■be left afid the r^Iglon he has given us 
are the best things the world has ever 
seen or is likely to see.” Patrick Hen­
ry. the electric champion of liberty, en­
slaved by this delusion, so thaj he 
says, “The book worth all other b^k s . 
put topetlier Is tbe Bible.’ Benjamin 
Rush, the leading physiologist and 
anatomist of bis day. tbe great medical 
scientist—what did he say? “Tbe only 

»true and perfect religion is Christian­
ity.” Isaac Newton, the lending phi­
losopher of his time—what did be say? 
That man surrendering to this delu­
sion of the Christian religion, crying 
out. ‘̂ h e  BObllment philosophy on 
earth Is the philosophy of the gospel.” 
David Brewster, at tbe proDunctatlon 
of whose name every scientist the 
world over uncovers his bead. David 
Brewster saying. “Oh. this religion 
has been' a  great light to me. a  very 
great light all my days!” President 
Thiers, the great French statesman, 
acknowledging that he prayed when 
be said. “1 Invoke tbe Lord God. in 
whom 1 am glad to believe.” David 
Livingstone, able to conquer the lion, 
able to conquer the panther, able to 
conqutf the savage, yet conquered by 
this delusion, this hallucination, this 
great swindle of the ages, so when 
tfaay find him dead they find him on 
his knees. William E. Gladstone, the 
strongest Intellect In England, unable 
to reslM this chimera, this M lacy. this 
delusKMQ of the Christian religion, went 
to tbe bouse of God e v ^  Sabbath 
and often, a t the invitation of the rec­
tor, read the prayers to the people.

Michigan production of iron ore for 
the i ^ t  year has been 731^,S46 long 
tons, it being the greatest of any state 
in the union by nearly 800,000 tons. 
T he combined iron output of the whole 
country amounted to 19,278,369 tons. 
As a  mineral producer Michigan stands 
well-towards the top| she is rich in cop­
per and iron, and in coal she is gaining 
ground daily, besides many other min­
erals. ■.____________

Secretary Baker, of Lansing, is inter, 
esting himself in the subject of the 
causes of old age. This seems like a 
queer subject until the doctor asks if 
there is no cause for old age why is it 
th a t some persons die of old age a t 60 
and others a t 90. Dr. Baker is preparing 
a  treatise on the subject, in which he 
will a ttem pt to show that rheumatism 
is responsible for the shortness of many 
lives. He will assert with great posi­
tiveness that the life of old people n^ay 
be extended five or ten years with abso­
lute certainty by proper sanitary and 
dietary precautions.

Here is another echo anent the furni­
ture factory which Plymouth was to 
have, from the Wayne Review: Village 
President Cullen stated a t the last 
council meeting that one of the flrin of 
the Posselius Bros.’ furniture factory 
was in Wayne Sunday. He told the 
committee that the firm was now tak ­
ing inventory and would finish that up 
about August 15. They would then be 
in shape to give the committee a defin­
ite answer. I t  is understood that Ply­
mouth, Northville and other towns have 
offered larger bonuses than Wayne can 
afford to give, but that the shipping fa- 
x^lities are so much superior here that 
they are favorably inclined to come to 
Wayne.

Under the new law relating tad istri- 
butlon of estates a widow is given all 
the household goods. Under the old 
law the ^ d o w  was given only house­
hold goods to the value of 8250. The 
new law provides that when there are 
no children when the estate is settled 
and ready to be distributed, the widow 
n  first allowed 83,000 before the re­
mainder of the estate is divided be-' 
tween her and the relatives of the h us­
band. Under the old law she was only 
given 81,000. This means th a t if the 
estate is worth only 83,000 or less after 
it is settled and ready for d istribution 
ihe widow is entitled to all of it. and 
the husband’s relatives get nothing a t 
all.—Ypsilanti Sentinel.

The annual report of the S ec r^  Ser­
vice, just submitted to Secretary Gage, 
contains some interesting facts. 678 
persons were arrested for m aking or 
pacing  counterfeit money. 218 of them 
were convicted and 293 are awaiting 
trial. 433 of those arrested were native 
Ana®ricans, which shows that foreign­
ers do not monopolize the business. 
855,689 in counterfeit notes and 820,- 
7̂78.96 in coin was captured. The total 
number of plates for counterfeiting 
captured was 267. which included the 
“Hancock” and “ Windom” silver certi­
ficates. for which officials had been 
vainly seeking for eight years, and the 
famous “Monroe” 8100 silver certificate. 
22 dies for striking gold and silver coins 
and 413 molds for spurious coins were 
also captured, being the largest num ­
ber ever Uken in a single year.

For the tru th  of this last statement, 
Mr.' Editor, examine tbe colnmns of 
any other paper tban yoor own. 1 wish 
to get a t tbe abeolnte tru th  in poultry 
culture as far aa possible, net only for 
my own benefit, but for tbe good erbdit 
of the whole ponltry fraternity. Tbe 
isolated experiments carried on by men 
or women wbo imagine that because 
they have seen a swallow it  is summer 
do not count for much, because the 
same experiment seems to have different' 
reinlts in different bands, perhaps be­
cause of different Conditions present, 
and therefore leads to no valuable con­
clusion. Results are often ascribed to 
causes which the man of experience 
pesCeives can bave but li t t le ' effect In 
tbe case.

The only way. as I believe, to settle 
the feeding as well as many btber,ques- 
lians is to bave an extended series of 
eaji^imeDts cosdneted by some scien­
tifically educated man wbo is enthusi- 
a^<a;lly ;^ o te d  to poultcy (but witb- 
ovfi fads or hobbies), witK' a sufficient 
nnmber of colonies to be able to experi^ 
Bwot in 'm an y  directions a t once, and 
bjr reversing conditions and treatm ent 
iartbe several yards, get a t tbe true 
effects of food and management.
