An HnrmonlouB aud SatlsCsctory Dlacos-
iilon of Sehool Intereats.

The annual school meeting of Dis-
trict No. 1 was held at the school bouse
lifonday evening. In the absence of
the Moderator and Secretary of the
board, Messrs. P. B. Whitbeck and L.
C. Hough were chosen to fill the places.

Thrflrst, in order was the reading of
the annual report by the secretary
which, on motion, was accepted.

The.fumaces in the building had been
in use fifteen years and had become
about used up, some of the iron plates
having cracks in them large enough to
admit aman’s hand. It was absolute-
ly necessary to have them repaired or
replaced by new ones. The board had
corresponded with the American -Fur-,
nace & Foundry Co., of Toledo, who
had put in the old furnaces, and a
man had been sent up to look them
over. They had estimated the cost of
repair at alx>ut 8500, but as the board
did not feel like taking the responsi-
bility of asking for that amount, which
seemed lante. they had left the matter
for the people to decide themselves.

A representative of the company was
present and he stated that they would
furnish the castings and put them in
at 6~ cents a pound. This price seem-
ed to be exofbitant to the meeting and
protests were made by Messrs. Stark-
weather. Markham and others. . Tlie
‘co'mpany seems to have the cinch, lis
they oWn the patterns, and the matter
was finally, on motion of E. K.Bennett,
left to the discretion of the board.

Black River Falla, Wia,*Sel” a
Black Hawk, aged 90 years, the most
noted of the chiefs of the Wisconsin
Winnebago Indians, died in the town
of Brockway, a few miles from this
city. Black Hawk* bad bein well
known in the western part of Wiscon-
sin for the last fifty years, was always
a friend of the whites and on sevei”
ocCuiODS prevented the Wlnnebagde
from taking the warpath against the
paieltaces.
