The Boers of South Africa are mass­
ing troops on the British "border and a 
battle is looked for a t any moment. 
B rittain is hustling troops to the scene 
as fust as possible.

In-answer.to a question in regard to 
the liability of railroads, where cattle 
are killed on the track by engines or 
trains, the supreme court has decided 
th a t the owner allowing cattle to ran 
a t large in the highways is considered 
as contributory negligence. Therefore 
the owner has to run his owm risk, if 
he elects to use the public roads as 
pasture grounds.

Attorney General Oren gives it as his 
opinion th a t employes working more 
than 1 0  hours a day are entitled to extra 
compensation. He is informed that the 
law makes 10  hours a legal day’s work, 
and that those who labor in excess can 
collect extra pay a t the perdiem rate, 
unless the have contracted to the con- 
^ r y .  Domestic and farm  laborecs 
are not included in this provision.

I t  is said that agents taking the next 
census will riot be required to offend 
the public by inquiring into family 
secrets and asking quastions calculated 
to provoke a fight. The number '^ f  
questions has been greatly reduced and 
simplified. The list of questions pre­
pared by Director Merriam has been 
approved by President McKinley and 
will soon be printed. The work of 
taking the census will begin next June.

While the attorney general of Ohio is 
urging the Supreme court to take up 
the anti-trust cases the secretary of 
state of New Jersey is reporting that 
1,945 corporations were created in that 
state this year and th a t they paid the 
commonwealth 8728,023 in incorpora­
tion fees. Of this 8728,023 it is safe to 
say that about 8700,000 was paid by so. 
called trusts, not one of which is in any 
sense a New Jersey enterprise and not 
one of which” will ever be seen or heard 
of ih that State except as its products 
may be sold there and as it maintains a 
nominal “he&d ofliee” in the. rooms of 
some lawyer in Jersey City. W hatever 
the Supreme court of Ohio may say 
about the existing trusts, the state of 
New' Jersey will go^on licensing others 
to do business in Ohio as we]] else­
where. This is one of the difficulties 
of the trust question.

The idea that the Japanese are better 
’than the Chinese does not prevail in 
Haw'aii. Mr. H. A. Pannalee, a busi­
ness man of Honolulu, w'ho is visiting 
hi's American home-forthe first time in 
twelve years, said on the subject: “The 
Japanese coolies keep coming to the 
islands and are becoming troublesome. 
The Chinese make much more desira­
ble laborers. The Chinese business* 
men over there are possessed of a senses 
of bitsiness integrity. That can hardly 

j be s;ii(l at the present time of the great- 
I er number of Japanese merchants there 
; The latter will beatyo\i‘if you give 
, them a chance." Of general conditions 
in Hawaii, Mr. Parmalee said: .‘T h e  
islands are exceedingly prosperous. We 
had a populatjion of 109.000 in 1895. and 

; preparations are now being made for a 
! new census. We are, of course, much 
 ̂interested in what congress will give 
I us in the way of. legislation a t the com- 
; ing sessiou, but'there is no impatience,
 ̂and a general belief that we will be 
treated fairlv.”

“The scientific world is waiting with 
much interest the o^iming of November 
13 on which date is the great meteoric 
shower, a phenomenon which manifests 
itself only three times in the coarse of a 
century. The last notable event of this 
character occurred November 14, 1866, 
commencing about three o’clock in the 
morning. People who were up a t that 
hour witnessed a  remarkable spectacle 
compared to which a display of fire- 
^ 01^ ,  even on thegrandest scale, woi^d 
be insignificant. While meteors are seen 
more frequently on the night of Nov­
ember 13 orearly the followingmoming 
every year, yet it has been observed that 
such displays as were seen in 1833 abd 
again io4 S66. accur only a t periods sep­
arated by an interval of 33 yeftrs. If  
this rule holds good, the next period is 
close a t hand and those who will w ^ h  
the sky during the night of 13tb of next 
N ovem l^r will be well repaid for the 
few hriuH’ sleep they will lose.

Lansing, Mich., OcT. 10. — Attorney 
General Oren holds an opinion In refer­
ence to tbe new Inheritance tax law 
which is somewhat at variance with 
the Ideas of other, attorneys. In a 
conversation the attorney general said 
he was of the opinion that the law 
would be smstalncd by the sugreme 
court. While the law is not en­
tirely clear upon some points, and 
while its language may be somewhat 
ambiguous, the state’s attorney is of 
the opinion that there are no serious 
defects in the measures which cannot 
be remedied by applying the well- 
know’n rules of construction.

S a r a  t h e  T ax  b  C o P B tIta tlo o k l.
As to 'the constitutionality of tbe 

principle of taxing inheritances the at­
torney general Is of tbe opinion that 
It Is^Dot In conflict with any. constitu­
tional prbvlHloD. 'Tt Is not a^tax on 
proi)erty. but a tax on transfers,” said 

attorhey general, “and It could not. 
therefor^ be said j:o be In conflict with 
tbe provtelou of the constitution which 
requires that Ihe legislature shall pro­
vide a uniform rule of taxation. The 
supreme I court io passing upon the law 
of 1801J hid not declare the principle 
of taxing inheritances unconstitutional, 
but fouijd the law faulty because the 
money to be^derlved from it was not to 
be cre<llted to the specific tax fund.”
