H is .repu ta tion  as  6 m an o f a f ­
fa irs  and  as one o f the sh rew dest bus­
iness men in the country w as. perhaps, 
g rea te r than  his reputation  as a  politi­
cal leader apd a  sta tesm an  until his 
election to th e  vice presidency three 
years ago. Mr. H obart w as  born in 
1844 a t  Long Branch. N. J . H is ances­
to rs on his fa th e r’s side w ere English 
and  on his m other’s  side D utch.

T h irty -th ree years ago he w as g rad­
u ated  from  R utger’s college and  be­
gan teaching  school. Three m onths 
la te r he entered- upon the study o f 
law  w ith  Socrates T u ttle , a  prom inent 
law yer In  Passa idp taun ty . N. J., who 
w as a t  th a t tim e m ayor of Pqterson. 
Young H obart is said to  have arrived 
a t  P ate rson  w ith but $150 in bis pock­
et. and  from  th is  sm all beginning he 
m ade h is  way- unaided \to w ealth  and 
prominence.

T he president w as deeply affected 
by the  telegram  announcing  his col­
league’s death  and a t  once despatched 
a  telegram  conveying the  sym pathy 
and  gonsolution: of him self and  Mrs. 
M cKinley to Mrs. H obart. M eantim e 
the  sad intelligence had been bulle­
tined  by all the  new spaper offices and 
the  whole city  w as soon m ourning the 
loss o f the vice president. S ecretary  
of S ta te  H ay upon, whom the  succes­
sion to  the  presidency now falls, heard 
th e  new s upon his arriva l a t  the s ta te  
departm en t and  he im m ediately re ­
paired  to  the  .

T he sculp tor w as dis­
pleased w ith  the criticism , so he got 
ano ther block of m arble and chiseled 
aw ay on it tw o  ,o r  th ree  years, and 
then he b rough t In . h l^  little  child, 4 
or 5 years of age, qnd said  to  her, 
“ W ho do you th ink  th a t Is?” Shffsaid, 
“T h a t m ust be th e  one who took little  
children in his arm s and  blessed 
them .” Then the  sculp tor w as satis­
fied. . Oh, my friends, w hat the  world 
w an ts  is no t a  cold C h ris t not an  i n ­
te llectual C hrist, not a  severely m agis­
terial C h r is t  b u t a  loving C h ris t 
Bpreading out his arm s of sym pathy to 
press the  whole w orld to  his loving 
h e a r t

Skort /Sermon*.
. B ut I rem ark  again  th a t th e  religious 
.discourse o f the  fu tu re  w ill bajfe to be 
short. Condensation Is .dem anded by 
the age In which we live. No more 
need of long introductions and long a p ­
plications and so m any-div isions to a  
discourse th a t  It m ay be said to  be 

‘hydra-headed. In  o ther days men got 
a ll th e ir  Inform ation from  the  p n lp it 
There w ere few  books, and  the re  w ere 
no new spapers, and  the re  w as little  
travel from  place to  place, and  people 
would sit and  listen tw o and a  half 
hours to a  religious discourse, and 
“seventeenthly” would find them  fresh  
and  chipper. In  those days theije w as 
enough tim e for a  m an to  take  an  hour 
to w arm  him self up to. the  sub jec t and  
an  hour to  cool off. B ut w ha t w as a  
necessity then is a  superfluity  now. 

i Congregations a re  fu ll of knowledge 
-from books, from new spapers, from 
rapid and continuous intercom m unica­
tion and long disquisitions o f w ha t 
they know  already w ill n o t be abided.
I f  a  religious te ach er cannot com press 
w ha t he w ishes to  say tb  t^ e  people In 
the space o f 45 m inutes; b e tte r  ad journ  
It to  some o ther day.

