Ik Will Bm Introduced Without Wnlting
forCoontnlol™ Rapoit

Washington, Nov. 2S.-rOne of the
first measures of Importance which
will be introduced -In congress will be

Nicaragua canal bill. Friends of
the waterway intend to disregard en-
tirely the commission appointed under
provision of the law enaetdd in the
closing hours of {he last session. The
bill will be Identical with that intro-
duced by Mr. Hepburu in the last con-
gress, which appropriated $115,800,000.
available In sums of $20,000,000 a year,
to be secured by bond issue, and pro-
vided that the capal should i> con-
structed by the United States govern-
ment instead-of by private enterprise.

The Hepburn bill contained a pro-
vision that ttip United States should
exercise, absolute sovereignty, over the
zone of land which this government
was empowered to secure by purchase
or treaty. This feature of Mr. Hep-
burn’s bill was the subject of criticism
for the reason that in the constitutions
of Nicaragua and Costa Rica it is pro
vided that neither government .may.
alienate territory.

Discussing the question of canal leg-
islation Representative Barham oLCal-
itornla said an effort would be made
to amend this feature of the Hepburn
bill. 1t is his belief, that practically
the same object can be accomplished
by a mere change of words by which
the United Erares will be clothed with
absolute control pf the canal and have
the privilege of |[fortifying the water-
way in time of war. while afthe same
time the constitutional inhibition of
Nicaragua and Costa Jtlca will notfbe
violated. [Nl

It is claimed to be superiortothe mega-
phone now universally used on ship-
board. It is a simple paraboljc re-
flector with a flexible speaking' tube
pointed at the focus of the reflector.
Speaking into the tube, the sound
waves are reflected in practically a di-
rect line and caught by a similarre-
flector with* an ear piece located at
some distant point. It is reported
successful.

A postal deficiency of 86,610,777 for
the fiscal yew just closed, almosta 27
per cent decrease from last year’s de-
ficiency, is shown in the annual report
of the Third Assistant Postmaster
General, E. C. Madden. The total re-
ceipts from all sources were over 895,-
000,000. Over 4,700,000 stamps in all
have been supplied in the Philippines,
4,080,000 in Porto Rica, 18,420,063 to
Cuba, and 45,000 to Guam during the
fiscal year. New York and Chicago
mail 25 per centofthe entire second-
class mail matter.

The state of Panama, which is trying
to maintain an independence of the
rest of the government of Columbia,
has applied to the United States for
annexation. Panama is a very import-
ant state of Columbia, ~Jiich refuses to
recognize the authority of the national
government of Columbia, buthasn$Fer
established an independence which has
received any kind of recognition
Having no national character therefor,
its petition for annexation to tb$?Unit-
ed’States.could not be considered and
no attention has been paid to it by the
State Department.

The report of the special naval board
which tested the Marconi system of
wireless telegraphy on the New York
and Massachusetts recently, has been
received by Rear Admiral Bradford,
chiefof the bureau of equipment. The
board reported that the system was
practicable for naval manoeuvers, and
recommended the immediate acquire-
ment of apparatus tot the installation
of the system on several vessels In
active service. ,It is possible that. Con-
gress will be called ufon to authorize
the purchase of instruments for the
equipment of the Marconi system on
several vessels of the navy.

The foreign commerce of 4he United
States will make its highest record of
the oentury thisyear. The October Ex-
ports are larger than thoee of any “pre-
ceding October and the total for the
pastten months is greater than the
total for the corresponding period in
any other year. The foreign com-
merce for the year will exceed two bil-
lion dollars. For the past ten months
the total exports were 81,029,242,000.
In the corresponding month of last
yeajjthey were 8987,879,000. The in-
crease in exportations is surprising be-
cause of the absence of the excessive
demand abroad for our breadstulfs.
Last year the short crops abroad and
plentiful supplies of breadstuff's of all
Muds in the United States resulted in
an abnormally large exportation of
breadstulfs, So.that the exportation of
agricultural products in the present
year naturally falls about 835,000,000
below that of the corresponding period
last year. Yetthe total exportations
for the pastten months are more than
840,000,000 in excess of those last year.

The Derroit Free Press has been sued
for 8450,000 libel by Gov. Pingree, Col.
Eli Sutton, and Chas. D. Joslyn, the
former claiming $250,000 and the latter
two being satisfied with 8100,000 each.
The suits grow out of publications by
tha Free Press of matters relating to
municipal ownership of streetrailroads.

The Ingham county grand jury at
Lansing has broughtintwo indictments
against Speaker Adams of the late'leg-
islature, Wm. A. French, land com-
missioner, and Charles A. Pratt, book
agent. Adams is charged with receiv-
ing a bribe from Pratt, the amount
stated being 820,000 in drafts, and also
86,000 in drafts from French, in con-
nection with 4he free library bill. Two
other indictments have been filed, but
the names of the personsagainst whom
they are directed have not yet been
made public. While the finding of
these indictments does not convict.any
cine, yet so much has been spid against
boodleism in connection with the last
legislature that the people will be much
gratified if the truth becomes knowar
guilty or innocent. Itisearnestly hoped
that the grand jury will make a
thorough investigation into all of the
charges that have been made and that
the persons suspected may have an
opportunity to clear the matter up.
The result will at least have a whole-
some effect.

Prose-
cuting Attorney Tuttle Immediately
auved that the indictments be sup-
pressed until .the respondent# are
placed under arrest, tnd this oeder was
made by the: court No arrests will
be made before today at the earliest
and consequently the-indictments will
not be open for examination until then.

Those who have followed the work
of the grand jury believe that the”in-
dictments are for three of the alleged
principals in a scheme to have the
state purchase certain'Taw reports for
each county'in the state. These three
persons, it is said, believe that they
have been Inflated/and are arranging
for bonds, ih anticipation of being ar-'
rested early next week.

It is said that the jury has thns far
confined its investigations almost,ex-
clusively to this onfe matter, bnly in-
cidentally taking testimony on other
subjects. The indictments are “be-
lieved to have been based, on -the testi-
mony of Cfaifcrfeg H. Pratt, who, ac-
cording to fill indications, is to be the
principal witness for the Rtate In the
proseentiond:that will follow.
