Senator Monroe L. Hayward was 59
years old. and had lived in Nebraska
City for thirty-two years. Although a
lawyer by profession, be made his
wealth largely [through investments in
lands In Nebraska and Kansas. His
election to tliei United States senate
was his first appearance in notional
politics". He was defeated for gov-
ernor by Poynter two years ago, re-
ducing the fusion majority from 18-
000 to 3,000. When the last legislature
was found to be Republican Mr. Hay-
ward announced his candidacy for the
United. States senate, and the fight
which followed was one of the bit-
terest in the history of the state. The
