Many families use a  simple suet pud­

The best rule for this cdlla for 
a cup of stoned raisins chopped in coarse 
bits, a  cup of shredded suet chopped fine, 
a cup of molasses, a teaspoonful of cin­
namon, half a teaspoonful of cloves, half 
a  nutmeg and half a teaspponful of salt. 
Add now three eggs, white and yolks well 
beaten together, and, last of all, an even 
teiftpoonful of soda dissolved in a cup of

Beat the pudding thoroughly, with a 
spoon and piit it in a well buttered tin 
mold holding about two quarts. .This will 
give it ample room to swell in. Cover it 
closely w^th the tin cover, so ho tvater 
can get in. ajid plunge it into a pot of 
boiling water deep, enough to reach two- 
thirds the height of the mold.
