Another gleam, of light, scattering
some of the gloom of that Christie pil-
low In Bethlehem, was the faccthat It
was the starting place of the most won-
derful of all careers. Looking at
Christ’s life from mere worldly stand-
points it was amazing beyond all ca-
pacity of pen or tongue or canvas to
express. W ithout taking a year’s cur-
riculum in any college or even a day at
any school, yet saying things that the
mightiest intellects of subsequent days
have quoted nnd tried to expound!
Great literary works have for the most
part been the result of much elabora-
tion. Edmund Burke rewrote the con-
clusion of his speech against Warren
Hastings 10 tjuies. Lord Brougham,
Arewrote his spoech in behalf of Queen
Caroline 20 times, but the sermon on
the mount seemed extemporaneous.
Christ was eloquent without ever hav-
ing studied one of the laws of oratory:
.He was the greatest orator that ever
lived. It wa's not an eloquence Demos-
thenic or Cieeronie or like that of Jean
Baptiste Massillon or like that which
William Wirt, himself & great orator,
was overcome with in log cabin meet-
ing house of Virginia, when the blind
preacher cried out In his riermon, “Soo
rates died like a philosopher, but Jesus
Christ died Jike a God.”

Christ’s oratory was unlike anything
that went before or came after. Even
the criticismldf the world said, “Never
man'spake, like this man.” Dramatic?
Why. he took up a child out of ,the au-
dience and set him on a table and by
the embarrassed look of' the. child
taught.jj,humility. He sent the prose-
cutors of a poor, sinful woman, blush-
ing and confounded, out of the room
by one sentence of sarcasm. Notice
his power of emphasis and enunciation
t~en he reveled himself after his res-
urrection, by the peculiar way he pro-
nounced the one word “Mary,” his
power of lock shown by the way Peter,
the great apostle, wiltnd under It. The
bookTsays. “The Lord turned. and%ok-.
ed upon Peter.” It wais an omnipotent
facial expression. He looked upon Te-
tei\ Power qgf distinct’ utterance, so
that every one could hear. “He opened
his mouth, saying.” , No mumbling and
Indistinct utterance.

It looks as if Senator Quay, of Penn-
sylvania will not get his seat in the U.
S. Senate. We are glad to .note that
both Senators McMillan and Burrows
are against him. Dirty politics is the
cause of the Senator's down fall.

During the present fiscal year, defici-
ences in appropriations peached the
sum .of $50,306,311, which is the greatest
of any year since reconstruction days.
In the War Department alone it was
$45,157,911. In the Navy, $3,143,740,
and for th§.Treasury, S1,749,060*

Senator Jones, chairman of the Dem.
ocratic Rational Committee, has issued
a call for meeting of that committee to
be held at the Raleigh Hotel; in Wash,;
ingtoh.on the 22udof February next.The
purpose of the meeting is to fix a time
and place for.holding the National
Democratic Convention next summer.

Representative Gibson, of Tennessee,
introduced a resolution in the. House
approving the administration's -course
in the Phiiiippines and deqlarin” it to
be the purpose of Congress,'after peace
is declared, to give therinhabitants of
the islands as large a share in the gov-
ernment as would promote their happi-
ness $nd welfare.

The Spanish government has startled
Uncle Sam by continuing the payments
which were pledged under the treaty of
1834. Checks reached here for the pay-
ment of the interest for '98¢99. It was
entirely within the technical rights of
the Spanish government, under the in-
ternational law, to refuse to be bound*
by the treaty of 1834. !

Illinois leads the number of chair
nvanships, pf committees under the
new coinniittee. assignments, having
eight chairmanships, including the
m .st important, that of appropriations.
Ohio, coming next, has seven, including
merchant marine and fisheries, which
acquires importance on aeqeuint of
havjng to deal with the ship 'subsidy
hill.

Rev. Sam Small, the. famous evange-
list. gained an unenviable distinction
while a chaplain in the volunteer ser-
vice. He is thesubjectpf a great many
charges filed at the W Department.

The Suy Bean.

