A t ano ther place he found th a t  th e  ' 
g un  w as ac tually  loaded In th e  n>aga-1 
zihe, and  he said,“ I t .  th e re  w ere any 
carelessness in sponging the  gun a t te r  
firing, th e  m agazine would be blow n I 
np.” T he m andarin  in charge .gave 
him  a  Slap on th e  back and replied :!

A fter an  engagem ent the  roll is called 
a s - soon as  the  regim ents g e t back  - to  
th e ir  cam p. E very  m an w ho does ^o t 
answ er is ’“ticked off” a s  m issing, and  
search is m ade fo r him  on the  field. 
As th e  search parties come ac ro ss  the  
dead and wounded, men they  rip  open 
th e  tun ic  a t  th e  left hand corner and  
take out th e  Identification card.

T he ca rds th u s  collected are  carried  
back d:o cam p and handed over to  th e  * 
clerks o f the  general In com mand, who 
therefrom  com pile the  casualty  lists. 
A fter all th e  ca rds have been collected 
the  roll Is checked again  and a  note 
m ade of those men o f whom iio tra ce  
has been discovered. These a re  usual­
ly  presum ed to  have been taken  prison­
ers, b u t it does not alw ays follow  th a t  
the  assum ption  is correct.
. In  the  corner o f th is  tun ic  opposite , 
th e  identification ca rd  every  soldier 
ca rries a  sm all pad of bandages, etc., 
fo r d ressing  a  w ound. This “Arid 
dressing,” a s  i t  is called, Is added to  
:*Tommy‘8” equipm ent in  o rder tft^ t he 
m ay be his own surgeon un til m edical 
assistance  arrives  o r m ay h av e ' -the 
w herew ithal on him  to  bind up th e  
w ounds of a  chum.

You . w ill probably be su rp rised  to  
learn  th a t  one of the  la s t th ings “Tom ­
m y ” does w hen ordered to  th e  fro n t ia 
to  m ake, his will, although every  regi­
m ent contains a  percentage o f happy 
go lucky fellow's who do not w orry 
them selves ab o u t w ha t w ill become o f  
theiy property  w hen they  no longer re ­
qu ire  it.—London Mail.
