The sun is fo r the m ost p a r t simply 
w asting his heat—flinging ajway the  
golden rays th a j a re  the life of th e  
world w ith ai recklessness beside which 
all hum an ■ w aste is. mere parsim ony. 
I t is alm ost beyond belief. Scarcely 
one suubeam  in 2,000.000.000 a lighta 
upou the  ea rth , and  allowing., for the  
whole $olap system  not m ore than  one 
in 100.090.000 ever bits anyth ing , so fa r  
as  we can ascertain .

Sir Robert Ball’s  com m ent on th is
w aste o f  the  sun 's  hea t is:...Suppose a
man w ith an Income of $1,000,000 a  
year. He spends for! useful purposes 
1 cen t and  throw s the res t aw ay. H is 
w astefu lness is no g rea te r than th a t  
w hich th is  old prodigal the sun has 
practiced for untold ages.

The untold am ount of heat w hich 
thus  leaks aw ay through the cracks in 
the  sky cannot be expressed by figures. 
I t is only by considering w bat it m ight 
do th a t we can get any  conception o f 
it. T liia Is probably the m ost strik ing  
Illustration, and  is given.by an  em inent 
astroiiom er: J.

Suppose a  solid s h a f t  ice tw o mileh, 
square to  be extended like a  bridge 
across the  gulf which separates the 
ea rth  from the  sun. If  a track  w ere 
laid ou its  su rface  .an  express tra in  
running a t  full speed would require 
m ore tb a D  150 years fo traverse  It. Yet, 
if  th e  whofc hea t of the sun  w ere tu rn ­
ed upon it to r  a  single second it w ould 
be m elted, arief in a  few  seconds more 
all, even to  the  railroad  iron, wouid 
d rif t aw ay  as  vapor.

But w hat is the  source of th is  heat 
th a t flows into space as  the  gulf 
s tream  poura into the  A tlantic , w arm ­
ing the ea rth  and o ther p lanets like lit­
tle islands in Its course? W hat keeps 
up the  supply ?

If  the sun w ere merely a  w hite hot 
ball, g radually  cooling, our grandchil­
dren would indeed get a chill; or, 
ra ther, ne ither they  nor we would ever 
have seen th e  sum The final frost 
would have fallen; long ago.

Nor can th e  hea t be m ain ta ined  by 
fire, as we understand the word—such 
fire as  w arm s and  now; jand then 
consum es our houses. • I f 1-It- were 
globe of flaming coal It could have la s t­
ed b u t a  feW thousand years ; it would 
have been burned to  ashes long before 
we w ere born. All th e  coal on the 
ea rth  would hardly keep the  sun going 
fo r one-tenth o f a  second.

A falling  m eteor gives o u t g rea t heat. 
Ju s t -as a  bu llet is hea ted , w hen It 
s trikes the  ta rget. Some have conjec­
tu red  th a t a  vast s tream  of these little 
hailstones ra in ing  upon th e  sun supplies 
Its fuel. B u t if the  whole m ass of the 
moon w ere p u t into a stone crusher, 
broken up and .throw n aga inst the sun, 
It would barely  fu rn ish  hea t fo r a  sin­
gle year. And no such w eight could 
possibly approach the  sun  w ithout our 
knowledge.

Yet. in Its  ̂own chosen way, th e  sun 
really  has Its fires. W ith proper in- 
s truq ien ts we m ay see th e  red flames 
spouting  from  its edge, som etim es to  a  
height o f 400.000 miles—higher than  
the moon floats above tpe  earth . To 
some of them  our w orld would be. no 
rpore than  a  w ate r drop  falling  from a  
fountain.

To gain any idea o f  the  .alm ost Inex­
haustible reservoir from  which the  sun  
d raw s its h ea t we m ust first.p iefore its 
ac tual condition. M atter there Is in a 
s ta te  unlike any th ing  ever seen upofi 
ea rth . I t is ne ither solid nor liquid 
nor In any  fam iliar sense gaseous. The 
sun  is a boiling, seqthing. flaming m ix­
tu re  of the  gases or vapors of all the 
elem ents condensed by the  trem endous 
squeeze of so lar grav ity  until * it is 
th icker th a n  pitch, and so hot th a t Its 
vaporized iron m ight be used for steam  
pow er If the re  w ere any boiler fit to 
hold it. I t has no definite surface, b u t 
shades aw ay  from  this; incandescent 
paste , through leaping flanges of blorid 
red hydrogen to the fa in t s tream ers o f 
th e  coroqa. a s  filmy a s  a  cornet's tall.

T h is w rith ing  m ass, heavier on the  
average tha il w a te r and [yet a s  un­
stable  as  air. does not even ro ta te  like 
o ther orbs, b u t sw irls  around its  axis.
! In  the  terrific tension of the se  gases 
is stored up the  energy o f  the sun. As 
th is  escapes in gushes of hea t they  do 
not cool, b u t slowly contract. I t  Is 
qu ite  possible th a t  they  even grow  ho t­
te r  a s  they thus: se ttle  dow nw ard  and 
com press them selves Into a  denser 
Hold. ; . . ' ’j . _ -j .it

’ OLD TIME -COOKERY.

