REV. W. G.
PLYMOUTH M E. CHURCH.

Plymouth.Methodists are in a happy
frame of initid just now over the fine
interior appearance of their church edi-
fice, and the best part of it is that
funds for the improvements have all
been arranged for. Pastor Stephens
feels especially good, and it may be
saidthat much of the “push”,in bring
ing about the present state oli things is
due to his- efforts. The dingy, soiled
walls presented a gloomy appearance
and late last fall the work of repairing
and refrescoeing them was begun by
Godfrey & Son, of Detroit. The' work
was done very artistically, the colors
blending nicely and harmonious jn
their shades and outlines. The price
paid for this was $219.20.

The floors and rostrum'next received
attention, a new carpet being purchas-
ed at a cost of $127.05. The figures and
colors are very pretty and in keeping
with the other decorations.

Oil lights had heretofore done duty,
but their illuminating power was hot
what hhthese progressive times was de-1
sirable. The most available, and per-
haps better than an electric, waB the
so-called “Airtight,” a light manufac-,
tured by the Incandescent Light Co.*of
Cincinnati, O.. and a plant of this kind
was established. In the center of the
church hangs a neat, four-light, brass
chandelier, affording fight sufficient to
brilK&ntly illuminate the entire audi-
ence room. On each side of the choir
alcove is placed a bracket light, by
which the choir and pulpit are hand-
somely lighted, and one lighteach is
also placed in the Epworth League and
class rooms and in the vestibule. One
hundred dollars was the price paid for
the complete outfit.

The total cost of all improvements
made upon the church footed up $558.-
05. Through the faithful efforts of the
Ladies” Furnishing Society of the
church and by subscription this amount
was reduced to $344.0b. Rev. Stephens
determined that this debt should, not
hang over the church very long, and
after his sermon last Sunday mornibg
he first read a statement of what the
improvements had cost, and the bal-
ance strll due. Then assuming a most
confluent manner, he asked the con-
gregation to provide for the debt. The
people saw the point and iD less than
twenty-five minutes more than enough
had been pledged to cancel all.obliga-
tions. Rev.|Stephens thanked all for
their liberal response, which included
not only members, but also those (not
members) who are earnest supporters
of the church. Money is not often
subscribed with ipleasure, but Mr. Ste-
phens’ confident, and happy manner
made everyone willing to give and give
with pleasure.

A word about the genial pastoris not
out of place here. Mr. Stephens was
appointed to Plymouth by the lastan-
nual Conference, having labored for
four years previous in Deerfield ‘Lena-
wee Co., where bis work was very suc-
cessful. During special revival meet-
ings held, when on his second year,
more than one hundred made a profes-
sion of.religion, the larger number un-
iting with the church of which he wai
pastor, (n church improvement* there
$1400 was expeuded and all paid!. Mr.

In 1888 the Rev. G.\E. Gordon
of KoshkononR exhibited a part of bis
herd at the Minnesota state fair, and
the cattle were greatly admired at that
time because of their peculiar orange
color with white markings, t"ielr Intel-
ligence and docility and their decided
dairy type.

The bnff
nose where the Jersey fa. black and the
deep orange about the eyes show that
the two breeds, although they have the
same foundation blooff,.’have diverged
In minor but noticeable points.

Drying Up Cowi.

To diry up a cow reduce the feed,
take away the grain, and when the
milk yield drops, milk first once a day,
then once in two days, and In one to
two weeks the average cow will be
dry. with her udder In good condition.
With persistent milkers there is sel-
dom difficulty If alfalfa only Is fed for
a tim£. If axyow continues to give
milk under this treatment or if the
udder is hard and feverish, the work
of drying up must stop and the ration
be changed to a light milk ration, with
loosening feeds, and the cow milked
regularly. Forced drying up under
these conditions injures-tbe'cow. If
by oversight the drying up-process has

been neglected until within three or1

four weeks of calving, do not attempt
It, as there is risk of injury to the
health of the cow and he)- udder. Aft-
er becoming dry tbe cow will need lit*
tie attention before calving If she Is on
good pasture.—Live Stock.

Some Recoledions of Early Life in Ply-
mouth.

