General French’s march was so rap-
id and the heat so Intense that many
of bis horses died of exhaustion. At
the crossing of the Modder river the
Boers bolted, Ieavin[q their tents, gnus,
oxeu, wagons and [large quantities of
ammunition in the hands of the Brit-
ish.  Moving northward, the Boers
again attempted to stem the advance,
but General French turned tbelr flank
and reached his goal with insignifi-
cant losses—seven men killed and thir-
ty-five wounded during three days,
from Wednesday.

A. F. Marsh resigned his place
as chairman of the Republican State
Central committee last Wednesday and
Judge S. B. Daboll, of St. Johns, was
elected in his place. The spring con-
vention will be held at Detroit, May 3.

“When doctors disagree who is to de-
cide?” Five doctors, have sworn in a
Detroit court that young Hamburger,
who committedlan unprovoked and
fiendish murder a short time ago, is in-
sane and irresponsible. Five others
declare with equal emphasis that he is
sane and responsible for the act.. This
case will cost the county many thous-
ands of dollars before it will be finally
disposed of.

The situation in South Africa is get-
ting more interesting. The English
have concentrated large armies in front
of the Boer positions and are pushing
-them back towards Bloemfontain and
Pretoria. The English now outnumber
the Boers by about three to one and it
is expected that the annihilation of the
latter army will only be a question of
time—and a short one at that. Superior
numbers under superior leaders will
leave the Boers nothing but retreat,
yet they may be able to inflict serious
loss to the victors.

Some of the Republican leaders in
Plymouth attended the annual Michi-
gan Club meeting at Detroit yesterday.
All the gubernatorial candidates were
presentand there are nota few. D. M.
Ferry, of Detroit, Justus Stearns, of
Ludington, and Col. Bliss, of Saginaw,
seem to be the most conspicuous just
,now. Milo Campbell, of Coldwater, is
the Pingree candidate, and* wiill have
the support of the governor and his
push. Ferry has quite a following in
the state and will undoubtedly have his
county solid, in itself quite astart. The
campaign for delegates from now on
will be pushed with great vigor.

There is quite a little flurry in Con
gress just now as to Whetherthe exports
of Puerto Rico shall be admitted to the
United States duty free or not. Being
all under one flag it would seem to be
the right thing that all its people should
have extended to them the same bene-
fits and privileges. There are, however,
a few sugar kings and importers who
are clamoring for a tariff on exports of
this island. We notice with pleasure
that Congressman Smith, of this dis-
trict. is against the monopolists and for
the people. And our worthy Congress-
man seems to be making a creditable
record for himself irj many other re-
spects.

The National American Womens’
Association has adjourned after a ses-
sion in Washington, in the course of
which they passed the usual resolutions
in favor of women’s suffrage and elect-
ed officers for the coming year. Mrs.
C. C. Catt, of New York, was chosen
president. A comic element was added
to the .meeting by the presence in
Washington of a number of ladies as
I“remonstrants” against the granting df
the baljot to women.

IN THE SUGAR BUSH.

Maple Sonar M Aing-The Modern
Processes and Product,

Though tons of maple sugar are
made, for the most part in New York
ami Vermont, there are probably many
people living on farms throughout the
United States who have no more clear
idea of how maple sugar is made than
they have of the production of electric-
ity. says a writer in Farm and Fire-
side. from whose, description of the
process the following items and illus-
trations are reproduced:

The sugar maple is so called on ac-
count of the-sugar contained iu the
sap. The person with uo experience
can hardly .tell'the difference between
it and water, as it is clear and spar-
kling and has but a faint taste of sug-
ar. There Is Just about enough sugar
to make it a little sickish.

In the fall the greater part of the sap
goes from tlie trunk and branches Into
the roots, where, ttaried deep In the

THREE METHODS OF QOLLECTING SAP.
ground, it will not be chilled. In the
spring, beginning in the latter part of

1February or first of March, according
as the season is forward or backward,
the sap begins to ascend the body of
the tree, the greater part In the outer
layers'of the tree. Securing this sap
as it ascends and boiling it down con-
stitutes the work of maple sugar mak-
ing.

The first thing is to get the sap. In
the early days before the bit and brace
an oblique notch was cut Into the tree.
near the ground, and from this wound
the sap Would of course flow. Then un-
der the lower corner of this wound a
rcurved fiolf wide from one side of the
tree to the- other, but narrow up and
ldown, was made with a “gouge.” and

Into this was driven a short wooden
spout of the same shape, which caught
the sap as it dropped from the cut,-and
thus carried it to short wooden troughs

made by digging out basswood blocks.

