Scofield, Iftali. May 7.—A volume of
agonizing scenes aud incidents attend-
ed the burial of 109 victims of the
mine disaster Saturday., The wholesale
burial went on all day. The bodies
were taken ito the cemetery by trains
of wagons and a man stood at the gate
and checked from a long list the names
of the boditjs in the caskets that were
taken in.

Nearly All the Employes of the
Street Car Companies

Quit.

THE USUAL RIOTING TAKES PLACE.

Attempt to Run Cars Meets With
Violent Resistance—Boy Seri-
ously Hurt.

St Louis May 8.—-With the excep-
tion of a few cars on jthe Park avenue
division of the Lindelji line, which are
being run by non-unlou men, all the
lines comprising the lit. Louis Transit
company are tied up lii consequence of
the strike of the employes wiiose de-
mands had been refused. At several
points along the rarkj avenue division
crowds assembled, early. At first they
contented themselves jwith jeering the
non-union conductorsland motoriuen,
but about 8 o'clock they began to
throw mud and stones, and pull the
loyal employes from “heir cars. Police
were called to Eighteenth street and
Park avenue and Broadway and W ash-
ington avenue, the latter in the down-
town retail district, to disjierse the
crowds gathered there.

Prisoner Rescued by Mob

At Park and Jefferson- avenues,
where two lines cross, a crowd of
strikers gathered at 7;30 a. m. and at-
tempted to stop three bars on the Park
avenue division, by putting heavy
stones on the track. A squad of police
arrested. Charles Doyle, bnt the mob
attacked the officer*nnd released him.
Doylewas finally recaptured and taken
to the Park avenue police station, fol-
lowed by a great crojwd.

Ten cars on the same division were
blocked at Park avenue and Nebraska
street by a crowd of [200 strikers and
sympathizers, who pulled down the
trolleys and cut the [ropes. Several
hundred strikers at Mississippi and
Park avenues attacked passing ears
with sticks and stones. The cars were
loaded with men and women, and al-
though several windows were broken
nobody was seriously hurt. As far as
can be learned, 3*300 of the 3,(500 men
employed by the St. Louis- Transit
company on its ears and in its sheds
are out.

Boy Seriously Shot.

John Kohriug. a [ 10-yeab-old Ix>y,
who wax iu a crowd on Park avenue,
was shot aud seriously woumled by
Conductor George McClellan in charge
of a car on the Park division. The
boy was removed to the city hospital
and Conductor McClellan was arrested.

A riot call waslturned In at 8
o'clock from the corner of Broadway
and Washington, and a wagon load of
police turned out to) keep order but
their efforts were in Tain.

At this point a motorniaii was hit
over the head with a club, 'which out
a gash in his scalp. A piece of brick-
bat struck him iu the mouth. lacerat-
ing his lip and his nose was mashed
by a stone. The rnotormnn left his
car and ran into a salomi (for protec-
tion. Almost at the snmeitjme a good-
looking. well-dressed young woman,
about 20 years of age. who was rid-
ing in the ear. was struck on the shead
by a sharp stone that eraslu'd through
the window and badly wounded her.
Finally the motonnan returned, and
amid a shower of stones arid mud. suc-
ceeded in getting his t-nr away from
the crowd.

Trattic Virtually Snspciidnl.

Shortly before o'clock the strikers
gathered in force at the De Hodin-
mont station of tlip Suburban and as
fast as cars were started the strikers
boarded them and pulled the motor
man and conductor off. As a result,
the cars were stopped. By in o'lock
traffic on the Suburban line down town
had been virtually suspended. The
motonnan aud conductor on more than
one car Imd deserted their posts rrrrlie
importunities of ithe strikers after
reaching Sixth and Locust streets, and
several other cars had been, turned
back by the Suburban officials from
Ninth. Tenth and Eleventh streets for
fear it they were allowed to come down
town they could not Ix* sent back. Sev-
eral -arrests of Hotels were made on
this line. The stt-ike is reported to
have seriously interfered with the col-
lection and delivery of the mails. Six
United States postal cars were tied
.up. Each makes seven trips daily, and
covers a total of too miles. They
bring the mails from all sections of the
city. Forty sub-stations receive the
delivery.

The publisher of onepf our count}
seat exchanges announces that hereaf-
ter no subscriptions to his paper Will bt
taken unless paid.in advance, and thai
all past due subscriptions will be drop
ped from the list |after a certain date
The publishersays he has lost hundred*
of dollars on past due subscription;
and hereafter is going to enforce to the
letter the advance pay rule. No ad
vance pay, no paper, ibhis decree.

