Taylor Accepts the Decision of
the National Supreme
Court, and Retires.

FIGHT WILL GO TO THE PEOPLE.

Kentucky Will Contest It Over Again
at the Ballot Box—Democrats
at Frankfort Celebrate.

Louisville, May 22.—Governor Tay-
ior, late yesterday afternoon issued the
following order:

OR. TALMAGE TAKES THE LABOR
QUESTION FOR A THEME.

|Would Briag About a Better Feelin*
Between Employer and Bmployee.
I Boycotting: and Violence Never
| Pay, Saya tb« Divine.

W ashington, May 20. —At a time
wten in various districts labor trou-
I'bles are existing or impending the ef-
;fort Dr. Talmage makes in this dis-
Icourse to bring about a better feeling
lbetween both sides of this difficult
question is well timed; texts, Gala-
tians v, 15, “But if jfa bite and devour
one another, take heed that ye be not
consumed one of another,” and Philip-
[plans li, 4, “Look not every man on his
iown things, but every man also on the
:things of others.”

About every six months there is a
jgreat labor agitation. There are vio-
:lent questions now vin discussion be-
tween employers and employees. The
present “strikes” will go into the past.
Of course the damage done cannot (m-
imediately be repaired. Wages will not
be so high as they were. Spasmodleal-
1ly they may be higher, but they will
drop lower. Strikes, whether right or
wrong, always injure laborers as well
as capitalists. You will see this in the
starvation of next winter. Boycotting'
and violence and murder never pay.
They are different stages of anarchy.
God never blessed murder. The worst
u”e you can put a man to is to kill him.

The worst enemies of the working
classes in the United States and Ire-
land are their demented coadjutors.
Years ago assassination—the assassina-
tion of Lord Frederick Cavendish and
Mr. Burke in Phoenix park. Dublin, in
the attempt to avenge the wrongs of
Ireland, only turned away from that
afflicted people millions of sympathiz-
ers. The attempts to blow up the house
of commons. In London, bad only this
reffect—to throw out of employment
Jtens of thousands of innocent Irish
1people in England. In this country the
;torch put to.the factories that have dis-
icharged hands for good or bail reason,
jobstructions on the rail tracks in front
of midnight express trains because? the
[offenders do not like the president of
>the company, strikes on shipboard the
hour they were going to sail, or in print-
iing offices the hour the paper was to
;go to press, or in the mines the day the
1coal was to be delivered, or on house
jscaffoldings so the builder fails lu keep-
«ing his contract—all these are only a
| hard blow on the head of American la-
bor and cripple its arms aud lame its
1feet and pierce its heart. Trapssprung
jsuddenly upon employers and violence
never took one knot out of the knuc-
jkies of toil or put a farthing of wages
jinto a callous palm.

Submit to the Law.

Frederick the Great admired some
land near his palace at Potsdam, and
he resolved fo get it. It was owned by
a miller. He offered the miller three
times the value of the property. The.
miller would not take it because it was
the old homestead, and he felt about
as Naboth felt about his vineyard when
Ahab wanted it. Frederick the Great
was a rough and terrible man. and he
ordered the miller into his presence,
and the king, with a stick in his band—
a stick with which flesometimes struck
the officers of state—said to the miller,
“Now, | have offered you three times
the value of that property, and if you
won’t sell it I’ll take it anyhow.” The

miller said, “Your majesty you won’

chancery court.” At that threat Fred-
erick the Great yielded his Infamous
demand. And the most imperious out-
rage against the working "classes will
yet cower before the law. Violence
and defiance of the law will never ac-
complish anything, but righteousness
and submission toithe law will accom-
plish 1t j 1

Bnt gradually the damages done the
laborer by the strikes will be repaired,
and some important things ought now
to be said. The whole tendency of our
times, as you have noticed. Is to make
the chasm between employer and em-
ployee wider and wider. In olden time
the bead man of the factory, the mas-
ter bnllder, the capitalist, the head
man of the firm, worked side by side
with their employees, working some-
times at the same bench, dining at the
same tablp, and there are those here
who can remember the time when the
clerks of large commercial establish-
ments were accustomed to board with
the head men of the firm.

Drink my
health with this groat each, tthlch 1
give you over and above.* * Now. wbat
we want is to rebuild that bridge of
sympathy, and | put the trowel to one
of the abutments today, andJ preach
more especially to employers as .such,
although what | hafve to say will be
appropriate to both employers and em-
ployees.
BeJust to later.

