PLYMOUTH, MICH.,

Here is some political fact and spec-
ulation of timely interest: The total
vote in the electoral college will be the
same this year as it was in 1896, when
McKinley- received 271 electoral votes
and Bryan 176. These states, whose
electoral votes were given to McKinley,
Delaware, Indiana, Kentucky, Mary-
land and West yit'ginia, are said to be
more likely to favor than to be against
Bryan this year. But if these five
states should give Bryan their electoral
votes and he should lose none of the
states that he carried in 1896 he would
have only 200 electoral votes, the Re-
publican leaders say, against 22-7 for
McKinley. The Republicans expect to
get the 1vote given for Bryan in Cali-
fornia and the 1vote for him in Ken
tucky, besides the 10 of Kansas, the 8
of Nebraska, the § of South Dakota,
and the 4 of Washington, 28 in all. If
Bryan should get the 44 votes of Dela-
ware, Indiana, Kentucky, Maryland
and West Virginia, he would have a
net gain of only 13'votes.

The first session of the flfty-thfrd
congress closed Thursday. Itwas been
a very busy congress. We refer briefly
to some of its accomplishments. The
new territorial possessions have receiv-
ed much attention and forms of -gov-
emment have been given to Porto Rico
and Hawaii. Important changes jjjave*
been made in the laws regarding the
finances. The declaration of the gold
standard was made specific. The Ni-
caragua bill has passed the house and
been put on the senate calendar for
Dec. 10. Anti-trust legislation has
been advanced. The Pacific cable
measure has passed the senate. Rob-
erts of Utah, Quay of Pennsylvania
and Clark of Montana, have been given
to understand that there is dignity and
honesty in congress. The total appro-
priations for the session are about
seven hundred .million dollars. The
Pago Pago harbor treaty has been rati-
fied. The general pension laws have
been materially changed in accordance
with the wishes of the G. A. R. The
free homes act has become a law, open-
ing to free homestead entry many mil-
lions of acres. The naval appropria-
tion bill adds two battleships, three ar-
mors and three protected cruisers and
five submarine boats to the naval
strength.

G. A. R. Mac-
cabees and scores of other secret or-
ganizations. labor unions, letter car-
riers, city officials and citisens general-
ly. Admiral Dewey headed the parade,
accompanied by Mayor Perry, and they
went as far as the reviewing stand.
Where the admiral took possession and
reviewed the great demonstration,
which was over two hours in passing.
He showed the same marked respect
for the colors und for children, and es-
pecially for telarge turnout of veterans
from the Michigan Soldiers’ Home, un-
der command of Col. Judd. There were
at least 100,000 people upon the streets,
the factories and schools being dosed
and the day turned into a general holi-
day.

REVOLUTION IN COLOMBIA.
Thereda Mneta Conflict no to the Stn-
. tn* Thereof.

Washington, June 13.—Although
there is muchtconflict as to the status
of the revolution in Colombia, all ad-
vices agree that armies aggregating
25.000 or 30,000 men have been facing
each other with sanguinary results.
The Colombian charge here. Dr. Lul3
Cuervo-Marquex, says that the official
Information coming from the Colom-
bian capital showed that the revolu-
tionists had been forced back to the
Venezuelan frontier, and that con-
trary advices received by the navy de-
partment have referred to the local
conditions arbund Panama, unconnect*
ed with the main theater of war. He
says the government has an army of
70.000 men at various points, and that
the main body of about 15.000 men has
borne the brunt of recent engagements.
They are armed with Mauser rifles,
with Remington smokeless powder, and
have Maxim rapid fire guns and
heavier field guns of the Creusot make.
The revolutionists also have Mausers
and Maxims. The revolutionists also
have a gunboat and another vessel used
for transportation and fighting pur-
poses- The government has four gun-
boats. three on the Atlantic and one on
the Pacific side.

The Weather Condition* Favorable
the Pa*t Week.

oats are generaHy in fine condition,
while meadows have advanced so rap-
idly that a good bay crop is about as-
sured. Cord has germinated nicely and
has made a fcood stand; in most coun-
ties it has been cultivated although
that work lias been somewhat delayed
by showery weather; early potatoes
are being cultivated and late potato
planting is nearing completion. Re-
ports regarding sugar beets are very
encouraging; the seeding has germi-
nated nicely and the work of thinning
and cultivation has made good prog-
ress. Bean planting has been the prin-
cipal work of the week and a large
acres has been planted.

