The Chinese
Having Furnished Legations with Pro-
visions—Americaus Hay.1Join with -the
British in March to Pekin

Authorities Reported as

Washington, Aug. 1.—The following
dispatch from Admiral Remey was re-
ceived by the navy department:

“Chefu, July 31.—Bureau of Naviga-
tion, Washington—Taku, July 28—
Japanese military attache, Pekin, letter
July 22 reports legations besiged since
June 13.

“Continually attacked from June 20
until July 17. Attack then ceased and
Chinese soldiers apparently diminish-
ing.

“Sixty Europeans killed.

“Telegram from governor of Shan-
tung addressed to consular body, Che-
fu, says:

“Imperial edict states that various
ministers, except German, are well and
provisions have been supplied.

“Remey, Taku.”

ALL DOUBT DISPELLED.

England Accepts Report o f‘Safety of
Ministers Without Reserve.

London, Aug. 1, 458 a m.—Sir
Claude Macdonald's welcome dispdtch.
dated Pekin, July 21, and received in
cipher, is accepted on all sides as dis-
pelling any doubts that might still have
existed regarding the genuineness of
the dispatch.

Owing to an error in transmission,
the message failed to show the number
of wbunded. David Oliphant alnd War-
ren were two student interpreters.

The message fails to mention the
other legations and other matters of
pressing importance to know, but it
Bhcfald be borne in  mind that- the
British minister'may not be avrare that
all his previous dispatches have been
suppressed. He may be under, the im-
pression that the government is fully
posted regarding all recent- *occur-
rences.

Apart from this dispatch there is
practically no fresh news, although a
special from Tien-tsin asserts that
the British and American forces are
getting ready to advance within 48
hours.

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, chancellor
of the exchequer, explained in-parlia-
ment yesterday that the British gov-
ernment had incurred no financial lia-
bility to Japan for military assistance
In China. The proposed guarantees de-
pended upon Japan’s sending a larger
number|of troops than: she sent and at
an earlier date. The offer was not ac-
cepted by the Japanese government.

Chicago, Afig. 1.—Every mail from
the Orient brings additional fears to
friends of missionaries and other for-
eigners in China. A letter has just
been forwarded from Boston which
was written to friends in that city by
Miss Miranda Croucher, a missionary
of the Woman’ Foreign Missionary-
board at Tientsin. China: The epistle
is dated June 7 and opens in. the fol-

“JLhave just returned from Pekin,and
when there never expected to be alive
to write another letter to any one. The
tales of missionaries flocking here are
.more terrible than | can describe. Thir-
ty Belgian engineers on the Pao-Ting-
Fu railroad were deserted by their
guard and were forded to fight their
way back to tbe city.

The United States has' already indi-
cated its impatience of delay and its
desire tor an immediate forward move-
ment.

It is certain that.an imme-
diate-advance is the American policy,
and that the Americans only await
Gen. Chaffee’s arrival tp begin carrying

patronage with a considerable percent-
age of the factory output But the na-
tive southern customer still calls for a
short high-arched shoe.

Upon his
return from the east Dr. Stanley spent
a week at Windsor, where, he con-
ducted a series of mournful and mov-
ing services in connection with the
anniversary of the prince consort’s
death, and waa the means of affording
much spiritual comfort to the queen.
At that time a friendship was cement-
ed which closed only with death.

Trade with China.

During the year 1898 China import-
ed from all foreign natiohs goods
valued at $146,000,000. During the
same year the exports of. China
amounted to $118,000,000. As an evi-
dence of which nation has the great-
est interest in China so far as trade
and commerce go it mry be stated
that of the total of Chinese imports
Great Britain and its colonies supply
goods to the amount of ,$111,000,000,

while of the exports it buys about
$60,000,000, or more than one-half,
is transacted through the British

Most of the English tradewith China is
is transacted ‘through the British
crown colony of Hongkong, which was
ceded to Great Britain by Chinaln
1841. During the same year the Unit-
ed States imported goods from China
to the value of $13,000,000 and sent
back in return American goods valued
at a little more than $9,000,000.

Ruling Class In China.

The Tartars, who overthrew the na-
tive Chinese dynasty of China in 1644,
are/ the ruling class in China. There
ar™ in the neighborhood of 10,000,000
TaVtars in the empire. The “Chinese
pigtail” dates from thg”Tartar invasion,
when the Tartars forced the Chinese to
grow cues after the Tart; «custom as a
mark of subjection. Thousands of
Chinese were killed fo« refusing to
plait their hair, and even .low the New
China party has as one of its objects
the abolition of the old rule. Thers
are, or were until recently, less than
12,000 foreigners permanently resident
in China-. Of this number 5,000 are
British, 1,600 Americans, and 1,200 Jap-
anese.

