Chinese and a- stadj rifle fire that
killed and wounded m my of the allies.

“The Americans an 1British, on the
west b$nk, made the better progress,
and the Fourteenth regiment, with
Major Reilly’s battery in support and
two Maflns of the British,- pushed for-
ward and engaged thE enemy at close
range.

“The Chinese fought bravely enough
but were in great masses, and, there-
fore, the shells of thq allies tore great
holes in- their ranks as they exploded.

“Until broad daylight the allies ad-
vanced with great steadiness, facing a
galling and destructive fire.

“Hundreds of Rusiians and Japan-
ese, both of- whom acted with the
greatest coolness ard bravery, were
killed and wounded and the road on
the west side of tle river back to
Tientsin is filled with trains of the
suffering wounded.

Chinese.

Wellington, D. C., Aug. 8—Official
eesident Washington was startled
by tlje reports of the battle at Peitsang
between the allied foyces and the Chi-
nese and at the number of casualties
given. The fact that the casualty list
numbered 1,200 and that the battle was
of seven and a half hours’ duration is
taken to prove conclusively that it was
a desperate one. and the details are
anxipusly awaited, especially as to the
loss#s of the Americans, if they sus-
tain”d any, but they get some comfort
from the fact that neither Admiral
Renjey nor Commander Taussig in
their dispatches said anything about
casualties of the Americans, but that
the osses were chiefly sustained by the
Russian and Japanese troops.

Weekly Crop Report.

The weekly weather crop bulletin
issued on the 7th says that the mean
daily temperature for the week "ending
Aug. 4, 68.0 degrees, was identical with
normal. The average total precipita-
tion of 0.24 of an inch, was CT5of an
inch below normal. The sunshine
averaged 77 per cent of the possible
amount; lai the Tower peninsula the
wheat and rye harvest has been quite
generally completed and the oats har-
vest well advanced There aro a few
complaints of rust, and smut tn oats
but generally the crop is very fine and
heavy. Itis being well secured and in
the southern counties its threshing is
well advanced. Late potatoes arc do-
ing finely and their present condition
s very promising. Beans vary some-
what but for the most part arc doing
well. Sugar beats continue to make
ood growth and remain promising.
Pasturage is better than usual during
August.  In southern counties plowing
for fall wheat and rye is quite general
and correspondents report the soil in

good condition. Peaches are ripening
and are quite plentiful. Plums aud
apples indicate rather poor crop.

Threshers returns say that while wheat
isa very shortcrop it is generally of
goodflfility; rye is a full, good crop,
and 024s.are heavier than usual. *

tb national headquarters relative to
the condition of the organization in
Michigan onJuly 1, 1900.  On the first
day of,the present year there were in
this state 382 posts with 15286 mem-
bers.

Since Japan's national, nary began
to be formed thirty years ago they
have not lost a single ship owing to
faulty seamanship. One ,vessel, a
cruiser built in France, disappeared on
her way out from Europe while still
in the hands of the French, and one,
a gunboat, sank by collision with a
foreign steamer in circumstances that
did not convict the Japanese of any
fault. With these exceptions, there
has been complete immunity from
serious accident, a remarkable record
when we remember that, during more
than two centuries Immediately an-
terior to the JCeijir era the law inter-
dicted the construction of seagoing
ships and Japanese sailors could not
acquire any knowledge of navigation
beyond what was furnished by cjoast-
wise voyages in small junks. No!edu-
cation could have been less service-
able for the purpose of modern sea-
manship, and when the admiralty in
Toklo sent Japanese officers and crews
to Eurgpe to taring out line-of-battle
ships and first-class cruisers, the’pro-
ceeding seemed rash. If ndt reckless,
to those who knew something of the
qualities required for commanding
these huge vessels. Nevertheless, the
results have hitherto fully justified the
Jai ese admiralty’s confidence in its
office s, and the recent naval maneu-
vers burnish an additional/ evidence;
for certainly it. stands to the no small
credit of the Japanese navy that abso-
lute freedom from mishap should have
marked these intricate evolutions, per-
formed by two BQuadrons, aggregating
fifty ships, during a space of as™any
days. There can be no doubt about
Japan’s position now as a, maritime
power in the Orient at all events.
Never before udder any flag has “such
a fleet assembled in eastern waters as
that reviewed by the mikado on April
30.—London Times.

INTENTIONS OF NATIONS.

“Hot Air™ Foreign Oracles In the Shape
of Correspondents.

One of the pleasantest lines of news-
paper work is the composition of those
editorial articles on foreign 'policies
which unmask the designs of the great
powers and explain what is known as
a "World movement on a stupendous
scale, says the New York Commercial
Advertiser. It is work that confers
dignity on the writer from the impres-
sive nature of the material with which
it deals. It is not scrutinized as sharp-
ly* as other kinds of .work, because it
takes one’s breath away at the start.
Very few people, for example, distin-
guish between the articles on the
Chinese situation which the newspap-
ers are obliged' to publish every other
day. They like to see these articles
on an editorial page as a sign that the
paper is keeping Up with the times;
but so long as they all have the air of
certainty they are all equally able and
authoritative. The man who can
speak familiarly as to what the “Rus-
sian Colossus” is up to, and what
France thinks about It, has everything
in his own hands. Nobody thinks ot
checking him off. That familiar tone
does the business. World politics af-
ford the one sinecure in the newspaper
profession. In~general these articles
conform to one of two types. There
Is the solemnly judicious article,
which, though masterly, ig found, on
analysis, to be somewhat non-commit-
tal. And there is the article of mys-
terious sources.

MINAS GERAES.

A Populous Brazilian State with an
Equable Climate.

Minas Geraes is me most populous
stqte in Brazil. It tas £000,000 or
4,000,000 inhabitants, (and its area is
about 222,000 square miles. On ac-
count of its elevation] the climate is
for the most part cool, temperate and
healthy.  There is gjp winter in the
ordinary sense of the word. The sur-
face is a great plateau with a general
height of 2000 to 4000 feet above the
sea. Itis varied by ap extensive river
system and mountain jchains, the lat-
ter rarely reaching an elevation of
more than 6000 feet In the southern
part of the state are jseveral lines of
railway, coffee Is largely exported, im-
migration has been considerable, and
the commercial conditions resemble’
those of the neighboring states, Sao
Paulo and Rio de Janeiro. The north-
ern part, including four-luths of the
area, is without railways and is more
isolated, self-supportimg and charac-
teristically Brazilian, In this region
are found the diamond mines. ' It con-
tains a large population, and is one of
the most prosperous parts of Brazil.
In mining Minas is pro-eminent among
the states of the rejpublic. It has
produced, and still produces, by far
the largest proportion of the mineral
output of the country.—New York
Press.
