B riggs fo r the  arres t of Lee Jew ell and  
S tark  D urfee, a  couple o f 15-year-old 
boys, on the  charge of burglarv. A  
w eek ago M onday m orn ing  it  w as d is­
covered th a t the cash dravyer ip  Mr. 
B rigg’s store w as sh o rt 84.25 of the 
am oun t le ft in it  th e  day before, ^ n  
investiga tion  disclosed th a t a  cellar 
w indow  had been broken, the  bolt u n ­
fastened  and  th e  burg lar had gained 
access to  the  store in th a t way. Y oung 
Jew ell w as em ployed in  the  store and 
n ex t day w en t to  W alled L ake fo r an 
outing , a  circum stance w hich excited 
som e suspicion as his w ages hardly 
w arran ted  such extravagance. F u rth e r  
enqu iry  a round  the stores o f the  village 
by Mr. B riggs also show ed th a t young 
Jew ell had  been fjor som etim e spending 
considerable m oney. M r. B riggs knew  
th e re  w as a  leak  in his cash receip ts 
som ew here, b u t had  no suspicion ;of the 
boy, believing h im  to  be a  bright, 
honorable fellow^. T h e  am o u n t thus  
taken  by Jew ell is  th o u g h t to  be any ­
w here from  860 to 8100. T h e  fa c t of 
learn ing  th a t  Jewjell had  sp en t money 
freely, led to  th e  belief also th a t  he was 
concerned in  th e  burglary, especially as 
m ore m oney w as le f t in  th e  draw er 
then  ta k en  ou t, w hich a  reckles^ th ie f  , 
w ould n o t have done. T h e  young m an  
probably th o u g h t th e  m oney w ould no t 
be m issed, as no com plain ts  had  been 
heard  by; h im  of o ther j th e f ts  hereto ­
fore. B u t he over-reached him self this 
tim e in  his desire to  have a .goocLtime 
a t  the  Lake.

F riday  the  boys cam e back to  tow n 
and: were p u t th rough  a course of 
sp rou ts by A tto rney  V in lng , o f W ayne 
an d  M r. B riggs, the  lattefr “w ork ing” 
the  D urfee  boy in the  sto re  and  M r. 
V in ing  th e  o ther boy a t  the  hotel. 
B o th  ow ned u p  to  th e  burglary, but 
each placed the  crim e on the  o ther 
F ina lly  both w ere b rough t toge ther and  
the  tru th  w as ow ned up. T h e  Jew ell 
boy had  in s tiga ted  the  job, and  stood 
w atc h  w hile the  D urfee boy-broke in to  j 
th e  sto re  an d  stole the  m oney.

M r. B riggs considered the  m a tte r  for 
a  day o r tw o a n d  finally m ade up  his 
m ind th a t  he owed i t  to  h im self and  
society th a t th e  boys should  be held 
accountable, an d  accordingly on  M on­
day  m ade com plain t as sta ted , the  
w a rra n t being placed in  tl*e hands of 
C onstable W a lte r K insler. U p  to  the  
p resen t tim e, th e  boys have n o t been 
located, tb e  la st seen o r heard  o f  them  
being a t  N orthv ille  Sunday n ig h t 
B oth  th e  boys belong to  respectable 
fam ilies and  th e  paren ts  feel the  d is­
grace keenly, th ough  in  now ise shield­
ing  th e  cu lp rits . T hey  have th e  sym ­
p a th y  o f th e  people.

To 
secure a  high polish vigorously, rub 
glassw are w hen i t  is w arm , w ith  a  pe r­
fectly  clean towel. Glass w hich is 
ornam ented  w ith  gold should be 
w ashed in suds made of castile  soap, 
and  should be wiped d ry  as  soon as  it 
is w ashed.
