A lthough, te legraphic 
rep o rts  indicate th a t already hundreds 
o f thou sands of dollars in  money and 
supplies have been contributed by the 
generous minded of th e  country, little  
o f i t  can be sen t in to  the stricken  city 
fo r some days yet.

Santa F «  R elief Train  Pick* Up 8torm  
Victim s Along tb s  Coast.

H ouston, Texas, Sept. 12 .—Xhe S an­
t a  Fe’s first relief tra in  down th e  coast 
ha& returned. Scores of persons who 
had  floated a ll n ig h t on rafts  w ere res­
cued and b rough t to  th is  city. One of 
th e  party  came ashore in  a  piano. All 
w ere m ore o r lees Injured.

Conditions along th e ,S a n ta  Fe are 
abou t as prevail along the  Galveston, 
H ouston  & H enderson. In  m any 
places hom eless Inhab itan ts  of*the sec­
tion  traversed  were found housed in  
em pty box cars, w hile o thers w ere s i t ­
t in g  on the  w reck of th e ir  household 
effects piled together in prom iscuous 
heaps. M any sufferers a re  destitu te  
and  w ithou t m eans to  reach friends or 
re la tives in  o ther portions of the state, 
and  w ill have to  be given free tra n s ­
p o rta tio n  to  p laces w here Ib ey  are 
su re of obta in ing  shelter and suste­
nance. E very ibuilding in  P earland 
w as e ith e r dam aged or destroyed, but 
no lives were lo s t there. A t A lvin the 
sto ry  is a lso  gloomy. Besides Ih e  g rea t 
dam age to  property, tha t, tow n has 
several deaths to  report, in addition  to 
o thers previously recorded.

T he inform ation  from  A ngleton is 
th a t i t  and the surround ing  country 
suffered severely from  the sto rm  and 
th a t assistance is m uch needed.

The George Ju n io r Republic Was 
j founded in 1895 by a  young C hristian  

law yer of New York, who took 140 
"fresh-air ch ild ren”  o u t to  Freevllle,

! N. Y., to  8pfen&»three m onths. Self- 
governm ent w as established  in  th e  rlit- 
tle  com m unity, a n d a  system  of lkbor 
was arranged w hereby each child 
m ight feel t h a t  he w as ea rn ing  his 
own living. By degrees th e  schem e 
expanded. I t  was found practicable to 
m ake a  perm anent hom e for such of 
the children  as had no o ther home. 
As th e  num ber of regu lar citizens: in ­
creased, th e  num ber of sum m er c iti­
zens necessarily  dim inished, u n til In 
1898 the  p ractice of inv itin g  visitors 
fo r the  sum m er w as abolished. 4  "

M eanwhile the  'p rincip les of self- 
governm ent had  taken firm roo t In: the 
m inds of the young citizens, and  Mr. 
George was enabled to leave m ore and 
m ore of the direction of affairs in  th e ir  
hands. The presiden t of the  Republic 
is now a  b righ t lad o f  eighteen, who 
was elected to  the  office by h is  fellow- 
citizens. Mr. George, the founder, re ­
ta in s  m erely a  general oversight and  
the ti tle  of. “Daddy!” T he governm ent 
of th is  m in ia tu re  Republic is m od­
eled largely  after the  U nited S tates 
Government. C itizens over ^welve 
years of age have the r ig h t to  vote an d  
hold office. T he ijaws are based p ri­
m arily  on those of N ew  Y ork S tate, 
but the  citizens ho ld  frequen t m eet­
ings, a t  w hich a re  passed m any new 
laws suited to th e  needs of the  com­
m unity. I t  is rem arkable how clever 
the little  fellows have become in con­
structing  bills to  m eet th e ir  various 
needs. A custom  house has been es­
tablished, and a  ru inous tariff is im ­
posed on a ll unripe f ru it im ported. A 
store is kep t by ce rta in  citizens, and 
here are  sold a ll so rts  of th ings, from  
candy to clothing] In  the early  days 
of the Republic, a  speculative young­
s te r  fresh  from  Njew Y ork acquired a 
capital of a few dollars, bought the 
en tire  stock of c^ndy and proceeded 
to speculate on tjhe corner thus ere-; 
ated. O thers follpwed su it, rand In a 
day or two there  w ere corners on every 
available article, j

Mr. George and| his friends watched 
the affair w ith interest. P erhaps they 
hoped in  th is smjall society to find a 
rem edy for the  speculation in the  big 
world outside. T he children  showed 
them selves fully  able .to cope with 
th e ir  own troubles. T hey passed a  law 
lim iting  the  purchases of individuals 
to w hat was dem anded by th e ir  own 
personal needs.

