The viceroy a t  T ien tsin  Is com m and­
ed to  fac ilita te  the sh ipm ent of the  
body to  Germany, and the m inister a t 
B erlin  is instructed  to  apologize. Both 
edicts are  considered to  f>e w eak ef­
forts a t  placating  th e  powers.

Allies Control Shan-H al-K  wan.

S t  Petersburg , Oct. 10.—Adm iral 
Aldxieff, in  reporting, the occupation 
of Shan-H ai-K w an, on th e  gulf of 
Liao-Tung, aaye:

Somewhat more than sixty-five per 

emit of the petitions for diiorco in 
England and Wales are presented by 
those who have been married from 
five to twenty years. In  the early 
years of married life the  proportion 
of husband to w ife petitioners are 
m uch the  same. B u t*  large j  percen- 
age o f petitions a re  b rought by wives 
afte r  tw enty  ' years of m arried  life. 
The h ighest flgures are  in re la tion  to 
m arriages of betweten ten  and tw enty 
years’ duration,- which is obviously the 
m ost try ing  pelriod of m arried  life. 
Thus in  1898 2L68 per cent of the  hus­
bands’ petitions and 17.42 lof the w ives’ 
petitions re la te  to  couples who had 
lived toge ther between ten  and tw enty 
years. D uring thei period o f five years 
and less th a n  ten the percentage of 
husbands' petitions is 13.78 and ot 
w ives’ petitions 13.41. In  m arriages 
of tw en ty  years and upw ard the  h u s­
bands’ petitions am ount to  5.39 per 
cen t and the  wives’ petitions, to  8.14. 
In  F rance and  I ta ly  divorce is sought 
m ostly by people /who have been m ar­
ried  five years and less th a n  ten , the 
percentage of cases being 36.66 and 
24.97 respectively.'* The general figures 
confirm the im pression th a t divorces- 
are  com m oner in  the  case of childless 
m arriages, the' proportion  vary ing  
from  36.91 to  41.24 per cent. I t  is  also 
noticeable th a t  in  th e  la rg est propor­
tion  of divorce cases the  m arriage 
took place in  a  reg istry  office. !

and trucu len t bullyings—and lo now 
ye have pricked her to the quick, and 
she is up. and  her blood is up. The 
dead cerem ents are  ren t into cobwebs 
and she fronts' you in th a t  te rrib le  
s treng th  of N ature, w hich no m an  has. 
m easured, which goes down to  m ad­
ness and Tophet; see now .how  ye will 
deal w ith  !her. This m onths of Sep­
tember, 1792, which has become one 
of the memorable’ m onths of history, 
presents itse lf under two m ost d i­
verse aspects; a ll of black on the  one

An exploring p a rty  left St. P ete rs­
burg recently  on the  steam er A urora, 
under th e  com m and of B aron Toll, to  
explore the  Arctic^ regions no rth  of 
Siberia. There a re  six  scien tists  and 
twelve sa ilo rs In th e  party . They p ro ­
pose estab lish ing  w in te r quarters  in 
the  T alm ur peninsula w est of Yenisei 
river, and  after exploring the neigh­
borhood during  the  w in te r off 1900- 
3901, to push on upon th e  b reak ing  up 
of the ice, to Shnnikoff Land/- discov­
ered by Baron Toll in 1886, and then 
fu rth e r northw ard  to  B ennett and  De 
Long islands, following the  routes of 
the Jean n e tte  in  1881 and of th e  Fram . 
Thei w inter of 1901-1902 will be de­
voted to  ascertain ing  w hether th is  
group of is lands reaches the  pole. 
They w ill resum e th e ir  voyage upon 
the opening of the ice in  i902 to  B ehr­
ing sea, and expect to  reach V ladi­
vostok the  samfc year.

