The report upon the manufacture o f  
beet sugar, issued by the Census Bureau 
shows that in 1900, the census year, 
there were 31 beet sugar factories in the 
U nited States, d is tr ib u te  among 10 
States and ono Territory, representing 
an invested capital of 820,958,519 and 
producing 71,427 long tons of beet sugar 
valued at 87,353,827.

A German agricultural expert is now 
on his way to the United States to 
make a careful (inquiry into the use of 
American agricultural machinery, with 
a view  to introduction into general use 
in  Germany. H e w ill arrive about the 
time the sowing season begins and 
through the spring and summer will 
give his attention to the farms, going to 
the agricultural factories in the fall

The Agricultural Department has 
just prepared a pamphlet relating to 
the pure food laws o f  European coun 
tries which affect A m erican exports. 
W hile with a few  exceptions almost any 
food product which is in a good state of 
preservation, and is labeled in a manner 
to give a true idea o f its character, may 
be sold in  any country, yet the laws o f  
the different countries contain many 
regulations the study o f which is highly 
recommended to Am erican exporters

General Greelv, in command o f  the 
signal corps o f the army, estim ates that 
at least 25,000 m iles o f new cable have 
been laid during the last year. Great 
Britain has laid the most o f it, including 
additional lines from England to the 
Cape o f Good Hope, another to the West 
Indies, and 1,500 m iles of cable on the 
China coast. The United States has 
laid 500 miles in the Philippines and 
120 miles in Alaska, connecting St. 
Michael’s and Safety Harbor, near 
Nom e. -  .

hasThe Secretary .o f  the Treasury 
issued orders forbidding the extension  
o f“special courtesies” to particular peo­
ple arriving a t  United States ports, the 
Department finding that these priv­
ileges were being taken advantage o f to 
sm uggle goods in. The most flagrant 
recent case was that o f a young; lady 
who lost her baggage in Pekin and tqok 
advantage o t the special courtesies ex ­
tended to her to import a S 10.000 trous­
seau from Paris. The new inspection  
jeguiations, by the way, are now bring­
ing in an average o f 820,000 a day more 
than those that they superceded.

Owing to the law which permits a new 
cadet to be appointed to A nnapolis as 
soon as an older one finishes his fo«r 
years course, instead o f w aiting till the 
end o f the six  years one, the new class 
w ill be the largest since the civil war, 
there now being 176 vacancies at the 
disposal o f members o f  Congress. N o ­

scheme proved a failure. The only 
a.ternalive, from the offic-al and inili- 
't i v point of view, will be compulsory *0 rvice.

CHINA WAR NEWS.

The British headquarters a t Pekin 
on the 22d report the, w ithdrawal of 
both Russian and British troops from 
the disputed territory’ a t Tien Tsin.

Be (liers. the Russian minister tc 
China, believes th a t everything will be 
amicably adjusted a t London- and St. 
Petersburg and doubts t!he possibility 
of further trouble.in the matter.

A dispatch from Tien Tsin says Gen. 
Bailluud (French) and Gen. Lorne- 
Campbell (British) dined together on 
March 22. The offending French sol­
diers lit Tien Tsin have been punished 
and assurances have been given that 
the offensive conduct of the French 
troops will not occur again.

Gen. Yoynpn, commander of the 
French troops, has ordered the new 
regiment to Tien Tsin to replace the 
one now there.
