The sensational frauds, of the com­
missary departm ent wJucsfi. were devel­
oped on~» he 30th by the arrest of Capt. 
Frederick J. Barrows, of Ithe Thirtieth  
volunteer infantry, quarterm aster of 
the southern department of Luzon, 
together with seven commissary ser* 
geants, several civilian clerks, a  prom- 
imont government contractor, and a 
number of storekeepers .and other 
persons, will be probed Nto the bottom. 
Orders have been issued th a t no guilty 
man escape. The number of men im­
plicated in the frauds is  undetermined 
and high rank will not suffice to shield 
the delinquents. Col. Woodruff, the 
chief commissary a t Manila, said to 
the representative of the Associated 
Press th a t the irregularities were ex­
aggerated and th a t the troops were al­
ways well supplied w ith stores. Col­
onels of the returning volunteer regi­
ments praise the commissary service.

It has long been a  disputed question 
whether America -was peopled from 
Asia.
