The annual report concerning the
food supply of Paris for 1900 contains
some interesting figures. Here is the
official average of what a Parisian
eats and drinks in one year: Two

~hundred and. forty-two eggs, 19.25
pounds of butter, 3.05 pounds of ready-
cooked butchers meat, 34.92 pounds of
fish, 154.74 pounds of beef, 25.33 pounds
of pork, and 27.83 pounds of fowl and
game.

A cooling tower made of brush and
twigs is in operation at the power-
house of the Los Angeles railroad at
Sherman, Cal. The cooler consists of
a timber framework 00 feet long, 12
feet wide and 13 feet high, filled up
with brush and twigs, and it cools the
condensing water for a 300-norse-pow-
er compound engine and a 460-horse-
jgower compound engine working on a
railway load.

The Kongo ivory as, indeed, all Af-
rican ivery, is far more highly prized
than the Asiatic product. It is harder,
of a-finer grain, lends itself more easi-
ly to workmanship, and has fewer fis-
sures. The tusks of Kongo elephants
are as a rule very large and weigh on
an average of 60 pounds. Some of
them are of extraordinary size. At the
Brussels exhibition a pair of tusks
were on show each of which weighed
156 pounds.

A rare phenomenon attended an
earthquake that visited a little town
Jn Mexico recently. Having wrecked
several houses in the town the tremor
passed on to a lake in the neighbor-
hood, the waters of which It put into
violent agitation. The agitation ceased
after a few minutes, and then the
water gradually disappeared, leaving
the bottom of the lake exposed, when
It was seen that the earthquake had
opened a fissure in the bottom and
thus drained it

Upon
few friendly arms do so many persons
lean for help over hard places as on
Chautauqua’s. Over one hundred and
twenty ef its assemblies are to be held
this summer In thirty-four different
states and territories, with a prospec-
tive attendance aggregating a million
persons.

The really fashiona-
ble thing in  equine millinery is a
walking-hat of straw, with a high
crown and holes in the brim through
which the horse’s ears protrude. Some
-of the teamsters who have feminine
friends and a sense of humor have
provided their animals with trimmed
hats, generously decorated with chif-
fon, bright-colored ribbons or a gaudy
quill. The hats themselves are a con-
siderable protection against the sun,
and when, ns is usual, a wet sponge
is placed In the crown, the horse can
do his work without danger and In
greater comfort. It is a sensible in-
novation.

Juvenile courts and the system of
probation for young offenders have
proved'so successful in Eastern cities,
especially in Boston, that much good
was expected from the introduction of
the in Chicago. The results are
disappointing. The fundamental idea
of the system Is that for a.first offense
a.young lawbreaker shall :be placed on
probation, daring the term of which he
Is ta be nnder the care of suitable per-
sons. In Chicago at least twenty-five
.probation Officers are needed. The city
aﬁpointed only five, each of Whom has
charge of about three hundred boys,
and the whole fifteen hundred are
herded together in a reformatory
school which does not reform but cor-
rupts. It Is n pity that American cities
are so slow to learn that anything

SCHWAB’S OFFER TO THE MEN

The Situation as It Stand* Now—Did Shaf-
fer Keep HI* Agreement?—Why The
Western Mill Men Did Not Go Oat.—
W1U Not Reconsider.

The Obdurate Shaffer.

While President Shaffer might end
the strike of steel workers on the terms
first proposed by the United States
Steel Company, viz: that mills which
were union at the time, may remain
such, and non-uuion mills are o rejuain
as they were, he refuses to give the
proposition consideration. This is the
eroposmon which Shaffer at the first

ew York conference gave his written
promise to use his best endeavors to
get the Amalgamated Association to
accept. The proposition to end the
strike came as a result of the negotia-
tions begun by members of the general
amalgamated”board who favor a con-
servative course, and are opposed to
the policy of the president. The reply
came as outlined above to a man who
is. in_touch with both the labor meu
nnd Schwab. It is said the reply was
even more favorable than had been ex-

ected. but Shaffer would not consent.

