W hen th e  Dominion was 
form ed th e  ru le  w as adopted th a t  the 
P rovince o f Quebec should always 
have sixty-five m em bers of th e  Lower 
H ouse of P arliam ent. The population 
o f Quebec, divided by sixty-five, fu r­
nishes, therefore, th e  basis of rep re­
sen ta tio n  fo r th e  e th e r provinces. 
U nder th e  new  apportionm ent, w hile 
Quebec rem ains s ta tionary , O ntario 
dnd th e  M aritim e Provinces w ill lose 
representatives, and  B ritish  Colum bia 
and M anitoba w ill gain.

T he beet sugar industry  has and is 
grow ing to vast proportions in Michi­
gan a s  shown by the  S ta te  Labor Com­
m issioner's report given out F riday . 
There a re  th ree  factories a t Bay City, 
one a t Caro, one a t  Rochester, one a t 
Alma, one a t  Kalam azoo, one a t  Ben­
ton H arbor, d ie  a t  H olland and one 
a t M arine City. T he p lants w hich will 
be in operation for .the first tim e th is 
season are located a t Lansing. Saginaw  
and Salzburg. The p lan ts  th a t will go 
into operation next season a re  a t  H a r­
bor B each, Sebew aing. Mt. Clemens, 
Carrollton. Lapeer and Croswell. Com­
panies have nlso been organized to 
build four jicw  plants, tw o of which 
w ill be in W ayne county .'one a t  Case- 
vllle and  the o ther a t Mt. Clemens.

Tiie th irteen  p lan ts  w hich w ill oper­
a te  in M ichigan the p resen t season 

.have a capitalized stock of $4,400,000, 
an  average o f $338,402 each. The cost 
of construction and equipping these 
factories will aggregate $0,525,000. an 
average of $425,000 each. T he 's ix  
p lan ts  which will he com pleted for 
nex t season 's w ork w ill have an  ag­
gregate cap ital stock of $2,150,000. an 
average of $358,333 each. The cost of 
the ir construction is estim ated  a t  an 
average of $550,000 each, an  aggregate 
o f $3,200,000. It is a conservative es ti­
m ate  th a t over $9,000,000 w ill have 
been investee] in sugar plants in Michi­
gan th e  coming season.

The th irteen  factories’ w hich w ill be 
operated during  the  com ing season will 
have an  average daily  capacity  of 6.050 
tons of beets. T he six  factories which 
w ill s ta r t  next yea r w ill have a capac­
ity of 3,G00 tons daily, which w ill bring 
the aggregate capacity  of M ichigan 
factories to 10.850 tons of beets daily. 
I t is estim ated  th a t the  th irteen  fac­
tories to be operated th is  season w ill 
average ninety days each and together 
will require 508.500 tons of beets. T he 
sugar obtained from  M ichigan beets 
la st season averaged above 14 per cent, 
and  on th is basis the ou tpu t of sugar 
for the  season w ill be 107.580.000 
pounds, or 83,700 tons. Experienced 
m anufactu rers estim ate th a t  the re  w ill 
be over 200,000.000 pounds o f sugar 
m ade in the  s ta te  th is  yeaT.

A ttention is called to the fac t th a t 
a large portion of the  m achinery used 
in the  factories is now of A m erican 
m anufacture, and th a t the  industry  
opens up o ther avenues for the  em ploy­
ment of American capital and  labor. A 
large am ount of lim estone is used in 
the  purify ing  process, the  average be­
ing aliout 2.100 tons for each factory 
during  the season. A large portion of 
th is stone Is procured from  th e  qu ar­
ries near Alpena. A bout 85.000 tons of 
bitum inous coal from  M ichigan mines 
will also be used.

A to tal of 65,000 acres of beets will 
be used th is  year, and  farm ers w ill 
receive an -av e rag e  of $5 per ton for 
the  product of the ir farm s. T he oper­
ating  force in the  factories th is  sea­
son w ill aggregate about 2.400 persons, 
whoonrfe paid high wages. The am ount 
of labor em ployed In weeding,*thinlng 
and pulling, the  beers is very large. 
T he fu tu re  outlook for the  industry  is 
considered very bright. F arm ers  and 
beet grow ers are  realizing handsom ely 
on the ir crops.

M arvin also said th a t in diseussing 
the  Incident of Mrs. H uss’ d isappear­
ance la ter, w hen th e  papers w ere 
p rin ting  long stories aliout th e  case, 
he rem arked  to  his w ife: " I f  anyth ing  
has happened to  th a t w om an I 
w ouldn 't lie in H enry  W isem an’s  shoes 
for a good deal, a f te r  having  been 
seen going into the woods w ith  her.”

Both Mr. and  Mrs. M arvin continue 
to  asse rt th a t W isem an told them  th a t 
Mrs. H uss ta lked  about the beau ty  of 
th e  woods, its  su itab ility  fo r picnics 
and  abou t her troubles w ith  her hus­
band. And th is  in sp ite  of W isem an 's 
denial th a t he w en t into th e  wood? 
w ith  the  w om an or th a t he talked  w ith  
her any more than  merely to d irect 
her. I

Mrs. E dw ard  Trem per. who now 
lives about tw o  miles south of Royal 
O ak. rem em bers Mrs. H uss d istinctly  
as  she w as a neighlior of ' th e  H uss 
w om an in Royal Oak a year ago.

"I rem em ber th a t she wore one gold 
ring. I t had no stone in it. bu t had a  
lo t of little  square  m arks on it.” she 
said. “She used to w ear th a t ring  
all tiie  tim e, bu t w henever sh e  was 
going to  w ash  dishes she would re­
move it.” W hen the  ring  w as show n 
Mrs. T rem per she exclaim ed: “T h a t Is 
ju s t like it. I t had little  square 
m arks on it ju s t  like tha t. I feel th a t 
I could sw ear on the  w itness stand 
th a t th a t ring  is tiie sam e ring  Mrs. 
H uss w ore." Mrs. Trem pof also said : 
“She used to  w ear on Hie ribbon 
around her neck a safe ty  pin with 
several little  red liends oij. jt. I re- 
piomber them  very d istinctly  because 
it seem ed such a funny w ay to m ake 
a clasp pin ju s t to  ta k e  a  safe ty  phi 
and pu t, the heads on i(.’\  E xactly  
such a pin w as found on. the  body.

C hristopher H uss. husband  of the 
m urdered Mrs. H uss. cam e to  P on t Hie 
W ednesday, and  a f te r  m aking a com­
plete identification of every piece of 
clothing and of every artic le  found on 
(lie body of tiie dead w om an, asked 
Prosecuting  A ttorney Klelier P. Rock­
well for a w arran t for H enry W ise­
man. charging  him w ith  the  m urder 
of liis wife.

" I t  is absolutely ce rta in .” , said  Mr. 
H u ss  th a t th a t m an W iseman m u r­
dered my wife. I w an t to  charge him 
w ith  th e  crim e.”

When Rood River’s (Or.) most suc­

cessful strawberry season closed this 
year it was found that the total ship­
ments of berries footed up close to 40,- 
000 crates, as compared with 28,000 
last year, This year’s crop has netted 
the Hood river farmers $75,000 in hard 
cash, and there is hardly an acre in 
the valley planted to strawberries that 
has not netted the owner from $100 
to $400. A conservative estimate of 
the average returns for the valley 
would give the farmers a net profit of 
$150 per acre for their strawberry 
crop.—Portland Oregonian.
