King Edward Rnd Czar
Several Royal Chain.

(Great Britain has no distinctive and
exclusive throne. Instead, there are
four—the wooben chair, with the slab
of Scotch 3tone, in Westminster Ab-
bey, which has served as the corona-
tion seat of the monarebs of this
realm for seven centuries; the sump-
tuous chair of state in the Hoube of
Lords; the 'chair on which the late
queen sat when holding a drawing
room in Buckingham palace, and the

ilt arm chair at Windsor, in. which,
the sovereign sits to receive letters of
credence or recall from foreign envoys,
or accord audience to dusky poten-
tates.

The Czar of Russia is even more
diversely throned. Each of & dozen
chairs of state are ai various times
styled the Russian throne. The two
most remarkable are the chairs of Ivan
the Terrible and the one in St
Georges Hall of the Winter Palace
at St. Petersburg. The former is of
turquoises. In the back alone, there
are 10,000 of these gems. ,The other
chair' is of costly (Woods, with ivory
and gold, richly jeweled, and embossed
with the imperial eagle. The seat"fs of
ermine, and the arms are Ivory tusks.

Further east, :n Teheran, the Shah
displays himself on a white marble
throne, looted from Delhi ha 1739. It
is of ivory, overlaid with gold, and
ablaze with gems, its value being esti-
mated at over £1,000,000.

LIME AND MALARIA

Investigator* Say That Former Partially
- Avert* Latter.

*A French sci®ntiet, Dr. Roche, thinks
that he has discovered an interesting
fact in regard to malaria. "He declares
that the addition of lime to the soil
for purely agricultural purposes will
reduce the amount of malaria In that
vicinity.  Another medical man. Dr.
Gtellet, echoes that opinion, and as-
serts that the diminution in malaria is-
proportional to the quality of Ilime
used. Neither of these writers offers
any explanation of the alleged discov-
ery or shows why the lime should an-
tagonize the malaria. The old notion
that so-called malarial fevers resulted
(as thg name implies) from bad air, a
miasm arising from the soil, and es-
pecially from wet places, is still enter-
tained by a number of people. This
is a theory which could be reconciled
easily with thei belief which Drs. Roche
and Grellet nclw cherish.  If both of
these suppositions are correct no doubt
the lime checks the development of
the miasmatic vapor in wet soil. But
it has recently been suspected that
malaria is caused by a micro-organism
which gets into the victim’ blood, and
not by a gas which is inhaled. It is
also suspected that this microbe gets
Into the blood through the bite of an
infected mosquito. Now, if this un-
derstanding of the case should prove
tb be right, then It would not be easy
tq see what lime has to do with sup-
pressing malaria. Perhaps it Kills
*io8qult;oes and improves the sanitary
conditions of al district in Sthat manner.
Or It is remotely possible that the
disappearance of malaria which has
been noticed in Frantie Is confined to
a limited region, and is due to some
other cause than the use of lime as a
fertilizer. The two facts may have
been simultaneous, but unrelated. At
any rate, it will be desirable to know
whether anything of the kind has been
noticed in other places where malaria
once prevailed and where lime has
been employed by farmers. If so, there
is doubtless something In the idea.
Otherwise, the French cases would ap-
pear to be accidental and exceptional.

Cultivation of Ooeo

The cultivation of coco, says a wri-
ter In the' Scientific American, is at
present an inciting agricultural pur-
suit-in Trinidad and parts of Venezu-
ela. The coco tree cannot withstand
strong sunshine, and the young plants
have to he shaded by banana or plain-
tain tr.ees, and! later, when they attain
their growth, by tall trees known as
“immortels,” or the “mother of the
coco.” These make a-kind of canopy
over the entire plantation. The fruit
of the coco tree is a pod, resembling
a cucumber and growing on the trunk,
or large branches, where it “looks as
though it were artificially attached.”
The seeds are like large, thick Lima
beans embedded in pulp. These form
the coco beans of commerce. The
processes of curing and drying require
much attention. s

A Community of Rent*.

The Lentil.

The plant herewith Illustrated Is the
Lentil, kfiown scientifically as lens
esculenta. It is a small branching
plant with delicate pea-like leaves. The
small white flowers growing In pairs
are followed by flat pods, each con-
taining two very flat round seeds, con-
vex on lboth Sides. Unlike the pea
and bean, the lentil is eaten only when
fully ripe. The brown or reddish lentil
Is smaller than the yellow, but of-tnore.
delicate Iflavor. The lentil is one of
the most ancient'of food plants, prob-
ably ond of the firstto  brought un-
der cultivation by man. It has been

rown from early times in Asia and
in the Mediterranean countries.” The
reddish [Egyptian lentil probably fur-
nished tihe “red pottage” of Esau. In
Europe "hls legume is far less grown
than'the pea and bean, partly because
Its yield of seed and straw Is less;
therefor® the market is partially Sup-
plied from Egypt. The lentil, accord-
Iing to inalysis, is one of the most

