In their annual report the state tax
commission calls attention to the fact
that the primary school money, which
is apportioned on the basis of the school
census, is, in many cafes, misappropri-
ated. According to law it cannot be
used for any purpose but the payment
of teachers’salaries. In some districts
it is used not only for other school pur-
poses than that for which it is intended
and in some cases ft is not used for
school purposes at all, but goes into the
township treasury and is used to meet
various township expenses. This is
given by the commission as a reason
for apportioning the fund on the basis
.of property ratherjthan on the basis of
4be school census. The present method
of apportioning the primary aohool
money hasalways been regarded, and
that too with good reasori*tfs an ex-
tremely wise one. It is the state’s con-
tribution to the support of the public
schools, and it is well that that contri-
bution be apportioned on the basis of
the number of children of school age,
which is a fair measure of the needs of
the district, rather than on the basis of
property, which is in no way a measure
of heed. .When the tax commission
was looking for something to reform it
was most unfortunate m its selection
-of the method of apportioning the pri-
mary school money.

Subject Is the NstlrUy—How God .Hon-
ored Childhood—Motherhood far All
Time Consecrated by the Scene In the
Hnagble Stable at ~Bethlehem.

Washington, Dec."'22—This discourse
of Dr. Talmage is full of the nativity
and ap])frogriate for the holidays; text,
Luke 11, 16, “And they came with haste
and found Mary and Joseph, and the
babe lyir® in a manger.”

The .black window shutters of a De-
cember tight were thrown open and
some of the best singers of a world
where they all sing stood there, and
putting back the drapery of cloud
chanted a peace anthem until all the
echoes of hill and valley applauded
and encored the halleluiah chorus.
Come, let us go into that Christmas
scene as though we had never before
worshiped At the manger. Here Is a
Madonna worth looking at. |- wonder
not that the most frequent flame in
all lands and in all Christian centuries
is Mary. And there are Marys.in pal-
aces and Marys in cabins, and, though
German and French and lItalian and,
Spanish and English pronounce It dif-
ferently, they are all namesakes of the
one whom we find on a bed of straw,
with her* pale face against the soft
effeek of Christ in the night-of the
nativity. All the great painters have
tried, on canvas, to present Mary and
her child and the incidents of that
most famous night In the world’s his-
tory. Raphael, in three different mas-
terpieces, celebrated them. Tintoretto
and Ghirlandajo surpassed -themselves
in the adoration of the magi. Coi
gio needed to do ho more than his Ma-
donna to become immortal. The “Mar
donnd of the Lily.” by Leonardo da
\*inci, will kindle the admir..tion
all ages. But all the galleries of Dres
den are forgotten when 1 .think of the
small room of that gallery containing
the “Sistine Madonna.” Yet all of them
were copies of St. Matthew’s Madon-
na and Luke’s Madonna® the inspired..
Madonna of the old book, which we
had put into our hands when we were
infants and that we hope to have under
our heads when we die..

Behold, in tne first place, that on the
night of Christ’s life God honored the
brute creation. You cannot go into
that Bethlehem barn without going
past the camels, the mules, the dogs,
the oxen. The brutes of that stable
heard* the first cry of the infant Lord.
Some of the old palpters represent the
oxen and cambte-'icneeling that night
before the new-born babe. mAnd well
might they kneel! Have you ever
thought that Christ came, among other
things,, to alleviate the sufferings of
the brute creation? Was it not appro-
priate that he should, during the first
few days and nights of hia life on
earth, be surrounded by the dumb
bealsts, whose moan and plaint and
bellowing have for ages been a prayer
to God for the arrestin? of their tor-
tures and the righting of their wrongs?
Not a kennel in all the centuries, nqt
a bird's nest, not a worn-out horse on
towpath, not a herd freezing in the
poorly built cowpen. not a freight car
In summer time ‘bring the beeves to
market without water through a thou-
sand miles of agony' not a surgeon’s,
room witnessing the struggles of $ox
or rabbit or pigeon or dog in,.the Jfor-
rors of vivisection,.but has an interest
in the fact that Christ was born in
a stable surrounded by brutes.

Standing then, as | imagine now |
do, in that Bethlehem night with an
Infant Christ on one side and the
mpeechless creatures of God on
other, I cry: Look out how you strike
the rowel into that horse’s side; take
off that curbed bit from that bleeding
mouth; remove that "qddle from that
raw back; shoot not foritan that bird
that is too small for food; forget not
to jout water into the cage of that
canary; throw out some crumbs to
those birds caught too far north in
the winter’s inclemency; arrest that
man who is making that onfe horse
draw a load heavy enough for three;
rush In upon that scene where boys
are torturing a cat or transfixing” a
butterfly and grasshopper; drive not
off that old robin, for her nesi-isa
mother’s cradle and under her wing
there may be three or four musicians
of the sky in training. In your fami-
lies*and in your schools teach the com-
ing generation more mercy than the'
present generation ‘has ever shown
and in this marvelous Bible picture of
the nativity, while you point out to
them the angel, show them also the
camel, and while they hear|ithe celes-
tial chant let them also hear the cow’s
moan.

