According to an order recently pro-
mulgated by the .postoffice department,
postmasters are required to conspic-
uously postin the public partof their,
offices, the names of all patrons of all
rural mail routes, together with the
route to which ciach belongs. This IS,a
complete change in the policy of .the
postoffice department in this
for. postmasters have been expi
forbidden heretofore to furnish/any
addresses or otlipr information r
ing patrons of their office. The order
states that the information is given for
the benefit of makers of directories or
others who wish lists of rural route
patrons. Postmaster.Hall has had a
list prepared of each of the three
routesrunningojlt of Plymouth. Route
one contains 402, names, route two 321
and route three ~34.“ The lists will be
framed and hung on the wallsin a con-
spicuous place.

A Rear End Collision.

A serious smash-up occurred on the
Pere Marquette a mile east of the
station Monday morning about eight
o’clock. A freight coming in from the
east broke in two at that point, leaving
the rear end on the track, the rear
brakeman going hack to signal another
freight known to be following. When
the first section arrived in the yards
the engine went back after the detach-
ed portion, whistling for the brakeman
to come in. They had just coupled on
wheh the second section came around
the curve at that point and crashed
into the caboose, which was broken
into kindling wood as was also a car of
merchandise and a coal car. The
engine was thrown crosswise of the
track and badly damaged. The fire-
man jumped but Engineer Hatchett
stuck to his post and miraculously
escaped injury, except having his foot
severely bruised. The fog wasso heavy
that morning that the engineer of the
second section was unable to see the
cars aheadi until too late. All trains
for the day were sent around by way
of Wayne over the Michigan Central
and a temporary track had to. be built
around the wreck. The wrecked engine
was one of the heaviest on the road.

Sued for Damage*.

Fred Schilke has brought an action
in the Wayne circuit court against'the
Conner Hardware Co., alleging 910000
damages for injuries received. Sept. 2
last Schilke undertook to make a fire
in his kitchen stove burn more quickly
by pouring on what he supposed was
kerosene oil out of a two-galion can,
which he had .purchased of the Conher
Co. the day before.

The fluid exploded, causing severe
burns on Mr,,. Schilke’s head, back,
shoulders and arms, from which he has
not yet fully recovered. Thefumiture
was also damaged by the ensuing fire
Mr. Schilke claims it \"as not kerosene
the company sold him, but gasoline, by
mistake.

In his affliction Mr. Schilke has the
genuine sympathy of the entire public,
but it is very much doubted if he can
obtain any damages, whether it was
kerosene or gasoline. When people
use either fluid for the purpose as did
Mr. Schilke, they are taking long
chances on possible damages to person
and property and do so knowingly, and
such facts would seem to be held as
contributory carelessness, presuming
the company to have been mistaken in
substituting  gasoline for kerosene,
which ~hey deny.

The doom of William Hooper Young,
the young Mormon grandson or Brig-
ham’” Young, seems to be sealed in the
case against Mm for the murder of
Mrs. Anne Pulitzer in New York Sep-
tember 16 last. When the trial opened
Wednesday Assistant District Attor-
ney Studin sprang a big sensation by
announcing that™ Charles Simpson
Eiling, whom Young had declared was
the principal in the crime, had been
located in a western prison, where he
Is serving a life sentence for murder.
He further stated that as Eiling had
been in the prison for several "years
he could not"liave been in New “York
at the time Mrs. Pulitzer was slain.
Young, when he was apprehended in
Connecticut, whither he fled after the
murder was discovered, made a con-
fession. to a friend who had known
him for a long time, and who was sent
by the police to identify him. In the
confession Young declared ~tbnt Mrs.
Pulitzer had been taken to Voting's
rooms by Eiling andf.there murdered.

THE GOEBtfL MURDER.

Y oattey Confesaea Implicating Many
Others In the Plot.

The inside history .of the famous
plot which resulted in the killing of
Win. Goebel. Democratic claimant to
the governorship of Kentucky, is re-
lated In the confession of. Henry EJ
Youtsey. James B. Howard, of Clay
county, is said to have fired the fatal
shot, and ex-Gov. Taylor is implicated
with Caleb Powers and others in the
conspiracy. Youtsey is the only man
who has been convicted. He saya he
has made a clean breast of the de-
tails -of the plot and has told eveiT'
thing he knows “fully and frankly.”
He said that the shot was fired from
the front window In the private office
of Secretary of State- Caleb Powers
and that he and Jim Howard yrere
the only persons inside of the room.

