In view of the fact that we are soon 
to vote upon the question of "bonding 
ourviilage for the sum of 812,500 for 
the purpose of installing an electric 
lighting system, it seems proper and in 
fact necessary, in order that we may 
vote intelligently upon the matter, that 
we should consider it. in its various 
phases and aspects. All I desire to do 
ia to take up some of the objections I 

*have heard urged against electric lights, 
whether the plant be owned by a prij 
vate concern or the municipality, anq 
more especially objections I have heard 
urged against ownership by the village! 
and attempt, in an entirely friendlv 
way, to answer the same.

I t  is urged by some that the time has 
not yet come for us to haVe our streets 
lighted by electricity, that we are not 
large enough, that our present lights 
are good enough and that we should 
not attempt to put on city airs too 
soon. In answer to these assertions it 
ia enough to refer to the fact that 
throughout the State of Michigan there 
are probably not more than two dir 
three villages of the size of Plymouth 
which are not electric lighted! In fact 
many villages of three-fourths the size 
have been so lighted for years. So true 
is this that the first thing the stranger 
notices when he walks along our streets 
is the fact that we are still using a sys­
tem of street lighting long ago de­
clared worthless and antequated by the 
large majority of communities. So 
much on the question of whether ike 
need electric lights or not.

When it comes to the question of 
municipal ownership of our lighting 
system many objections are raised. It 
is said first of all that the estimates 
which are now on file in the office of 
the village clerk are not high enough, 
and that 812,500'will not be sufficient 
to  completely install a plant. In an­
swer to this assertion it  might be said 
that those estimates wepe carefully 
prepared and that every electrical en­
gineer who has looked oyegibe ground 
has estimated that a plarijtijbould be in­
stalled here for from SlQ.OQflh to 813,090.

I t is asserted also that wje will need 
a double system, that is, one plant to 
arun the incandescent lights and aii- 
-other to run the arc street lights, thus 
making the actual final cost about dou­
ble tlie estimates. Any electrical en­

gineer knows and will tell you tliat 
with the modern arc light of to day the 
double system is not necessary, as in­
candescent and arc lights ean he pieced 
.upon the same circuit. Tne engineers 
-who prepared the plans and specifica­
tions for the proposed local system 
planned fpr arc lights of the latest ap­
proved pattern, with the idea not only 
of getting a better light, but also with 
that of avoiding the double system.

Then it is said that the cost of main­
taining electric lights will be so great 
thai our taxes will be materially In­
creased. I feel safe in asserting that 
after the second or third year arfter the 
installation of electric lights the local 
plant will be nearly, if not quite, self- 
sustaining and that at the least calcu­
lation our streets will be lighted better 
and at a less rate than would be possi­
ble with a plant owned by private par­
ties, the village to pay so much for each 
street light. I do not make this asser­
tion upon a belief merely as a founda­
tion, but after a careful study of the 
history, development and present con­
dition of municipal lighting through­
o u t the State. To enforce my position 
lot me £ive a few figures as taken from 
private letters and official reports.

We are perhaps more particularly in­
terested in the plant operated by the 
Village of Northville than in Any 
-other; It is generally talked that this 
plant is run at a great loss to the tax 
payers each year. he report for the 
last fiscal year shows that the total 
cost to the village for street lighting 
-after the payment of all Interests, 
•operating expenses, extentions aud im­
provements was less than 81,000, with 
forty arc lights in coinmission. This Is 
true in spite of the fact that the village 
donated something like 8500 in lights 
t o  the various factories located there.

The Village of Durand furnishes 
-very interesting figures on the subject 
The original cost of the plant in that 
tillage was 812,00a Since the thirdye&r 
the plant has been self-sustaining and 
i s  now-paying all operating expenses 
as well as for the necessary extensions

was only $650.00. This Village is con- 
ceeded by all to be one of the best 
lighted villages in the state.

The Village of Chelsea purchased its 
electric light and water works plant 
for 843,000. After the payment of all 
expenses the combined plant for the 
year ending March 2nd, 1802, turned 
81522.59 into the genera) funds of tlie 
village. The interest on the' bonds, a- 
mounting to 82100, was paid from the 
general funds. This made tihe service 
rendered by the combined plants copt 
the village for that year 8622.29.

The experience of nearly every city 
or’village in the State of Michigan hap- 

g municipal lighting, has beenequ^l 
ly as favorable. Mo well, for the last 
six months has been operating its own 
plant and the streetlights have in th^t 
time cost less than forty percent pf 
what they did under the contract sys­
tem. The City of Detroit up to the 
time of Mayor I'ingree was lighted by 
a private corporation. Since the ip- 
stallation of the municipal plant that 
city has been far better lighted and (at 

much less cost than before. The 
City of Ypsilanti owns its own plant, 
and has for years, and its streets are 
lighted in a far more satisfactory man­
ner than those of the sister City of Ann 
Arbor, where the contract system is lip 
vogue and at only about half the cojst. 
Other institutionsmjght bementioned.

