England. C harles had  taken  th e  w est­
ern  road by C arlisle, and  f t w as 
though t he would m ake fo r London. 
H e  w en t a t  a  flying speed p a s t York, 
N ottingham , Coventry, un til he reached 
the  borders ofi S hropshire. A t Shrew s­
bury  he found th e  g a tes  Bfaiut against 
him  and  h is  m en w ere so d isheartened  
th a t  th e  k ing  tu rn ed  w estw ard  to 
W orcester, a city  reported  to be loyal, 
w here he w as received w ith  every 
show q f honoij and  affection.

M eanw hile Cromwpll w as following 
Gharleb w ith  a  steady sw iftness th a t 
had  som ething  fatefu l in  i t  .This was 
to  be Ihe la st ba ttle  of th e  civil w ar, 
and  Cromwell knew  It. T he re  w as in 
his soul, even a t, P erth , th e  assu rance  
of victory, and as  he  passed through 
th e  tow ns and villages of England, 
m en would not be restra ined . They 
th rew  down th e  sickle and  th e  spade 
in the  field, the  ham m er in th e  forge, 
th e  p lane a t  the  bepch, and  catching 
hold  of th e  s tir ru p s  of th e  riders, rah  
w ith  them  to  jthe halting  place. So, 
w ith  h is  ten  thousand troops aug­
m ented  to  th ir ty  thousand, he reached 
W arw ick, and m aking h is  headquar­
te rs  a t  th e  prletty village of K eynton 
nea r by, he gave his m en tim e to 
draw  b rea th  and called a  council of 
war.

Cromwell s a t a t  th e  upper end of a 
long table. A rough m ap of th e  coun­
try  around W orcester lay before him, 
and H arrison , L am bert, Israel Swaff­
ham  and Lord Evesham  w ere his' com­
panions. T here w ere tw o tallow  can­
dles on the  table, and  th e ir  light 
shone on th e  face  of Cromwell. A t 
th a t  m om ent it w as full of m elan­
choly, b u t he saw  In an  in s ta n t the  
en trance  of Neville, and  w ith an  al­
m ost im perceptible m ovem ent com­
m anded h is  approach.

N eville laid the le tte rs  of which he 
was the  b ea re r before Cromwell, and 
h is  la rge  hand im m ediately covered 
them . “Is all w ell?”- he asked—and 
read ing  th e  answ er in  th e  you th ’s 
face, added, “I thank  God! W hat then 
of the  c ity ? ”

The ex terio r skin 
is m ore im penetrable than  t i e  tough- 
jest leather, and besides it  la  protect- 
led w ith long, w iry spines curved in to  
hooksi a t  the  end, y e t so strong and 
springy th a t if a  large rock bp throw n 
against them  they rem ain  uninjured,

If the  sp ines be burned^ off, one 
may, by long and tedious effort, cu t 
th ro u g h -th e  rind w ith  a  s to u t kn ife ; 
o therw ise nothing b u t an  ax  will en­
ab le him  to g et a t th e  in te r im  of th is  
well-arm oured plant. •
