I t  Is one of th e  s trange fea tu res  of 
the  p resen t s itu a tio n  in  th e  cotton 
m a rk e t th b t Sully took up th e  bull 
cam paign a f te r  Theodore H?.-Price had 
given it up. P rice  has  been one of the  
m dst sp ectacu la r figures in the  cotton 
world, i i  th e  season of 1899-1900. 
w hen h e  was a t  th e  head of th e  firm 
of P rice , McCormick & Co., h e  planned 
one of th e  g rea te s t bull cam paigns 
ever known. H e laid his basis  w hen

cotton m ark e t analagous to  th e  pres 
ent. T he crop is not small—n o t small, 
a t  leas t, ;>.s co tton  crops have been  for 
th e  la s t few  years. T h a t i t  is la rg er 
th a n  th e  crop o f  la s t  yea r is likely;

In sheep  husbandry  th e re  is  one 

th ing  th a t m ust be observed and not 
overlooked, and th a t is th rif t, w rites 
Jacob Ziegler. T h rift m eans hea lth , 
gain in  quality , quan tity  and  produc­
tiveness, hence profit, and  profit is 
w hat we a re  a fter. I t  should always 
be th e  ob ject of th e  flock m aste r to  
keop h is  sheep  in  a  th riv ing  condition. 
T he quality  of the  wool a s  well ajs- its  
quan tity  ;and th e  general productive­
ness of th e  flock dem and th is  system. 
Now th e  question is, wb>gt a re  the  
essen tia ls  of th r if t?  I say good feed, 
w ater, sh e lte r-a n d  close a tten tion  of 
the  shepherd. I t is the  w orst possible 
p rac tice  jto allow th e  sheep to fall 
aw ay in  flesh as  th e  :g rass fails  in the 
autum n. T he inc reas ing  wool con­
ceals th e  sh rink ing  ca rcass  m uch to 
the d isappoin tm ent of th e  care less 
flockm aster. B e tte r  confine them  in 
the yard  th a n  to allow them  to  ram ble 

-about in  som e field in  s e a rc h 'o f  food, 
which fu rn ishes a  li ttle  green  feed but 
too ligh t to be of any  real value. 
For w in te r fodder th e re  is no th ing  bet­
te r  th a n  ; fine ea rly  cu t clover; cut 
when in  bloom  and w ell cured. Hay 
from  oldj m eadow s consisting  of a 
variety  q f g rasses is  very  good. Sowed 
or thickly drilled corn for fodder, cut 
and well: shocked in good season, is 
also splendid feed. Good corn stover 
is  a  good and cheap feed. A feed of 
b rig h t oats s traw  tw o or th ree  tim es 
a  w eek can be given to  a  good advan t­
age, and  th e  leaving  of th e  straw  and 
s ta lk s m akes a  splendid yard  
good absorben t of th e  manure.,

Reason for Selling Half Fat Cattle 
From  F arm e rs’ Review; One of 

the  reasons fo r the  rushing, of half-fat 
c a ttle  to m arket is  this. In  the  year 
1901 crops failed. F arm ers had  not 
figured on that and som e of them  had 
borrow ed money to buy feed, depend­
ing on the resulting crop to help them 
out. The crops failed and the farm* 
ers sold all the salable stock on the 
place, keeping the young stock be­
cause it jwas not salable. They suc­
ceeded by e&reful feeding and little 
feeding In keeping their stock till 
they weri sure, of anpther crop. Then 
whpn the stock was anywhere near 
good enough to sell they let it go. 
They could not buy feed, as they were 
too far behind on their hills, and it  
took all the money they could raise 
to keep the sheriff off. Borrowed 
money had to ̂ be paid back, grocery 
bills had jto fte cancelled, the doctor 
and the blacksniith refused to wait 
longer, and each man wanted every 
cent coming to him. Bo the half-fat 
cattle had to go as soon as possible. 
I cannot see any other reason. I know 
that was Ithe case here with our meh.

“soft corn.” However the* season is a 
little later in Kansas than it Is in 
some of ttte northern states and 1 
presume that the so-called “soft corn" 
is not, so|markedly soft in Kansas as 
further north. We have been feeding 
the com to 100 head of steers and 
have been obtaining excellent results 
with i t  The corn that we have fed 
this yearj seems to give as good re­
sults as ahy we have ever fed and we 
have- beard no' reports of trouble re­
sulting from feeding this year’s corn. 
You ask, j “bow does this com'com­
pare with) soaked corn?” To my mind 
there is no comparison whatever as 
the com that we have used resembles 
ordinary com very moch more closely
