T he Kelly bill, exem pting m ort­
gages and  land con tracts  from  taxn- 
tio ifr-a  reform  w hich lias been the  sub­
ject of, ag itation  for years—is now be­
fore tlie. house, having passed the  keii- 
ate . .Rep. Thom as G. Campbell.' of 
G ladw in, chairm an  of the  house com­
m ittee on tnxutiou, says: "P resum a­
bly under our system  we asses* all 
property, personal and  rea l—th a t is. 
th e  supposed basis on which levies are  
made. B ut wo are  really  aim ing to 
reach  every individual-'a n d  assess him 
fo r w ha t he is w orth. And th is  we do. 
b u t we do not allow  him to se t off 
aga in st his property any  debts o ther 
than  those guaranteed  by real estate, 
except credits. A fter we have got at 
ail the real and  personal property w e 
can  find and  have placed a ll the ta n ­
gible evidences of \ve'nlt3i on th e  rolls, 
w e stick on ano ther $U5,0uT>.0(k> under 
the  head of credits—som ething which 
has no existence w hatever, e ither as 
property  or w ealth . From  th is we de­
rive a revenue of abou t 1 2-3 cents on 
the  dollar, o r $1,100,000 • in aggregate 
taxes. This sum  constitu tes abou t 5 
per <*ent of our to tal revenue.”

A proposed hill w hich, it is under­
stood. -was d raw n up by form er Rep­
resen ta tive  F. < \  Wells, provide* for 
a .$2,000 s ta te  veterinarian , and  p re ­
scribes .a t  length fo r the  preventing 
the spread  of disease am ong cattle. It 
would perm it him  to h ire  help a t  $ 1 0  
a d ay  fo r each assistan t, and  the scope 
of the  m easure m ay he seen in th is 
clause: "T he s ta te  veterinarian  shall 
havi- pow er to employ, a t  the expense 
of the  state , such  persons, aifd pur­
chase such supplies and  m ateria ls  as. 
m ay he necessary to ca rry  into full 
effect a ll orders by him given."

The m ost im portant m easure acted 
upon by th e  house Tuesday w as the 
K elly  bill, subm itting  to the  people the 
question of calling a convention to 
uuiho a- general revision of the* s ta te  
constitution. T he hill has passed tlie 
senate, a .a l  in the house com m ittee o f 
the  whole the re  w as no objection to 
it. so  th a t the  m easure will probably 
go before Gov. Bliss for signatu re in 
a  few  days. If  it goes through the 
voters will b e  called upon to  vote on 
the  m easure a t  the fall election of 
1U04.

T he senate complied w ith  the  re ­
quest o f the  house for the  re tu rn  of 
the  Moriart.v m easure g ran ting  circuit 
judges the  pow er to adm it to p roba­
tionary  parole persons convicted of 
crim es less than  m urder. The hill is 
not retroactive. Once a prison door 
has closed on a prisoner, he is de­
barred  from probation. T he m easure js 
loosely draw n. It is not specifically 
s lated  th a t only the  judge whom tjje- 
!aw  gives the r igh t to  sentence can 
employ the parole pow er in any case.

H enry  Russel, of the M ichigan Cen­
tra l. ta lked  to  the house and  senate 
com m ittees on railroads for half an 
hour in opposition to th e  projiosed con­
stitu tional am endm ent to allow  tlie 
leg islature to crea te  a railroad  tariff 
commission. H arry  K. G ustin and  
F ran k  W. F letcher..

An im portan t proposition, w hich fa 
likely to  be considered, by tlie house 
com m ittee on w ays and m eans, is tha t 
the re  sl-all he a ttached  to every ap ­
propriation bill for supplies a t  sta-tc 
institu tions a proviso th a t such, sup­
plies. ;iU they be sueli tilings as clothes, 
food or fu rn itu re , shall he purchased 
from . M ichigan persons, firms o r cor­
porations. Much of th is  business is 
claim ed to have gone to Chicago and 
M ilwaukee in the past.

