Brief Chronicle of M atters

Labor men in the hou.se were stirred
up by a bill which passed the senate
last week. It provides that men who
take railroad tickets Lrom companies
or individuals upon theugreement that
they shall do certain work and then re-
fuse to do 'the work may be punished
by fine and! imprisonment. Represen-
tative Shea, of Detroit, has prepared
some amendments which he will ask5
the house to add to tbe bill, calculated
to allow workingmen.to get even with
companies which do not keep their
part af agreements as to work, wages,
board,-etc. It provides that whenever
agreements are made to take men
from their homes to do work in some
other place, the officer or agent of the
company making the agreement shall
prejwtre a statement of the conditions
in writing, giving the wages to be
paid, hours, work, kind of board, etc.,
and if the company does not observe
these (terms their officers' or agents
may be fined or imprisoned.

The legislature resumed its sessions
Tuesday .night after an adjourn-
ment for tne election. There were
quite a number absentees,
but the house went to work.
A large ' number of  petitions
were received asking for the passage
of the Holmes liquor'bond bill. Mote
of them were from ministers ami their
congregations. Some of the members
wanted' to begin holding morning ses-
sions to-morrow, but’a resolution to
that effect was voted down, 18 to 20.
However, to Show that they were not
lazy the members went Info committee
of the whole. When'the bill to appro-
priate $78,000 for Improvement*? at the
asylum at Newberry was reached,
Representative Rodgers objected to a

But Chairman NealL, of the ways and
means' committee, said the now build-
ing is necessarjt but Rodgers thought
the figure too high and the bill was
laid over.

Gum a
cumber of CHsp tissue-paper leaves
mout from Figure 1 on the big end of
the red eggs. Fold each,leaf length-
wise through the center, according to
the dotted line; then slip a hat pin
or the back of the blade of a table
knife tight up in the fold and, holding
the leaf in place with the righlt hand,
gradually push it up together on the
blade with the left hand; this gives

Castration.

From Farmers’ Review: The ob-
jects of castration are to prevent re-
production, to‘increase the tendency
to lay on flesh, to better the quality
of the meat and to secure docility.
Almost every farmer considers him-
self competent to do this work, and
although the loss Is not very great it
could easily be reduced at least one-
half by using proper care and better
Judgment. The heaviest loss from cas-
tration Is due to the extremes of heat
or oold and to the attacks of flies.
Should the weather be extremely cold
when the operation is performed
the wounded parts are Apt to
become frosted. If performed in very
hot weather complications may set in
causing great Inflammation and death
of the animal.

The very young animal withstands
the shock better than older ones and
is little checked in its growth by It
The work, however, is much mofe
easily performed on older animals
The age, then, should be such as to
eliminate the tedious work with tin-
very young animal and the injurious
effect upon an animal well advance*
toward maturity. When an animal A
castrated it should be in good health
free from constipation or any feverei
condition and should have a good ap
petite. The animals should be lightl>
fed, both before and after the opera
Mbn, at least for one of two days, Ir
fact the work should be done on ai.
empty stomach. If possible, after’
castration turn the animal on grass
This with the pleasant days is tht
advantage of doing the work in the
spring of the year:

With pigs. lambs and calves it is a
good practice to castrate ‘'midway be
tween birth and weaning time. Wit!
the ram' lamb intended for market It
is not worth while for the small flock
master to run the risk of losing in-
dividuals by castration. If well cared
for these lambs may be fattened and
placed on the market early enough to
prevent any inconvenience or any
deleterious effects to the meat product
by not castrating them. Docking the
lambs' tails when the animals, are
young will have bnt little effect in re-
tarding ‘growth. The ram lambs
should not have their tails docked at
the time of castration. Where the two
operations are -performed together
there is greater risk of losing an ani-
mal._ A lamb's tail may be cut off
when the lamb is but one to three
days old. Pigs treehly castrated
should not be allowed to wallow. The
introduction of mud alone into the
open gashes lengthens the period oi
healing. Again inoculation of disease
germs may occur in these fresh
vr}%mds causing the death of. the ani-

