suits, and an adequate supply of
masks, gloves, protectors, etc., for
all probable requirements. The suits
are to have t“c name of; the ship
across the, breasts of the shirts.

This move has been made, not
only in the belief that athletic exer-
cises are good for the men who in-
dulge in them, but that the interest
exerted by competition between the
ships’ crews in manl¥ sports will tend
to take ther place of less wholesome
entertainments when the men arc
ashore. The pride of each ship in its
own crack sportsmen will add to the
esprit de corps and the hope is that
the moral tone of the whole navy Wil
be raised by the new plan in spite of
occasional abuses which will doubt-
less be inevitable—New York Post.

The council members,and especially
the electric lighting committee ,are be-
- mg sought by representatives of elect-
ric lighting companies and engineers.
Four of the gentlemen were present at
the council meeting Monday evening.
The arguments of three of them was to
the effect that the council could not
afford to take chances on letting con-
tracts for buildiug the plant without
the expert services of an electrical en-
: gineer to supervise the building and
prepare plans. Each of the gentlemen
offered todo this work,on a dve per
cent basis or a lump sum of SUB0. The
other gentleman was a contractor and
would install the plant-complete wjith
such apparatus and machinery as the
council saw fit to purshase on a ten per-
cent profit. The council listened jat-
ientively to all propositions, but did
not indicate it would accept any. We
<Jonot believe they should be in any
haste about the matter and we further
believe the services of a supervising en-
gineer paay be profitably dispersed
with. The people of Plymouth woyld
undoubtedly prefer to have the council
committee make its own contracts and
supervise its own work, even if the
committee is voted pay for the time so
.spent. They may obtain all informa
lion they need by Vvisiting different
electric light plants and getting the
opinions of the owners or operators
thereof. The council can purchase ap-
paratus just as cheaply as the contract-
or, or engineer, notwithstanding the
claims of the latter to have -inside
prices.” A good electrician may be
hired at #60 to 875 per month. How-
ever, if the council sees fit to make a
econtract, the understanding and pro
visions .should be most thorough, with
all the advantages, if any, on the side,
pf the village. There should be no
more water works deals.

THE LARGEST SAILING VESSEL.

Recontly Built in)the Yards cf a Busy
German Firm.

The extraordinary activity display:
ed by the builders and managers of
German steamship lines during the
past three decades has been equaled
by the energy shown in constructing
sailing vessels of the latest type, ac-
cording to the New "fork Times
Within the past few weeks one firm
of German shipbuilders has completed
what will be probably the largest sail-
ing craft in the world, according to a
report received by the state depart-
ment from Henry W. Diederich, Uni-
ted States consul, at Bremen. The fol-
lowing is the record of 'the year’s
work of but one of several firms to
whose activity [\Mr. Diederich calls
attention:

"At .the end of- its business year
(May C 1902), the Teeklenborg com-
pany, at Bremerhaven, capitalized at
2,000,000 marks ($170,000) paid a div-
idend of 20 per cent. This concern
was occupied to its utmost capacity
during the entire year and the repair
and dry docks were continually in
use. Six double-screw freight and
passenger 3teamcrs and two very
large sailing vessels were, building, of
which three steamers, and one tailing
vessel were delivered to the owners.
The firgi is famous all the world over
for building sailing craft and the ves-
sel completed a few weeks ago is
probably the largest in the world. Her
name is Preussen. She is a fivg-mast-
ed, full-rigged steel vessel, steel-
sparred throughout. Her length Is
440 feet, beam 50 feet. She has a car-
rying capacity of 8000 tons, iwhile
her registered tonnage is 4,000i. Re-
cently she started on her first voyage
to the west coast of South America”
