She jrafi-
irated from the Plymouth high school
with the class of. *%, and since that
time has been engaged in teaching, the
past three years having been spent in
the Plymouth Union School.  July 15,
1900, she united with the M. E. Cnurjch
of Plymouth and has ever lived an
earnest Christian life.  She ’acted as
rtecretary of the Wayne Cos Teaehdrs’
Association for one year and was re-
elected. Also was elected president of
the Plymouth high school Alumni
Association for the present year. She
-was married Jan. 27th, 1903 to Ephraim
Partridge, who with parents, brothers,
’.and sisters, mourns her sorrowful and
untimely death.

-church Tuesday afternoon, there being
present a large congregation, the Lady
Maocabees, of which the deceased was
a member, attending in a body.