The trouble is we preach audiences 
Ihjto a  C hristian  fram e, and then we 
preach them  out of it. W e forget th a t 
every aud ito r has so much capacity  of 
atten tion , and when th a t is exhausted  
he is restless. T h a t accident on the 
Long Island railroad years ago came 
from- the  fac t th a t the brakes w ere out 
of order, and  when they w anted to stop  
the  tra in  they could p o t stop, and 
hence the casualty  w as terrific. In  all 
religious discourse w e w an t locomotive 
pow er and propulsion. We w a r . a t  the^ 
sam e tim e stou t brakes to let dow n a t 
the r igh t instant. I t is a dism al thing, 
a fte r  a  heare r has com prehended the 
whole su b je c t to hear a  man say, 
“Btow to  recap itu late ,” and “A few  
words by w ay of application*” and 
“Once more." and. “ F inally ,” and  “Now 
to conclude.”

Paul preached untlT m idn igh t and  
E utychus got sound asleep and fell out 
of a  w indow and broke his neck. Some 
would say; ‘fGood for him .” I would 
ra th er be sym pathetic, like Paul, and 
resuscitate  him. T h a t accident is often 
quoted now ] in religious circles a s  a  
w arning  against somnolence in church. 
I t  is ju s t as m uch a. w arning  to minis­
te rs  aga in st prolixity. Eutychus w as 
w rong in his somnolence, b u t P aul 
made a  m istake w hen he kept on until 
m idnight. He* ought to have stopped a t  
11 o’clock, and  th e re  would have been 
no, accident. If  P aul m ight have gone 
on to too g rea t length, le t a l |  those of 
us who a re  now preaching the gospel 
rem em ber th a t there is a lim it to re­
ligious discourse, or ought to be, and  
th a t in our tim e we have no apostolic 
power of m iracles. Napoleon in an  ad ­
dress of 8efven i m inutes thrilled his 
arm y and  thrilled Europe. C h ris t’s 
serm on on the mount, the  model ser­
mon. was legs than  IS m inutes long a t  
ordinary mode o f delivery. I t  is not 
electricity  scattered  all over the  sky 
th a t ' Strikes. b p t electricity  gathered 
Into a  thunderbolt and  hurledi, and  it Is 
not religious tru th  scattered*over and 
spread out over a  vast reach of time, 
bu t religious tru th  projected in com­
pact fo rm . th a t flashes light upon th e  
soul and  rives its Indifference.

P o p n lir  D iscourse*.
W hen the  religious discourse of the  

fu tu re  arrives In th is land and  in the  
C hristian  church, th e  discourse which 
ts to  arouse th e  w orld and s ta rtle  the  
natio n s  and usher In the  kingdom, it 
wiD be a  b rief d is b u rse . H ear It, all 
theological studen ts,ra il ye ju s t  en ter­
ing upon religious work, all ye mfen 
and w omen who in Sabbath  schools 
and o ther departm en ts a re  toiling for 
C hrist jm d the  salvation o f Im m ortals 
—brevity  ,„ brevity!

B u t i rem ark  also th a t  the religious 
discourse of the  fu tu re  of which I 
speak w ill be a  popular discourse. 
There a re  those in these tim es who 
speak of A -popu lar serm qn as  though 
there  m ust be som ething w rong spou t 
It. As these critics a re  dull them selves, 
th e  world, gets the  im pression th a t 
a  serm on IS good In proportion a s  It is 
stupid. C hrist w as the  m ost popular 
preacher th e  world eve r saw  and, con­
sidering th e  kmall num ber of the 
w orld’s population, had the  largest au ­
dience ever gathered. H e never preach­
ed anyw here w ithou t m aking a  g rea t 
sensation. People rushed ou t In the  
w ilderness to  jh e a r  him  reckless of 
th e ir  physical necessities So g reat 
w as the ir anx ie ty  to  hea r C h rist tha t, 
tak ing  no food w ith  them , they  .would 
h iv e  faiq ted  and  starved1 had  not 
C hrist perform ed a  m iracle an d  fed 
them . Why: d id  so m any people take  
th e  tru th  :a t C h ris t's  hands? , Because 
they  a ll understood It. H e illustrated  
bis sub jec t by a  hen and  her chickens, 
by a  bushel m easure, by a  handful o f

•n it, by a  b ird 's  flight and  by  a  lily 's 
arom a, i - A ll th e  people knew  w hat he 
m e a n t j  and they flocked’ to  him: -And 
when th e  religious discourse o f the  
fu tu re  appears It w ill not be Princeto- 
nlan, not Rochesterian. not Andoverian, 
not M iddletonlan, b u t Q livetlc—plain, 
practical, unique, e a rn e s t com prehen­
sive of a ll th e  woes, w a n ts .. sins end 
sorrow s of an  auditory.