The soy bean is ohe of the staple
crops Japan. whi(vh attracted little
attention in this country until about
ten years ago. but is.now becoming
quite common. The crop is cultivated
like corn, the seed being planted in
drills at the rate of half a bushel per
acre. The stems alone are too coarse
to piake good hay. blit are covered with
such a dense growth of leaves and are
so prolific in fruit that the hay is prized
highly, especially for milk cows and
for fattening animals. The yield of

green forage is heavy when grown on,
good ground, and the yield of I>eans is
usually from 20 to 30 bushels per acre.
Those who have had most experience
with this crop find that the best way
to handle it is to cut or 'puHI the plauts
when the first pods begin to open and
thrash as soon as dry enough. In this
way the coarse stalks are so broken in
pieces and mixed with the leaves and
immature fruit that nearly all \\jjl be
eaten. It is doubtless one of the best'
of the legumes, for the silo, as ‘it can
be more'easily'handled for the cutter
than plants like clover or cowpeas.
There are a number of varieties, dif-
fering mainly In the time of ripening
and the'coloring of the Feeds.

Burying RooOts.

But few farmers have storage room
for keeping their roots and vegetables
beyond, the reach* of frost- Frostproof
basements and caves are. beyond .the,
reach of many. To those It Is neces-
sary to bury or pit everything they
wish to keep. Where there is any
Quantity to bury we have used the.
trench and found It the easiest to bury
In and to get at when any quantity of
the roots are wanted, writes a Kansas
correspondent to the Ohio Farmer.

THE ALFALFA WORM.

A Tkreate*I*f Insect Foe For Alfal-
fa on# Smgar Beet*.

A feature of’a disastrous' nature to
farmers ini Nebraska, attributed by
great many persons;to the drought, is
the -subject of a communication rom
a correspondent in The Country Gen-
tleman. This is the appearance, Qf
pests which are destroying alfalfa
fields by the thousand throughout thb
state. The correspondent says:

The bug does not seem to be doing
any particular damage to other vege-
tation. The great' recommendation to
this section this plant has received In
past years lias been its freedom from
damage by insect Hfe. The insect has,
beeui named the "alfalfa worm” be-
cause it has been known to tx-avel a
mile around a whbeatfield to get into
the alfalfa fields. The pest has dam-
aged beetfiekls. somewhat, but alfalfa
has sustained the greatest,loss.

The state entomologist* has defined
the worm as the ‘sfall” army worm in
contradistinction to the regular army
worm. Which never was known to do
any damage in this latitude after the
middle of August. The alfalfa pest
S b R owiver: diffets T
}g%q,ni.cad ways essentially ir,gm the
régular army worm, as known to t.be
farmers generally. The body qf tfle
regular army, worm, .f&r.instance. Is
smooth and devoid of hair, but thp fall
army worm has sparse hairs growipg
out from small black spots on his body,
giving it a, much rpugher appearance.
The fall army worm also possesses a
whitish Y shaped mark on the head
and differs from the other species also
by being one-third smaller.

The state university has advised
farmers to plow as deeply as possible
In those sections of the state where the
new pest has made its appearance.
The WY drdinarily Y8 the alfalfa
down to the roots, and many farmers
fear the very root of the plant is ren-
dered worthless by-them. There Is
some apprehension that this worm will
prove very damaging to the winter
wheat that has been put in. On this
joint'the university scientific gentle-
men have agreed and advised the farm-
era of the state to be Sure to keep the
fields free from weeds, that the moths
may have- as little opportunity to
propagate as possible. This insect
passes the winter, they explain, in lit-
tle cells just below the surface, and
the breaking of these cells results in
the destruction of the eggs deposited.
It is impossible to do anything of this
kind in the alfalfa fields unless the
farmers are prepared to lose in one sea-
son the fields they have fcultivated for
several years.

[Alfalfa culture has reached enor-
mous proportions in Nebraska the past
three years. Today it is estimated that
of the 300.000,000 tons of hay produc-
ed by the state this year one-lialf of
the .product, or nine-tenths of the cul-
tivated grasses, was alfalfa.. This in-
dicates.the importance of the crop that
is t*4iig threatened by the fall army
worm.
- In the sugar beet fields the worms
have been destroyed in large numbers
by spraying the plants with peris
green in strength of one pound to 150
gallons of water. This has been found
very satisfactory and would have beffn
done’ in the alfalfa fields had it not
been found that-dragging heavy roll-
ers over the fields appeared to produce
better results. ,li\\ many .counties of
the state both oftilese remedies, how-
ever, have been tried, and stijll the
worms seem to prosper, ‘traveling from
field to field in their efforts to find
something to eat.