P v a r k li an* figaask Plea After 
014 Faakiane* Or*er.

“The pumpkin pie belongs to Thanks­
giving, as the  min&T pie does to Christ­
mas. This Is a truly American prod­
uct and was probably first made by a 
New England housewife,” says The 
Household which presents the follow­
ing recipes

For a  successful pie the variety of 
pumpkin must be carefully chosen and 
cultivated, and the f ru it , resulting 
should be of medium size, dark orange 
In color and of solid substance'. Equal 
care must be taken In cooking the- 
pumpkin. Skin and speeds having been 
removed. > it should be cut In small 
pieces, put In a smooth kettle, granite- 
ware preferred, with just enough wa­
ter to prevent all danger of burning. 
Let it cook rapidly till thoroughly heat­
ed and then very slowly for several 
hours, allowing the water to evaporate 
a t the end, leaving all the sweet flavors 
and juices In the pumpkin pulp. Sift 
this, add a little spice and sugar ;or 
nice molasses and spread on plates and 
heat again in a moderate oven till lt/be- 
comes a rich red marmalade. All this 
should be done the day before.

A good rule Is to use for eaefi pie one 
cupful of the prepared pumpkin, one 
beaten egg and two or three cupfuls of 
rich milk, according to the size of the 
plate and the richness of the pumpkin. 
Sweeten and spice to  suit the taste. 
Cinnamon and ginger and nutmeg be­
long especially to the-.pumpkin pie. 
Line deep plates with pastry, fill with 
the pumpkin mixture, which should be 
warm, and bake slowly for nearly an 
hour or till the pie puffs in the center 
and grows brown.. Serve either hot or 
cold.

For a squash pie use eight spoonfuls 
of squash, prepared by boiling or 
steaming (If choice, only mashed fine; 
If stringy, it must be sifted), and eight 
spoonfuls of white sugar, two spoon­
fuls of flour, two eggs, a little more 
than a  quart of milk, cream If you 
have It, a little salt and cinnamon, or 
flavor with rosewater, as above. Stir 
the sugar, salt and flour together, add 
the flavorings, beat the eggs and add 
next the squash and lastly the milk. 
The spoon used should be a large table­
spoon well filled to heaping of the sift­
ed squash. This is a simple recipe. A 
richer custard may be made if eggs 
are plentiful, for it is really a  squash 
custard, and the same care in baking 
Is required. Place the pie In a hot oven 
to set the crust quickly. Withdraw the 
heat so the oven will cool rapidly and 
the pie bake slowly. Test with the 
handle of a spoon In the center to see 
if It Is perfectly firm.

Such a seat 
can  be made by any skilled worlcer-ln 
wood. This , pattern need not be fol­
lowed. but only used as a suggestion if 
the design here given seems too diffi­
cult for the am&teur worker In. wood. 
Less elaborately turned legs would an­
swer every purpose and would make 
the construction considerably easier.

A wood should be used that will har­
monize well with the piano, using the 
same kind of wood when .that is possi­
ble. Even common wood could be made 
to suffice If tastefully colored with one 
of the stains now so easily attainable.

In constructing careful attention 
must be given to the height of the seat, 
as there is no arrangement provided 
for the raising or lowering of It, as In 
the ordinary piano stool, says The La- 
lles’ World, which Is the source of the 
design.

THE E A S E OLD QUESTION.
Brea Cats' u i  , Scfplo Dtacaaaed 

When the Cc*t*rie* Beg**.
In  the years 600 and 601 A. U. C., or 

Anno Urbla Condltse—th a t Is, a fter the 
building of Rome, or 154 and 153 B, 
C.—the question was discussed in 
Rome whether 600 or 601 was the be-j 
ginning of the seventh century after 
the founding of Rome.

While as. In our days, the standing 
question lu the capital o f tfie Romans 
was <;Quid novl ex Africa ?' (What is 
the news from Africa?) a  third war 
with the republic of Carthage seeming 
imminent, Cato the elder, Scipio the 
younger and oth£r prominent men of 
the day found-time for 'the discussion 
of the century question and disagreed. 
Some held that 600, others that 60L 
was the first year of the new century 
of old Rome.

So Calpurnlus Piso, the Roman an­
nalist, tells us in- his records. He after­
ward, in 148 B. C., commanded the 
Roman legions In Africa against Car­
thage, which two years later succumb­
ed to Scipio Afrlcanus. by whom It 
was destroyed. -

No doubt hardly a  century parsed 
a fte r the times of Charles the Gre^t 
(Charlemagne) in- which the centurial 
commencement problem did not agitate 
the minds. This was especially the 
case In Italy in the thirteenth apd four­
teenth centuries.

In the year 1000 there was such a 
hot discussion on the question in Ger­
many that a  medal was struck in com­
memoration of It. with the German In­
scription which in English versiqp.ls: 
“Oh. wonder of wonders! Man counts 
1600, and still he ponders'how old be 
may be.”.