My father, Ira Bronson, moved his
family from’ Detroit to Plymouth in
November, 1827. The township was
then a wilderness. A few farmers had
located land, erected log houses, and be-
gun the work of subduing| the mighty
forest for the land was “heavy timber-
ed.”

Neighbors were usually two or”three
miles apart, though we h
neighbor, Mr. John Miller, whose fai
joined my father’s on the west. The
inhabitants were kind, honest, neigh-,
body arid industrious, though many of
them were uneducated and irreligious

The present site of Plymouth village
was then owned by a man named Will
iam Starkweather, who had already
built an imaginary city, and of whom
many anecdotes were told for years by
the early inhabitants.

My father’s farm was half a mile west
of Plymouth village. | was a child ten
years old when we moved to Plymouth
and the memories of those days are
very pleasant®-more pleasant to us
children, than they could:have been to
our good mother, who must have been
very lonely even with her many cares
My father remained in business in De-
troit fora year or twoi, only coming
home for occasional visits.-*

My mother had been religiously edu-
cated, and though we had neither
church nor Sunday School, we were
taught to reverence the Sabbath, nor
was farm work allowed to be dope on
that day. | well remember the first
time | “went to meeting” after we
moved to Plymouth. A good Method
iSt minister, Elder Swift,!used to come
occasionally and preachj in a private
house. One Sunday *when summer
came, mother, my sister and myself
walked abouta mile and a half from
home to a log house on “Golden Streetf’
where a few neighbors were assembled.
| do not remember a wofd of the good
man’s sermon, but was deeply impress-
ed with the thought thajt this religion
of which be spoke must be of great im-
portance.

A fewyears later— have not the
date -a Methodist class was formed at
Cooper’s Corners, about two miles west
of Plymouth village; anajquite often a
big load of neighbors ahd ourselves
wentto meeting in a big wagon or
Bleigh drawn by oxen.

In the winter of 1831-32 there was a
revival of religion at Cooper’s Corners
and my mother and myself dhose the
“better part.” A year previous my fa-
ther, who was still in business in De-
troit, was converted under the preach-
ing of ReV. N. M. Wells and united
with the Presbyterian church.

About this timea Baptist church was
organized at Cooper’s Comers, but it

not till 1833 that an attempt was
made toorganize a Presbyterian church
at Plymouth village though Rev. Erie
Prince, of Farmington, had preached
in the schoor house occasionally before
that time. In the summer of 1832 my
father had built quite a large frame
addition to bis house, thje upper part of
which was still unfinished. It was a
large room which would hold perhaps
two hundred persons. Rude benches
were constructed and in  this primitive
audience room, the Second Presbyterian
church of Plymouth was organized pn
Feb. 23.1833. Rev. Ira M. Weed, of
Ypsilanti, Moderator and Rev. Erie
Prince, of Farmington, Clerk.

The following ttanseript from the
first records of the church have been
kindly furnished me by Mr. Arthur L.
Stevens, church clerk:

“At a meeting held at the house of
Ira Bronson in the town of Plymouth
for the purpose of organizing a Presby-
terian church, on the 23rd day of Feb-
ruary, 1833 Rev. Ira M. Weed, of Ypsi-
lanti, was chosen Moderator and Rev.
Erie Prince, of Farmington. Clerk. The
meeting was consecrated with prayer.

The following persons presented let-
ters from several churches and request-
ed to be organized into a churph. The
said letters being in order their request
was granted.

Should a person
die who is not a member of the Evan-
gelicals and yet a member of such a
household the corpse must remain in
the ball of the church during the serv-
ices and not be brought In front of the
pulpit, an honor that Is accorded to
members only. They seldom have a
hearse in attendance at the funeral,
and their coffins are of the plainest ma-
terial

To them creeds are only the devices
of men. Tbe "Hook arid Eye” people
fasteri their clothing with fiooks and
eyes, even the male members believing
that buttons are too showy and exhib-
it a pride In dress that should be con-
cealed. They have little to do with
outside people, but greet each other
with the hoiy'kiss after an absence or
on leaving for a Journey. Havipg no
house of worship, the “Hook and Eye”
hold meetings at the homes.of the dif-
ferent- members. They do not meet
with the Evangelicals, yet hold many
things In common with them as”to be-
lief and practice. Tliey have no fire-
arms, they do not go to law and seldom
take Interest for money loaned to poor-
er members of tbelr sect. They have
no paintings, photographs or pictures
of any description to adorn their walla
The men are not allowed to wear mus-
taches. to' vote or to hold office. They
care for their own poor and are care-
ful of the treatment of each idther.