After the bit and brace.cam? into use
a hole was bored into the tree, and a

round spout made from a piece of su-

mac from which the pith had been
burned out was driven Into tbe hole to
convey the sap to the trough.

Next the wooden bucket came into
use. By driving a nail into the tree un-

jder the spout the bucket could be hung

lanywhere on the tree.
| In the days of boiling in kettles color
was the last thing aimed at in mak-
ing maple sugar, which was a dull
black when finished. Sweetness was
the main consideration, and there was
no Inceptive to keep out the dirt and
cinders, for black sugar was Just as
sweet, and sugar llghter than chocolate
was looked upon as having been adul-
terated.

There is ou.e side of the beet sugar
industry which Oregon authorities
think is not receiving the attention it
deserves, and that is the feeding -of
beet pulp to cattle . nd sheep. G. W.
Shaw finds no, reasonable excuse, in a
region where excellent alfalfa is grown,
for neglecting this side of the industry
I both for fattening -stock and the manu-
facture of daijry products. He Is of
the opinion that the fullest fruits of
| the industry will never be realized till
attention .is given to this phase of the
| subject. Nothing lias tyeen more cou-
Iclusively demonstrated t.hau that *beet
i-pulp is a most excellent cattle, sheep
and. hog food when properly balanced
with nitrogenous material, as alfalfa,
clover or grain. While the leaves and
tops are good food, pulp is much better.

Beet pulp is uot a balanced ration,
and the best results cannot be expect-
ed from feeding it alone, though it Is a
healthful and nutritious . food. Its
chief components are the carbohy-
drates and proteids. It Is essentially
a fattening food. Experience has shown
that It is relished by dairy cattle and
poduees an excellent flow of milk when
balanced with nitrogenous foods. The
pulp Is valuable not only as cattle food,
but also as food for|hogs and sheep.
In Utah it is largely used as hog food.

It is one of the cheapest foods th*t
farmers can use, for It can be pur-
chased at a very uomlnal figure. Each
team as it delivers its load of beets
should take home a load of beet pulp.
This pulp should be placed in a silo,
where it is much more easily kept than
any other silage material, it Is very
heavy and sinks down to a very solid,
cheesy >mass. When properly pre-
served. it does nottend to ferment and
can be kept a’very long tim£

Irrigation Experience.

It has been found by nearly all ob-
servant irrigators of the plains that
winter irrigation, thoroughly done,
serves very well the double process of
fertilizing and moistening. One farmer
states thnt.after eight years of experi-
ence in irrigation he has had the best
average results where he hgs thorough-
ly saturated the soil to a depth of two
or three feel during the fall or winter
or very early spring and has then culti-
vated his crops on this land without
subsequent irrigation. A Kansas farm-
er has found that land thoroughly Ir-
rigated. well cultivated and afterward
sown In wheat produced surprisingly
well without any irrigation after the
wheat was sowed, while similar land
that had not been irrigated gave a very
poor yield. The general experience of
orchardists favors winter Irrigation.
Not unlikely common practice will con-
sist in thoroughly wetting the soil In
winter, when evaporation is at a mini-
mum. with such subsequent irrigation
as may be found desirable to maintain
the maximum growth.

Crimson Clover.

This crop closely follows rye in the
feeding rotation and has proved very
valuable in New Jersey. It has been
proved to be quite.as hardy as tbe red
clover *hd has yielded from 8 to 11
tons of green forage per acre, depend-
ing upon tbe method of seeding, wheth-
er on raw ground or as a cover crop.
Experience In the growth of this crop
indicates that July is the best month
for seeding, though it may be seeded as
late as September and do well provided
the autumn Is moist and warm/ The
best crop results are bbtalned when the
«0il Is thoroughly prepared and tbe
seed tightly covered with a harrow or
other tool which does not cover too
deeply. The amount of seed may range
from 19 to 15 pounds per acre. On
freshly prepared soil tbe smaller quan-
tity frequently answers quite as well
as the larger, though when seeded In
corn or other crop the larger quantity
Is preferable. !

One Thins: and Another.