This isa good business plan, and ii
a large town can be made to worl
much more successfully than in a sma!
town, though why it should it is bar
to understand. It is probably safe t
say that nine out of every ten subscrit
ers to a “country paper” would feel ot
fended if their names were droppe
from the subscription list at the expii
ation of the time for which their sub
scriptionls are paid: Hence, most coun
try publishers .“send along the paper,”
and most of their subscribers are gla<
they do. The delinquents mentally re
solve (many of them at least) to stei
into the publisher's office soon and pa:
for another year, but alas, they forgel
or neglect to do So,and in course ol
time the publisher finds a large sun
due him from thelmany small sums ac-
cumulated on past due subscriptions
This means that the publisher is out ;
large sum of raoriey for paper and la
bor, but every delinquent subscribe
does not stop to think of that.

Now the question is, why should noi

every delinquent subscriber regard hi;
debt to a newspaper as much a debt ol
honor as any other debt? Most of then
undoubtedly do, yet it is a deplorabh
fact that many delinquent subscribers
are entirely too indifferent about this
and some of-them escape payment il
they can. And right there is where
they make a great! mistake, for in these
days of business men’s associations
and protective organizations, the per-
son refusing to pay an honest debt
when able to do so is sure to get a rec-
ord which will embarrass him in the
future.
« The Mail believes that most delin-
quent subscribers are honest and have
no intention of beating tbe publisher.
At the same time it believes that the
advance payment plan is better for the
subscriber every time, as it most cer-
tainly is for the publisher.

It is reckoned that the damage to the
Washington monument has reached
about 825,000.

Imilk'of afflicted cattle be fed to healthy
‘animals fora period of about eight

Cable jointers are clever specialists,
who work for telegraphic engineers
and contract in the memorandum of
agreement to go anywhere. They are
employed on the ships of the ocean tel-
egraph companies, and their duty is to
make splices and joints in the cables
which are dragged up from the sea for
repairs. To those who are not initiated
this would seem to be fairly easy work,
but it really requires great skill and
takes years to learn. Few are aware
how liable to damage undersea cables
ate. In the case of some of the old
lines there is scarcely a mile of the ca-
ble that has not one or more joints in
it

Expert engineers can determine In a
length of thousands of miles to within
a few feet where a break in a cable is.
the telegraph ship proceeds to the spot,
which Is indicated by a buoy; the dam-
aged length of cable Is dragged up,
and th<f Jointers proceed to cut out the
faqlt and deftly spUce the cable. The
slightest mistake, a tiny air bubble, in
the reheated India rubber would spoil
the Insulation. That would mean that
the cable would fail to transmit mes-
sages. at an important moment and
that-a ship, with all its high'priced
scientific staff, would have to steam
hundreds or perhaps thousands of
miles to pick np the cable again.—New
York Sun.

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THE GREAT GROUND SLOTH.

A Patasroniam Animal About W hich
There I* Mack &ly*tery.

Don Francisco Moreno of Argentina-
has recently taken to England the skel-
eton :iud hide of a grypotherium,
“which he found in a cave in Patagonia.
3%his animal, also known as the great
ground sloth, has always been classed
among-tlie extinct monsters, ami the
finder of this specimen himself believes
that it may have been preserved in the
Ice edld cave ever*since the glacial pe-
riod. The skin, however, seems to re-
semble that of the jemisch, an animal
which, it is said, may still be found in
Patagonia.

More than 20' years ago Mr. Cha-
worth Musters wasr camped one day
with a party of the Tehuelche Indians
on a river of Patagonia when two
South American ostriches, which the
hunters had killed and left outside the
camp, disappeared during the night.
Their torn and half devoured bodies
were found next day in a shallow~uf
the river, totwhich led the tracks of an
animal that from all appearances were
those of a mighty beast of prey. The
Qprdillernn. puma is a large animal,
but the trahks-of this .mysterious beast
were far larger than those of the pu-
ma. The Indians, frightened half out
of their wits, declared that they knew
the animal that had made these prodi-
gious tracks. It was the “tigro del
agua.” or water tiger, a fieree yellow
monster that haunted their rivers and
lay in wait for the unwary swimmer
to devour him.

Further facts about.this mysterious
animal have now been collected by Don
Carlos Ameghino, wlio received bis in-
formation from the same tribe of In-
dians. They call the animal the “jem-
isch.” believe him to be invulnerable
and do not Hke even to speak of him.
The animal lives, the Indians say. in
caves on the shores of rivers and lakes
and emerges from his lair only in the
night. They dpsefibo him as having a
short, broad head, hide covered with
short dun. hair, short, strong legs with
long, clawed feet. like those of a bear,
but webbed betweeri-the toes.

One of Ills first letters, containing his
famous* poem on the Chilkoot. having
arrived by mail in this city, was order-
ed transmitted to the San Francisco
paper by telegraph.