Tbe behavior of @ multitude of labor-
era toward their employers during the
last three months may have Induced
some employers to neglect the real

Christian duties that they owe to those
whom they employ. Therefore | want
to say to you whom 1 confront face
face aud those to whom these words,
may come that all shipowners, all cap-
italists, all commercial firms, all mas-
ter builders, all housewives, are bound
to be interested In the entire welfare of
their subordinates. Years ago some
one gave three prescriptions for becom-
ing u millionaire: “First, spend your
life in getting and keeping the earn-
ings of other people; secondly, have no
anxiety about the worriraents, the
losses, the disappointments of others;
thirdly, do not mind the fact that your
vast wealth implies the poverty of a
great many people.”! Now, there Is not
a man here who- would consent to go
Into life with those three principles to
earn a fortune. It Is your desire to do
your whole duty to the men and wom-
en in your service.

First- of alL then, pay as large wages
as are reasonable and as your business
will .afford; not necessarily what oth-
?rs pay. certainly not what jour hired
*help say you must pay, for that is tyr-
anny on the part of labor unbearable.
The right of a laborer to tell his em-
ployer what he must pay implies the
right of an employer to compel a man
Into a service whether he will or not,
and either of those ideas is despicable.
When any employer allows a laborer to
say what he must do or have his busi-
ness ruined, and the employer submits
to it, he does every business man in
the United States a wrong aud yields
to the principle which, carried out,
would dissolve society. Look over your
affairs and put yourselves in imagina-
tion in your laborer’s plare and tl"en
pay him what before God und your
own conscience you think you ought to
pay him.

“God bless yous!” are well in their
place, but they do not buy coal nor pay
house rent nor get shoes for the chil-
dren. At the same time yon. the em-
ployer, ought to remember through
what straits and strains you got the
fortup$ by which you built your store
or run the factory. You are to remem-
ber that you take all the risks and the
employee takes none or scarcely any.
You arc to remember that there may
be reverses in fortune and that some
new style of machinery may make
your machinery valueless or some new
style of tariff set vour business back
hopelessly and forever. You must take
all that into consideration and then
pay what is reasonable.

The I'mployer’x Duty.

Do not be too ready to cut down
wages. As far ns possible, pay all. and
pay promptly. There is algreat deal of
Bible teaching on this subject. Mal-
aclii,- “1 will be a swift witness against
all sorcerers aud against nil adulterers
and against those who oppose the hire-
ling in his wages” Leviticus, "Thou
shalt not keep the' wages of the hire-
ling all night unto the morning.” Co-
lossianSf “M asters, give unto your serv-
ants that which is just and equal,
knowing that ye also have a Master |d
heaven.” So you see it is not a ques-
tion between you and your employee
so much as it is a question between
you and God.

Do not say to your employees, “Now,
if you don’t like this place, get an-
other,” when you know they cannot

get another. As far as posible, once a
year visit at their homes your clerks
and your workmen. That is the only
way you can become acquainted with
their wants. You will by such process
find out that there is a blind jiarent or
a sick sister being supported. You
will find some of your*young men in
rooms without any fire In winter and
in summer sweltej-ing in ill ventilated
apartments. You will find mpeh de-
pends on the wages you pay or with-
hold.

Moreover, It is your duty as employ-
er, as far as possible, to mold the wel-
fare of the employee. You oughtto ad-
vise him jibout Investments, about life
Insurance, about savings banks. You
ought to give him the benefit of your
experience. There are hundreds and
thousands of employers, | an; glad to
8ay, who are settling in the very best
possible way the destiny of their em-
ployees. Such men. as Marshall of
Leeds, Lister of Bradford, Akroyd of
Halifax and men so near'at home It
might offend, their modesty If | men-
tioned their names—these men have
built reading rooms, libraries, concert
halls, afforded croquet lawns, ericket
groiinos, gymnasiums, choral societies
for their employees, and they have not
merely paid the wages on Saturday
night, but through the contentment
and the thrift and the good morals of
their employees they are paying wages
from generation to generation forever.

Again, 1 counsel all employers to
look well after the physical health of
their subordinate”: Do not put on them
any unnecessary fatigue. | never could
understand why the drivers on our
city cars must stand all day when they
might just as well,sit down and drive.
It seems to me most unrighteous that
«0 many of the female clerks In onr
stores should be compelled to stand
all day and through those hours when
there are but few or no customers.
These people have aches and annoy-
ances and weariness enough *without
putting upon them additional fatigue:
Uriless these female clerks must go up
and down on the business of the store,-
let them alt down. J

Then 1 would have you carry out thla

It seems to' me jail the merchants In
lall departments ought, by simultaneous
,movement, to come out In behalf of the

ought to have an opportunity of going
to the mercantile library, to the read-
ing rooms, to the concert ball, to the
gymnasium, to the church. They have
nerves, they have brains, they have
intellectual aspirations, they have im-
mortal spirits.
round day's work Is the eight or ten
hours, you have tip right to keep them
haruwed for IT.