There is some complaint of cut
worms In corn aud of potato bugs, blit
the complaints are not general; tent
caterpillars are doing considerable
damage In orchards. Reports continue
to say that cherries aud plums have
not set well. Apple, pear and peach
prospects continue very good. Straw-
berries are ripening as far north as the
upper peninsula and an abundant crop
is being gathered.”

THE PHILIPPINE COMMISSION WITH
SUGGESTIONS. 3

TRAINING OF NATIVES NECESSARY
TO GOOD GOVERNMENT.

TWO HUNDRE®© FILIPINOS KILLED
IN LAST WEEK'S SCOUTING.

Manila, June 12—Judge W. H. Taft
and his colleagues of the Philippine
civil commission were beset during
their first week, in Manila by a multi-
tude of callers of all nationalities, pro-
fessions and interests, who presented a
bewildering assortment of rer-ominen
darions touching- military aud civil pol-
icies. The commissioners-maintained
the attitude of unprejudiced listeners.

They admit that- while they antici-
pated an enormous taak, the complexity
and .ifficulty of the problems and con-
ditions are well nigh staggering. They
are determined, however, with tlie co-
operation of the army in pacifying as
well as iu fighting, to make the Philip-
pines a peaceful and honestly governed
country before departirg.

They find Geu. MacArthur adminis-
tering affairs in a way that is univer-
sally popular. The Filipino party, em-
bracing prominent insurrectionists who
accepted American rule through force
of circumstances, is already making
overtures for the discussion of a
scheme of permanent government,
practically reviving the old proposition
of autonomy under an Americau pro-
tectorate.

One of the foremost questions is how
and from what materials to organize a
civil force with which gradually to su-
persede the army as a governing ma-
chine. Spain’s auxiliary, the church, is
necessarily barred from consideration.
American experience with the natives
discourages the hope of honest govern-
ment through them until a generation
or more of training shall have eradi-
cated the results of Spain’s tutelage. A
large proportion of the provincial offi-
cials already Installed haTe proven
treacheroiK, while the native police
and officials here in Manila are living
on a scale of luxury suspiciously Jdls-
proportionate to their salaries. Charges
against native Judges of falling to ac-
count for thousands of dollars received
in fine-s are under investigation.

At present the governmental alter-
natives are the army on one hand and
anarchy on the other. Otis’ plan of
municipal government is being inaugur-
ated In the principal towns of central
Luzon and in parts, of the Visayas but
the Filipinos persist In thinking that
the question whether the United States
will retain the Philippines Is still open
and some local leaders ask that muni-
cipal elections be postponed until after
the presidential election. Many i>eople
abject to taking the oath of allegiance
to the United States government which
is the first qualification for voting for
municipal candidates.

As a result of la”t week’s scontin?
more than 200 Filipinos were killed and
UJO captured.- while 140 rifles, with am -
munition and stores, were secured.

Hogs are not stupid, the proverb and
the popular mind to the contrary not-
withstanding, says the Washington
Post. In herds they are tremendously
gregarious. They feed and range and
sleep In gangs. Their leaf beds are
heaped together as soon as frost falls.
The older animals begin the heaping,
and the pigs quickly fall In line. At
first the mound is moderate, but when
cold or snow threatens It grows as if
by magic. Not only leaves, but low,
busby brush and strawy sedge are
gnawed off and carried in great mouth-
fuls to re-enforce the bed. If 20 hogs
are to sleep iu it. it will be breast high
to a man before the .accumulation
ceases. Then as soon as feeding is
over the hogs make a dash for It, bur-
row under and bury themselves, head
and ears, in Its depths. They lie cross
and pile—any fashion, indeed, which
briugs them as close together as possi-
ble. As the cold strengthens In the
night those upon the outer edges push
themselves under and between their
sleeping mates, thus rousiqg them to
squeal discontent.