A reporton Porto Rican trade dur-
ing the 21 months th;lt the United
States has been in control gives the
total valiie of imports during that peri-
od as §15,905,893; exports as 813,828,275.
Of the latter 63,164,198 worth#f mer-
chandise was adm itted free of duty. Of
the imports into Porto Rico the United
States leads with §6,621,213 and Spain
follows with §3.224,316. The United
States also leads in the. export trade,
having taken 84,225,589 worth of Porto
Rican goods. France was the next
best customer, with §2,990,371.

The Director of the Mint, has been
advised by the United States Minister
to Peru that the latter country has
completed the reform in its monetary
system in view when the free coinage
of silver was suspended in April 1897.
The single gold standard has been a-
dopted and a gold coin issued known
as the libra, or Peruvian pound, being
identical in weight and fineness with
the English pound sterling. The libra
and tfie Silver sol are now received on
equal terms by the banks of the coun-
try and circulate concurrently.

Apropos of the discussionconcerning
the authenticity of.the dispatich from
Minister Conger, it is a fact that sever-
al years ago, a copy of" the State De-
partment cipher code disappeared, and
never: has been discovered. Those code
books are numbered and receipted for
when placed in the. hands of those en-
titled to them. State department offi-
cials decline to discuss the story of the
theft of the code book, but do entera
denial that they everentertained a sus
pieion thatit had fallen into the hands
of the Chinese government.

The receipts of the Government pro-
mise to show a large surplus during
the present fiscal year. There has been
a deficit thus far in July of“82,863,883,
but this is due to the heavy drafts by
disbursing officers, which always occur
in the first month of a fiscal year.

Surgeon Ebert, U< S. A. has sent to
the Surgeon-General of the army a re-
port, giving details of tft" situation ex-
isting at Cape Nome. He says that
within two or three weeks the'popula-
tiori has increased from 2,700Jto 20,000,
with tents and buildings irregularly lo-
catedalong the beAh. The sanitary
conditions were very crude injthe first
place, and with the influx of the new
population have become much worse.

Tabernacle of a Southern Sect
Demolished.

A BIG MXB TAKES A HAND.

One Hnndred and Four People Assist In
the Destraction of the Temple of Wor-
the Sect Do Not

Meet the Approval of the Community

ship— Teachings of

Chattanooga, Tenn., Aug. 1—The
sect of Sanctificationists by its strange,
weird teachings and practices has pro-
duced open rebellion at Shoal Creek,
North Carolina, a iparsely settled re-
gion near the Tennessee boundary.
One hundred and ten of the citizfens of
that community met at this church,
demolished it, and burned it up. The
Rev. Gay Bryant, a Methodist minis-
ter, preached a sermon to the excited
and infuriated crowd while the build-
ing was burning.

About three years ago this doctrine
of sanctification “~jas brought to triis
community, and within a short time
it had a considerable following. Its
adherents erected a church in which to
worship, as the other, denominations
refused them the use ofltheir churches.
The teaching and preaching of the
sanctification  doctrine created a
great deal of excitement and confus-
ion. The leaders soon ¢began to
teach baptism of fire, the holy dance,

the dynamite, the lyddite, the exite,
the selite, and many other things
never heard of before. They claimed

that God had revealed things to them
in various ways, such as total abstin-
ence from the use of coffee, meats,
medicines, etc.

About ten days ago the son of Andy
Bryant, who is one of the members of.
this church, was taken sick with ty-
phoid fever. Henry Robinson,: Pink
Berrang, and other leaders of thp
church went to the home of Bryant and
induced the young man to take no
more medicine, arid to destroythe med-
icine that he had: in his possession,
claiming that they could cure him by
“laying on of hands.” They worked
and prayed with ihe young man every
night. .

In a few days the neighbors began
to realize that Pink, Berx&ng was be-
coming insane. They arrested Berrang
and took him to Murphy, NAC., where
he was adjudged demented and is con-
fined in the jail. Young Bryant grew
gradually worse and received no medi-
cal attention for ten days. " All. this
aroused the indignation oL the citi-
zens.