N ot long ago the  citizens, a fte r  a 
heated discussion, passed an  eight- 
hour law. This jvas a t 8 P. M. A t 5

They were driven to  the scattered  is ­
land In the no rthe rn  p a r t of the w est­
ern  sea w here the  w ater is frozen the 
grea ter p a r t of the year. T hey crossed 
on th e  ice from  island to  island u n til 
they  had  reached landy and then  came 
to the  land of the D akotas, where they 
have since made the ir home.

. age estim ated  y ie ld  per acre in  the 
sou thern  counties is s ib u s h e l s ,  in .th e  
c e n tra l coun ties n in e  bushels, and  in 
th e  n o rth e rn  coun ties 11 bushels, the  
average fo r th e  s ta te  being seven bush­
els. bo m uch field w as plow ed up and 
so m any fields cu t for hay  th a t  i t  is 
difficult to  fix th e  average ac tually  
harvested . T he q uality  of th is  yea r’s 
crop  is poor. Much of i t  is lig h t in 
w eigh t, w h ile  in m any localities i t  is 
b ad ly  colored, th e  discoloration being 
d u e  to  th e  w et w eather in  Ju ly . ' As 
com pared w ith  an average, th e  q ua lity  
fo r th e  s ta te  is 76.

cans—eight men, eigh t women, and six 
children—and thirty-four British—
nine men, fifteen women, and ten chil­
dren. There is strong proof that 
thirty-seven more wore Wiled at Tai- 
Yuen. All the natives from that place 
tell substantially the same story. Ten 
men, thirteen women and seven chil­
dren are known to have been there.

I t Is im ­
possib le to  account for thefee vagaries, 
as the b irds in each breed w ere bred 
alike and selected fo r th e ir  uniform ­
ity. All pens were of the  sam e .s ite  
and shape and contained th e  sam e 
num ber of birds. T heir feeding and 
tre a tm en t • w ere alike  throughout. 
W henever changes w ere m ade in  the  
feed in  one pen, they  w ere made In  
the  others. T h a t they were in  good 
health  is show n by th e  fact tl ia t but 
tw o w ere ailing, and w ere takfeh out 
early ; tw o crop bound; and one in ­
jured by rough trea tm en t by a  cock­
erel. Many of th e  lig h tes t layers gave 
evidence of much v ita lity , and in  m any 
instanced the re  were no m arked indi­
ca tions in  form  or type by which we 
w ere ablet to account fo r the  sm all 
am ount of w ork perform ed by them. 
N um bers 234, 70 and 236 yielded re ­
spectively 36, 37 and 3$ eggs in  th e  
year. 'They were of the egg type, and 
gave no evidences of weakness or maa-, 
cu lin ity .”

A communication from the Vermont 
Experiment Station pays: An old ad­
age hath it that closing the barn door 
after the theft of the horse is hot the 
best method of preventing burglary. 
Yet it is held to be worth while as a 
discourager of further pilfering.

The dairyman who within the past 
few weeks has seen his cows shrinking 
;ind his creamery checks • dwindling 
feels inclined to shut the bam door 
i  nd stop the loss. How may he do this 
b«3t? If he haB planted soiling <jrops 
lile peas and oats, Hungarian j millet, 
and the like and has been supplement­
ing  the dying pastures with green feed 
in the bam or yard, he has closed the 
door before rather than after the theft 
—'has prevented rather than cored. 
Moreover, the necessity for the sum­
mer feeding of grain is greatly les- 
sene.4. If he.«iaa no recourse to-soil­
ing crops, nothing but buying grain 
can lessen the shrinkage. Tble Ver­
mont experiment station has for maay 
years experimented with 
ing crops, and as a result of 
recommends to Vermont dsii 
large use of summer silage 
and pets sown at weekly 
fed during July and August.