W ill Inherit *  “ Great Seal.”  .
The present lord  chancellor of E ng­

land has come in  fo r a  ra re  piece of 
good luck. A ccording to h istorical 
usage a new g rea t seal is m inted when 
a  new sovereign comes to  the  throne, 
the  old one becoming the  p roperty  of 
the lord chancellor of the  day. I t 
has, however, come to  pass am ong 
o ther results qf the  queen’s lqpg reign 
th a t th e  g rea t sea l -is so w orn as  to  
necessitate a neiw one. The o rder for 
i t  w as ^ iv e n  some tim e ago, and  the 
w ork is now completed. Thus, fo r the  
first tim e in m ore than  th ree  score 
years a  g rea t seal, w ith  a ll th e  h is­
torical associations connected w ith  it, 
reverts  to  th e  qw nersllip of a  p riva te  
individual .—Indianapolis News.

THRASHINO THE SEA.
T w o  K U n m td liuujr Incidents Tk n t Stand  

Out In History.
Two of the most extraordinary in­

cidents recounted in history belong to 
the lives of men whose names stand 
out prominently as having led armies 
in war. It cannot, however, be said 
that one of these characters was of 
th e .tim e  m ilita ry  type. X erxes I. of 
P ersia  was of a som ew hat limited dis­
position. He could not th ra sh  the 
stu rdy  G reeks, b u t he. th rashed  the 
sea. T his happened duriiig  his inva­
sion of Greece, when he led an  arm y 
num br ing — w ith  followers — more
th a n  5,250,000 people. By the  orders 
of th is  proud and insolent m onarch  a 
bridge had been built across the  D ar­
danelles for the  convenience of h is  
host, and  a s  th is  s truc tu re  w as de­
stroyed by a  storm  he caused chains 
to be th ro w n  in to  the  sea and the  
waves to  be whipped w ith  them  as a 
punishm ent fo r having thw arted  his 
purposes. And , ye t h isto rians te ll u s  
th a t X erxes was h ighly  accomplished! 
The inc ident has a  curious parallel ia  
com paratively modern h i s t o r ^ a  sim i­
la r  action  being num berea am ong 
those of th a t b rillian t Bohem ian. Gen­
eral W allenstein. This m an entered  
the  service of F erdinand, th e  G erm an 
em peror, who was fighting aga in st the 
P ro testen ts . A t the  head of g igantic 
arm ies W allenstein perform ed m arch­
es so rapid ly  th a t  h isto rian s are 
am azed; and  in 1627 had driven the  
P ro te s ta n t k ing  of D enm ark, w ith  his 
Invading forces, o u t of G erm any, sh u t­
ting  th a t m onarch up in  h is  islands. 
B ut the Bohem ian had no ships to  
cross the  Belt, and he was so enraged 
a t  th is  th a t he ordered a  bom bardm ent 
of the  waves w ith  te d -h o t shot..

W ild Geeie.
D uring the  season of m igration, gen­

erally  in A prfl and October in  M ani­
toba and the  territo ries, the flight qf 
the wild goose is an alm ost continu­
ous procession for several days con­
secutively. The heigh t at. which they  
fly varies according to  conditions o t  
tjhe atm osphere. On clear days their,. 
V-shaped com panies may be seen 
cleaving space from 200 to  500 yards, 
or 600 to 1,500 feet above the surface of 
the  p rairie, som etim es indeed s till 
higher. In  dull and cloudy w eather 
they (like the swallows) fly low, and in  
spring, or In fact a t  all seasons, a re  
excellent d iscrim inators of a  sown field 
from  one as  yet unsow n to  any„ kind 
of grain. They have been know n on 
num erous occasions to  a lig h t on plow­
ed land, hand sown to wheat, and re ­
m ain r ig h t there fo r several days, coh­
ering th e  ground like a snowfall in  
num bers whose nam e is  legionr w ith 
sentinels set a t different points, and all 
busy as bees. They have one end in  
view, nam ely, the  possession of all th e  
red fyfe in sight. In  cases of th is kind, 
fields,-have to be all resown, o r no 
harvest is the inevitable result.

P res­
ently  the  pope, evidently priding him ­
self on the  vernacular, asked his v is­
ito r to “seat down.” “ Well, I ’ll be 
hanged!” b lurted  o u t the astounded 
duke.—Y ouths’ Companion.