resident Schwab, in sending the in-
formal message to tlie dissenting mem-
bers of the executive committee, said
in effect:  "These are now the best
terms you qgji have. As the compan
wing mills from the strikers they will
be kept non-union. ~They will be re-
garded as the trophies of war. If we
win ail the mills, then there wili be no
union mills except such as have re-
mained in.” One of the executive com-
mittee who attended the New York
conference says:

“Vice-President Davis induced the
men in Chicago, Joliet and Milwaukee
not to strike. He did it because he
felt that Shaffer was not acting accord-
ing to the rule's .and practices of the
order.  President Shaffer and Secre-
tary Williams, when in New York the
first time, signed a statement to agree
to work for a settlement proposed by
Morgan and Schwab. They did not
tell the committee of the Signing of
this written promise. >

The committee was nstohlshed
when President Schwab read tlie
agreement and asked Shaffer.nf he
stood by It. Shaffer said lie signed it
as an individual and not as an officer
of tlie? Amalgamated. That made us
sick_at heart.” Before us there be re-

udiated an agreement lie liad made a
ew days before. . .

“The” plan of settlement which lie
had given his written promise to sup-
port and endeavor to-secure the adop-
tion by the general committee of the
Amalgamated is tlie one under which
wo can now return to work. He says
lie acted as ail individual and not as
nil official. Tlie merits of our dispute
have been tlie same at all times. Then
he announced that he was ready to
break other contracts. o

“To make matters worse, an inci-
dent occurred when Mr. Schwab gave
us the use of his rooms for; consulta-
tion. When he returned unexpectedly
he found one of the officers of the as-
sociation copying telegrams which ho
found on Schwab's open df*sk. In tlie
scene,'which followed Schwab said the
offender was no gentleman.  Davis
went home and kept his followers from
going out. Tiglie will not be able to
move them.” .

President Shaffer lias heard from the
Chicago and Bayview steel.workers.
The western men will not reconsider
their refusal to strike. They consider
themselves flrmIK bound "by their
agreement with the employers.  Dis-
trict President Fair says the coming
of the national officers to Chicago
would have no effect. Samuel Adams,
district officer of Joliet. 111, in tlie
Amalgamated Association, came to
Pittsburg to call on President Shaffer.
It is the intention of tlie association,
if Tighe’s report will warrant the ste
to withdraw tlie charters of'the Amal-
gamated lodges which disobeyed the
strike order "and did not stop work.
This will cover the lodges in Chicago,
Joliet and Milwaukee. Samuel Adams,

Funeral of the Dowager Empress *

The funeral of the Dowager Em-

ress Frederick occurred at Gronberg
aturday. Punctually 9 o’clock p.
m. the sound of muffidd drums were
heard and the will-of-the-wisp like
tinkling of torches throughout the
streets told the ﬁeople of Cronberg that
the procession had started. With up-
lifted torches they drew near the town
when they revealed a long black mas-
slve_line on the shoulders of a dozen
soldiers. Then another flare revealed
the well-known figure of the emperor
acing with Somber tread just behind
he coffin. It was a weird; wonderful
sight, appearing for a moment and
then dissolving nnder the flaring
torches, while on each side for a mile
along the road were revealed the glit-
te_rmg bayonets and helmets of the
Eightieth * regiment of the line, of
which the dead dowager empress was
colonel-fn-chief. The deep, muffled roll
of tlie drums added to the solemnity of
tlie scene. i

As the precincts of the old medieval
town hverc reached, the scene seemed
more mystical. Behind that emperor
followed the royal family save the la-
flies. none of whom_was ‘in the proces-
sion; the crown Brlnce_of Greece, the
prince of Selinumberg-Lippe, tbe hered-
itary prince of Saxe Meningen. Count
von Zeckendorf, who was the secreta
of the dowager emrpress, and other not-
ables. A double file of soldiers bearing
torches walked on either side of the
mourners.

Asked to Join FighC

A LEADER FROM PITTSBURG.

Conference Held with Assistant Secre-
tary Tighe of the Amalgamated—His
Mission Is to Bring About a Strike—
Situation at Pittshurg.