LetQ

nutritions of all the legumes, but Its
flavor is”pronounced and to some per-
sons ndt as agreeable cs that of the
pea ana bean. "It has sometimes been
claimed! that indigestion'and other bad
effects followed the eating of lentils,
but this impression Is known, in some
cases td be traceable to the use of cer-
tain pojisonous vetches, \frhose seed
much resembles the lentiL There is
every reason to consider the lentil o
wholescjme food. Until recent yekrs
the Jennil was little knowfi in the Unit-
ed States, but with the growth of the
foreign jpopulation its use has steadily
Increased. The lentils found in our
markets are all Imported, but the cul-
ture ol this legume with European
Beeds"* being tried In our southwest-
ern territories and elsewhere.  Th”re
Is alreajdy grown In New Mexico ~d
Arizonaj, as well ah In Mexico, a small
variety of lentil, the seed of which
was doubtless brought from Spain cen-
turies ago *by the -ancestors of the
present Imixed race living there. The
sandy soil of moderate fertility seems
adapted! to*It; It has become accli-
mated, Is hardy and prolific.

. | Net* on Apple Tree*.

At a*recent convention r%{)lorted by
the Farmers’ Review, Prof. Webster of
the Ohlb Experiment Station reported
the restats of some experiments car-
ried out Iby him In netting apple trees
to keep off the coddling moths. A
number of trees were covered with
nets tol keep- out the moths, and be-
side thjem were a number of' check
trees left uncovered. When the apples
were harvested it was found that 19
par cenjt were wormy on the covered
trees afid over 7ff per cent wormy on
the uncovered trees. It will be no
ticed' that even the apples on- the cov-
ered tr4ee were affected to almost one-,
fifth ofjail. Just how valuable the ex-
periment Is we cannot say. especially
as we ao not know how near the cov-
ered trees were to the uncovered. It
seems tjo the writer that one very im-
portant)- part- has not been reported..
We wi™h «o ‘ask: Did not the moths
that tried to get onto a covered tree
turn away from that and go onto an
uncovered tree, thus making the nym-
ber of Wormy apple? there very much,
larger ihan It would have been under
ordinary circumstances? If strch were
the case the relative value of the cov-
ering would be lessened, for-actual use
Also, did the covered tree bear.as much-
fruit as;the uncovered one? 'We ask;

On the other hand the bee Is a great
increaser of our crops through his
work of cross-pollenization. Many of
our plums and apples are sterile to
their own pollen, but such Is not true
of the peach and quince. The pear is
not of the type that produces pollen
that is borne by the wind. From the
biological standpoint the bees are do-
ing their' natural work in visiting
blossoms, and in spite of what harm
they do they are necessary to the Lost
results in our orchards.

Campbell Method of Soil Culture.

Some years ago the Campbell method
of soil culture made a considerable stir
in agricultural circles. Recently little
has been heard of it. The only refer-
ence made to it this year is In an ex-
periment station bulletin, which says:
“The Campbell method has yielded
small crops of wheat, aqd has given no
appreciable saving of soil moisture.”
As some of our readers.will remember
Mf.-Campbell, the inventor of the tools
used In this process, claimed that the
stirring up of the ground was not an
advantage to crops, and that where the
soil was plowed it should be again
compacted as firmly as it had been at
first, if that were possible. He said
that the ordinary roller only com-
acted the first two inches of earth,
ut that below that crust the soil was
Hght and loose. The roller he invented
was arranged to penetrate the soil and
compact the earth down to the de”th
of the plowing, while at the same time
a dust mulch was left on the surface.
At one time some of the experiment
station men looked quite favorably on
the scheme. Results, however, have
shown it of no value.

Spraying; Fruit Trees In Bloom.

There is atj present much contro-
versy whether"or not fruit trees should
be sprayed when in bloom. In the state
of New York a law has been passed
making it a misdemeanor to spray fruit
trees when in bloom, on account of
the danger to bees. It is without doubt
true that some bees are killed by the
poison in the spray. In one case re-
ported a whole hive-of bees were
killed, and an examination showed ar-
senic {a the digestive apparatus of the
bees.

It has also been discovered that the
poison is equally destructive to the life
of the polled, even when the amount
of poison is only 9 to 100 parts in 10,-
000. Even two parts in 10,000 has been
frequently found fatal to the pollen.
The danger to the pollen is, however,
%reatly lessened by the fact that- the

lossoms do not all open at once, but
the process extends over several days.
In a clump of five apple blossoms the
central one opens first, and spraying
at that time Kkills-'the pollen in only,
those open blossoms.

Fertilise tloa of Flower*.

Insects are necessary to the fertili-
zation of most flowers; and were It
not for insects, especially honey bees,
many of the crops we now have would
be wanting. There are a good many
flowers that produce pollen that has
no means of getting from flower to
Sower except by the medium of in-
jects. On the other hand some plants
‘throw off great quantities of pollen
without the help of the insects. Prof.
James Fletcher delates that when in
British Columbia some people came to
him and asked him to explain a show-
er of sulphur that had apparently fal-
len during the preceding alght ,He
assured, them that there had been no
shower of sulphur, but that what
looked like sulphur was in reality the
pollen ot"plne trees.