Behold also,in this Bible scene how
on_that Christmas night God honored
childhood. «Childhood was tq be hon-
ored by that advent He must have a
child’s” light limbs and a childs dim-
pled hand and a child’s beaming eye
and a child’s flaxen hair, and babyhood
was to be honored for all time to come,
and a cradle was'to mean more than a
grave. Mighty God. may the reflec-
tion of that one chlld’Bface be seen in
alii Infantile faces!

Enough have all these fathers and

once Imothers on hand if they have a child

in the house. A throne, B crowd, a
scepter, a kingdom, under charge. Be
careful how you strike him across the
head, jarring the brain. What you
say to him will be centennial and mil-
lennial, and a hundred years and a
thousand years will not stop the «cho
and re-echo.

It--was a child In Naaman’s kitchen
that told the great Syrian warrior
where he-,might go and get eured_of
the leprosy,.which at his seventh
plunge fn the Jordan was left at the
bottom of-jthe river. It "wes to the
cradle of leaves in which a child was
laid, rocked by the Nile, that God
called the attention of history. It was
a sick child that evoked Christ’s cura-
tive sympathies. It was a child that
Christ set in the midst of the squab-
bling disciples to teach the lesson of
humility. . .

A child decided Waterloo, showing
the army of Blucher how they could
take a short cut’through the fields
wttien if the old road had been followed
the Prussian general would have come
up too late to save the destinies of
Europe.

and when the road is opened by the
first of next year it will be in as perfect
condition as any of the lines of the
Rock Island system that have been in
service for years. In connection with
sthe Rock Island-El Paso line is thd
new thirty-mile railroad whith is to
develop the immense Dawson coal
fields, owned by the Rock feiand, on
the Beaubien and Miranda grant, in the
northern part of Colfax county, N. M
This road will leave the main Rock
Island rails at or near Liberal station,
twenty miles southwest of the Cana-
dian river crossing, and run through
the New Mexican counties of San Mi-
guel, Mora and Colfax. This branch
will be completed by May 15. 1902. The
coal is to feed the southeastern por-
tion of the Rock Island-El Paso line,
and probably will largely supply the
Southern Pacific railroad, in addition
to a heavy domestic custom that
section of the country. The Comple-
tion of the El Paso line will give the
Rock Island a route of 222 miles short-
er between Kansas City and El Paso
than that of the Santa Fe between the
same points, together with a saving
of fifteen hours of time, the latter fact
being largely .due to the favorable
alignment and maximum | per cent
grade of the new Rock Island line.

Probably the smallest kingdom
inThe world generally recognized by
the Great Powers is tjie Kingdom of
Tonga, comprising three grouﬁs of the
Friendly Islands in the South Pacific
Ocean..  The area of the kingdom Is
374 square miles. Its ruler la King
George 1l.,Iborn in 1874, who succeed-
ed to the ttirone In 1893.

ARGENTINE NEWSPAPERS.

Fiuikm of Printing There Since JemUI
Introduced It In 1705.

Ohe feature of the progress of the
south American States is the increase
of the number of newspapers and mag-
azines. A recent issue of the Demo-
graphic Bulletin of the Argentine Re-
public gives some details of the de-
velopment of printing and-journalism
in that country. The article calls at-
tention to the fact that the first
printing office In the region of the
River Platte was established*in 1705 by
some Jesuit Fathers at their missions
in Paraguay. They at first used en-
graved blocks of wood and later sep-
arated wooden types. In 1775 they es-
tablished the first printing office in fefie
Argentine Republic proper. That was
at Cordova. When the Fathers were
driven out two years after that the
printing office at Cordova was aban-
doned, but it was transferred soon
after to Buenos Ayres. There it was
called the Printing Office of the Foun-
dlings, as its earnings were applied to
the support of the foundlings. It was
continued until 1824. The first news-
paper in Buenos Ayres was the Mer-
cantile Telegraph, which came out in
1801 At that time there was no free-
dom fjbr the press, but the revolution
of 180} gave an impulse to the publica-
tion of newspapers and from that time
on tlfe number kept growing larger.
There,are now 739 periodicals publish-
ed in the country. Of these ninety-
four are dallies and 256 weeklies; 682
mof them are Spanish, but eleven.are
English, twenty-tour Italian and sev-
en French;