Hp named William S. Taylor,
Charles Finley, Caleb Powers, John L.
Po-wers. William H. Coulton, W harton
Golden and William J .Davidson as
conspirators with him and said that
while others were active and had a
guilty knowledge the crime was to
be committed, these men advised
Goebel’s death by shooting and aided
and al»etted in procuring his death.

Yontsey’s confession as to the work-
ing out of the plot Immediately prior
to the shooting reveals the calculating
and cold-blooded way in which he
said Goebel’s death was planned.

F THE Frehch chgrish-

ished a lingering ten-
derness for one of the
families most promi-
nent in its history, or
if the British people
were anxious to in-
crease its already high
*collection of storied
buildings, one of the

most interesting residences in Eng-
land wonld stand a good chance of
being preserved. As it s, it will prob-
ably be torn down to make way for
the modem “villas” beloved of the
jerry builder.

The residence in question is "York
house,” at Twickenham, the home of
one English king, the birthplace of

ally brilliant entertainments were
held. The first child of the Comte de
Paris and his wife, formerly Marie
Dorothee, Princess Imperial of Aus-
tria, was the present Queen of Portu-
gal, who was bom in 1868. Tfie- Duke
of Orleans saw the light in 1869, and
Princess Helene, now Duchess of
Costa, In 1871.  As “youngsters” the
children of the great French house
who were almost of an age with the
children of the present King and
Queen of England, used to visit and
play with them day after day. and it
was in these; days that the affection
which existed between the late Duke
of Clarence and “Helene of France"
began. As years went by they fell ic
love with each other and only the dif-

two English (?]ueens and more recently
the English home of the Bourbon
house of which the Duke of Orleans,
pretender to the throne of France;
the present Queen of Portugal, and
the Duchess of Aosta, who may yet
be Queen of Italy, are members. All
of the last three illustrious folk were
bom and brought up at York house.
The old mansion, which stands by the
Thaipes close to the old church where
Alexander Pope lies buried, is the
property of the Duke of Orleans, and
It is by his orders that it is about to
be sold.

The duke says the reason he wishes
to dispose of his English home is that
it has become surrounded on aA sides
by semi-detached cottages of the sort
affected' by folk of slender means and
humble origin. There is a general be*
lief, however, that his royal”highness
is parting with his family’s home in
exile because, he finds that, in spite
of the fact that King Edward has de-
clared that “the doors of England are
open onpe more” to him, his society is
not likely to be cultivated in this
country to any extent It is not
thought that “York House” will be
bought by anyone as a residence, but
that its Liatoric site will fall into the
hands of the speculative builder and
promptly be covered with the same
sort of dwellings with which his royal
highness says the neighborhood is
already too full to salt him.

To return, however, to “York
House.” Its history begins when it
was built by the " literary Earl -of
Clarendon, who used, according to
tradition, to write his essays In the
walks of the gardens which adjoin the

house. It was Lord Clarendon who
made a present of his home to James
Il, then Duke of York. It was a home

fit for the heir to a throne, too, for
It was magnificently furnished and
boasted a wonderfully carved oak

ference in their religions prevented
their marriage. It was reported that
when the Duke of Clarence died,
though he was formally engaged to
the present Princess of Wales, his
last gasping words were “Helene™.
Helene!”

It was at York house that the Duke
cf Orleans first revealed the love of
natural history that was eventually to

take him around the world as, "a
mighty hunter, by starting a small
menagerie, and that his elder sister,

Marie Amelie, pored over her school
books so assiduously that, as Queen of
Portugal, she is considered one of the
best informed royal women in Europe.
Helene, now of Oosta, was, however,
her father's favorite,- and she a”d the
old Comte de Paris used to be seen
day after day riding together in Rich-
mond park, across the river from
Twickenham, or in the direction of
Stowe. She always has been radiantly
pretty, but slightly domineering, and
Italian statesmen are credited with an

apprehension that, should her hus-
band, the Duke”of Aosta, mount the
throne of Italy the daughter of the