It should be noted also, that the cost 
of light to private consumers in those 
places where the muncipality owns the 
plant is, as a rule, much less than I inj 
those where private parties own it. In 
Romeo and Northville, for example, 
the rate is only eight cents per 1000’ 
watts, whereas no private concern will 
undertake to furnish the same light at 
less than from twelve and one half 
cents to fifteen cents per 1000 watts. 
This in itself in a great saving to the 
inhabitants. J

Considering then, that pur present 
street lighting (?) is costing something 
like $600 per year and that bther vil­
lages no more prosperous and, I hope 
no more enterprising! are getting their 
streets lighted with electricity furnish­
ed from their own plants for from $600 
to 81000, it is evident that the installa­
tion of a plant here, properly conduct­
ed and properly managed, as we know 
it would be, would impose very little if 
any additional burden upon the tax­
payers.

TURN ON  TH E LIGHT.

The concensus of popular sentiment 
at the present time seems to favor elec­
tric lighting for Plymouth, and the 
real division of opinion seems to be be­
tween municipal ownership of j the 
plant and the furnishing of light under 
contract with private parties. This 
question of public vs. private owner­
ship is a burning one, in many ways, 
and numerous municipalities have 
tried to solve the problem with varied 
success. In a majority of cases where 
municipal ownership has been resorted 
to the service has been more econom­
ical and better than similar service fur­
nished under contract,.and it isi very 
obvious why this should be so. The 
main object of the municipality is to 
get the most fer the least money, while 
the contractor seeks to give the least 
for the most money. The municipali­
ty is looking for good service; the con 
tractor is hunting for profits. With 
honest administration lights would not 
cost the village any more than the con­
tractor, and with the item of profit 
added to the cost, lights furnished by 
contract must certainly be the most ex­
pensive. An incompetent, dishonest 
public official can be easily detected 
and punished or superceded, but a 
money-grabbing contractor could 
scrimp the service in many’ ways and 
still hold the village to the contract. 
Under the municipal system, imlprove- 
ments and change of regulations could 
be adopted whenever experience prov­
ed them desirable, while oversights 
could not be corrected, or advisable 
amendments could not be made, in a 
contract during its life except by con­
sent of both parties. Whenever the 
interest*)! either demanded a change 
the other party could refuse the de­
mand until the expiration of the con­
tract. Interested parties frequently 
juggle with figures and distort facts 
for the purpose of deceiving thê  people 
into farming out the public business, 
but the country is full of object (lessons 
which prove that it is generally better 
to have public business underj public 
control. Instead of the voter being In­
fluenced by the old and specious plea 
that “What is everybody's business is 
nobody's business,” be should! follow 
the rule: Do not place confidence in 
any one who would not trust the peo­
ple. T axpayer.

C n ja w t T a x a t i o n .

The cars of the D. P. A N. Ry. were 
withdrawn from service Monday by 
Supt. Richmond because he feared a 
hold-up. The company had not paid 
its taxes and Township Treasurer 
Sloan of Northville notified Mr. Rich­
mond last, week that his taxes must be 
forth coming by Monday morning* 
The tax^was not paid and rather than 
have his cars attached and held in 
Northville, the superintendent put 
them-in the barn here. Negotiations 
were then opened with the result that 
an agreement was reached between the 
township officials of Northville, Ply­
mouth and Wayne not to interfere 
with the running of cars for a week, in 
which time it is expected the tax will 
be paid. The cars were again in service 
Tuesday forenoon.

The company has been most unjust­
ly and unreasonably assessed on -its 
property in Plymouth, the figures being 
made to Supervisor Root by the Stattf 
Tax Commission. The value of the 
power-house here was fixed bv these 
gentlemen at 827,000 and the dinky 
cars at 80,000, a valuation above the 
cost by considerable. Every- effort was 
made by the company to get its assess­
ment reduced and Supervisor Root 
did all he oould, but the commission 
turned a deaf ear to all appals. The 
fact that thAcompany was running be­
hind every month on actual expenses 
cut no figure. The assessment was al­
lowed to stand and there is no kppeiti. 
The company's taxes are 8813. They 
are paying out to employes and for in­
cidentals in Plymouth over $1,000 per 
month and this village naturally is 
very indignant at the treatment they 
have received by the commission.