S om e'o f the  m em bers of the house 
have discovered th a t one of the  fea ­
tu re s  of the N ottingham  bill is a pro­
posed raise In the  annual sa la ry  of I>r. 
H arrison, of the Soo. secretary  of the 
medical reg istration  board, from $1,800 
to. $2;500 a  year, the  fee fo r exam ina­
tion being raised to $25 for th a t pu r­
pose. Some of the  members of tin* 
com m ittee are  now ta lk ing  abou t cu t­
ting  dow n tlie fee. w hich would also 
m ean th a t Dr, H arrison  w ouldn’t get 
his raise .

T he senate on T uesday devoted con­
siderable tim e fo a  discussion of the  
bill appropriating  $125.|000 for a  M ich­
ig an 'ex h ib it a t the  w orld 's fa ir  and  a t 
the evening session the  bill cam e up 
on th ird  reading  and the  vote stood 17 
to 10. h u t P residen t F u lle r ruled th a t 
it w ould ta k e  a tw o-thirds vote to puss 
th e  measure, on the  ground th a t it 
provided for an  appropriation  of s ta te  
money fo r p riya te  purposes. The bill 
w as tabled.

T he senate has passed the bills 
placing th e  funds of th e  school board 
And lib rary  board  o f D etroit in the 
city  treasu ry , and  providing th a t  no 
con tracts  for im provem ents shall be 
valid  until a certificate has been issued 
by the  city  controller th a t  the. money 
the refo r is ac tually  in the  treasury . 
Only the  governor’s s ignatu re Is need­
ed  to  m ake them  laws. The school 
board  bill is to  go in to  effect Ju ly  1 
next. «

T he origfn o f the c ro ss a s  a  symbol tian  religion owes the  o rig inal adop­
ts  shrouded In the dim  m ists  . <Jf tion of the  cross a s \a  symbol. O ver
alm ost p reh isto ric  an tiquity . C entur­
ies before th e  Gallic and  Cymric Celts 
sw arm ed over England, cen tu ries be­
fo re  th e  lowly N azarene began pro­
m ulgating  h is  doc trin e^  cen tu ries be­
fo re  th e  beginning  pf th e  Old T esta­
m en t h istory , th e  cross was an  ini- 
p o rta n t fac to r in  th e  lives of men. i t  
form s p a r t  o f the  lore of the  m ost 
an c ien t o f  religions. N ever 16 a g reat 
excavation  m ade but th a t many varia­
tions of th e  cross form s a re  exhum ed 
a n d  under circum stances which prove 
th a t  they  h ave  been religious sym ­
bols.

W ha t becam e of th e  t ru e 'c rp s s  Is 
o n e  of th e  g rea te s t m iracles o f all 
'tim e. I t  is  tru e  th a t tn e re  are  in 
m any  Old and  N ew ‘ W orld ca thedrals 
b its  of w ood purporting  to be p a r t of 
th e  tru e  cross. In  som e cases, notably 
t h a t  w hich  concerns th e  fragm ent of 
th e  ta b le t .p laced over th e  crqss by 
P ila te ’s  o rder, and  w hich is  now in 
th e  an c ien t church  of S an ta  Croc* 
a t  Borne, th e ir  au then tic ity  seems

th e  spot w here the cross w as discov­
ered a  chapel was erec ted  and the  
sacred  wood w as retained  by H elena 
in Jerusalem  and deposited under 
tne  g rea t church o r  basilica erected 
by C onstantine tftrer .th e  p lace of 
crucifixion and trnHal- F or th ree  
hundred  peaceful years th e  cross 
rem ained In tue  custody of th e  Bish­
op of Jerusalem . Every E a ste r i t  was 
exhibited to  the  pilgrim s who th rong­
ed the  Holy City. T hen cam e th re e  
hundred  years of com parative obscur­
ity. from  which th e  crosjs em erged to 
become the  cen ter of upheavals th a t 
convulsed the  en tire  civilized world, 
arrayed  the W est aga in st th e  E a st,' 
and  caused th e  spilling of oceans of 
b lcod^-the w ars of the  Crusades.