If calves are castrated at the proper
age and in good weather, little atten-
tion need be given them afterward.
They seem to have the strength to
overcome the shock with slight de-
rangement of the system. However,
local complications may set in and
should be checked before the animal
has become weakened. Calves noi
castrated from e?ght to ten months
after birth often show the stag head
which is so objectionable and which
often reduces the price of the animal
when sold either as a feeder or when
fattened for the butcher’s market.
Early maturity demands the castra-
tion of the calves when very young.
This makes the steer take on the ap-
pearance of the heifer and the devel-
opment will henceforth be more uni-
form.

Colts are an exception to the general
rule Of castrating before the weaning
eriod. A high-spirited animal with a
arge, well arched neck is very much
desired and the breeder attempts to
secure these features by allowing the
colt to run stud until two or three
years old. It is gradually becoming
a practice among horse breeders to
castrate their male colts when year
lings. The animal is much more easily
handled at that age and the great In-
convenience of caring for the colt ana
separating it from the other animals
is dispensed with. There is also less
risk of death Incurred—W. B. Ander-
son.

Poisoning of Cattle by Sorghum.

Prof. A. T. Peters of the Nebraska
Station In reference to sorghum pois-
oning, says: During the past few
.years, the Nebraska experiment sta-

tie from eating green sorghum and
Kafir corn. The prediction of the
veterinarian that a chemical poison
would-be found has been fully verified.

I think this will be the garden of
the Northwest some day, and that day
not tery far distant There has been
a great change since we came here,
and there will be a greater change In
the next five years. The winters are
all anyone could wish for. \We have
very [ittle snow, and the climate Is
fine and healthy. Last summer was
wet, but not to an extent to damage
crops, which were a large average
yield and the hay was immense-r-and
farmers wore a broad smile accord-
ingly.

We have good schools, the govern-
ment pays 70 per cent of the expense
of education, which is a great boon
in a new country-  Of course churcherf
of different denominations follow the
settlements. Summer picnics and win-
ter concerts are all well attended, and

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COSI LY STONE IN OREGON.

Discovery of a Mine of Jade in the Far
Northwestern_ State.

A very Important mineral discovery
has Just been made in the Althouse
district of Southern Josephine county,
consisting bf the finding in consider-
able quantity of the sacred and rare
stone, jade. Several miners visited
Grant’s Pass recently, bringing sam-
ples of the stone with them, says the
Kansas City World/ These samples
were positively identified as jade by
United States Mineral Surveyor H. C.
Perkins, of this city, The discovery
is of great geological importance, from
the fact that jade has never before
been found in any place in any of the
mineral districts of the North Ameri-
can continent: The miners who have
come in from the scene of the discov-
ery report that many large pieces of
float jade of. beautiful color and fine
texture have been and are being found
both on ARhouse and Indian creeks.

Jade is the sacred stone of the Chi-
nese and is used by them in making
bracelets, rings, vases, etc. It is
tough, compact stone. Its color varies
from an almost pure white to a dark
or pale green. Jkde was one of the
first materials used in the making of
weapons and utensils during prehis-
toric times. There is a coarser or
more common variety of the stone
known as jadeite that was used in
making axes and weapons.. The jade
(was and is highly prized by the peo-
ple of the-Orient for ornamental pur-
poses and carvings. The Chinese name
for It is “yu-shih,” which means “Jade
stone.”

For ages past the main and principal
Bupply of jade has come from the Kara
Kash valley of Eastern Turkestan. It
is also found to some extent in New
Zealand, the islands of the Pacific and
South 'America; but this is the first
time that it has ever been found on.
the North American continent The
discovery in Southern’ Josephine coun-
ty will be thoroughly investigated by
interested parties. It is of especial
interest to the geological world.