B u t when th a t  exhortation  o r dis­
course. does come there w ill be a  thou* 
sand giefimlng sci m iters to  charge on 
i t  There a re  in so m any theological 
sem inaries professors telllfig young 
men how to preach, them selves not 
know ing how, and I am  told th a t if a  
young m an in some of our theological 
sem inaries says any th ing  quain t or 
thrilling  or. unique facu lty  and  s tu ­
dents fly "at, him  and se t him righ t and 
stra igh ten  him out arid smooth him 
down and  chop him off until he says 
everything Ju st as everybody else says 
I t  Oh, when the fu ture-re lig ious dis­
course of the  C hristian  church arrives 
a ll the churches o f C hrist in our g reat 
cities w ill be thronged! The world 
w an ts sp iritual help. All who have 
buried th e lf  dead w an t co m fo rt AH 
know  them selves to  be m ortal and  to. 
be Imm ortal, and  they w an t to hear 
abou t the  g rea t fu tu re . I te ll you, m y 
friends. If 'th e  people o f ou r g rea t cities 
who have had troub le only though t 
they could g et practica l and sym pa­
th e tic  help In the C hristian  church, 
the re  wpuld not be a  s tree t in W ash­
ington o r New York or any o ther city  
which w puld be passable on the  Sab­
b a th  day  If th e re  w ere a  church  on it, 
fa r  a ll th e  people would press to  th a t 
asylum  of mercy, th a t g rea t house a t  
com fort and  consolation.

K e c le * lm * t lc a l  H u a i c * .
A m other w ith  a  dead" babe in  her 

arm s cam e to  the  god S iva and asked 
to  have her child restored to  life. The 
god S iva said  to  her, “You go and  get 
a  handful of m usta rd  seed fro m ^ a  
house In which th e re  has been no 
sorrow  and in whUfi? the re  has been no 
death , and  I w ill reatbre your child to 
life.” So the  m other w ent out. rind she 
w en t from  house to house a n d .fro m  
hom e to  home looking for a  place 
w here th e re  had been no sorrow and 
w here the re  had been no death, b u t she 
found none.

I t  is high tim e th a t good men, 
instead o f denouncing the  press, em­
ploy It to .sca tter fo rth  the  gospel of 
Jesus  C h ris t - T he vast! m ajo rity  of 
people in our cities do not com e tq  
cbarch, and nothing 1>nt the  prin ted  
serm on can reach them and  call them  
to  pardon and  life and  peace and 
heaven.

So I cannot understand, the nervous­
ness of som e of my breth ren  of the 
m inistry . W hen they see a  new spaper 
man com ing in, they say, “Alas, the re  
Is a  reporter!” Every added reporter 
is 10,000, 50,000. 100.000 Im m ortal souls 
added to the auditory. The tiipe will 
come w hen a ll thej' village, tow n and 
city  new spapers ’(Hll reproduce th e  
gospel o f  Jesu s  C h r is t  ( and  serm ons 
preached on the Sabbath  w ill rever­
berate  all around  the  world, and, some 
by type and some by voice, all nations 
will be evangelized.

The practica l bearing  of th is  Is upon 
those W ho a re  engaged in C hristian  
work, not only npon theological s tu ­
dents and young m inisters, b u t upon 
all who preach the gospel and  all who 
exhort in m eetings and a ll of you If 
you are  doing your duty. Do you e i-  
ho rt in prayer m eeting? Be sho rt and  
spirited. Do you teach In Bible class? 
Though you have to  study  every n ig h t 
be interesting. Do you accost people 
on th e  sub jec t of religion in the ir 
homes or in public places?? ^tudy  
adroitness and use common sense. The 
m ost g racefu l and  m ost tjeau tifu l thing 
on ea rth  is th e  religion o f je s u s  C hrist, 
and  if you aw kw ard ly  p resen t it  It is 
defam ation. W e m ust do our work 
rapidly, and  we m ust do It effectively. 
Soon onr tim e  fo r woi^c w ill be  gone.