Toward the end of 1799 the same dis­
pute arose In the ' fatherland, and the 
discussion was especially hot a t Wei­
mar. a t that time the center of German 
culture. There were two opposing par­
ties called respectively the “Ninety- 
niners” and “Hundreders,,' according 
to their believing either 1799 or 1800 to 
be the last of the eighteenth century.

Goethe and Schiller, as may be seen 
from their letters, a t first siding with 
the •‘Ninety-niners,” finally were con­
verted to join the “Hundreders.” but 
not without first having celebrated, 
over a bowl of champagne, the close (of 
the eighteenth century on Dec. 31. 

.1709, and again celebrating in the 
same way the beginning of the nine­
teenth century on Jan. 1, 1801.—Balti­
more Sun.

The freshness of the water and the 
heat of the day tempted Mallbran; who 
ran like a child to hold her head under 
the fountain. Her hair was soon wet, 
and she laughingly shook down Its 
raven black coils to dry. The sunlight, 
pfercing through the trees like Little 
golden arrows, caught the crystallized 
drops of water on her head and niade 
them shine like tiny stars. She Sud­
denly looked up a t the platform above 
the fountain. Her countenance chang­
ed. ; The laughter ceased and gave 
way to a  serious and strange expres­
sion. She slowly mounted the marble 
Steps and, reaching the platform, lifted 
her face toward the heavens, looking 
like a priestess with her flowing' hair, 
and Intoned the great air from Norma,
“Casta Diva.”

The surprise, the singularity of the 
mlse en scene, the delight of hearing 
her in snch a spot after a long silence, 
her own emotion a t  hearing her voice 
joined with that o f  the  murpiurlng 
fonntain. the Meath of the A ir and all 
the splenlore of tha t garden, made 
such an impression on the small group 
of listeners looking up a f  her on her 
pedestal that none of them could re­
strain  hto tears.—CaroMlI Magazine.

about 2 .4  per 100 lbs—a loss of 1.4 or 
about 37 cents per 100 besjdes the la­
bor.

T h e  follow ing le tte r  w as  received, by 
M is. O scar H u sto n , from  M iss G ilm ore, 
fo rm er te ach e r here, d a ted  V edado, 
Ja n u a ry  24, 1800:
D ear M rs. H u sto n :

1 fear you will think your Cuban let­
ter a long time in reaching you, but for 
some time now I have considered my­
self a Vedado resident rather than a 
visitor, and so am trying to remember 
each and all of my friends in turn.
7 I have had a very courteous letter 
from the Plymouth school -board, re­
leasing me for the remamjlerof. the 
year. I disliked to ask the favor of 
them, but after 1  [got down herd apd 
had a position offered me, it really 
seemed a pity not to take advantage of 
the opportunity of staying iri this de­
lightful climate •aqd avoiding! the hard­
ships of at least one Northern' winter.

We are living at Vedado, which is a 
suburb of Havana, and about a half 
hour’s ride from the jcity. It is a fine, 
opert place and the air is perfectly de-r 
lightful. Our house is" within a feuf 
minutes’ walk of the ocean^so that we 
go down very often. With; the excep­
tion of a few rainy days, the weather 
has been perfect—just warm enough to 
be comfortable in summer clothes, but 
I presume about the time you North­
erners begin to thaw out, we down 
here will be approaching the melting 
point. “ ;

It seems very strange to live in a land 
of foreign speaking people—to hear a 
babel of voices around you and yet not 
be able;to understand one word. Ha­
vana is. a curious, noisy old town, with 
very narrow streets, so that two vehicles 
can barely pass, and sidewalks even 
narrower—about fourteen or sixteen 
inches wide, and on one street the walk 
is only seven inches in width.

Last Saturday a party of us took a 
trip on the Bay. Saw what remains of 
the wreck of the Maine. Then visited 
Cabanas, which is an old fort, and then 
the renowned. Morro Castle. T^e two 
latter places were in a very dreadful 
condition .'when the Americans took 
possession. They were so filthy and 
neglected and were perfect hotbeds of 
disease, particularly yellow fever, but 
now they have been disinfected and 
are scrupulously clean.

Yesterday afternoon I visited Colon 
cemetery, the temporary resting place 
of the Maine victims. The bodies have 
recently been taken .to the States 
There, are spme very beautiful monu­
ments in Colon cemetery.' One, the 
firemen’&monument, is a marvel of the 
sculptor’s art, and is said to be the most 
beautiful monument in the world.

There are some very pretty . drives 
around here. The great palm trees 
forty feet high and more are truly 
beautiful. I wish you could see the 
house we are living in. It is strictly 
Cuban. The ceilings are veryi very 
high, so -built to . make the houses 
cooler. They have no chimneys or win­
dows. The glass would draw the heat 
too much, so where windows would na­
turally be are veijy large openings, ex­
tending from flrtor to ceiling and pro­
tected by heavy iron bars. They-keep 
out all specimens of the human race aH 
right, but now and then a stray, cat or 
chicken slips between the bars and 
comes wandering into the house. In 
the center of the house and right back 
of the double parlors, is an open court. 
We have to go the length of this, about 
forty feet to get to the dining room. 
On a rainy day it is quite an undertak­
ing. _____________