A very odd aud unaccountable rule
among them Is that ao man is allowed
to lock arms with his wife in public,
especially in going to or in coming
from church. Such a. rule in (his local-
ity \vould be entirely uncalled for.

However, the offense there is punished ..

by calling the offenders to front seats,
known to all as seats for discipline.
They are an honest God fearing peo-
ple, at peace with the world and witfi
themselves. They neither fill o.ur comi-
ty bouses nor our jails. They are enti-
tled to all the privileges and protection
our constitution extends, and our coun-
try Is benefited by thfelr industry.—Uti-
ca Observer.

She I* « Brlo-ft-braci Reader.

The art of mending prdclous pottery
and statuary has long been an inter-
esting one and one that has been fol-
lowed with‘more or less success. But
It was not until recently that it attract-
ed particular attention, through the
work of a Boston girl, who makes a
specialty of repairing all sorts of porce-
lain. statuary, fine cut glass and pre-
cious pottery. In one year she patched
up $300,000 worth of fragile ware, and,
as she got nearly 10 per cent on the
value of the goods redeemed, it can be
figured out what her income for a year
amounted to.

The girl,began by inducing a large
department house to allow her to re-
pair not only their own: fine pottery
and glassware, but to take orders from
the customers of the house who

brought their broken ware there in the A

hope that there was some one in the
establishment who could fix It
was an artist to begin with, and in ad-

dition she had a good deal of median- |

leal ingenuity.

Later she took a contract from an
art museum In Boston to do such work
of this kind as the museum could sup-
ply. This included many rare vases
and other articles which are dug up in
the old world fields and which reach
the museum a mass of a thousand
fragments. The little pieces are taken
to the studio of the bric-a-brac surgeon,
and there the artist mechanic spends
hours and days and weeks in assorting
the fragments and putting them to-
gether. .

She uses a particularly fine kind of
cement, which Is made from the albu-
men of eggs mixed with evaporated
whey, This cement will endure heat
and moisture and is everlasting.

One of the Jast triumphs of this girl
is seen in a built up glass urn from the
valley of the Nile. This precious relic.
Is exhibited in a museum. "It is appar-
ently flawless, and through It the beau-
tiful hi&s of the rainbow simmm* like
the dancing colors of a soap bubble in
the sunlight.

Some have taken special
university courses, it being 15 years
now since the more liberally constitut-
ed universities extended tneir privi-
leges to women.

Mason and Dixon’s Liao.

A bill has been introduced 1n the
Maryland legislature for the re-estab-
Itshment of the boundary line |
Maryland and Pennsylvania, common-*
ly called Mason and Dixon’s line. Thi**
bill, which appropriates 85.000, te-,
quests the superintendent of the Unit-
ed States coast and geodetic survey to
provide for the accurate re-establish-
ment of the line and to re-mark the
same with monuments.

Whben the line was originally run la
1767 by two Englfch astronomers,
Charles Mason and Jeremiah Dixon, It
cost more than $170,000. After years
of bad feeling and bloodshed over the.
boundary and a fruitless effort to 'set-
tle It In London. Penn and Lord Balti-
more employed tbe mep named to run
the llge. At every fifth' mile of the Une
of about 200 miles a atone was planted,
bearing upon one face the arms of
Thomas and WIlhlam Penn and on tire
side toward Maryland the arms of$
Lord Baltimore. The intermediate
miles were marked with stones bear-
ing M. and P. on the sides facing each
state.

Some few of these old milestones are
standing, but many are gone. In Wash-
ington county. Md.. a farmer ha* two
of them in use as doorsteps. Near
Highflelda, on tbe Western Maryland
railroad. stAnds another.