The Angora gOat industry seems to
be on the boom, particularly in Wash-
ington and Oregon, where the goats are
reported a great success both for clear-
ing land and the production of wool.

One of tbe things ~vhicb make alfal-
fa so valuable is Its Ability to thrive on
land containing a considerable quanti-
ty of alkali. There are few cultivated
c;’]pps that will stand; as much alkali as
this.

It is said that two-thirds of the
broom corn of the world is grown In
four counties in lllinois.

According to Dr. F. D. Coburn, the
popular Poland-China hog, originating
in Ohio between 1838 and 1840, is pre-
eminently an American product and
probably now numbers as many Indi-
viduals as all other breeds combined in

RAGTIME FROM WAGNER.

Also In Part From iMonart, Beetho-
ven and Other Great Maatera.

Ragtime has been giveh its rating by
F. W. Root, musical authority. He
says It “ears the same relation- to the
great things of the musical world that
Mother Goose’s melodies! do to the mas-
terpieces of Uie worlds literature'.
While criticising thljs lowly but ex-
tremely popular sort of music, Mr.
Root says it came froin the great maes-
tros of the earth. Wagner lapsed into
It much al ter the manner of Statesmen
who sometimes get tired and drop in-
to versification. Mozart also had mo-
ments of fatigue or exuberance when
he dashed off a few notes iii the meas-
ure of the cake walk Inelody.

Some of the great (litterateurs have
written along the mental altitude of
Mother Goose, says Mr. Root, and so
have Bach and Beethoven yielded to
the impulse to put their lofty thoughts
igto sharps aud fiats that would be ap-
preciated in llalsted street.

“1 would not do away with ragtime
musiev" said Mr. Root. “If. some oie
Bhouid ask me if 1would blot out Moth*
er Goose’s rhymes. 1 would say unhes-
itatingly 1 would not do it. Mother
Goose is a good thing in its way; so is
ragtime.

“To make the matter plain, ragtime
is syncopation. All of the great mas-
ters have employed syncopated notes.
That is all right, or the masters would
not have dcine it. 6ut they did not
write all of! their wiorles In syncopa-
tion. That shows thnt syncopation is
good for awhile, but: we do not want
too much of It.

“Now. Mother Goose’s literature is a
good tiling, but suppose you had noth-
ing else to read. You would soon get
tired of It after awhile.”

"What would you suggest be done
about it?” he was asked.

“Let it alone. The people who like
It may learn after awhile to like some-
thing else better.” i. «

“What objection lies agains” ragtime”
music?"

“It is a repetition of the sajne thing;
that’s all. Thepe is nothing else In the
world the. matter with it. As | said. If
It were not a good tiling the. masters
would not have used It.”

Among many oddities of ragtime an
example of its effect may he seen in the
setting of “Old Hundredth” to that
measure.

“There is no such thing as good ma<
Ble or bad music.” said Professor Emil
LiebRng. “You may set.good music to
bad or vicious wordings and the music
becomes bad by Implication. So with
ragtime. It lending itself to
low vaudeville, iflrtbe main, aud be-
cause of that association the music is
denounced. The song from ‘Carmen.’
‘Love Is a Wild Bird.” is one of the
best examples of ragtime in modern
music. In the overture to ‘Don Juan,’
by Mozart, and In the sixth two voiced
invention of -Bach we have good ex-
amples of syncopation. 'Ragtime is
simply having its day. It will be for-
gotten as a craze In a few years.”—
Chicago Tribune.

Two Look Deferred Monamenta.

“One of the most meritorious little
measures before this congress.” ob-
served Representative  Kitchin  of
North Carolina. *is that Ip erect monu-
ments to the memory of General
FVaueis Nash and General William
Lee Davidson of the OIfl North State.
Way back in the early days the Con-i
tinental congress by vote requested
Governor Caswell of North Carolina to
erect a monument over General Nash
at a cost Of $500, the expense to be
borne by the United States. That was
in November. 1777. and four years lat-
er the Continental congress passed a
similar resolution regarding General
Davidson, who commanded the' mili-
tia of the district of. Salisbury. N. 0.,
and was killed In a battle Feb. 1. 1781

“Neither of these resolutions was
ever put into effect, although In the
Twenty-sixth and the'Fifty-fourth con-
gresses «efforts were made to author-
ize substantial monuments to these
Revolutionary heroes. This congress
has been asked to appropriate $5,000
for the erection of each monument.”—