BICniCcaot Hcsnlt* of a Test Am fti(
College Ytoatiu and M alden.;
“Si&lificnut Ignorance Aboutthe Bi-
ble,” as shown among college students
of both sexes, is the subject of.an arti-
cle in The Century by the JEtev. Charles
F, Thwing, president of Western Re-,

serve university.

“l sometimes ask myself,” he writes,
“whether the American people are re-
ally aware how far the Bible has ceas-
ed to be a force in both their literature
and their theology. The Bible, might
continue to be a great force in theolo-
gy and cease to be a great force In lit-
erature. or one can easily think that
the Bible might maintain ,a high place
In literature and yet lose Its primacy
in theology. The critic is causing It to
lose its theological value, and appar-
ently among the people It is ceasing to
be known as a classic should be known.

#in the early part of the college year
of 1804-5. as the first exercise in a
course of study in the Bible, I set for
the meml»ersuf the freshman claas aria®
examination paper composed of
tracts from Tennyson, each of W|\] |J
contained a Biblical allusion not at all
recondite. To each of these 34 men 22
questions were put. which would de-
mand 748 answers. The record shows
that out of a possible 748 correct an-
swers only 328 were given. r

“So much for the first test Five
years later | made a like test of colleg<&
girLs. The questions were identical,
with a single exception. Of all the
questions, every one was answered
correctly by just one girl, and, wbat Js
more remarkable, her knowledge was
so exact that to her replies to a good
many of the questiona_she added the
book of the Bible,in which the refer-,
ence is to be found. Another girl omit-
ted the repl> to the reference to Heze-
klab and gave Incorrect answers to the
one about the miracle at Cana of Gali-
lee. Another omitted the references to
Hezekiah and to Peter’s sheet and an-
swered incorrectly the question of Pha- .
raoh’s darkness. -L :

IRRIGATION CANALS.

Intereatinp: Fentnres In Their Oper-
ation—The Ditch Rider,

The owner of an individual ditch
uses it as he pleases, subject only to
the state laws governing,the diversion
and use of water. The practical opera-
tion of corporation canal .systems is
under the control of executive officers
of the company, but the representative

with whom the farmer and irrigator
comes into most frequent and intimate
contact is the ditch rider, who is gen-
erally appointed by the manager or
president. His duties consist in pa-
trolling the ditch throughout the sea-
son of actual operations for the pur-
pose of setting that the works are in
good repair and to superintend the
proper distribution of water to the va-
rious stockholders from the system.

The larger Irrigation systems gener-
ally have several distributary canals
ileading from the main one and follow-
iing as nearly as possible the highest
;ground of the areas designed to be wa-
tered from them.

At various points along the main ca-
nal or distributary lateral branches are
diverted for conveying the water to
land of individual consumers, and It
becomes necessary to place regulating
structures at the points of diversion for
the purpose of regulating the flow into
these laterals. These consist of wood-
en, boxlike structures in which sliding
gates are placed, by which the size of
aperture from the main canal is regu-
lated and flow of water therefrom
controlled. "Where accuracy of results
is attempted there is also placed In the
lateral ditch below the regulating gates
a weir whose flow for all depths is tab-
ulated. and a graduated scale is sa
placed with reference to the weir that
the depth can be conveniently read off.

When it is desired to deliver into a
lateral a given volume of water, the
ditch rider consults his weir table and
finds the depth over this weir neces-
sary to discharge the required amount.
He then Increases or lessons the Open-
ing from the main canal by moving the
sliding gate until the required depth
over the weir is realised. This is the
most important duty of the ditch rider,
and lor its proper execution lie is ex-
pected to make a trip daily over the
entire canal or his division of it. He
usually travels on horseback or in a
two wheeled cart and carries a shovel,
a hatchet, a small sharp pointed bar
and a number of empty sacks. The
hatchet is used to repair structures, the

bar is for raising gates which may be
difficult to move by hand, and the
shovel and sacks are frequently re-
quired for the repair of banks and the
stoppage of holes-caused by gophers,
muskrats and other burrowing ani-
mals. The holes thus made are usually
Insignificant at first, but become rap-
idly enlarged by the escaping waters
pnd If pot stopped carry away a por-
tion of the embankment.