If they can do a good,

But above all I charge you, O em-
ployers,, that you look after the moral
and spiritual welfare of your employ-
ees. First, know where they spend
their evenings. That decides every-
thing. You do not want around your
money drawer a young man who went
last,night to see “Jaek Sheppard!” A
mau that comes into the store in the
morning ghastly with midnight revelry
Is not the mag., for your store. The
young man who ‘'spends his pvening in
the society of refined women or in
musical or artistic circles or in literary
Improvement is the young man for
your store.

Do not fay of these young men, “If
they do their work in the business
hours, that is all | have to ask.” God
has made you that man’s guardian. |
want you to understand that‘many of
these young men are orphaqs or worse
than orphans, flung out into society to
struggle for themselves. A young man
is pitched into the middle of the At-
lantic ocean, and a plank is pitched
after him, and then he ts told to take
that and swim ashore. Treat that
young man as you would like to have
your son -treated if you were dead. Do
not tread on him. Do not swear at

him. Do not send him on a useless
errand. Say “Good morning” and
“Good night” and “Goodby.” You are

deciding that man’s destiny for two
worlds.

One of my earliest remembrances is
of old Arthur Tapyau. There were
many differences of opinion about .bis
politics, but no one who ever knew
Arthur Tappan, and knew him well,
doubted his being an earnest Christian.
In his store in New York he had a room
where every morning he called his em-
ployees together, and he prayed with
them, read the Scriptures to them,
sang with them, and then they entered
on the duties of the day. On Monday
morning the exercises differed, and he
gathered the young men together and
asked, them where they had attended
church, what had been their Sabbath
experiences and what had been the ser
mon.

True Christian Character.

Samuel Budgett had the largest busi-
ness in the west of England- He had
in a room of his warehouse a place
pleasantly furnished wltli comfortable
scats and Fletcher’s “Family Devo-
tions” and Wesleyan hymnbooks, and
he gathered his employees together ev-
ery morning, and, having sung, they
knelt down and prayed sf<Je by.side—
the employer and the employees. Do
you wonder at that man's success and
that though 3ft years before lie had
been a partner in a smalljretaihfehdp in
a small village at his death'W be-
queathed many millions? God can
trust such a man as that with plenty of
money

Sir Titus Salt had wealth which was
beyond computation, aud at Saltaire,
England, he had a church andji chapel
built and supported by himself—the
church for those who preferred the
Episcopal service and the chapel for
those who preferred the Methodist
service. At the opening of one of his
factories he gave a groat dinner, and
there were 3.500 people present, and in
his after dinner speech he said,to
people gathered: “I cannot look around
me and see this vast assemblage of
friends and work people without being
moved. | feel greatly honored by the
presence of the noblemtin at tny sfde,
and | am especially delighted, at the
presence of my work people. | hope to
draw around me a popuilation~that will
enjoy the beauties of this neighborhood
—a population of well paid, contented,
happy operatives. 1 have given In-
structions to my architects that noth-
ing is to be spared to relnder the dwell-
ings of the operatives a pattern to the-

couutry, and if my Hfje is spared by
divine Providence. | hope to see con-
tentment; satisfaction and happiness
around me."

That Is Christian character demon-
strated. There are others in this coun-
try and in other lands on a smaller

scale doing their best for their em-
ployees. They have not forgotten their
own early struggles. They remember
how they were discouraged, how hun-
gry they were and how cold and how
tired they were, and, though they may
be GO or 70 years of age, they know
Just how a boy feels between 10 and
20, and how a young man feels-be-
tween 20 and 30. They have not for-
gotten .it Those wealthy employers
were not originally let down out of
heaven with pulleys of silk In a wicker

basket, satin lined, fanned by cherubic
wings. They started in ronghest cra-
dle. on whose rocker misfortune put

her violent loot and tipped them into
the. cold world. Those old men are
sympathetic with boys. .

God W ill Remember.

But you are not only tq be kind to
those who are under you—Christlanly
kind—but you are also to see that your
boss workman and your head clerks
and your agents and your overseers In
stores are kind to those udder them.
Sometimes a man will get a little brief
authority In a store or in a factory,and,
while they are very courteous to you,
the capitalists, or to yi>u, the head man
of the firm, they are most brutal in
tbeir treatment of those under them.
God only knows what some of the lads
anffer in the cellars and in the lofts of
some of our great establishments. They
have no one to appeal to. The time
will come when their arm will -be

few mstrong and they can defend themselves,

but not now. Alas, for some of the
cadhboys and the messenger boys and
the boys that sweep the store! Alas,
for some of them! Now. you capitalist,
you, the head man of the firm, must
look', supervise, see those all around
yon. Investigate all beneath you.