A suckling sow makes her own bed
and fights away from it everything ex-
cept her pigs. She heaps It conically,
gets upon top, works herself half way
down In it, then whirls around and
around until she has hollowed for her-
self and her piggies a snug nest After
she lies down in it with her piga strung
along her side she rises upon her fore
legs and with her snout flirts the bed
stuff all over her litter. Upon a bitter
day the pigs do not leave the bed.
Hojgs qf every sort indeed lie asleep
through the cold unless driven out by
hunger.

Hogs learn quickly to,discriminate.
They will set up a prodigious squeal-
ing when hungry at sight of their
habitual feeder, yet pay no attention

WTRK COVERED HOG TROUGH,
whatever to any other person. They
also learn their own calls as distin-
guished from those of other animals.
Up in the region of mountains aad
moonshine whisky hogs are called with
long wooden trumpets, whose sound la
like that of a hunting horn, but more
I»werful and carrying farther. Reve-
nue vigilance is of course the horn’s
reason of being—its blasts do -not
awaken suspicion as would tho usual
calling. The hogs ranging miles of
mountainside come when' they hear
the trumpet a little before daylight
for their beloved swill, but cannot be
tooled by blasts of any other horn:

Similarly once upon a time three
pet pigs were trained to come for their
morning musb and milk at the sound
of Dixie most vigorou&ly 6ung. They
never failed to hear and heed, even
though half a mile off, yet paid no at-

And still another learned to regulate
feeding by the sound of the big farm
bell and cam* grunting and galloping
to the trough whenever be heard its
clamor.

While a fat pig te about the Hwftigt
and the clumsiest of created things one
lean and hungry is among the moat
active in mind and body. A fearless
forager, the fence that turns him has
to be almost buUet and bomb proof.
He learns to climb post and rail as a
dog climbs, te throw down snake rail
after the manner of broachy cattle, to
evade barbed wire os shrewdly aa a
politician evades the fulfillment ef a
promise and to worm bis way through
everything in a manner to Justify tke
angry farmer who said, “I don’t know
about a camel going through the eye
ef a needle, but If ft was a beg Pd bet
en his doing It every time.”

Horses* Coat*. -

Nature provides the horse witha fins
and comparatively short coat for sum-
mer wear and a coarser and longer one
for winter,uso, says the London Live
Stock Journal. The animal sheds ths
former covering during the autumn
and the latter during the spring. The
hairs of the forelock, mane and tftfl
and -the long hairs about the muzzle
and eyes are not shed. Good grooming
and the use of warm clothing greatly
tend to -reduce the difference between
the summer coat and the winter coat.
If while the coat is being .changed Jn
the spring the brush or other, means be
employed to hasten the process, the
roots of the hair will become.prema-
turely exposed to the action- of the air
and consequently will become stimu-
lated, with the result that coarser hair
will be formed than would have been
the case had the winter coat been al-
lowed to remain on for Its usual pe-
riod. Hence the summer coat would
be rougher than it- would, otherwise
have been, and its appearance may be
more or less spoiled. Té prevent,
therefore, any loss of good looks In the
summer coat ef their animus grooms
who have to study appearances, like
those in charge of fashionable carriage
hones In the London season; ore gen- .
erelly careful to avoid brushing or
hand robbing the coat whilaHItla fcatog

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The Secretary of Agriculture has
learned that the thousands of cayeuse
ponies anilpally killed in the north-
west and shipped abroad, are sold in
Sweden as reindeer. As is well known
in the west, the cayeuse pony isan
animal weighing about TOOpounds and
lives almostexclusively on grass. Many
of them never did a day's work, and it
is said their meat is of a delicate flavor.
Considerable damage is done to the
grazing lands of tlve west by these
horses, and frequently it becomes neces-
sary to shoot them for the sole purpose
of getting rid of them. Lately, how-
ever, a new industry has sprung up,
and at Portland these horses command
about 35 each wtten sold in lots of 100
or more.

Congress has always, got through a
good deal of work In its closing hours
The most striking feature of the ses
sion has been the enormoustotal of the
expenditures, which were over 8709,-
000,000, and exceeded those of the
fiscal.year 1898by nearly 8180700,000. It
is estimated that over 8131,000,000 of
this amount are due to the war with
Spain. After this has been deducted
and similar estimated expenditures for
the same purpose in the last three
years have also been deducted, itap-
pears that the ordinary civil expendi-
tures of the Government still break all
records exceeding those of 1900 by
about 824,000,000; those of 1899 by
about 846,000,000 and those of 1898 bv
about 850,000,000.