Last Friday P. E. Nelson, the Rex.
Gay Bryant, and Haron Berrang sent
out a request for all the people to meet
them at this church Monday morning
for the purpose of destroying it. One
hundred and ten met them there, and
of his number six refused tor assist in
destroying the church, claiming that
every man had a right to worship God
according to the dictates of his own
conscience and that no one had a right
to destroy his property or put him in
fear. The other 104 razed and burned
the church, and the Rev. G. Bryant de-

livered a sermon while the building
was burning. Then th owd passed
a resolution notifying ..e members
of this church mot to build another

church anywhere in the county.

O'Brien Loses Fight.

He wanted to con-
tinue in the thirteenth, but the pain
was so great that he could not do so
and retired. McFadden was then de-
clared the winner. The men were
to have fought twenty-five rounds.

STRENGTH OF MAFIA*

fileh and Poor AlikevDrawn Into Its
Meshes.

Rome special correspondence of Cin-
cinnati) Enquirer: The stringent steps
recently taken by the Italian govern-
ment in the celebrated Notarbartolo
case, in order to run to earth the pes-
tilent “Mafia;” have once again drawn
attention to this most desperate of all
organized bodies of men—a society that
the government will fa,il to suppress.
To American ears, unaccustomed as
they are to ihat fearful thirst for ven-
geance, that, spirit.of the vendetta
which still disfigures so much of Sunny
Italy, It is hard to explain the real
power and a<:ope of the Mafiosi. Brief-
ly, the Mafia is a species o{ Free Mas-
onry of the ikiwestjjossible description,
the main objjects of which are the pro-
tection of all members who transgress
the laws. Ib other words, it may be
regarded as an Anarchists! protection
society, of lyhich the power is unlimit-
ed, and the toils are everywhere. The
members of) the Mafia are legion, and,
strangely enough, more often than not
join against their own free will. The
rich xhan joibs either to advance his
personal position, to carry gn a hered-
itary fraud,, or because it is intimated
to him that his influence and wealth
ar? necessary to the society. If he re-
fuses his crops suddenly take fire, his
cattle, eat something poisonous,,.or he
himself is either found dead or is car-
ried by “brigands” into the mountains
and held for all the world like a
pledged article in a pawnbroker’ shop
until a heavy ransom is paid. The
poor man,: top, is equally bpund to
throw in his jot with the Mafia. Nor
can one wonder at his dhoice when we
recall the alternatives. Upon the one
handi his endeavors to earn an honest
living will be boycotted by practically
all his neighbors, and even by the large
landowners and shopkeepers to whom
he may apiply for work. Once let him
join the brotherhood, however, and no
mattfer what his crime he will be pro-
tected to the last penny of the asso-
ciation.

They Feared Thackeray.

In the latest biography of Thackeray
the story is told of the feud between
Thackeray and Edmund Yates, which
had its origin in the Garrick club,
where they were both members. Some
personal remarks concerning Thacke-
ray having appeared in a paper in
which Yates was then the editor, the
former appealed to the club committee
to say whether such stuff was not fa-
tal to the conduct of the club, and in-
tolerable in the society ofigentlemen.
In the investigation which followed,
such eminent men of letters as Charles
Dickens, Wilkie Collins, Samuel Love,
and Palgrave Simpson all became in-
volved in the row, which finally ended
in £he expulsion of Yates from the
club. Subsequently, Thackeray is re-
ported by his biographer as having
said; “You must not. think, young
un, that | am quarreling with Yates;
| am hitting the man behind him”—
who was Charles Dickens. It was fur-
thermore related that“Thackeray was
blackballed at the Athenaeum club, as
well as at the Travelers’, the reasons
being that the members were afraid of
seeing themselves embalmed in some
of the author’s future novels.—Boston
Journal.

-The”?jyster flourishes best at a depth
anywhere from- the surface of the
water to 300 or 406 feet down. Here
the young fasten themselves- to any
hard substance, and If sufficient food
is carried to them by the currents
they thrive, grow* fat and multiply in-
definitely. The rate at which the oys-
ter reproduces is something which
passes far beyond anything in the an-
imal kingdom. Professor Brooks of
the John Hopkins university has es-
timated that the average female oys-
ter in the Chesapeake bay will spawn
between April and October no less
than 16,000,000 eggs," while the largest
specimens will spawn, as high as 60,-
000,000 In a single season. Of course
the percentage of these eggs which
are fertilised and hatch into living
spat which come to maturity is inde-
finitely small. Billions ot the young
fry are eaten by the grown oysters.
Others die, while still others find a
suitable lodging-place, and, adhering,
commence to form a protective shell.
—New York Tribune.