The b a t  o f the  nation  lias 'gone fo rth  
aga inst the  mongoose. Before j con­
gress ad journed a  bill was passed by 
both houses, p roh ib iting  Its im porta­
tion, says the New York H erald . T h j 
pugnacious li ttle  an im al is henceforth 
to  be placed in  th e  sam e category w it a 
the  Chinese. The mongoose is a  n a ­
tive of India. I t  is death to. ra ts  a c i  
snakes. F o r the destruction i t  w oiks 
am ong these pests i t  is highly p rizei. 
B ut when i t  clears ou t the  ra ts  and 
snakes it betakes itse lf to  birds and 
eggs and any so rt of sm all gam e it can 
get hold of. T ha t is why the  depart­
m ent of agriculture classifies it  as a 
noxious anim al. W eighed in  the  bal­
ance, aw ay from 1 its native land, its 
vices are  found to  outweigh its  virtues, 
and therefore it  is to be kept out of 
Uncle Sam ’s broad domains. Thus far 
very few specimens of thee  mongoose 
have been introduced into th is  country. 
The edict of exclusion is based m ainly 
on the experiences of Jam aica. T hat 
island once suffered a-p lague of rats, 
which were particu larly  destructive in  
the cane fields. They w ere held re­
sponsible for an  annual loss of som e­
th ing  like $500,000. In  February , 187?, 
n ine Individuals of the mongoose, four 
m ales and five fem ales, were in troduc­
ed from  India. They increased w ith 
rem arkab le rapid ity  and soon spread 
a ll over the isldnd, even to  the! tops of 
the  h ighest m ountains; They proved 
inveterate  rat-destroyers. A decade 
afte r  th e ir  in troduction  it was .esti­
m ated th a t  they  were thus saving the 
sugar p lan ters $£25,000 per annum*. 
And the  mongoose was blessed. Still 
th e  mongoose increased, and  its m ur­
derous habits became m ore and more 
apparen t as the ra ts  dim inished. It 
destroyed young • pigs, kids, lambs, 
puppies, k ittens, poultry, game, birds, 
which nested on o r nea r th e  ground, 
eggs, ground lizards, frogs, tu rtle s ’ 
eggs and land crhbs. I t was also 
know n to  ea t ripe bananas, pineapples, 
young corn, pears, sw eetpotatces, co- 
coanuts and o ther fru its. Toward 
the close of the second decade the 
mongoose came to  be regarded as the 
w orst pest ever introduced in to  the 
island^—w orse than  the ra ts  which it  
destroyed. Then the mongoose was 
officially anathem atized.

H aw aii, where the mongoose was 
introduced in  1881, underw ent a some­
w hat sim ilar experience, and in 18p2 
a  law was passed forbidding the in tro ­
duction,. breeding o r  keeping of the 
mongoose on the island.

All of which goes to  show th a t the 
mongoose is a  good anim al to le t alone 
where natu re  has placed it.

G overnor P ingree , on  S atu rday  U st 
called  an o th er special session o f  the  
leg islature th e  convene a t  noon o f the  
10th, fo r the  purpose o f passing  an  
am endm en t to  the. constitu tion , fb  be 
vo ted  upon by the people a t  the  com ing 
election, p rov id ing  fo r ta x in g  railroads 
and  corporations on a  cash value basisi 
A lso to  repeal special railroad  charters. 
T h e  G bvernor is determ ined th a t bis

ed and , though  a  previous special ses­
sion failed  to  enact affy law-to th a t 
effect, it  is cohtidently^-believed the 
p resen t session will do so. T h e  Gov- 
rior has chosen a  tim e, when the. politi­
cians dare n o t oppose th is m easure, the 
people being in accord w ith  the  Gover­
n o rs  ideas along’ th is line. T he repeal 
o f special railroad  charters  is ano ther 
th ing , and  call for carefu l consideration. 
T o  repeal the  charter of th e  M ichigan 
Centrajl will call fo r heavy dam ages 
to  be paid by the  S tate, and  perhaps 
endless and  expensive law suits before 
the  m a tte r  is finally ad justed . Y et the 
m oney so expendejd will u ltim ately  be 
re tu rned  to  th e  S ta te ' in  the shape of 
largely increased taxes to  be paid by 
the  railroad  on the cash value plan; 
T h e  leg islature should pass both m eas­
ures and prom ptly  adjourn .