Chicago, Aug. 15—Assistant Secre-
tary M. F. Tighe of the Amalgamated
association reached South Chicago
from Pittsburg yesterday, as the rep-
resentative of President Shaffer, to
try. to get the men in the district to
join in the general strike. His efforts
were so successful that last night the
lodges decided to hold a joint meet-
ing tonight in the Calumet theater
building, and the call for this meeting
was posted in the mills this morning.
Tighe will address the men and en-
deavor to convince them that they
should join in the movement to fight
the steel trust. He said that it was
the opinion of President Shaffer and
the othe? members of the executive
board that the situation had not been
explained’fully to the South Chicago
workers, which explains their decision
not to go out. As a result of Tighe’s
arrival and the announcement that a
joint meeting would be held, South
Chicago again is in a state of excite-
ment, and strike talk was heard on
every corner last night A motion to
reconsider the vote which decided the
men not to strike may be made aftei
Tighe has finished speaking. What
may result is doubtful. "The men in
South Chicago are too far removed
from the seat of war,” said Tighe last
night, “to fully understand the full
meaning or import of the strike order,
and perhaps when everything is ex-

gnt. We have always in the past con-,
sidered them loyal union men, an3
while I am not saying that I will ask
them io reconsider the action they took
last Sunday, I will at least try and put
the whole situation before them in Its
true light.

GUERRILLA WARFARE REIGNS.

American Representative at Panama
Fean* for the City—Adherents.of Dr
Sanelemeate Arrested and Imprisoned
on Suspicion of Intrigue.

New York, Aug. 15—News reach'dS
here today! from Colombia that Gen-
eral Rafael Uribe Uribe was Killed.in
the battle of San Cristobal, Venezuela,
on July 27. The commander fought
with the Venezuelan troops against tne
Colombian Invaders. EI Conservador’s
authority for this report is a message
sent by General Iguaran, in charge of
the Colombian government forces at
Rio Hocha, to the commander-in-chief
at Barranquilla. The Colombians en-
gaged in the fight at San Cristobal
were led by Dr. Rangel Carbaias.
Much excitement was'caused among tho
Colombians here by the report. The
friends of General” Uribe consider it
significant that the Colombian gov-
ernment has not sent the news by
cable to its representatives, for the
Colombian consulate here has not been
officially notified. While there is
nothing definite on which to base a
denial of the report, the general’s
friends discredit it on the ground that
several times during the rebellion a
year ago General Uribe was 'declared
killed in battle. No direct news has
been received from General Uribe since
June 15, when, it is said, he sailed from
this city for Venezuela. Colombian
offidnls said that he went there to 1
cure aid from President Castro in the
shape of arms and ammunition to con-
tinue the rebellion. Since then Dr.
A. J. Estrepo, the diplomatic repre-
sentative of the insurgents, has re-
ceived indirect information that Gen-
eral Uribe reached Colombia safely and
is fighting at the head of 15.000 men.

Rebels Attack Town*.

Washington, Aug. 15—The state de-
partment has received mail advices
from three different quarters In Colom-
bia, all showing revolutionary move-
ments in progress and a rather seri-
ous condition of affairs. Both termini
of the Panama Railway route were
heard from, Consul-General Gudger,
writing from Panama as to a revolu-
tionary attack on near-by to.wns, and
Consul Malmros. at Colon, reporting
that guerrilla fighting had been going
on at different points between Colon
and Panama. At the same time Min-
ister Hart wrote from the capital ot
Colombia as to the arrest and impris-
onment of prominent adherents of ths
former president. Dr. Sanciemente, as
they were suspected of seeking to have
tne nationalist organization join with
the liberals, who are said to be show-
ing increased strength and activity in
a revolutionary movement.

Empros* In Itnrled.

Potsdam, Aug. 15—The remains oi
the dowager empress Frederick were
interred today beside those of her hus-
band in the mausoleum of Friedene-
kirche, near Potsdam. The procession
was in every way grand and solemn.
Behind the coffin marched the emperoi
with’ head erect and displaying the
greatest self-possession and dignity,
but his face was pale and sorrowful
and he gazed straight forward in a se-
rious manner. King Edward, who was
on the emperor’s left, walked heavily
and_evidently -tound the march fa-
tiguing.