T4ie story  of the valian t crusaders 
and th e ir  series of a ttem p ts  to  rescue 
the  holy wood from Moslem hands is 
w ell known. A fter a  series o f vicissi­
tudes, . victory finally perched on tlje 
banners of the Saracens* who, under 
the  g rea t Saladin. defeated the  C hris­
t i a n s 'a t  H attin , in a  ba ttle  o f frig h t­
ful carnage. On th a t day, the! 5th 
of; Ju ly .' 1187,.th e  cross was lost to 
|th e  C h ris tian s . I t w as never again 
recovered. R ichard th e  Lion H earted  
|and: m asy  o th e r w arrio rs w ent to. the 
rescue, b u t to  no avail. F inally  the  
[cross disappeared. O f its  fa te  no th ­
ing is known. F or hundreds of years 
a  Search was m aintained , • b u t w ithout 
success. I t is generally  believed I th a t 
th e  superstitious M oslems, fearing  
th e  powers of th e  cfoas, destroyed it 
in o rder to p reven t its. possible re­
cap tu re  by th e  C h ris tian s^  T his, in  
briOf, is all th a t is knOwn of th e  h is­
to ry  of th e  tru e  cross itself.

A fter th ^ c ra e if itfo n  over th re e  cen­
tu ries  elapsed  before th e  cross a s  a  
symbol in any  form  becam e a  part 
of the church  observance, and seven 
cen tu ries passed  before th e  crucifix 
.was ftumUy adoited. . Til* prolonged 
do1M proceeded from two malm

causes. T he early  C hristians, had 
not fully erad icated  th e  old prejudice 
aga in st th e  cross, and  they  though t 
th e  scene q f the  crucifixion too sacred  
to be p ic tured  in  Images.

P rio r to  th e  fourth  cen tu ry  the  
holiest of C hristian  symbols was the  
m onogram  of C hrist. I t w a^. woven 
in to  all ecclesiastica l vestm en ts and 
formed a  prom inent fea tu re  of o ther 
decorations. About th e  y ea r 393 the 
first crucifix w as in troduced in to  the  
church. I t  was m ade of da rk  red  
wood and a t  th e  in tersection  o f  th e  
tw o parts  bore the  figure of th e  
lam b, th e  objection to th e  using  of 
th e  ac tual figure of C h ris t being still 
s trong. __ .. ■

Som ew hat la te r came th e  Greek 
crucifix, one o f th e  m ost beautiful 
of all th% form s, and w hich many 
contem porary divides contend would 
form  a  m ore fitting  p a r t of church  
cerem onials .than  th e  one in  common 
use. T h is G reek cross w as m ean t to  
typify the  trium ph over dea th , but in 
such a  m anner as  to  d iv est a s  fa r  as  
possible the  en tire  sub jec t of its  
gruesom e and  m orbid aspect. It 
blossomed w ith  flow ers’ of gold and 
silve r an&  w as richly studded w ith  
gems. In  692, during  th e  reign of 
Ju stin ian , the  Council of Trullo  w as 
held . T h e  ob jec t of the  fam ous con­
ference  w as to  devise ■ & m eans by 
w hich to  , circum vent th e  m ysticism  
and sym bolism  th a t w ere th rea ten ing  
to  underm ine th e  C hristian  religion 
an d  deprive; i t  of its  tru e  m eaning. It 
was pointed o u t th a t  th e  Signs and 
sym bols used  in  th e  serv ice  w ere be­
com ing m ore and- m ore  im portan t 
th a n  the  th ings they  stood for, and  
th a t to  th e  ignoran t m ind th e  s to ry  of 
the  life and  sufferings o f C h rist -be­
gan to  be only a  s o r t of m$rth, an 
allegory.