In  speaking of 
these  specifically it m ust n o t.b e !p re ­
sum ed th a t our s ta te  is confined to  
them  alone. All farm  products do 
w ell, except coru, for which the  n ights 
a r e  ra th e r  cool, ye t In the valley o f the 
Arkansas- corn does well. No finer po­
ta toes grdw nor more prollfically than  
a re  produced In Colorado. W heat, oats 
a tkfr barley a re  unexcelled, Onions, 
cabbage And all- garden vegetables of 
the  best abound, but dairying, stock 
feeding, melon grow ing, f ru it cu lture 
an d  the  sugar beet a re  presenting spe­
cial opportunities." W riting thus  to 
T he C ountry G entlem an, a  Denver cor­
respondent recounts as follows the 
changes in farm ing w rought by the In­
troduction  of a lfa lfa : \

D airying, in a  way, is som ething 
new. I t  may seem singular to  say It is 
n o r Indigenous to Colorado, but such 
Is the  fact. A t first stock raising  and 
grazing  w ere extensive and profitable 
pursu its , b u t dairy ing  was no p a r t of 
th e  early  ca ttle  Industry. A ca ttlem an 
m ade no butter. He milked do cows. 
B u tte r fo r the  Rocky m ountains w as 
b rought across the  plains and sold a t  
h igh  prices. As fann ing  w as Introduc­
ed and ditches fo r Irrigation w ere ex­
tended along the  valleys and o u t on 
th e  plains the ca ttle  kings and  the ir 
herds w ere driven beyond the  lim its of 
Irriga ting  canals.

A singu lar th ing  happened abou t 
th a t  time. Somebody b rought some al­
fa lfa  seed and  sowed it, m ore o u t of 

„curiosity  than  economic In te n t T h a t 
sligh t circum stance w as of Infinite im­
portance to  Colorado. D airying as  an  
industry  cam e In th a t little  sack of cu­
rious seed and has grow n w ith the  
grow th  of a lfa lfa , a  new and prom is­
ing  industry.

A t f irs t a lfa lfa  w as not regarded a s  
p articu larly  valuable as  a  nu trien t. In  
fac t, on r people knew  nothing abou t I t  
I t  is b u t recently  th a t it has come to 
be recognized as  the  richest of all fo r­
age  p lan ts  in use and for dairy pur­
poses w ith o u t an  equal, so th a t th e  axT- 
v en t -of a lfa lfa  w as the  advent of the 
dairy. In th is  s tate.

T he sam e Is true  of stock  raising. 
F o r  five o r six  years our people have 
been feeding a lfa lfa  as  an  ou tlet fo r 
th e  a lfa lfa  crop. A s an experim ent it 
proved successful and rem unerative till 
la s t w inter, which was so unprecedent­
edly severe th a t they no m ore than  
cam e out even, and  y et a s  a  single item
850,000 lam bs w ere fattened  for the 
Chicago m a rk e t

Do not think, by the  way. th a t a lfa lfa  
is  an  arid  plant, grow ing ou t on the 
p la ins w ithout w ater or culture. I t Is 

: sow nt as  clover Is sown. Irrigated as 
w hea t Is irrigated  and harvested like 
a n y  tjther hay, so th a t its production 

fo r dairy and stock feeding 
5 a re  s tric tly  farm  operations, 
feeding is in its infancy, but 
-fs suggestive of g rea t possi­

T he m arked  effefet on the  grofcvtb of
ie  w heat p lan t which is usually ob-
?rved a f te r  th e  application of fertiliz­

e rs  ca rry ing  soluble phosphoric acid, 
such  as acid phosphate o r dissolved 
boneblack, together w ith  the  low price 
a t  which plain acid phosphates can  be 
bought, as  com pared w ith  fertilizers 
containing nitrqgeu and potash, have 
led o m any fa rm ers  to  the use of th is 
m aterial alone, believing th a t they can 
supply sufficient nitrogen by g row ing 

felover and  th a t potash is not needed. 
On these points the  field te sts  o f the 
Ohio experim ent station  a re  beginning 
to  offer useful suggestions.