Upon the discovery of a leak the
ditch rider's first efforts are directed to
the location of the point op]the inside
of the bank at which the w”ter enters
the hole. This Is frequently detected
ithrough the eddy appearing at or near
jthe opening. The orifice, if small, can
jbe closed by pushing into the hole one
1"or two empty sacks; if already large, it
can usually be closed by first filling a
jTew sacks a half or a third full of loose

earth and ramming them Into the
‘mouth of the opening.
} The regulating gates are frequently
kept locked and the key carried by the
jditch rider. When a water consumer
;has completed his irrigation for the
time being, he may desire that the wa-
ter be. shut out from his lateral!l In
such cases he leaves a note tacked to
his head gate requesting the ditch
rider to shut it off at a specified time
and in the same manner notifies him to
tugn it on when he i*gain needs it The
ditch rider gets these messages when
he makes bis dally round over the
ditch.

Such are some of the items in the op-/
eration of ditches as described by J. C.
Ulrich in a recent bulletin.

Foraalli Treatment For Grain.

-Hot water treatment for oat sufuts
must b$-doue just right, and all farm-
ers do not have the facilities. Formalin
is easier to use. one pound to 50 gal-
lons of water. (Kiris is either sprinkled
on with a watering pot, one gallop to
a bushel of'oats, or the oats are dipped
In the solution.

PROOM CORN.

Information From One of the Lead-
Ins' Resiona of It* Culture.

As ¢ result of the nigh price of

broom .*orn many are seeking the nec-
essary information to ecable them to
enter upojn theliindustry in sections

where it !lias never yet been tried.
These, and perhaps regular growers as
well, may find desirable matter in the
following from the broom corn region
of Illinois,; presented by Ohio Farmer:

Broom corn was grown as an indus-
try first in New York, and only within
the last ¥Pyears' has the industry be®
come one 6f any, considerable propor-
tions. The crop has been raised to
some extent in <jhio, and also in Mis-
souri, Kansas and Nebraska, but now
the bulk of the! crop is produced in
eastern central! Illinois. Tlig rich,
loamy soil suitable for the most suc-
-eessful growth of ludian corn is also
the soil best adapted to its develop-
ment. 1

The ground should be prepared in the
same way as for Indian corn, except
that it should be made even more
smooth and mellow for broom corn,
which should be drilled in, 75 to 90
seeds to the rod. Too much care can-
not be taken In the selection of the|
seed. Experience proves that it pays to!
buy only what is known to be good'
seed, properly selected and save<L/*Eut
seed in a vessel of water and reject all
that float. A difference of one-half in
the amount produced hfis been found
to result between the plantings of good
and poor seed. [The Tennessee Ever-
green is the variety most generally
grown, and Its yield is large and Of
good quality. The Missouri Evergreen,
as growti in |Illinois, yields a some-
what finer and more pliable quality of
brush which grades better forxvhat is
sold as “carpet stock.”

The extreme limit of time for plant-
ing In this latitude Is from the middle
of May to the middle of June, the lat-
ter part of May and first of June b&ng-
preferable, dependent, of course, upon
the season and the condition of the
ground, which is of primary impor-
tance. The black seed may be planted
two or three weeks later, when it has
been found impracticable to sow the
Evergreen at the proper time, but it
does not produce the best quality of
brush.

Tlie seed is rather slow in sprouting
and in Its early growth, and the ground
should be well harrowed and worked
while the plants are small and the
weeds kept down until it is well start-
ed and indeed until the crop itself so
shades the ground as to smother the
weeds. The cutting should be done
after the heads are fully out. but be-,
fore the seed fully riliens. If delayed
until the seed is ripe, the brush will
not keep the good green color which is
desired and which is of importance, as
tlie color is considered in grading the
stock and consequently affects the
price of the marketable article. If left
too long before cutting, the brush has
a reddish cast.

To raise and care for a crop of broom
corn that will bring substantial returns
when marketed the farmer must have
special knowledge and training aud be
provided with the means for removing
the seed and putting the brush in the
drying sheds the same day itis cut It
must liot be left exposed to rain or
even dew overnight. Care must be
taken in removing the seed that all the
seed .is taken off aud all blades re-
moved from the stalk. The sljeds are
built .much like large, long corncribs,
and the brush is laid on shelves made
of slats, one above the .other, the whole
construction beinrf with a view to the
most thorough circulation of air
through the brush. From ten days to
two weeks is required for thorough
drying, when it is ready to be baled.
Bales are made to contain frotn 300 to
500 pounds, the average size being 350
pounds. The bales must be made
square and smooth.

Seven Rule* of IrriR'atlon

1. The more cultivation the less wa-_
ter is required.

2. Irrigation furrowa”ahould general-
ly not be over three inches deep.

3. Do not let the water lie around the
stems of plants,

4. Do not overirrigate. Two thorough
soakings a month are usually suffi-
cient. -

5. Do not water trees or vines when
in blossom, nor until the fruit has
properly set.

6. Irrigate preferably ou cloudy days
or at night.

7. Do not apply water when the soil
is hot.—Oceanside (Cal.) Blade.