And then | charge yon not to pot un-
necessary temptation in the way of
your young men. Do not keep large
sums of money lying around unguard-
ed. Know how mneb money there Is
in the tlu. Do not have the account
books loosely kept There are tempta-
tions inevitable to yotmg mot

enough; of them, without yous putting
any unnecessary temptations 1h their
way. Men in Wall street having 30
years of reputation for honesty .have
dropped into Sing Sing and' perdition,
and you must be careful how yon try a
lad of 15. And if he do wrong do not
pounce on him like a hyena. If he
prove himself unworthy of your confi-
dence, do not? call in the police, but
take him home. Tell why you dismiss-
ed him to those who will give him an-
other chance. Many a young man has
done wrong once who will never do
wrong again. Ah, my friends, | think
we can afford to give everybody anoth-
er chance when God knows we should
all have been in perdition If he had not
given us TO,000 chances.

Then, if in moving around your fac-
tory or mill or barn or store you are
inexorable tfltb young men, God will
remember It. Some day the wheel of
fortune will turn, aud you will be a
pauper, and your daughter will go to
the workhouse, and your son will die
on the scaffold. If in moving among
your young men you see one with an
ominous pallor of cheek .or you hear
him coughing behind the counter, say
to him, “Stay at home a day or two
and rest or go out and breathe the
breath of the hills.” If his mother die,
do not demand that on the day after
the funeral he be in the store. Give
him at least a week to get over that
which he will never get over. t

Set * Good Example.

Employers, urge upon your employ-
ees, above all, a religious life. So far
from that, how is it, young men? In-

stead of being cheered on the road to
heaven some of you are caricatured,
and it Is a hard thing for you to keep
your Christian Integrity in that store
or factory whe”e there are so many
hostile to religion. Ziethen, a grave
general under Frederick- the Great,
was a Christian.: Frederick the Great
was a skeptic. One day Ziethen, the
venerable, white haired general, asked
to be excused from military duty that
he might attend the holy sacrament.
He was excused. A few days after
mZiethen was dining with the king and
with many notables of Prussia, when-
Frederick the Great in a jocqse way
said, “Well, Ziethen, how did that sac-
rament of last Friday digest?” The
venerable old warrior arose and said:
“For your majesty | have risked my
life many a time on the battlefield, and
for your majesty I would be willing
any time to die; but you do"wrong
when yon'insult the Christian religion.
You will forgive me If I, your old mil-
itary servant, cannot bear in silence
any insult to my Lord and my Sav-
iour.” Frederick the Great leaped to
his feet, and he put out his hand, and
he said: “Happy Ziethen! Forgive me,
forgive mo!"

Ob, there are many being scoffed at
for their religion, aud | timnk God
there ate many men "as brave as
Zkjtfien! Go to heaven yourself,* "0 em-
ployer! . Take all your people with you.
Soon you will be through buying and
selling, and through with manufactur-
ing aud building, and Godi* will ask
you: “Where are all those people over
whom you had so great influence? Are
they here? Will they be here?” O
shipowners, into what harbor will
your crew sail? Oh. you merchant
grocers, are those young men that un-
der your care are providing food for
the bodies mu) families of men to go
starved forever?- Ob, you manufac-
turers, with so many wheels flying and
so many bands pulling and so many
new patterns turned out arid so many
j;oods shipped, are the spinners, are
the cari”n, are’the draymen, are the
salesmen, are the watchers of your es-
tablishments working out everything
but their-own salvation? Can It be
that having those people under yoiir
care 5, 10, 20 years, you have madd no
everlasting impression for good on
their immortal souls? God turn us all
back from such selfishness and teach
us to live for others and not for our-

selves. Christ sets us the example of
sacrifice, and so do many of hla dis-
ciples.

The Rich* Spirit.

One summer in California a gentle-
man who had just removed from the
Sandwich Islands told me this Inci-
dent: You know that one of the Sand-
wich Islands Is devoted to lepers. Peo-
ple getting sick of the leprosy on the
other Islands are sent to Jthe isle of
lepers. They never come off. They
are in different stages of disease, but
all who die on that island die of lep-
rosy.