Senator Hanna h”s announced that
the Nicaraguan canil bill will be cal-
led up for consideration on December
10, next. During ,the suinmer, the
administration wilj- hold the Canal
Commission closely jto its work, insist-
ing on a full report not later than De-
cember 1. In the meantime,our minis-
ter to Nicaragua acid Costa Rica, will
be instructed to jmake provisional
treaties with those! republics, defining
the terms upon which we can pro-
cure the necessary concessions. Ar-
rangements of a corresponding tenta-
tive sort will be made with the Panama
company. These treaties and provi-
sional compacts will* be sent, to the
Senate at the same jtime with the sub-
mission of the commission’s report,
and the whole matter will then be in
the hands of Congress.

Gen. Wheeler has been created a
brigadier in the regular army, thus re-
suming the post he |surrendered at the
beginning of the cijvil war. He is the
first confederate soldier to receive such
an appointment. The (dashing little
cavalry leader has had this inhis mind's
eye since the beginning of the Spanish
War, and the appointment is immense-
ly popular in Congress, and particularly
among thfc confederate veterans here
in Washington. :Gen. Wheeler, of
course, will soon retire on three fourths
of the pay of a Brigadier General, so
that his appointment gives the Presi-
dent an excellent opportunity to heal
the last scars of the Civil War while
at the same time np injustice isdone
to the officers in theregulararmy The
President also wishes to appoint Gen-
erals Lee and Wilson to similar offices,
butcannot do so because they are over
the age for retirement.

The April Summary of Com-
merce and Finance, which has been
issued by the Treasury Bureau of Stat-
istics, shows that in the ten months
ending with April, our importsof tropi-
cal products have been over 3300,000,-
000 in value, thus averaging fully a
million dollars a day and indicating
that for the full yeir they will reach
8365Y000,000. India rubber, fibers, raw
silk, cotton,gums cabinetwoods, indigo,
ivory, dyewoods and certain lines of
chemicals make up the share of this
vast sum which the manufactured
alone take and require in constantly
increasing quantities.

A man. aged 29 years, was admitted
to -the hospital. He said that two
wetks previously, while he was in a
despondent state, he had endeavored to
swallow his suspenders and had suc-
ceeded in getting down certain por-
tions, but how much he had swallowed
he could,not tell. He did not complain
of pain, but rather of discomfort un-
der the breast while eating. The food
at times passed easily into the stom-
ach. At other times it was regurgitat-
ed immediately. Nothing qould be seen
in the throat. With a probe some o=
struction was felt.

A skiagram Showed a suspender
buckle at the middle of the chest and
possibly another higher up. As the
chief danger in esophageal impaction
Is from ulceration into the great ves-
sels, especially when the foreign body
has sharp edges, and as fatal erosion
usually takes place in two weeks or
less, it was concluded that if there
was any erosion it was sufficiently ad-
vanced to make even the most careful
manipulation dangerous. The problem
was hoW to perform extraction with-
out. producing fatal hemorrhage.

The throat was opened, and with a
pair of forceps, a string attached to a
brass ring and then half a suspender
with two buckles and finally a third
buckle were removed. A probang was
passed into the stomach without meet-
ing with further obstruction.

The wound was closed with silk
sutures, and recovery ensued.

TO SECURE! A PARDON.

An Effort Bela* Made lu *!t. Ctemc*?,
far Yoon* Willett.

Mt Clemens, June 12.—There is con
siderable interest manifested In thh
city over the probable action of tht
pardoning board in the case of young
Alfred Willett, who was sentenced t<
Jackson for life by Judge EHdredgf
May i, 1895. Young Willett, who wa*
at that time 16 years old, went out
upon the river with a young womar
who had arrival in the city two dayt
before to act as waitress at one of tht
hotels. The girl was drowned. Tht
lad was tried and conticted though b€
and all his friends stoutly maintained
that the boat was overturned by acci-
dent. Last year certain of the citizens
of the Bath Town interested them
selves in obtaining his release. ai»l in
January of this year the pardoning
board came to this city to Inquire Intc
the merits of the case. Many proml
nent men of the town addressed the
board in his behalf, including the Judge
who sentenced him and the prosecut
ing attorney who conducted the daw:
against him. The petition was signed
by both these gentlemen, eleven of the
jurors and nearly every prominent bus
Inese man of the town. There Is a
strong sentiment here In his favor, and
among the superstitious much stress is
laid on the fact that a man by the
name of Detraw, who was one of the
chief witnesses against Willett and
whom the defense declared at the time
was mentally unbalanced. has since
committed suicide.