A aeries of careful experiments with,
aaoakeji has recently been conducted
tty Prefeeeor Edward L. Thorndike to
eascertain the power and process by
Which these animals acquire knowl-

. wdge. He has reached Che conclusion
Hfchat there is no warrant for'the pop-
ular idea that monkeys and other ani-
mals learn from human example and
by the processes followed by man. But,
the experimenter says, the fact that
“monkeys do not possess the human
*$ypes °* ideas must not be taken as
®vidence that they are no nearer rela-
tives to us mentally than are the other
lower animals. On the contrary, they
occupy an intermediate position in
overy main psychological feature be-
tween mammals in general and the hu-
man species. The essentials jn an in-
ventory of an animal’s mental capaci-
ties are its sense, powers, the kinds of
movements It can make and their deli-
cacy, Complexity and number, its in-
stincts or the sum of those tendencies
to feel and act which it has apart from
experience or learning and its method
of learning or of modifying its be-
havior to suit the multitudinous cir-
cumstances of life. In each of these
respects the monkeys show kinship
mwith man. In their motor equipment
monkeys possess first of all the muscu-
lar coordinations necessary to sustain
an upright position and consequently
the use of the forelimbs. The move-
ments of these forelimbs are more in
number and suited to more complex
wnd varied tasks than are those of
lower animals. The attractiveness of
the monkey cage in a zoological gar-
den is largely due to the simifarlty of
the monkeys’ movements' and our own.
The monkey not only has a body like
a man’sjbut he also uses it like a man.
Our native tendencies are so metamor-
phoeedT'by Jhe education of a civilized
environment that In adult age they
seldom appear in recognizable form.
But if we take human beings at from
6 months to 3 years of age or later we
find plenty of traits that appear in the
monkeys. In fact, the human instinct
which is perhaps of prime importance
In human mentality, the instinct which
ferhspe Is the real cause of many, of
our most boasted powers, has its clear
.mprototype and homologue in the monk-

curiosity. Even the -casual observer,
if he has any psychological insight,
will be struck by the general, aimless,
intrinsically valuable (to the animal’s
feelings) physical activities of a monk-
ey compared with the specialized,
definitely aroused, utilitarian activities
of a dog or cat. Watch the latter and
he does but few things, does them in
response to obvious sense presenta-
tions, does them with practical conse-
quences of food, sex indulgence, prep-
aration for adult battles, etc. If noth-
ing that appeals to his special organ-
ization comes up he does nothing.

The observer who has prop-
er opportunities and takes proper
pains will find this intrinsic, interest to
hold true of mental activity as well.
Finally, in their method of learning,
although monkeys do not reach the
human stage of a rich life of ideas, yet
they carry the animal method of learn-
ingbythe selection of impulses and as-
sociation of them with the different
sense impressions, to a point beyond
that reached by any other of the lower
animals. InUhls, too, they resemble
man, for he (Titters from the lower an-
imals not only in the possession of a
new sort of intelligence, but also in
the tremendous extension of that sort
of which he has in common with them.
A fish learns slow a few simple habits.
Many learns quickly any infinitude of
habits that may be highly complex.
Dftgs and cats learn more than the fish,
while monkeys learn more than they.
In the number of things he learns, the
complex habits he can form, the va-
riety of lines along which he can learn
them and in their permanence when
once fotmed the monkey justifies his
inclusion with man in a separate men-
tal genus.—Chicago Chronicle.

The Bible account of it
to, “Jacob kissed Rachel and lifted up
tls voice and wept” It has always
been a mystery to me what he found
to cry ab&it! But before that scene
occurred Jacob accosts the shepherds
and asks them why they postpone the
slaking of the thirst of these sheep
and why they didi not Immediately
proceed to water them. The shep-
herds reply to the effect: “We are all
good neighbors.,, and as a matter of
courtesy we wait until all the sheep
of the neighborhood come up. Besides
that, this stone on the well’s mouth is
somewhat heavy, j&ud several of us
‘take hold of It and' push It aside, and
then the buckets*a»d the troughs are
filled and the sheep are satisfied. We
eannot until all thei flocks are gathered
together and till they roll the stone
from the well’s mouth; then we water
the sheep.”

Coming tO th« Gospel Well.