K Silage has been given th e  cred it 
from  tim e to  tim e fo r causing many 
of th e  ilis in  th e  dairy  industry , am ong 
them  m ay be mentioned bad flavors in  
m ilk and bu tter, destroying  th e  tee th  
of anim als, shorten ing  life and m ore 
recently; abortion  has b een -added  to  
the  IistJ If  the  crop is not p u t into 
the  siloi a t  th e  proper stage of m atu r­
ity  o r  If the  silo is  n o t a ir  tig h t and 
undesirable  ferm entations take  place, 
some ill-effects m ay resu lt. On the 
o th e r hand, w hen a  crop is p u t Into a 
w ell bu ilt silo in  th e  r ig h t condition,
I believe th a t silage is a  cheap, pa la t­
able  and hea lthy  food fo r  dairy  cows' 
and th a t th e  products resu lting  fronr 
its  use are  n o t inferior. W hy is it, if 
silage Is unhealthfu l and unw hole­
some. .tha t thousands of silos are  In 
use by  th e  best dairym en in  A m erica? 
Why is i t  th a t m ilk fu rn ished  by m any 
of the  b e s t dairym en who a re  heavy 
feeders of silage a re  unable to  supply 
the  dem and from  critical custom ers 
who ,pay high prices fo r w hat they 
regard  as  an excellen t artic le?  Why 
is i t  th a t b u tte r  from dairies w here 
silage is properly fed m eets w ith no 
objection from  custom ers? W hy is it 
th a t some condensed m ilk facto ries ac­
cep t m jlk from  silage fed cows and 
urge th e ir  patrons to erec t and use. 
silos? W hy is it th a t cows fed on 
silage fo r a  long period of years re ­
m ain in good hea lth , continue to  take 
th e ir  ra tions  and yield profitable re­
tu rn s?  W hy is it (if silage causes 
abortion) th a t herds of forty  cows 'fed 
liberally  w ith silage fo r six m onths 
of the  year-, even w hen w ell advanced 
in tho  period of gesta tion , go through 
the en tire  year w ithout a  case of abor­
tion? My experience In feeding a  dairy 
herd w ith silage fo r seven years indi­
ca tes th a t th e re  is no foundation for 
objections to  the  leg itim ate use-of sil­
age as a  food fo r dairy anim als even 
when supplying critical custom ers 
w ith  milk and cream . F u rth er, my 
experience has been th a t w hen well 
preserved silage is fed continuously 
for six  m onths of the  year (the  am ount 
no t exceeding 35 pounds per cow 
daily) In connection w ith  such fine 
feeds as  w ill m ake a  properly bal­
anced ration  the  anim als w ill rem ain 
in  good health  from  yea r fO; year. 
F urtherm ore, i t  h as  been my experi­
ence th a t cows, even w hen well ad ­
vanced in  the  period of gestation , qjay 
be fed good corn silage, a t  th e  ra te  of 
*20 to 25 pounds per day in connection 
w ith o th e r foods w ithout any injurious 
effects. * I t is my opinion, therefore, 
th a t good c o m  silage fed w ith in  rea­
sonable lim its’does n o t cause abortion. 
In fact; I believe th a t a  succulent 
food, as  com  silage, fed In sm all quan­
t i t ie s  a t  th e  tin\e w hen anim als are  
well advanced in  th e  period of gesta­
tion, aids in keeping th e  d igestive 
system  lip good condition and has a 
beneficial effect upon the  general 
health  ‘of the  anim al.—C. B. Lane, 
Asst, in D airy H usbandry, N. J .

Little P ests  Found to  be P artia l to 
Dark Blue.

Color '/plays an im portan t p a r t in 
the a ttrac tio n  o r repulsion of te r ta in  
Insects. It was noticed during the 
Cuban w ar th a t the American sol­
diers who w ere clad in the  re g u la to r  
navy-blue sh irts  suffered much more 
severely than any o thers from the 
bites of m osquitoes. The surgeon- 

■general in stitu ted  a series of tests. 
He had boxes painted w ith various 
colors and placed in  a mosquito- 
haiinted neighborhood. It was found 
th a t  the one painted blue attrac ted  
108i insects, next cam e brown and 
dark  red, but these a ttrac ted  only 
two each. Yellow failed : to secure 
a single m osquito visitor. As a  con­
sequence. blue sh irts  will no longer 
be jissued to troops In m osquito-infest­
ed ■ regions. T ravelers are  recom­
mend to w ear some khaki-colored 
m aterial when jqurneying in th e  trop-