Since 1893 the  js ta tion  has conducted  
tw o series of experim ents on the  l ig h t 
som ew hat sandy  clay soil of Its central 
farm  a t W ooster. In these experim ents 
fertilizers of various com position have 
been used on crops grow n in ro ta tion ,1 
the  ro tation  consisting in the one series 
oif corn, oa ts  and w heat one year each, 
followed by clover and tim othy tw o 
years, and  in the  otljer of potatoes, 
W heat and  clover one yea r each. Since. 
1896 both these te sts  have been dupli­
ca ted  on th e  heavy, w hite clay of t£ e 
northeastern  substation  In Cuyahoga 
county. In  every case' fhe substitu tion  
of tankage fo r p a r t of .the acid phos­
phate has produced a  la rge gain in  the 
increase o f  th e  w hea t crop, the average 
being a  gain  per ac re  o f 3.78 bushels 
CM* th e  com plete fertilizer over the  
acid phosphate alone.

lAt $15 per ton fo r acid phosphate. 
$19 fo r tan k ag e  and 2% cen ts per 
pound for m uria te  p f potash, these be­
ing the prices ac tually  paid for the  fer­
tilizers used In -these  experim ents. In­
cluding freight, we have reaped in the  
average 3.78 bushels Increase of crop 
for 65 cents additional c o s t This, how­
ever. is only p a r t o f th e  gain, as the  
corn and  ..o a ts  crops, preceding the  
w h e a t1 a re  show ing a  large gain In fa­
vor o f the  com plete  fertilizer, as  do 
also th e  hay crops following.

I t  appears, therefore, th a t th e  clover 
is no t fu rn ish ing  sufficient nitrogen to 
m eet the  dem ands o f a  full crop and 
th a t It is more economical to use a  fe r­
tilizer containing a  sm all percentage 
o f nitrogen (am monia), even though the  
cost be som ew hat Increased, th a n  to  
use one w hich carries only phosphoric 
acid.

TASKS FOB COLD AND HOT SETTLING, 
w hich are  in solution. The method of 
clarification fofind preferable by A. A. 
D enton in his investigations, conducted 
fo r the  ag ricu ltu ra l departm ent. Into

T he clarified Juice Is then evaporated 
to  sirup. By th is  method m ost o f  the 
solid Im purities which w ere In suspen­
sion in the  Juice are  removed.

In  the  cu titb e  tanks  A, B, O a id  D  Il­
lu s tra te  simply the principle o f tran s­
fe rrin g  the  ju ice  by gravity . In p rac­
tic e  the  tanks  B, G and  D a r e  separated  
from  A jaDd a re  supplied w ith a  source 
o f  heat.-either steam  or open fire.

Keeping; th e Land Covered.
N itrification, or the  form ing of solute 

n itrates, goes on m ost rapidly in la tte r 
p a r t  of Summer and during  autum n. 
U nfortunately  it is during  the sam e 
period th a t the  grow th  of sum m er 
p lan ts  declines and they absorb  less’, 
a n d  less of these soluble n itra te s. The 
resu lt is th a t these valuable n itra tes  
a re  very ap t to be leached out of the 
soil and be lost. To counteract th is 
g rea t loss all land possible should be 
covered w ith  some crop w hich will 
grow through autum n, w in te r and 
spring, absorb these soluble n itra tes  
and hold them  fo r the  fu tu re  crops.

F all sown small grains, g rasses and 
clover will do this, but land intended 
for corn and cotton the next year is 
too often left bare. This should nevet 
be, w hen it can be avoided. These 
sum m er crops ver^ generally need ap ­
plications of nitrogen. Now these can 
be given by seeding dow n the  land in 
crim son or G erm an clover and turn ing  
it under In early  spring. Such a  crop 
w ill preserve from w aste the  soluble 
n itra tes  developed In . the soil In la te  
sum m er and au tum n and also add the 
nitrogen which it appropriates from 
the  atm osphere. i t  is a  case of killing 
tw o b irds w ith  one stone; says South­
e rn  C ultivator.