On one of the Islands there was a
physician who always wore his hand
gloved, and it was often discussed why
be always had a glove on that hand
under all circumstances. One day he
came to the authorities, and he with-
drew his glove, and be said to the offi-
cers of the law: "You see on that hand
a spot of the leprosy and that | am
doomed to die. | might bide this fora
little while and keep away from the
Isle of lepers, but I am h physician,
and | can go on that island and admin-
ister to the sufferings of those who are
further gone In the disease, and |
should like to go now. It would be
selfish in me to stay amid these luxu-
rious surroundings when I might be of
so much help to the wretched. Send
me to the isle of the lepers.” They,
seeing the spot of leprosy, of course
took the man into custody. He bade
farewell to his family and his friends.
It was an agonizing farewell. He
could never see them again. He was
taken to the isle of the lepers and there
wrought among the sick until prostrat-
ed by his own death, which at last
came. Oh. that was magnificent keif
denial, magnificent sacrifice, only sur-
passed by that of him who Exiled him-
self from the health of heaven to this
leprous Island pf a world that he might
physician our wounds and weep otir
griefs and die onr deaths, turning the
Isle of a leprous world into a great
blooming, glorious garden. W hether’
employer or employee, let us catch that
spirit.

The fact that the Supreme Court has
affirmed the constitutionality of the in-
heritance tax is a great surprise to
many learned lawyers, who expected a
decision similar to that in the income-
tax case. They reasoned on the theory
that if itis unlawful for the federal
government to impose adirect tax upon
a man's property when he is living, it
should be equally unlaw ful tof impose a

tax when he is dead. The court, how-
ever. makes the . distinction very
clear.

Both Secretary Root and (ieneral
Corbin, in a report sent to the chair-
man S)Ef the House Committtee on
M ilitary;Affairs, defend the army can-
teen. For hygienic reasons. Gen. Cor
bin says, the War Department has not
encouraged the establishment of can
teens for the selling of beerin Cuba,
although the advisability of this course
isdoubted, as the men run in debt at
shops ajid cafes and drink vile liquors

which often throw them into convul-
sions.

The fiscal year 1900 continues to
break all records in the matter of ex-
portations; April is an example of
this fact. The total exports in April,
as just announced by the Treasury
Bureau of Statistics, are $118,926,1507,

which is $20,000,000 more than in any
preceding year, $30,000,000 more than
in .April of last year and double that of
April 1893. Never before has April,
which is usually a light export month,
reached the $100,000,000 mark in its ex-
ports. Every branch of industry lends
its aid to this increase.

The State Department takes issue
with the steamship companies in their
complaints of an unexpected falling off
in patronage during the past month.
The pass-port division of the Depart-
ment, which furnishes a fair indication
of the number of people going abroad,
is rusljfid-tp death. Many of those se-
curing pass-ports may intend delaying
their visits until later in the summer,
but it is believed that more persons
have left this country for foreign parts
in the last three months than ever be
fore. The present month has been the
heaviest in the history of the office.

Owing to the fact that many pack-
ages that pass through the postoffice
are marked falsely as to their contents,
postoffice authorities have decided to
examine all suspected packages this
year with a view of determining the
proper postage thereon. In many
cases packages are marked “no writ
mg" and contain letters and photo-
graphs, with, articles of merchandise
placed inside. The government has
hitherto been defrauded out of hun-
dreds of dollars. Now and then, too;
notes are enclosed in newespapers.
This isa very dangerous thing to do,
and very foolish, as it risks imprison-
ment to save a single penny in postage.

There are a good many applications
being made for posts as carriers for the
rural mail delivery by men who
have no clear idea of the qualifications
required. All earners must be able to
read and write, be energetic, furnish a
horse and buggy and be willing to
travel twenty miles or more earti day,
rain or shine, give bond to the amount
of $500;and be satisfied to receive in
return a salary of about $500 a year.
The department is paying carriers-at
present on the average of$400 a year,
but; within the next thirty days will
raise the maximum to $500. Appoint-
ments are made almost invariably upon
the recommendation of Congressmen,
without regard to his politics.

James Jeffrey Roach writing from
Potto Rico tells of the carious system
of the petty shop-keepers who charge
more in proportion for a large than for
a small quantity of any article. Thus
the price of a cigar is 10 centavos, but
if you want half a dozen it is not60.
but 75 centavos. This method of do-
ing business recalls the story of an old
storekeeper down on Cape Cod, who
gave up keeping Muggins soap. “I
used to keep it some while ago," said
he, “bat folks got to running on it, an”’
kep’acomin’in every day or two an’
askin' fer it,an’ | had to keep a sendin”

It
follows the same general lines as the
report favoring aconstitutional amend-
mentexcept tb show- that the present
legislation goes to the limit of the
powers of Congress, whereas a consti-
tutional amendment would give Con-
gress new and rnubh needed powers tq
cope with the various forms of trusts.
Until this enlarged constitutional pow-
er is given, the report states that Con-
gress can merely strengthen the Sher-
man act, not by attempting to repress,
control, or define trusts, but by declar-
ing them illegal for the purpose of in-
terstate and foreign commerce. -