‘I he penitentiary is guarded by a de-
tachment of twenty, 'members of the
Porto Rico regiment, and the jail au-
thorities. fearing that the eouvicts had
planned a concerted movement to
break jnil. called In the gua:d. There-
upon the prisoners attempted to rush
the troops. who fired three volleyh at
the wall or in the air. Three of the
Inmates were injured by splinters,
though not seriously. The military
authorities then called out a company
of regulars. This assistance, however,
was not asked for by the civil author-
ities. as the native company had
quelled the disturbance before the reg-
ulars arrived.

In regard to President Steyii t>eing
at Bloemfontein, a dispatch from Mas-
eru. Basutoland, dated Monday. June
H. says President Sfeyn was then at
Yicde. 200 miles from Bloemfontein.

A dispatch from Llchtenburd, dated
June 11. says 00 Johannesburg mount-
ed iK>licemeu, with s Maxim guh. have
surremiered to Gen. Hunter.

A probable explanation of the re-
ports that a British force is moving
through Swaziland comes in a dispatch
from Port Elizabeth, dated June 11,
announcing the return there of the
British cruiser Doris, from Kosi Bay.
whither she had taken a number of
whaleboats, with the object of landing
an armed force presumably of a plan
to penetrate into Swaziland. The
Boers, however, got wind of the expe-
dition and the force was not lauded.

To raise lambs by hand, writes S. H.
Todd, In The National Stockman, select
a coffeepot holding about one gallon.
Take off the ordinary spout and cover
the opening formed securely so that
nothing can leak through. Then fasten
three spouts on near the bottom of the
pot about ly» inches apart. These
spouts should be like tubes, larger at
the bottom and tapering to the top,
which should be large enough to fit a
nipple on nicely. The spouts reach
from the bottom up even with the top
of the pot and should extend out five
Inches from the top. Stay each spoyt
to the pot with a tin brace about three
Inches below the top of the pot. Take
a wire about No. 20 and solder around
the top of daeb spout to hold the nipple
on. A string around the nipple below
the rim will hold it securely. Have the
bail on the top of the pot to carry it by.
Fill; the pot with fresh cow’s milk, Jer-
sey the best, and let the lambs take all
they will. Be sure to let the milk get
out of his stomach before giving him

any more. This will be from four to
five hours. Then feed again ajl the

lambs will eat. We have never lost a
lamb raised In this way. We can raise
them as easily and safely as we can a
calf. The advantages of thls manner?
of feeding are:

First.—Air follows the milk right
down into the pot and makes a contin-
ual flow, and the lamb lias only to
make the motion aud swallow.

Second.—You pour milk from the pail
into the top of the pot.

Third.—The amount of milk holds-
the heat.

Fourth.—You can put the pot into a
kettle of hot water and have the milk
heated in three minutes.

Fifth.—You are feeding three lambs
atone time.

Fed In this way we
have had lambs make 54 pounds at 7
weeks of age. This feeder had much
to do in knocking out the royal win-
“ners of England when we met them in
the show ring.

YesrH”sa aad Older Colta.

Yearlings should always be separated
from older colts, while their food
should be more nutritions, and their re-
quirements will best be met by substi-
tuting clover hay for straw fodder,
says a correspondent of the London
Live Stock Journal. Not only Is the
straw deficient in nutritive substance
for young, delicate flesh and bone
forming purposes, but the older and
stronger colts will invariably drive the
yearlings back. They will never get
forward to cat until the former retire
satisfied, and if there is a sweeter rip
of straw than another it will be care-
fully selected and only the refuse left
Cor the poor handicapped yearling?.
Therefore If all raVroers who go In for
rearing colts will take the trouble to
separate tbhem—the weak from the
strong—they will be amply compensat-

ed for their labor and hnmanjty by the
enhanced improvement of the year-
lings.