Go out
Into the highways; and the hedges and
compel them to come in. Go to the
rich and tell them they are indigent
without the gospel’ of Jesus. Go to the
poor find tell them the affluence there
1s in Christ. Go to the blind and tell
them of the touch that gives eternal
illumination. Go to the lame and tell
them of the Joy that will make the
lame man leap like a hart. Gather all
the sheep off all-the mountains. None
so torn of the dogs, none so sick, none
so worried, none so dying, as to be
omitted. Why not gather a great
flock? All this city In a flock, all New
York In a flock, all London in a flock,
all the world in a flock.

This well of'the gospel Is deep
enough to put out the burning thirst
of the 1,600,000,000 of the race. Do
not let the church iy a spirit of ex-
clusiveness keep the world out. Let
.down all the bars, swing open all the
gates, scatter all the Invitations.

Gathering Cloves.

Cloves are now cultivated In many
of the tropical regions of the earth. A
clove-tree begins to bear at the'age of
ten years and continues until it reaches
the age of seventy-five years. There
are two crops a year, oné in June and
one in December. The tree is an ever-

reen and grows from foirty to fifty

eet high, with large oblong leaves, and

crimson flowers at the end of small
branches in clusters of from ten to
twenty. The tree belongs 'to the same
botanical order as the .guava. The
cloves, which are the undeveloped buds,
are at first white, then light green, and
at the time of gathering bright reid.
Pieces of white cloth are spread under
the trees at harvesting time, and the
branches are beaten gently with bam-
bo sticks until the cloves drop. They
are dried in the sun, beingtossed about
daily until they attain the rich dark
color which proclaims them ready for
shipment. In this country: and in Eng-
land they are used almost! wholly as a
condiment, but in France they are used
largely in the manufacture of certain
liquors; and to some degree they are
employed in medicine for their “tonic,
properties.

all ' members of the governments of the
late Orange Free State and Transvaal,
shall, unfless they surrender before
Sept. 15, be permanently banished
from South Africa.

The cost of the maintenance of the
families of all burghers In the field
who have not surrendered by Sept. 15
shall be recoverable from such burgh-
ers and shall be a charge on their prop-
erty, remavable and immovable, in the
two colonies.

The prelfhiinary ~ correspondence
shows that the proclamation is based
on suggestlons of the government of
Natal, forwarded to Secretary Cham-
berlain. July 24. and that the date.
Sept. 15, was recommended by Milner.

The second Car-
oline was profuse In spending on her
adopted son and her favorite ltalian
courier and his children. But Augusta,
princess of Wales, who did without
servants, hoarded. Queen Charlotte
hoarded, and received presents from
shady “nabobs.” Queen Adelaide gave
away a good deal in charity, but she
also hoarded out of her astonishingly
large civil list allowance. Queen Char-
lotte winked at the amours of the
prince regent with ladies of rank in
the hope that he would give her jewels.
She never chilled Lady Jersey or Lady
Hertford at any of her receptions.
This policy had the effect of swelling
her treasury. She gave away a great
deal of jewelry to her children. The
residue valued at £ 140,000, she left to
her unmarried daughters.

SAVE THE ORCHARD.

the Method Recom-

This has been an ideal season for
the development of the fungus en-
emies of the orchard and garden.
Moisture and “mugginess,” combined
with occasional coolish temperatures,
produce ideal' conditions for the
growth of vegetable parasites.- Fine
weather it is for apple sca”jjlum rot,
grape mildew and the likeTR”in al-
most every day! The experimentVsta-
tion man in Ithaca says spray to pre-
vent the growth of these diseases. Cul-
tivated plants are protected from fun-
gus enemies by covering them up with
a film of blue stone and lime in com-
bination. This is effective as long as it
stays on. The question then arises is
there any good in spraying during this
showery weather? Experience anil Com-
mon sense both say yes. Spraying dur-
ing rain certainly Kkills some spores
and the plants will be protected to that
extent. This matter is. discussed some-
iwhat fully in “Lessons on Orchard-
ing,” in the Farmers’ Reading Course,
Cornell University, which are free to
New York State farmers.

Peach curl is doing a great deal of
damage. This can be controlled by
spraying with ~Bordeaux mixture be-
fore the buds 'swell; late spraying
is ineffective. Now is  the
time to look out for apple, pear and
quince scab. The soft rots of the plum,
peach and cherry are likely to cause
much injury. Spraying at intervals be-
tween now and the ripening season
will do wonders in saving the fruit.—
iNew York Press.