The Committeelon War Claims to
which was recoriimitted the bill to
carry into effect the stipulations of the

treaty with Spain has again reported it, |

amended in accordance with instruct-
ions so as to confer jurisdiction upon
the Court of Claims to receive, examine
and adjudicate all claims of citizens of
the United States against Spain, which
ihe United States agree to adjudicate
and settle by the seventh article of the
treaty of peace concluded between the
United States and >Spain. There have
been filed in jthe State Department
claims of citizens bf the United States
arising since the beginning of the late
insurrection in Cuba, and prior to the
ratifications of the treaty of peace be
tween the United States and Spain, to
the number of 251, and amounting in
the aggregate of $32,923,156.

THE NEW TROLLY 'LINE

Joint Meeting ofthe Township Board and
Village Council Monday
Evening

A joint meeting of the township
board and village council was held
Monday night to discuss the matter of
granting a franchise to the Detroit,
Plymouth & Ann Arbor railroad com-
pany, yet to be organized. Messrs.
Muirand Kinsella were present, and
they had drawn up such a franchise as
they wanted passed. The contract be-
tween the railroad and township board
was read first by Clerk Tafft. The
board did notconsider itat all, but had
read one draw'n up by themselves
which after stating the route ito be
used and the ordinary provisions in re-
gard to the highway and bridges, and
rates of fare, also provided that lights
should be placed at all road crossings.
Profiting by the experience had with
the D., P. &-N., the board also inserted
a clause that acertified check for 85,000
should be deposited in a local bank by
the company to guarantee the faithful
performance of the work of construct-

ing and to leaving the highway in at
least as good a condition as before. To
this provision the promoters demurred

strenuously, Mr. Kinsella threatening
that the road would be run two miles
south and not touch Plymouth at all,
and Mr. Muir objecting to tying up
that much money. President Stark-
weather, Supervisor Hoyt and Justice
Vroman made some plain statements
to the gentlemen, saying there would
be no use arguing thek point and no
franchise would be granted by either
board unless the check feature was re-
tained. SupervisorHoytindicated that
85,000 would not be insisted upon, and
the sum was finally split in two, agree-
ably to both parties. Thetime for con-
stnbction of the new' road was limited
to one year from date, Mr. Muir further
stating that Plymouth w'as the last
township to givethe rightof wayandthe
company was ready to organize and
begin the work of construction at once
The franchise given by the board only
becomes operative when the check is
deposited, and this igay be done any
time before.the line reaches the town-
ship limits.

The village franchise as prepared
was read by Clerk Baker, and without
discussion was referred to the commit-'
tee on ordinances, to reportat a future
meeting. As the council has had one
experience, they will undoubtedly en-
deavor to make the contract as binding
as possible, not forgetting the check
feature. When it was afterwards ex-
plained to Mr. Muir of the trouble had
with the D., P. & N. and the state in
which their road-bed through the vil-
lage had been left, hegaid.he did not
blame the people fc~/beirfg cautious
and insisting upon rigdrous terms. It
would therefore seem now'that the new’
road is a certainty.

Messrs. Starkweather and Hill went
toDetroit Tuesday for information and
advice to compel the street car people
to fix up their tracks in the vil-
lage. There isno doubt that the com-
pany has violated the terms of its con-
tract with the vjllage. Thatbeing true
they are trespassers on our streets.
Give them notice that their tracks will
be tom up if they are not put in proper
condition, and if not complied with,
tear them up. The council has already
spent nearly 8200 in trying to have the

company live up to its contract. A
little summary action will bring them
to time. They do not fear lawsuits.

If they have any cause for grievance
let the village become defendant in-
stead of complainant. It’s cheaper.
That’s our view of the matter.

SOAPING GEYSERS. i1

Remarkable Result* of Tossing Soap
Into tbe Hot Fountains.

A .lecturer on the Yellowstone park
this season is showing a picture of one
©f>the hot springs in the park which
has a perfectly placid surface. The
next photograph is of the same water
surface taken a minute after soap is
thrown into the pool, which 'then
sembles a basin filled with violently
boiling soapsuds. ; All tourists in tbe
Yellowstone region are familiar with
the remarkable results of throwing
soap Into the hot! springs or geysers.
In the early days of,touring in that
wonderland the visitors got into the
habit of soaping tlie geysers to make
them spout. ;aud the park authorities
finally forbade the practice because
some of them seemed to have been per-
manently injured’by such treatment.