THE LAZIEST CREATURES:

ladoIMt Aquatic fowl That An Vnad
In Southwestern W atm .

“During the recent trip through the
lower western section of the country,”
said a young man. who had recently re-
turned to New Orleans, “I believe I dis-
covered the laziest and most stupid
form of life to be found anywhere on
the globe. It was an aquatic fowl, with
a big, clumsy-looking beak, in form
something like the dodo, now extinct. |
have spent some time in watching this
fowl, which is found ia some of the
shallow lakes, and the chief point of
interest to me was the startling stu-
pidity displayed. They call them
shags, | believe, out West They gen-
erally squat on stumps or logs in the
lake, and watch for the smaller fish
that play around the surface of the
water. They are fairly clever in catch-
ing what they want, and they throw
out their bills with coflbiderable pre-
cision when they, dig for game; but
they never get to eat what they catch
until they have fed at least one, and
maybe more than one, member of an-
other kind of water fowl. Whenever
a shag begins to catch fish a long-
legged water hen will take a place im-
mediately behind him.  When the
shag lands the fish the water hen
simply reaches over and gets it. With-
put any show of resentment, and with-
out turning around, the shag will con-
tinue its watch for fish, and this is
kept up until the water hen has fin-
ished its meal, and then, if no other
enterprising member of the same tribe
comes along, the shag is permitted to
enjoy the product of its own sleepy, ef-
forts. | have on one occasion seen
one shag feed as many as three water
hens before eating a single fish. It is
certainly a singular display of stupid-
ity, and, after having watched the per-
formance a number of times, | am
convinced that the shag is actually too
dudl to even know that the water hen
stands behind him to steal the fish out
of his mouth.”—New Orleans Times-
Democrat.

SENDING OUT PIGEONS.

ranongera on Steamers Hare Messages
Carried by Bird*.

An interesting pigeon-post is that
adopted on the steamers of the Com-
pagnie Generale Transatlantique. Since
March, 1598, passengers by these steam-
ers from America have been enabled
to communicate” with their friends
when Q3D miles and more from port
by pigeons. As an instance of the
swift flight of the birds *it is interest-
ing to note that on July 29, 1900, the
pigeons that left the Touraine at 5
a. m. arrived,at 2 p. m. the same day,
after having traveled 324 miles; and
on Sept. %lasE 10 birds sent from the
Lorraine at 5 a. m. reached home in
the evening, after a flight of 359 miles,
bringing with them 25 telegrams from
passengers. During last year 190 pas-
sengers by this company’s steamers
paid for messages carried by the birds.
The messages are photographically re:

duced to microscopic dimensions and |[jf;

mounted on a thin “film.” three centi-
metres in breadth and five in length.
This, carefully rolled, is placed in a
small celluloid tube and attached by a
light kid band, provided with an auto-
matic button, such as one sees

gloves, to the bird's leg. On arrival
the photograph is enlarged, each dis-
patch being printed separately and
sent to its final destination, many
hours before the steamer arrives.

A Untterfly Farm.

An English entomologist, William
Watkins, was the flrs£ to raise butter-
flies on a large scale. For a dozen
years the establishment which he
founded for this purpose has furnished
millions and millions of Insects to pri-
vate collectors, and Mr. Watkins him-
self has established at the Zoological
Garden of London a very interesting
entomologic station, where may be
found the most beautiful butterflies ol
the entire world. The butterfly farm
of Eastbourne, near the southern coast
of England, and in a place well shel-
tered from winds, covers an area of
4,000 square metres. It Is a garden
filled with flowers and rare trees and
surrounded by a very high trellis, and
here flutter at liberty many thousands
of butterflies of various species. From
alf the countries of the world the farm
receives eggs, which are submitted to
a special .mode'of Incubation. Then
the caterpillars, issuing from these
eggs, receive nourishment suitable to
their evolution. A certain number of
the most perfect insects are preserved
as reproductors, while the others are
asphyxiated and mounted. Some, of the
rarer Insects fetch enormous sums.