The lecturer also shows a picture of
the hot spring where the remarkable
effect of soap was first discovered.
There is still displayed at this spring
Jhe.sign of the Chinese lauudryman in
the upper Geyser basin who in the
summer of 1885 astonished himselfand
the rest of the world with this unex-
pected phenomenon. Here he had es-
tablished his laundry, using the hot
water from the spring that was ready
to his hand. One day he poured a lot
of water he had used, in which was a
liberal admixture of laundry soap,
back into the spring, when there was
suddenly an eruption of the waters
that not only astonished but also in-
jured him, for lie was thoroughly
drenched by tlie hot water thrown out
on the bank.

A little later oue of our geologists,
Mr. Arnold Hague, investigated this
strange pheuonienou. By a series of
experiments he found that some of the
geysers aud hot springs were much
more susceptible than others to the
soap treatment. Many of the springs
and geysers were quiet even when the
surface temperature of the water was
above the boiling point. Any disturb-
ance. therefore, was likely to cause the
ebullition to begin, as the water was in
a state of unstable equilibrium,
soap or concentrated lye were added, a
viscous fluid was produced which
seemed to cause the retention of
steam, and in the case of superheated
waters explosive liberation must -fol-
low. 1

In 1S01 Mr. Henry M. Cadell. an Eng-
lish geologist, visited tlu* Yellowstone
park and gave sofiie attention to tlie
soaping of geysers. He reported that
the famous OIld Faithful geyser seem-
ed to be proof against such undignified
treatment, but some of its more fitful
and fickle 'brethren, whoso eruptions
occurred at uncertain intervals, pay
more heed to the artful dodge to set
them in action. Among these is the
Beehive, which has no fixed period,
but is susceptible to the action of soap.

In a paper read by Mr. Hague a few
years ago he said that geyser eruptions
produced by soap or alkali appear- to
demand two conditions—first, the sur-
face reservoir should hold but a small
amount of water, exposing only a lim-
ited area to the atmosphere; second,
the water must stand at or about the
boiling point of water.—New York Sun.
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W here the Valley Was a Hill Is.

A tremendous “upheaval, accompa-
nied by wonderful changes, occurred
in the Mount Baker district recently.
W hat had once been a valley and the
bed of a river is now a hill 70 feet high.
The noise of the upheaval was heard
at Hamilton, ten miles.away. A report
of the occurrence was brought to Seat-
tle by D. P. Simons, Jr.

Simons says the noise of the upheav-
al sounded like heavy thunder. He and
his party, who were examining timber
lands, journeyed in the direction from
which the sound came and were aston-
ished to see a huge mound of earth,
nearly a quarter of a mile square,
where formerly there had been a val-
ley. In-places the mouncF was 70 feet
high. The Nooksacbk river had been
turned from Its course and ran around
one side of a hilL Nearly Ib:tbe center
of this high bank of earth was a large
lake. A forest had formerly occupied
the ground, and trees which had es-
caped destruction rose above the wa-
ter. There were cracks here and there
In the mound large enough to engulf a
horse and wagon. There was a smell
of sulphur in the air, and It Is Mr. Si-
mon’s Impression that the disturbance
was caused by gases underneath the
mountain.

William Hadley, a trapper whose
wrecked, cabin now stands in the cen-
ter of the huge nponnd. was absent at
the time of the upheaval and thus es-
caped death. His cabin was split In
two.—Seattle (Wash.) Letter in Chica-
go Record.

A Jeweler’s Guarantee In the TfaM
of Artaxerxes I.

A recent -article In Ainslee’s Maga-
zine describes the University of Penn*
sylvania’s excavations at Nippur. The
article reads'in part:

“The mounds which are being exca-
vated at Nippur cover severafdistinct
cities, each one apparently having been
founded on the ruins of the city which
preceded It. It would seem that when
a temple had crumbled away a new
dynasty would level the ruins by build-
ing a platform over them. On this the
new temple would be built. Five or
more such platforms have been discov-
ered In Nippur, and each one repre-
sents an interval of centuries. Each
city in a manner became the cellar of
Its successor, and one can imagine in
the millenniums .that passed some in-
habitant discovering a strange pas-
sageway beneath his house winding
down to wonderful caverns. Yet the
platforms seem to have kept the pe-
riods quite separate. Of course those
objects which are comparatively recent
were found not far below the surface
of the mounds. Such, for Instance,
were the business records of the firm
of Murashu Sons of Nippur, a concern
which thrived in the time of Artaxerx-
es |, 464 years before Christ. These
tablets are In a sense the oldest book-
keeping records in the world. Profess-
or Hilprecht, in telling how he found
them, says:

“ ‘W hile exploring the central part of
the northwestern ridge of the ruins of
Nippur we discovered a room, 5.5 by
2.75 meters wide, about six meters be-
low the surface. Its celling had col-
lapsed long ago. Its side walls for the
greater part were In ruins, and the
clay floor was covered with earth and
rubbish from above. A gangof trained
Affej workmen was ordered to remove
the debris that filled the room when
suddenly they noticed numerous clay
tablets lying upon the floor. A few
hours later the whole room had been
carefully searched and cleaned. Seven
hundred and thirty tablets ~rere gath-
ered and safely stored in the eastle of
our fortified camp.

“ ‘After a critical examination of the
building itself and of the condition, po-
sition and contents found therein it be-
came evident that tlie excavated room
had been once used ns a business ar-
chive of the apparently wealthy and in-
fluential firm of Murashu Sons of Nip-
pur, who lived in the time of Artaxerx-
es | and Darius Il. in whose reigns the
documents arc dated.’

“"These tablets arc mortgages, notes,
legal contracts and .agreements of all
kinds, and to read them as they have
been translated by Professor Hilprecht
one would almost believe them to be
the work of a modern notary. Perhaps
the most remarkable record is the first
one translated. It is a guarantee that
an emerald sot in a gold ring will not
fall out for 2i> years. It reads ~fol-
lows:

" ‘Bel-ad-iddina and Belshuna, sons
of Bel and Matin of Buzuzu, spoke un-
to Bel-nadiu-shultra, son of Murashu,
thus: As concerns’the gold ring set
with an emerald, we guarantee that for
20 years the emerald will not. fall out
of the gold ring. If the emerald should
fall out of the gold ring before the end
of 20 years, Bel-ad-iddina, Belshuna
and Hatin shall pay unto Bel-nadin-
shumu an indemnity of 10 mana of sli-
ver.’

“This is a sample of the remarkable
documents found in the archive room,
which in our day would have been a
vault or an Iron safe. Murashu Sons
must have carried on an extensive
business, which lasted over 50 years,
during which time they acted as agents
for the wealthy Persians who fdid not
care to attend in person to their-large
estates in the hot and inalarioup Baby-
lonian country, but leased their fields
and other property to the firm and liv-
ed from their revenues in the cities,
with their manifold luxuries and at-
tractions.  All this Is quite evident
from the many contracts, leases, bills
of sale of land, orchards, slaves, oxen,
etc., taken from the debris of that an-
cient room.”

The Guide .Was There.

“Man’s extremityJs often surely God’s
opportunity.” Some men were to
climb a high mountain In Norway. A
guide had been hired at great expense
who was to call them in tbe morning.
Atthe appointed hour they were awak-
ened, but by a boy of only 10 years.
The tourists remonstrated and said
they had been cheated, for surely this
boy could not guide them. Bui the boy
coyld not understand and simply point-
ed to the mountain.

So in disappointment they started,
hoping in some way to get their money
back. The boy led them for about two
miles, when they came-to the foot of
the mountain, and there was the guide
with all the appliances for climbing.
He would not waste his strength In
taking them along the comparatively
safe path from the hotel. But be was
ready to aid when the dangers were to
be met So often God does not reveal
himself till our time of need.

WINDOW CLEANING.

A Scientific Method That Has*a Vmry
~.Convincing Sound.
The windows are to the house what

the eyes; are to the soul. Either may
reveal much or little.. All depends
on their brightness, their ability to

transmit light—in the one case phys-
ical, iu jflie other case metaphysical.
Nothing: is more painful than to find
oneself gazing throiigh glass that ob-
scures half the -light available, and
nothing so detracts either from the
interior or exterior appearance of a res-
idence, whatever its pretensions, as
dull looking windows.

It is important to recollect also that
the best effects in window cleaning
are not always obtained by those who
work hardest or longest at the task.
Often, with plenty of will, the window
cleaner may fail through lack of right
direction. This particularly applies
where the effort is being expended
over old window panes.

Glass can never be rubbed even in
the slightest degree without becoming
womi down in a ratio proportionate
to the amount of -energy expended
over the operation and the nature
of the cleansing medium employed.
Thus, if very clean leathers ami water
alone arc used, the wear will bd so
trifling ns not to bo palpable iu a hun-
dred years. If. however, grimy dusters
are used, the dirt imbedded iu them
will rubi down and scratch the glass in
no time. Those who know anything
about photography will materially ap-
preciate this because the delicate glass
lenses necessary to that science are
ground - to the desired curves aijd
shapes by a method not very dlssimi-
ar’ c l-m oW}
It is obvious that the ijclor scientific
the means adopted for cleaning glass
windows the better and brighter will
be the effect, for worn glass can never
be satisfactory, for the scratches will
hold the dirt.
